RescueEquiPmen;Needéd 3

The need for more suitable rescue equipment in
the Winters Fire Department was never more
graphically shown than during the time firemen and
Emergency Service personnel were attempting to
remove three persons from a wrecked automobile
just south of Winters last Wednesday night. The
rescue teams worked for some time to take two per-
sons from the left side of the wreckage. Meanwhile,
others were attempting to remove a jammed door
on the right side of the vehicle. They used prying
bars, a small hydraulic “PortaPower” unit, and
brute strength to tear the door off the body of the
car; they worked about 30 minutes before the victim
could be removed. That few minutes could have
been the difference in a life saved or a life lost.

The Winters Volunteer Firemen are going to at-
tempt to do something about the situation. This
week, a campaign was started to raise money

through public subscription to purchase some type
of heavy-duty power unit to be used to tear a wreck-
ed car apart—or anything else, for that matter.
They feel, as we do, that this community will see the
need for such a rescue unit, and will readily respond.
The unit would cost about $6,000, they said, but the
saving of just one life would more than justify the
cost.

A special “Rescue Unit” fund has been opened at
the Winters State Bank . . . and already, just a few
minutes after it had been opened, a total of $200 had
been contributed. Those who feel they would like to
take part in this life-saving campaign may send their
checks to the bank, hand them to Mike Meyer at the
Winters Funeral Home, or leave their contributions
at The Enterprise office. This is a good cause, and
deserves the consideration of everyone in this com-
munity. We feel sure it will be successful.

Friedman cites the lit-

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AUSTIN — Gasohol, once considered an “exotic
fuel,” at least in Governor Bill Clements’' words, is
fast becoming all the rage at the State Capitol.

Texas family farmers fought all last year to in-
itiate gasohol production in the state and up until
now have enjoyed limited success. Their hopes were
boosted during the last Legislature when Reps. Dan
Kubiak and Bill Keese successfully pushed through
the legislation legalizing alcohol fuel production in
Texas, but the necessary funding has not come
through.

All that is changing.

Foilowing President Carter’s partial embargo of
grain sales to the Soviet Union, gasohol's destiny
has taken an upswing. Carter intends the federal
government to buy the 17 million metric tons of
grain and use much of it in the rapid production of
gasohol. The benefits are two-fold: America can
become more self-sufficient in terms of energy, and
farmers can enjoy a solid domestic market for grain.

Amid all the bustling, Texas farmers leveled a
strong blast at Governor Clements, charging him
with breaking a promise to their group by stifling
gasohol production. They see Clements’ ties to the
oil industry (he is the founder of SEDCO, Inc., a
Dallas-based oil well drilling firm) as the reason for
his inaction.

“Qil Baron Governor” — Specifically, the state
coordinator of the American Agriculture Move-
ment, Mike McCathern of Hereford, said:

“We have an oil baron governe: who doesn’t want
any competition with oil, and a liquor lobby controll-
ing the Alcoholic Beverage Commission and we can't
get anything done.”

The commission, which normally oversees drink-
ing alcohol regulation, is the agency which handles
alcohol fuel production permits. During the recent
year, the ABC has given out less than 25 permits
across the state.

The farmers’ push was highlighted by a hunger
strike beginning Friday by one of their leaders,
Charlie Fitts of Milam County. Fitts is camping out
in front of the Governor’s Office at the Capitol to
draw attention to the farmers’ beef with Clements.

AG Okays Gasohol — Attorney General Mark
White ruled last week that a Kansas corporation,
Midwest Solvents, Inc., can produce gasohol in
Texas but cannot manufacture 190-proof alcohol at
the same plant.

The ruling was sought following controversy over
whether beverage alcohol could also be produced at
the targeted Santa Rosa plant. The company was
planning to ship the beverage alcohol out of state for
sale.

White's ruling boosts the state’s ability to say yes
to alcohol fuel production at the same time it says no
to beverage alcohol production.

Political Races — As the Feb. 4 filing deadline
nears, more political races are shaping up in Texas.
State Rep. John Wilson, D-LaGrange, announced
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UT Encourages
Folklore Study

Whether it be quilting
or water witching, the
study and preservation of
folklore is actively en-
couraged by The Univer-
sity of Texas.

For example, UT
Austin is one of only three
institutions in the nation
that offers a Ph.D. degree
in folklore.

In addition, UT’'s
Center for International
Studies in Folklore and
Ethnomusicology main-
tains a folklore archive
which includes about
1,300 tape recordings that
range from fiddle tunes to
tales of Gulf Coast fisher-
men.

The Folklore Center
also is making a Texas
Folklife Survey and this
spring is assisting in spon-
soring workshops on folk
arts and folk culture in six
Texas regions.

Older Students

The needs of older, non-
traditional students flock-
ing to the nation’s com-
munity colleges differ
from those of the average
downy-cheeked freshman.

To help train commun-
ity college personnel from
across the U. S. in ways
they can serve those older
person's needs more ef-
fectively, the W. K. Kell-
ogg Foundation has given
The University of Texas
College of Education a
million-dollar grant to set
up a new Program in Com-
munity College Educa-
tion.

The new program adds
another dimension to
UT's already widely
known Community Col-
lege Leadership Program,
which has produced more
community college deans
and presidents than any
similar program in the na-
tion.

Fred Young Remembers

After living in Winters for 62 years, Fred Young
has many memories of people. places and events.
But the most vivid of all is the terrific sandstorm
that blasted in on Feb. 21, 1918.

The T. B. Young family from Hill County arrived
in August of 1917. Part of them rode the train and
the others came in the family car. They saw their
first oilwells at Santa Anna, some of these wells are
pumping today. Lodging was found at the Cottage
Hotel, across the street from the Methodist Church.

The first person Fred saw in Winters was Sam
Cooke. They met at the telephone pole where the
horses that pulled the delivery truck for the J. R.
Cooke grocery store were hitched.

The Youngs bought a farm and moved to the
Franklin community, four miles southwest of Win-
ters, where the children attended school. They lived
there until July of 1918, before moving into town
next door to the Cookes.

Feb. 21, started out as a very pretty day, Fred re-
calls. “We came to school in the family car, a four-
ninety Chevrolet. We could see a blue bank in the
north about noon the sand started blowing and it
had gravel with it.

“Mrs. T. V. Jennings taught the first grade and
her pupils had a Washington's birthday program.
My room, the sixth grade, was invited to be the aud-
ience.

“About 2 o’clock it began getting dark and cold.
The darkness closed in until it was like midnight.
The children were so frightened that they started
crying and running through the halls. They thought
the world was coming to an end. The lights were no
more than 60 watt bulbs. The force of the wind kept
the back doors shut and Supt. A. W. Cherry stood
guard at the south doors.

“Some parents came for their children. Others
who lived in the country stayed with friends. We
managed to reach the car, my oldest brother, Ken-
drick, the twins, Roy and Ray, and myself. We made
it home, put the car in the garage, and began to
drain the radiator but the block froze and burst.

“That evening and night the snow and dirt kept
on blowing. The next morning we shoveled tubs full
of dirt out of the house.

“Snow and sand had drifted as high as the fences
and the mules, horses and cows could easily walk
over the fence. Chickens had frozen on the roost.

“Grandpa Blackwood, an old timer, came to our
house, and said this was the worst sandstorm he had
ever seen and he had lived here a long time. When
he moved to his farm there were no fences except
around the barn and a small grazing pasture.

“The snow drifts were full of sand and BB size
gravel and were a long time melting, especially on
roads running east and west.

“To get our car fixed took awhile. There were no
welding machines then.

“Mr. Miller’s blacksmith shop was located where
Alvin Benson's place is now. He built a brick furnace
and tried to do some patchwork on our car but was
unsuccessful and a new block had to be ordered.
Several months passed before the car was in runn-
ing shape again.

“The rainfall in 1918 was very little and the crops
that year were not much. We made one bale of cot-
ton and it didn't weigh 400 pounds. Our maize didn't
head out. We plowed it up, shook the dirt off the
roots, and used it for cow feed.

“I've heard old timers talk about sandstorms but
Feb. 21, 1918 was the worst one yet."”

While in school Fred played a cornet in Charlie
Grant's band. The bandhall was upstairs above
Harry Human's store. The first World War was on
and the band played for the homeguard. They drill-
ed on Monday and Thursday nights with wooden
guns. Frank Paxton, druggist, was head of it.

On Armistice Day, Nov. 11, 1918, the oil mill and
all the gins began to blow their whistles at intervals.
King Jordan fired his six shooter and everybody
knew that the war was over.

There was no school. The band members got
together and marched and played all day. At 3
o'clock there was a big rally of the townspeople at
the Methodist tabernacle. Patriotic speeches were
made and the band performed.

Along with peace the rains came and 1919 was a
prosperous year.

The Youngs built a new house on 213 W. Pierce
Street in 1922, It burned on Dec. 29 and was rebuilt
at the same location.

In the summer of 1923, the Winters State Bank
was being remodeled and Fred was helping dig the
basement with pick and shovel. Mr. Holliday wanted
to sell his tailor shop and Fred decided he had rather
press clothes. His dad helped him buy the tailor shop
and he did so well with it that he didn't want to
return to school. Except for a stint in California,
Fred remained in some phase of the tailor business
until 1950 when he bought the Economy Food Store
with partners Ernest Thormeyer and Weldon Col-
lins.

Fred was a good business man and made the Kraft
International magazine twice with his Kraft
displays and sales. He was the only one in the
Abilene area to make the magazine. He rented John
Normans little mules and wagon for his publicity
display. His weekend sale was the biggest volume
Kraft had in this area for this weekend.

The store was sold in 1967.

The Youngs have two married sons, Dick of
Austin and Garner of Albuquerque, N. M., and two
grandsons, Jeff and Stephen.

Mrs. Young, the former Myrle Garner, is a nurse
and was surgical supervisor at West Texas Medical
in San Angelo, later named the Shannon Hospital,
when she and Fred married in 1933.

Social Security-

Good or Bad?

Is Social Security a
good buy? Will I ever get
as much back from Social
Security as I have paid in-
to the program? These
are questions that are
commonly asked by many
people when they hear
stories or read in the
newspaper that the Social
Security program is ‘“‘go-
ing broke.” The answer is
“yes” for most of today's
workers. The Social Se-
curity system is flexible;
it has a built-in capacity
for change. Congress in-
creased both the Social
Security tax rate and the
amount of earnings that
are taxable when they
passed the 1977 amend-
ments to the Social Se-
curity Act. Therefore,
despite high inflation, and
despite a declining birth
rate and a longer life ex-
pectancy that result in
fewer workers’ paying in-
to the program and more
people collecting benefits,
the trust funds from
which benefits are paid
will remain solvent.

The Social Security
program affects almost
every person in the
United States. Nine out of
every ten jobs are cover-
ed by Social Security and
one out of every seven
people (33 million people)
receives a check of one
kind or another. The total

amount of benefits paid
out in a year is over $70
billion dollars, an amount
which has a tremendous
impact on the economy of
the United States.

Who gets checks? The
question can be answered
in one word, “people”. All
kinds of people. Monthly
checks may go to workers
and their dependents
when the worker retires,
becomes severely disabl-
ed, or dies. Then, there's
Medicare, which helps
pay the cost of health care
for eligible people who
are 65 or over and to cer-
tain disabled people.

Most young people
associate Social Security
with old people and re-
tirement benefits. How-
ever, they should remem-
ber that there is some-
thing in the program for
them too. If a young work-
er becomes too disabled
to work and meets the re-
quirements of the Social
Security Law regarding
earnings, they can draw a
check for themself and
their dependents until
they recover. If a young
person dies, the survivors
of that person can usually
draw checks for specified,
often lengthy, periods of
time. We all want to in-
sure that our families are
provided for in the event
we are not able to work or
in the event of our death.
Social Security is an ex-
cellent way to provide
that insurance.

VA Compensation Rates

Will Be Increased

Checks reflecting a 9.9
percent increase in Veter-
ans Administration comp-
ensation payments were
mailed at the end of
December to more than
two-and-a-quarter million
veterans, 235,000 surviv-
ing spouses and more
than 85,000 children of de-
ceased veterans, accor-
ding to Jack Coker, Waco
VA Regional Office Direc-
tor.

The increased pay-
ments were authorized by
Congress earlier in De-
cember and were signed
into law by President
Carter Nov. 28. They are
retroactive to Oct. 1. A
seperate adjustment
check covering the in-
creased amount due in
November and December
will be mailed during the
latter part of December.

The new rates mean
that a veteran with a ser-
vice-connected disability
rated at 10 percent will re
ceive $48 a month, up
from $44. The rate for a 50
percent disability goes
from $232 monthly to
$255, and a veteran with a
100 percent disability will
receive $889 monthly, an
increase of $80.

Additional amounts
providing up to a maxi-
mum payment of $2,536 a
month (up from $2,308)
are paid for specific se-
vere disabilities.

The new legislation
also increases by 9.9 per-
cent the added amounts
paid for dependents to
veterans rated 30 percent

Also increased were
the rates of Dependency
and Indemnity Compensa-
tion paid survivors of
veterans whose deaths
were due to service-
connected causes or vet-

erans totally disabled

from service-connected
causes whose deaths were
not the result of such dis-
abilities.

Certain children of
those deceased veterans
also receive increased
compensation under the
new legislation. They in-
clude unmarried children
under 18 as well as cer-
tain older helpless child-
ren and those between 18
and 23 who are attending
VA-approved schools.

Surprising as it
may seem, Christians are
alrecady united by Christ,
regardless of denomina-
tional affiliations. This
statement may cause
some people to shudder,
but the fact is that if you
attend any Christian wor-
ship service, the person
behind the worship is
Jesus Christ. The specific
forms of worship may be
different, but the cause of
worship is God’s activity
in Jesus Christ. He is our
unity.

“This is not to suggest
that denominational af-

filiations make no dif-.

ference,” said Keene.
“But we waste so much
time worrying about the
negative aspects of deno-
minational differences.
God in his wisdom and
glory has created us diff-
erent from one another,
so that the message of

God's love must come to
us in different ways. De-
nominations serve this
purpose. And we should
not forget that just as in-
dividuals are given gifts
of different talents and
skills, so are denomina-
tions given different gifts.

“However, these differ-
ences are all within the
framework of what we
have in common. It is this
commonality that the
Week of Prayer for Chris-
tian Unity wants to em-
phasize. And look at what
we have in common: we
all proclaim Jesus Christ
to the world; we all wor-
ship through the same
Jesus Christ; we are all
concerned to feed and
clothe the starving and
naked people of the world;
we all care for the sick; we
come together as
brothers and sisters in
Christ to strengthen and
encourage one another in
times of tragedy, and to
celebrate together in
times of joy. We actually
do these things. They
could at times be done
better, but the important
thing is that they are
done.

‘‘But the Week of
Prayer for Christian Uni-
ty is not about us, but
about God,” said Keene.
“We pray in the Lord's
Prayer, 'Thy kingdom
come, Thy will be done.’
In the final analysis, God
will work His way. In the
prayer we indicate our
willingness and hope to be
instruments of His will.
During the Week of
Prayer for Christian Uni-
ty I would encourage
Christians to be especial-
ly mindful of this in their
private devotions. And
when it is appropriate in
our worship services, we
could pray that God
would so work in us that a
wholesome cooperation
among the denominations
may be achieved to work
His will.”
