About 24 years ago — in 1956, 
as I recall — I started the “Home 
Town Talk" column in The Enter­
prise. For about 20 years, there 
was a “Talk” column in the paper 
every week, without miss . . .  until 
something like four years ago, I 
got so busy (or thought I was) that 
I began missing one once in a 
while . . .  until it was dropped out 
completely.

We decided a few days ago to 
start up again, if for no other 
reason than to have a place for 
items for which space could not be 
found in the regular columns, and 
as a vehicle to express some ideas 
and opinions. Then it occurred to 
me that “Home Town Talk" had 
actually been allowed to die, and 
that the column title should be 
changed. We all cast about for a 
new name, without coming up 
with anything suitable. As we 
started trying to get started 
again, the answer came in a flash, 
so to speak. On the phototypeset­
ter used to set the type for the 
newspaper is a video screen. 
When it is off, there is a reflection 
of the scene in front of the screen .

It would be 
appropriate, it seemed, because 
the column would be mainly a 
reflection of the times and moods 
of the community; a reflection not 
only of the editor’s views and opi­
nions, but of the views and opi­
nions of others within the com­

munity. So we had the name.
As The Enterprise winds up 75 

years with this issue, and starts 
the third quarter of this first one 
hundred years, what could be 
more appropriate than to bid 
farewell to the first three with a 
new column. (It’s hard to realize 
that I have been with The Enter­
prise for one-third of its long life!) 
Charlsie Poe has written a com­
prehensive history of the paper 
which you will find inside this 
issue. You also probably have 
been reading some of the articles 
by Erma Eason Beal, daughter of 
an early-day publisher. Charlsie 
will have many other articles 
within the next few months, and 
will also be responsible for many 
of the articles which we plan to 
use in a special historical edition 
in May.

Also, what could be more ap­
propriate than to begin this col­
umn with an introduction to you 
of the budding artists in our com­
munity. Pupils of the Winters 
Primary School first grade have 
submitted examples of their work 
for publication, the first series of 
which you will find in this issue.

School gets energy 
engineering funds

Standing, Jeannie Walker, Bobbie Walker and Anna 
Vera.

T. D. Lancaster, superintendent of Winters In­
dependent School District, announced Tuesday that 
the school district has received a $7,998 Technical 
Assistant Grant from the Department of Energy, to 
be used in making an engineering study to deter­
mine steps which can be made toward conservation 
of energy. The three buildings of the Winters school 
plant involved in the program will be the elemen­
tary building, the high school building and the gym­
nasium.

The Winters ISD was recommended for the grant 
by Thomas D. Wright, director of the Conservation 
Division of the Texas Energy and Natural Resour­
ces Advisory Council (TENRAC).

The Department of Energy’s (DOE) cost-sharing 
program for schools, hospitals, and buildings owned 
by units of local government and public government 
and public institutions is administered through the 
Conservation Division of TENRAC. Purpose of the 
program is to assist public and private non-profit in­
stitutions to save energy and related costs by con­
ducting technical assistance (TA)analyses — detail­
ed engineering analyses — and purchasing and in-

stalling energy conservation measures (ECM) re­
commended by the analyses.

Funding for TA and ECM projects is based on a 50 
percent federal and 50 percent institutional match, 
except in hardship cases. In cases of severe hard­
ship, an amount up to 90 percent federal funding 
may be awarded. The first grant cycle provided 
$5,645,418 for funding the schools and hospitals 
grant program, Lancaster said.

It was understood that upon completion of pri­
mary engineering surveys, the school district could 
apply for funding to assist in developing comprehen­
sive energy conservation measures, such as struc­
tural remodeling in some instances, and installation 
of equipment and facilities to conserve heating and 
cooling energy.

Representaties of public or private non-profit 
schools, hospitals, and units of local government or 
public institutions may contact TENRAC for more 
information about this three-year grant program.

Local
option

A local option election, to 
legalize the sale of' alcoholic 
beverages in Precinct 2, will be 
held in early April, according to 
Frankie Berryman, Runnels 
County Clerk. Date for the elec­
tion has not been officially set, 
Berryman said, but the date 
should be established by the Run­
nels County Commissioners at the 
March 11 meeting of that body.

Berryman said all legal re­
quirements for the local option 
election had been met. An applica­
tion for a petition was presented 
Jan. 21, he said, and petitions 
were returned Feb. 19, with 430 
signatures. He said 38 of the 
names on the petition were de­
clared invalid, but that the re­
maining 392 were more than 
enough to meet the required 363. 
Number of signatures on the peti­
tion is dictated by state statute, 
and must number at least 35 per­
cent of the total number of voters 
who voted in the preceding gover­
nor’s election, in the precinct.

The original application for the 
petition contained 10 signatures 
of persons residing in the pre­
cinct, Berryman said.

Date for the local option elec­
tion will be made firm by the com­
missioners next week, it was said. 
This date probably will be April 3.

as he opened The Enter­
prise door.

"Good morning to you 
and what can I do for 
you?”

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Boycotting tho Olympics: 
The Larger Issue

The President in January imposed a firm deadline on the 
Soviets to withdraw their troops from Afghanistan. If they 
ignored the ultimatum, the United States would seek to 
boycott the Olympics in Moscow this summer.

That deadline has come and gone.
Soviet troops and Soviet mechanized divisions continue to 

roll into that country. According to recent reports, there are 
now some 100,(XX) troops amassed along the eastern border 
with Iran, and on the southern border leading to the Straits of 
Hormuz.

If the Soviets have any intention of withdrawing their 
troops, they are keeping it a closely guarded secret.

This country must respond accordingly.
Diplomatic and economic pressure must be intensified. No 

serious avenues should be overlooked in our effort to make it 
clear that Soviet actions in Afghanistan will cost them an ever 
higher price.

The extent of Soviet geopolitical ambitions should no longer 
be in doubt. And I hope the lessons of the past few months are 
not lost on those who would have this country initial an arms 
agreement with the Soviets. The proposed SALT II treaty, 
temporarily withheld from Senate consideration because of 
Soviet actions, is apparently still a high-priority item by this 
Administration.

Soviet actions in Afghanistan make a mockery of their 
words. Peace is important to them, only if it does not infringe 
on larger aims.

That is why this country must pursue every means at its 
disposal to let the world know the United States will not 
tolerate Soviet interventionism.

In my view, boycotting the Olympics is a correct expression 
of this country’s condemnation of the Soviet’s blatant 
aggression.

It is not a position I take lightly. As an athlete growing up in 
the Texas Hill Country, sports were a major part of my life. 1 
can well understand the sacrifice that we will be asking our

number of operations hasThe Texas cattle pic­

ture, entering the 1980s, 
is quite interesting.

While the rest of the 
nation showed an increase 
in cattle numbers, Texas 
reported a decrease. The 
larger inventories of cat­
tle in the U.S., however, 
were located on fewer 
numbers of farms and ran­
ches, but here in Texas, 
there were more ranching 
operations.

Total numbers of cattle 
in Texas dropped by 
about 700,000 head from 
Jan. 1, 1979 to Jan. 1, 
1980, while the number of 
cattle operations increas­
ed about 2,000, notes Dr. 
Ed Uvacek, economist in 
livestock marketing at 
Texas A&M University 
System . There were 
157,000 cattle operations 
in Texas during 1979 and 
a reported 13.2 million 
head of cattle on the first 
of this year.

been mainly those with 1 
to 49 head of cattle,” 
Uvacek points out. “In 
this category, the number 
of operations rose and 
now makes up 73 percent 
of the total. While these 
small operations increas­
ed in number, they still 
only account for 16 per­
cent of all Texas cattle.” 

Looking a t o th er 
categories of cattle opera­
tions, Uvacek points out 
that there was a sharp de­
crease in the number of

operations with 50 to 99 
head. This group accounts 
for 10 percent of all the 
cattle in Texas.

“The largest categories 
of operations remained 
fairly stable during the 
past year,” says the spe­
cialist. “Operations with 
100 to 499 head increased 
slightly but now only ac­
count for 31 percent of the 
cattle numbers. The big­
gest jump in number of 
cattle were in operations 
with 500 or more head. 
They account for 43 per­
cent of all the cattle. The 
number of these large 
operations, however, re­
mained at about 2 percent 
of the total.

athletes to make. 1 can fully appreciate the many, many hours 
— even years — these young Olympians have devoted to one 
objective — a slot on the United States team this summer. For 
many it has been a lifelong dream.

The issue of this country boycotting the Olympic games this 
summer has raised serious questions. Does boycotting the 
games have more than symbolic value? Is international 
competition the proper forum to register political condemna­
tion of a country? Will it have any impact on the Soviets?

1 believe the answers are clear.
Our Olympians will be making a sacrifice. But the cause is 

larger than sports. The Olympics stand for many things. But 
foremost among these things is peace. The real issue is 
whether the games should be held in a country which is itself 
committing a serious breach of international peace. This is the 
argument presented to the United States Olympic Committee. 
It is persuasive, in my view.

For thi? country to participate in the Olympics in a country 
that is warring against another is, in the words of the Secretary 
of State, “ to lend the Olympic mantle to that Nation’s 
actions.”

By not participating, our athletes will be demonstrating their 
belief — and this country’s belief — in the larger meaning of 
international competition — the promotion of peace among 
nations.

Yes, our Olympians will be making a large sacrifice. But it 
will be a sacrifice earning each and every one of them a 
medal more precious than gold — the one earned from all 
Americans for putting country first when country calls.

A irline passengers 
h&ve rights and need to 
know them, especially 
with the deregulation of 
the airline industry, says 
a family resource manage­
ment specialist.

This is especially true 
of delayed and cancelled 
flights.

Here, your “fly rights” 
can really work for you, if 
you're aware of them, 
says Bonnie Piernot.

Mrs. Piernot is with the 
Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service, The 
Texas A&M University 
System.

Airlines don’t guaran­
tee their schedules, so 
remember this when plan­
ning a trip.

Even though schedules 
aren’t guaranteed, most 
airlines will pay for a 
telephone call or telegram 
to your destination to an­
nounce a delay.

They’ll arrange and pay 
for hotel accommodations 
and food if you’re strand­
ed overnight, and they’ll 
pay for transportation be­
tween the airport and ho­
tel.

Ask about these poli­
cies BEFORE you travel, 
since different airlines 
have different policies.

If you are stranded by a 
long delay without help 
from the airlines staff, 
keep track of these out-of- 
pocket expenses and 
write to the airline’s con­
sumer office for reimbur­
sement when you get 
home.

Above all, remember 
that patience can work for 
you as effectively as your 
“fly rights.”

In many cases, airlines 
have little control over 
some delay factors, such 
as bad weather, air-traffic 
delays and mechanical re­
pairs.

For the first time since the Public 
Utility Commission of Texas began 
regulation of Texas telephone com­
panies, General Telephone Company 
of the Southwest is asking for rate 
changes designed to produce about 
$58 million in additional annual local 
revenues. Because this case is being 
filed on a statewide basis, adhering 
to statewide rate making principles, 
there is no “ average" increase we 
can quote for an “ average" customer. 
Increases will vary from community 
to community. Rates for all General 
Telephone customers in Texas will 
be affected, but there will be no 
changes in long distance rates. Here 
is our case:

Phone service is a good buy
You don't need us to tell you prices 

have gone up. But the price for phone 
service hasn't gone up as much as 
you may think. In fact, you may easily 
spend more on coffee for coffee 
breaks than you do for a month of 
basic local service. Contrast that 
with the prices you pay for shoes and 
sugar or gasoline and hamburger. Or 
contrast it with what we pay for 
poles, wires, cables, etc. We can’t 
sell 1980 service at 1976 prices, and 
stay in business.

We’ra facing facts
America's investor-owned utilities 

are fighting to stay financially sound 
and we’re in the middle of that fight. 
As part of on-going good manage­
ment, we constantly work to improve 
the efficiency of our operations. 
We’ve even gone to the length of 
redesigning truck bodies ourselves 
because we needed a less expensive, 
lighter weight, more fuel efficient 
model and automotive engineers 
weren’t interested in the small (to 
them) number we’d purchase. We’ve 
managed to avoid the rate increase 
arena for nearly four years through ef­
forts like these but they aren’t 
enough any more. We don’t intend to 
become a financial burden to 
anyone...and we can face facts. So, 
let’s face this one: it ’s either a rate in­
crease or some other alternative.

Wliat alternatives?
1. Downgrade customer service.
2. Defer plant and equipment 
additions.
3. Let our shareowners' 
investment deteriorate.
4. Ask our employees to give up 
justified wage increases.

Alternative 1: Downgrade customer 
service

You expect phones to work as 
close to 100 percent of the time as is 
possible and when phone service is 
out, you want It fixed. Fast. We agree. 
And you don’t want to wait to get ser­
vice to begin with, no matter how fast 
Texas grows. We also agree. 
Therefore, we can't let service 
deteriorate simply because costs of 
providing it increase. In fact, from our 
point of view, service in some spots 
could stand Improving...and we ought 
to know: we've been in this business 
a long time. But improvements cost * 
money.

Alternative 2: Defer plant and equip­
ment additions

We’ve already done that...or as 
much as we possibly could. Texas 
has been expe rienc ing  un­
precedented growth and that’s nice, 
because growth is healthy. The trou­
ble is we have had to spend (and bor­
row) unprecedented amounts of 
money (at unprecedented interest 
rates) to provide the facilities to meet 
that growth. And the dollars we spent 
in 1979 and will spend in 1980 don’t 
buy as much as they used to. They 
don’t even buy as much as they did 
the last time we had increases in 
rates -- 1976. We’ve had customers 
tell us, “ Look, my service is fine. Let 
it stay the same until 1999, just leave 
the rates alone." Sounds great, but 
it ’s not that simple. Even if it were 
possible, we’d still be spending 
millions each year just to maintain 
what’s out there now. Practically 
speaking, however, we can’t stand 
still. The rules under which we 
operate say we must meet all 
reasonable service requests in a 
timely manner. Telephone equipment 
is complex and it can’t be put in over­
night. With the way Texas has been 
growing and the way inflation is ram­
paging, some days it seems as 
though it will take all the running we 
can do and all the dollars we have 
just to stay in the same place. The 
engineering and construction work 
we do (and pay for) today determines 
the quality and quantity of service 
tomorrow.

Alternative 3; Let our shareowners’ 
Investment deteriorate

Everyone loves this answer...ex­
cept the shareowners...and they may 
be you directly, or indirectly, if you 
have a pension plan, life insurance or 
own mutual fund shares. Realistical­
ly, however, shareowners have to 
earn a reasonable return on their in­
vestment. Otherwise, they don't in­
vest. Would you? It was yesterday’s 
investment money which bought the 
equipment serving you today and to­
day’s investment money is needed to 
buy the equipment to serve you 
tomorrow.

Alternative 4: Ask our employees to 
give up Justified wage increases

Our employees are skilled and 
dedicated and we need them. To cut 
costs by denying them justified in­
creases would be counter productive. 
We must pay competitive wages and 
benefits to a ttract and hold 
employees with the skills and pro­
ductivity we need. As Texas grows, 
we'll need even more. If we lose or 
can’t find quality employees, your 
service could suffer.

So what’s left?
That’s pretty obvious: a rate in­

crease. But it won’t happen right 
away. It's not that simple and It isn't 
automatic. Most businesses, if their 
costs go up, simply raise their prices 
or drop the service. We are a

pay it back in the long run.”
Fred Case, Eldorado Hereford breeder, predicts a 

good spi ing forthcoming. His ranch was located in a 
dry strip last year that seemed to miss every 
shower that came through West Texas passing 
within a few miles of his fence line.

For example, uncured 
bacon or ham will store 
only four to seven days — 
instead of up to three 
weeks, the recommended 
safe-storage time for ni­
trite-cured bacon, she 
adds.

Nitrite-free meats may 
be stored in grocery mar­
kets side-by-side with 
cured meats, so be sure to 
read labels before buying.

Nitrosamines are one 
factor.

combine with amines 
already in the stomach.

Nitrosamines produce 
cancer in rats, according 
to research, but no results 
link nitrosamines to hu­
man cancer.

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Poe's Corner

The Winters Enterprise is observing 75 years of 
publication when No. 52 rolls off the press on March 
6. And Richard C. Thomas has been with the firm a 
third of that time. He came to Winters, in June, 1955 
and became a partner in the business Jan. 1,1956.

Mr. and Mrs. Thomas purchased the remaining in­
terests of the firm from George R. Hill and the es­
tate of Mrs. George C. Hill on June 1,1974. They and 
their staff, Loice Osborn and Sandra Radford, are to 
be congratulated on their dedication and continuing 
efforts to upgrade the newspaper.

Along with the announcement of the purchase of 
the remaining interests in the business, Thomas an­
nounced a different process of printing newspaper. 
It was to be printed by the “offset” method, instead 
of by “letterpress" as it had been in the past. The 
first issue under control of the new management 
was printed by the offset method.

The offset method provides a greater flexibility. 
It allows the use of more pictures, illustrations and 
art work. Also, a wider range of ideas and flexibility 
for advertisers.

The Enterprise has always used the best letter- 
press equipment and methods available to keep the 
newspaper looking attractive. But changes come 
with the times —more than 85 percent of the news­
papers in the country are now printed by the offset 
method.

The modern newspaper is a far cry from that first 
little newspaper called the Winters Recorder which 
made its appearance in 1903, but the publisher, W. 
D. Currier, was a man of vision and insight, accofd- 
ing to his first editorial. In it he stated that although 
Winters was not on a main rail line it need not worry 
because it was located in one of the richest agricul­
tural districts in the state. He also pleaded for the 
erection of a modern up-to-date hotel, which finally 
became a reality in 1906.

After two years Currier sold to Faulkner and Har­
ris, who changed the name to The Winters Enter­
prise and published the first issue April 6,1905. Two 
other men, John Stone and Jim Rankin, each di­
rected the paper for a year or more and Rankin sold 
to Ed. P. Eason in 1908, who remained as publisher 
until 1925.

This was the year George C. Hill sold his interest 
in the Hamilton Herald-Record and came to Winters 
aboard the Abilene-Southern looking for a newspa-

Enterprise completes 75 years
per. He and Mrs. Hill bought one half interest in The 
Enterprise and two Abilene men the other half.

The printing plant was equipped with machinery 
which consisted of a cylinder press, a Linotype 
which had been purchased by Eason, and two small 
job presses. Advertising was sold for front page 
display and the owner would not accept advertising 
if it necessitated printing a larger paper.

Mr. Hill began at once to improve the newspaper, 
which was moved from behind the Main Drug to the 
200 block of West Dale and later to 114 West Dale. 
Advertising was removed from the front page. An 
eight-page folder was bought, the size of the paper 
was changed from six columns to seven, and column 
width was standardized. New type cases, automatic 
press feeders, and a power cutter were added to 
speed up the work of printing a newspaper large 
enough to take care of modern day needs.

Mrs. Hill will be remembered as a capable assis­
tant in the office and a writer of news stories. She 
was a familiar sight as she went about town gather­
ing “personal news items” which she enjoyed having 
in the newspaper. She continued to work long after 
Mr. Hill’s death in 1958.

Their son, George R., became a partner with Mr. 
and Mrs. Hill in 1937. The printing plant was again 
modernized and the building remodeled.

During the next 35 years, the commercial depart­
ment of the business became one of the best equip­
ped, equaling many plants in larger cities.

Also under the leadership of Hill and Thomas, The 
Enterprise became a prime mover in the establish­
ment of a local hospital district and construction of a 
new hospital, and for recognition of agricultural, oil 
and industrial progress in the community. Establish­
ment of Soil and Water Conservation districts and 
improvement of the rural water situation were also 
promoted by the newspaper.

Upon converting to the offset method of printing 
the newspaper, Thomas began acquiring the new 
equipment necessary for the process. In the fall of 
1974, a CompuGraphic I phototypesetter was added 
to set the type. In March, 1975, a CompuGraphic 
7200 photographic display typesetter was added, to 
set advertising type. In January, 1979, a compu­
terized CompuGraphic EditWriter 7500 was added, 
which provides not only for setting of phototype, 
with 96 sizes and faces of type available to the 
operator at the punch of a key, but also provides for
electronic storage of the information on “floppy” 
discs, for later recall. The first part of 1980, another 
computer-type machine, a CompuGraphic Edit- 
Writer 1750 was added as a companion to the larger 
computer. This machine provides bypassing of the 
typewriter for composing all news articles and other

matter, recording electronically on a disc which is 
inserted directly into the big typesetter, and does 
not require a second keyboarding by an operator.

Other modern printing equipment has been added 
during the past few years, to make the commercial 
printing department of The Enterprise one of the 
most modern small town plants in the area.

Thomas started his weekly newspaper and print­
ing career on The Texas Spur, at Spur, as a small 
boy. He later worked with newspapers in Victoria, 
McAllen, Harlingen, Corpus Cnristi and others.

Following World War II, where he served with 
the Army Air Corps, Thomas went to work with The 
Gatesville Messenger.&nd in 1946, purchased The 
Alexis Argus, in Alexis, 111. He later sold that 
business and worked on The Oakland Acorn in 
Oakland, Iowa, before being recalled to active duty 
with the U. S. Air Force during the Korean War. 
Following his release from the Air Force, he was 
associated with The Lincoln County Journal at 
Shoshone, Idaho. From there he came to Winters.

Mrs. Thomas, a native of Iowa, is a Registered 
Nurse, and works two nights a week at North Run­
nels Hospital. The remainder of her time is spent 
at The Enterprise.

Gov. Bill Clements promised voters he would im­
prove relations with Mexico, and he apparently is 
working to comply on that issue.

Last week the Governor escorted visiting Mexican 
Gov. Manuel Bernardo Aguirre of Chihuahua around 
the Capitol and Austin. The two officials reportedly 
discussed a variety of issues,includingillicitdrugflow, 
energy, tourism, agricultural and beef imports and 
other economic developments.

Both Clements and Aguirre are cattlemen and 
Chihuahua is a major cattle producer and beef ex­
porter to the U.S.

Aguirre is the second Mexican border governor to 
visit Clements this year.

Touring around Austin is not the only traveling 
Clements is planning for his near future.

The Republican governor, who has said he will do 
anything to defeat President Jimmy Carter, said last 
week he will spend about $50,000 traveling extensive­
ly throughout the state and nation with an anti-Carter 
message.

That news prompted Texas Democrats to speculate 
Clements is really going off on a campaign to win the 
vice presidential nomination for his party. Should his 
fellow Texans John Connally and George Bush 
deadlock in their efforts to get the top spot on the 
ballot, Clements would be a likely compromise choice 
for a winner — Reagan for example, seeking Texas and 
regional votes.

A spokesman for Clements said that wasn’t the case, 
and two days later announced the plan had run into 
snags.

Clements’top politicalfundraiser JimFrancissaida 
provision in federal election laws might force 
Clements to give up the trip idea.

Since the Governor plans tospend more than $1,000, 
he would have to file with the Federal Election Com­
mission, as he had intended all along. However, the 
commission in terprets federal law to mean that 
Clements would have to stop spending independently 
once he has consultation with any presidential can­
didate.

The legal problems are being examined, apparently 
with an eye on continuing as planned.

New Hampshire Fallout
What will happen to two Texas Republicans follow­

ing former California Gov. Ronald Reagan’s primary 
victory last week in New Hampshire?

George Bush, despite earlier caucus wins, is not go­
ing to pull a sweep to the national Republican conven­
tion — he placed second behind Reagan.

And former Texas Gov. John Connally, who gained 
only two percent of the New Hampshire vote, is sud­
denly fighting a “loser” image, a new twist in his 
political career.

Connally reportedly is banking on a comeback in the 
March 8 primary in South Carolina, hoping to split con­
servative votes with Reagan and draw independents 
and conservative Democrats.

Texas Poll
Meanwhile,aTexas Monthly magazine poll tracking 

presidential candidates’ progress in this state, shows 
President Carter out in front of party rival Ted Ken­
nedy and a winner over either Reagan, Bush or Connal­
ly-

Carter’s victory over Kennedy in New Hampshire, 
once considered Kennedy’s turf since he comes from 
adjacent Massachusetts, may have sunk the idea of a 
Democratic presidential primary in Texas.

Unless Kennedy can prove he can muster a chal­
lenge, there is no reason to hold the primary, top party 
leader Billy Goldberg reasons, but it is up to the party’s 
executive committee to decide.

Although it is too late to have a binding primary and 
the vote will simply be a ballot beauty contest, the idea 
is still a bone of contention for dogs of both parties.

Bottom line reasoning might be stated this way: 
with no Democratic primary to attract them, many 
Democrats might vote in the Republican primary 
where two Texans and the popular Reagan are listed 
on the ballot.

Who will gain and lose in Texas politics after that 
event is the million-dollar question.

Speaker Politics
Dallas Republican Rep. Frank Gaston last week sent 

a memo to his urban House colleagues urging big-city 
legislators to remain uncommitted to potential suc­
cessors to Speaker Bill Clayton.

Clayton will face a federal grand jury this month in 
connection with allegations he received a bribe for 
political favors. His coming date with the courtroom 
has caused House members to look around for his 
replacement, but the Speaker reportedly ischeerfulat 
work, convinced of his innocence and confident his 
name will be cleared.

Gaston, in his memo, blasted “rural, parochial in­
terests” in the Legislature for ignoring big city pro­
blems such as housing, poverty and taxes. He wants ur­
ban representatives to maintain a bloc that will elect 
the next Speaker.

Getting ready 
for Spring

Instead of whiling away 
the long winter evenings 
watching television, try 
planning your spring and 
summer flower garden, 
suggests Everett Janne.

Janne, landscape horti­
culturist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension 
Service, notes that gar­
den catalogs are good re­
ferences. They provide 
many details about flower 
varieties such as color, 
height, planting tips and 
season of bloom.

Armed with this infor­
mation, it is easy to plan a 
well-arranged, attractive 
garden, believes the spe­
cialist.

M anager system  
seems favored

Janne suggests being 
adventurous by selecting 
one or two new or differ­
ent varieties for your gar- 
den as conversation 
pieces.

Another interesting 
variation is to plan a flo­
wer bed that gradually 
shades from red to rose to 
pink, using different 
shades of the same plant 
species. Petunias work 
well because there are so 
many varieties available.

Whether starting an­
nuals from seed or pur­
chasing started plants, de­
velop a well-organized 
planting plan, suggests 
Janne. This enables you 
to make your purchases 
early and obtain quality 
plants.

Although the City Council at this time has no 
authority to take action toward creation of a “city 
manager” position, or appointment of a person to 
such office, publicly expressed opinions at Monday 
night’s regular meeting of the council indicated 
most members of the city’s governing ody would be 
in favor of such a move.

The authority for such action must originate with 
the people of the city, it was stated.

During the meeting Monday, the possibility of 
creating the office of “CityManager” was discussed 
at some length. Most councilmen expressed the opi­
nion that a “big business” such as the city, with 
several and varied departments involved, called for 
a “businesslike” approach, “to coordinate efforts of 
all departments for more efficient operation.”

Also, it was pointed out that the city would gain 
financially. A city manager would be in a position, it 
was stated, to make searches and studies and to ad­
vise the council of many sources of financial 
assistance available, both State and Federal, which 
may have been overlooked or unnown.

However, City Attorney Kenneth Slimp told the 
council that origination of such a plan must come by 
petition from the people of the city, A petition sign­
ed by 20 percent of the number of voters casting 
ballots in the last mayor’s election must be 
presented before official action can be taken, he 
said. If such a petition should be presented, the at-

torney said, the mayor must, “within ten days, order 
a referendum on the question, to be held within 30 
days following the order.” If approved by the voters, 
the council then must appoint a person within 60 
days to fill the office.

There have been indications that several groups 
and individyals are ready to circulate a petition call­
ing for a referendum.

Although without authority to take initial steps 
toward a city manager system, individual council- 
men pointed out that “no private business could long 
operate, with several autonomous departments act­
ing separately without coordination at a central 
point.” The City of Winters “is big business,” it was 
stressed, and “should be considered and handled as 
a business.” It was also suggested that the only 
reason “the business of the city has succeeded thus 
far is that fact that it has a ‘built-in’ income system 
(taxes), and through habit developed over the 
years.” With a city manager coordinating and direct­
ing all activities of the city, it was stated, “the city 
would be better off financially,” and the administra­
tion load now shouldered by the mayor and the indi­
vidual councilmen could be eased. Under the present 
system, it was explained, many sources of extra 
financial assistance have been missed. These extra 
funds would more than offset the cost of a city 
manager, they said, and the city could operate more 
efficiently.

Survey to be 
made on 
highway use

Q uestionnaires will 
soon be distributed to all 
agencies and organiza­
tions which are known to 
be furnishing public 
transportation in District 
7 of the State Department 
of Highways and Public 
Transportation.

District Engineer D. R, 
Watson said the informa­
tion to be secured in the 
questionnaires is critical­
ly needed in the develop­
ment of both rural and ur­
ban tra n s p o rta tio n  
systems in Texas,

“Although answering 
the questionnaires may 
require some time to com­
plete,” Watson said, “we 
hope to have the coopera­
tion of the agencies and 
organizations involved in 
accumulating the informa­
tion,”

Watson said there are 
four broad categories of 
transportation providers 
to be canvassed: munici­
pal transit system, taxi 
cab system, human ser­
vice, and miscellaneous 
providers. Miscellaneous 
providers may include go­
vernmental and welfare 
agencies, social organiza­
tions, and commercial car­
riers, The questionnaires 
will be adapted to each 
specific category.

“We are particularly 
concerned with the elder­
ly, the handicapped, the 
disadvantaged, and those 
persons unable to furnish 
their own transportation 
by privately owned auto­
mobiles,” Watson pointed 
out.

Ail involved agencies 
and organizations should 
be furnished a question­
naire within the next two 
weeks. If any provider of 
public tran spo rta tion  
does not receive a ques­
tionnaire within this time, 
or if assistance is needed 
in completing the form 
provided, one should con­
tact Gene Hirschfelt in 
the District Office of the 
S tate D epartm ent of 
Highways and Public 
Transportation in San An­

Youth jobs available this summer
The U. S. Departments of 

Agriculture and the Interior, and 
the State of Texas, will sponsor 
several Youth Conservation 
Corps projects this summer.

outdoor summer employment; 
and 3) develop an appreciation of 
our nation’s natural resources 
among youth participants.

Minimum wage of $3.10 per 
hour will be paid for 30 hours 
work per week. The other 10 
hours will be devoted to en­
vironmental education.

Interested youths should con­
tact the high school principal’s of­
fice for enrollee application forms 
and related data.

Deadline for application is 
March 15.

For Beauty 
Plant a Tree

Planting a fruit or nut 
tree with a hopeful eye on 
its potential beauty, eco­
nomy, and production car­
ries with it all the cares 
and responsibilities of any 
agricultural undertaking: 
Careful forethought be­
fore planting as well as 
wise attention afterwards 
are needed to ensure a 
healthy and bountiful fu­
ture.

The first consideration, 
of course, is the local cli­
mate; no matter how 
much you may like citrus 
fruit, if your house is lo­
cated in the Panhandle, 
you’ll need to pick ano­
ther type of tree suited to 
growing conditions there.

Commercial nurseries 
are the best sources for 
young trees. Not only 
does their annual inspec­
tion by the Texas Depart­
ment of Agriculture help

to ensure healthy stock; 
they are also staffed by 
professionals who can 
give sound advise tailored 
to your locale. Take into 
consideration the amount 
of care required for diff­
erent types of trees in 
making your decision. 
Pears, for instance, re­
quire less care than many 
other fruits and nuts, 
while those  apple 
varieties which have been 
adapted for Texas need a 
great deal of special care 
to produce.

Remember, also, that 
while some bear fruit 
through self-pollination or 
without pollination (in­
cluding almost all citrus 
trees, quinces, apricots, 
figs, peaches, and 
European-type plums), 
most fruit trees need to 
be pollinated in order to 
bear. Included among 
those requiring either a 
male and female or one 
variety or two different 
varieties in order to pro-

duce aré apples, pears, 
and Japanese and Ameri­
can plums.

Perhaps the most popu­
lar food tree in Texas, 
able to grow in almost 
every part of the state, is 
the pecan, and numerous 
varieties are available 
from which to chooose. 
Peaches are another very 
popular Texas fruit tree, 
with the freestone varie­
ties planted for fresh fruit 
and the clingstones for 
canning. Plum varieties 
need to be carefully 
selected for each growing 
area while the most com­
mon pear variety in the 
state is the Bartlett.

Young trees must be 
dormant when planted. 
Fall and winter are tra­
ditional planting times for 
most of Texas but trees 
can also be planted in the 
early spring if kept dor 
mant until that time. 
Keep the roots moist and 
cool and, if the roots do 
become dry, soak before 
planting.
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Price should not be a 
major factor when pur­
chasing seeds or started 
plants, believes the horti­
culturist. Quality plants, 
while slightly more ex­
pensive, will usually pro­
vide more beauty and 
satisfaction in the long 
run.
