Commissioners Give Nod
To Weed Control Program

Castro County Commissioners,
county Farm Bureau officials
and other persons interested in
an effective bindweed control
program for Castro county moved
swiftly Monday to institute an ex-
perimental bindweed control pro-
gram which could prove to
be the solution to a problem
that has long posed a serious
threat to crop and pasture land
in the county.

After studying a proposal by
A. J. Kemp, county farmer,
calling for assistance from the
county in the farmer’s fight a-
gainst bindweed, commissioners
gave their unanimous approval
and went a step further by pro-
viding an even greater amount
of assistance than was original-
ly requested. Under the terms
of the approved measure, the
commissioners court will provide

2,000 pounds of atlascide, effec-
tive bindweed Kkiller, for each of
the four precincts in the county
with the stipulation that any
farmer desiring some of the at-
lascide must first agree to pur-
chase a given amount for use on
his own land. The amount of
assistance given by the county
will be based on the amount of
atlascide the farmer  purchases
for his own needs. For example,
as pointed out by Kemp and
Allan Webb, president of the
county Farm Bureau, if a farm-
er buys 400 pounds of atlascide,
the county will provide 100
pounds free of cost. The coun-
ty’s share is made available in
proportion with the farmer’s
needs.

The purpose of the co-opera-
tive program is to enable the
farmer to treat bindweed on his

For Castro Count

On September 1
Stops to be Made in
Flagg, Big Square
And Cleo Areas

The Castro County Soil Fer-
tility Tour, originally scheduled
for August 30, is now planned for
Friday, September 10, County
Agent Charlie Hudson announced
‘Wednesday.

The tour, according to Hudson,
is planned for the Flagg and Big
Square communities, with  one
stop in the Cleo community.
Scheduled to begin on the Tom
Lewis farm at Flagg where mem-
bers of the touring party will view
soil fertility practices, such as
growing of legumes, use of com-
mercial fertilizers and crop rota-
tion practices.

Continuing on to the Wes An-
thony place at Big Square, the
group will be shown rotation prac-
tices, including the use of perma-
nent pastures as a soil builder.

Other stops will be added to
the tour’ itinerary as crops ma-
ture and good soil building prac-
tices develop. The final tour stop
will be made on the Bill Summers
farm at Cleo. Here the soil con-
servationists will observe irriga-
tion practices and soil  building
with legumes. :

The tour is under the sponsor-
ship of the county extension ser-
vice, board of supervisors of ‘the
Running Water Soil Conservation
District and the soil conservation
service. $

The county agent reports that
crops are rapidly approaching ma-
turity and the September 10
soil conservation practices to their
date was chosen in order to show
greatest advantage.

of Dimmitt, received up to four
inches of the vital moisture.

Other reports in the county
follow: Jack Johnson farm, eight
miles northwest of Dimmitt,
four inches; Bruce Fields place,
two miles north of Arney, 3.75
inches; L. A. Steiert, between
Hart and Nazareth, two inches;
Nazareth, over three inches; and
Hart, near two inches.

The penetrating rains enabled
most farmers over the county
to shut off their irrigation
pumps, at least temporarily.

According to County Agent
Charlie Hudson, the rains will
enable some farmers to make
dry land bundles and  possibly
some grain. Hudson said dry
land cotton would benefit more
than any other crop. He added,
. “The biggest single advantage is
the faet that the rains will pro-
vide needed moisture for sow-

‘wheat. Tt will ir pros
pects for wheat pasture, which
has been an economic factor in
the past. It will also improve
native grass pasture as rain has
fallen early enough for the
grass to still get good growth.”

Agricultural officials were
optimistic over the heavy rains
even though some crops are too
far gone to benefit from the
moisture. Some speculated that
the heavy weekend downpour
may be a sign of a rainy winter,
which would put the soil in good
condition for the next two or
three years.

Supplementing by telegram which was persorally
handed to Western Union at noon yesterday, | will at-
tempt to answer, on a personal basis, your letter which
was received in this office late Thursday, August 19th.
| would like to reiterate that this does not purport to be
an official opinion of this office since | am prohibited
by law to. renderza@n opinion of this type to you as
district attorney. | think you are well aware of this
prohibition. | feel sure you are also aware that when
requests are submitted to this office we are asked to
give our considered opinion and we are not ordinarily
told to what degree of comment or number of citations
that will be put in to back up any conclusion—legal
or otherwise. In other words we are not told how to
write our opinions. We both know that in the heat of
a political campaign there is always a possibility that
one will lose sight of the proper procedure in obtaining
statements or advice In any event, you and | are
friends, and | look forward to working and cooperating
with you in the future just as we have done in the past.

According to your letter a suit against the State

_is imminent. Although you are purporting to act in your

official capacity as district attorney, you would be at-
tempting to enjoin the State Board of Control, the
Governor, the Secretary of State and the Comptroller
from performing their mandatory duties required by
the Constitution, and forcing the State to reject the
bid of the lowest responsible bidder. It is my duty as
Attorney General to represent these agencies of the
State in their official capacity in such litigation.

Based on my examination of the stock transfer
book and minutes of The Times Publishing Company,
the following facts from the records are submitted for
your consideration:

The minutes of a special stockholders meeting held
on July 12, 1949, show that Allan Shivers submitted
his resignation as an officer and director of this com-
pany effective July I1, 1949, which was duly accepted.
The stock transfer book of the Company shows that on
February I, 1951, all shares of stock heretofore held
by Allan Shivers and Marialice Shivers had been trans-
ferred to B. H. Holcomb and Joe T. Cook respectively.
The minutes of the annual meeting held on January 17,
|9§3|, further reflect that Marialice Shivers submitted
her resignation as an officer and director of the Com-
pany. Since February I, 1951, neither Allan Shivers nor

Marialice Shivers has been an officer, director or stock-

holder in this Company according to these records, and
thus no conflict of interest.

When state agencies are called upon to pass on
the legality of a corporation's operation based upon
ownership of stock, they ordinarily look to these cor-
porate records above referred to, the franchise tax re-
turns, the corporate charter and all amendments there-
to. Statements fo trade associations or to the Federal
Government are not ordinarily within the scope of in-
quiry.

Certainly the facts as  above stated are contrary
to the fact assumptions that | would have to make in
order for me to comment on the status of the law as
requested by you.

While | was Secretary
of State in 1951, these contracts had gone through this
procedure and had been approved by the Attorney
General's office during the Hon. Price Daniel's admin-
istration, and were subsequently approved by the Board
of Control. | was not then aware, nor am | now aware
that Mrs. Shivers owned an interest in this company—
quite to the contrary.

Disaster Victims
Get Prompt Relief

AUSTIN—It took just three
and one-half hours for the state
disaster relief organization, oper-
ating through its control center
in the bomb-proof basement of
the new Department of Public
Safety building in Austin, to as-
semble a complete 60-bed hospital
set-up ‘and arrange for airlifting
it to Piedras Negras, Mexico, the
border town so tragically strickerr
during the late-June flood disaster
of the Rio Grande.

Word of the need was received
at the control center about 7 p.m.,
June 30. By 10:30 p.m. the last
item had been located and slated
for airlifting via US Air Force
planes.

It began with a telephone call
from Eagle Pass, Texas, to the
desk of the health department
representative at the control cen-
ter. The caller reported a wave
of heat stroke and diarrhea, creat-
~d by exertion of salvage work in
the death-like calm and extreme
humidity which followed in the
wake of a 22-inch rain.

Needed immediately were beds,
mattresses, linens, solutions of
salts and nutrients to replace salt
and body fluids lost to perspira-
tion, vomiting, and diarrhea. Sul-
fathiazole, needed as a treatment
drug; typhoid vaccine for a vac-
cination program; and tubes,
needles and various accessories

decided on types to be sent.

He recommended that in addi-
tion to the sulfathiazole, inject-
able slow-absorbable penicillin and
a generous supply of the newer
antibiotics be included. The peni-
cillin was to be used for children
and adult vomiting cases.

His recommendations were re-
