architect for plans

Trustees of the Winters School
District gave the go-ahead to their
architect for working drawings and
specifications for the refurbishing

~of the high school building and both

gymnasiums.

The plans and specifications are
preliminary steps to soliciting bids
for the actual work on the
buildings whichk is to be funded
with monies received from the re
cent bond sale.

In other action, the school board
heard an update on the enrollment
figures for the new school year.
Total students enrolled in the
Winters School by September 8,
numbered 831. The total enroll-
ment at the end of school last spr
ing was only 802.

Following a new directive from
the Texas Education Agency, the
school board set new prices for
adult meals in the school cafeteria.
The new guidelines were received
from the state agency just one day
after the board first set the meal
prices. School employees will pay
60 cents for breakfast in the school
cafeteria and visitors will pay
$1.50. The lunch prices for adults
also increased to $1.25 for
employees and $2.50 for visitors.

The Winters School Board
agreed to submit a request to the
State Board of Control for the pur-
chase of a new 53 passenger school
bus for the district. The request is
the standard procedure for the pur-
chase of buses, with the purchase
being made through the state agen-
cy.

The school board voted to not
elect a delegate to the
TASB/TASA meeting later this
month in San Antomio because of
the distance and that no one would
be available to attend the meeting.

The Winters Volunteer Fire Department is asking
that area residents notify the fire department any
time that controlled burning is planned.

Fire department spokesmen said that the depart-
ment did not mind being called and would respond at
any hour of the day or night. The spokesman ex-
pressed concern that while firemen were respon-
ding to what might be a controlled fire, they might
be needed in an actual emergency elsewhere in the
city or county.

The fire department also expressed it's apprecia-
tion for help from alert citizens in reporting any
kind of fire, but said that it did need to be made
aware of controlled burning and the person who
would notify the department in such controlled bur-
ning did get out of hand.

The request from the firemen came after a call
Sunday evening near a gas plant several miles nor-
theast of Winters.

PROPOSITION NO. 1
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution
8 proposes a constitution-
al amendment that would
allow the legislature to
authorize cities, towns
and other taxing units to
grant exemptions from ad
valorem taxes on an un-
productive, underdevel-
oped or blighted area in
order to encourage its de-
velopment. The amend-
ment would also allow the
legislature to authorize a
city or town to issue
bonds or notes to finance
this development and to
pledge future increases in
ad valorem tax revenues
from the property in such
areas to vrepay these
bonds or notes.
The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the
ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amend-
ment to authorize cities,
towns, and other taxing
units to encourage the
improvement, develop-
ment, or redevelopment
of certain areas through
property tax relief and
the issuance of bonds
and notes.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution
117 proposes a constitu-
tional amendment that
would authorize a person
to receive a patent to land
from the Commissioner of
the General Land Office
under certain conditions.
Application for the patent
must be made within five
years from approval of
the amendment. The land
must be surveyed, public
free school land not pre-
viously patentable. The
person must have a prop-
erly recorded deed to the
land, which he acquired
without knowledge of the
patent defect and which
title he and his predeces-
sors in interest have held
for at least 50 years. The
person and his predeces-
sors in interest must
have continuously claimed
the land a.1 paid the
taxes for ut least 50 years.

This amendment does
not apply to beach land,
submerged land, or is-
lands, An applicant may
not use this provision to

resolve a boundary dis-
pute. This amendment
will not apply to land
which has been deter-
mined to be state-owned
by a court of competent
jurisdiction or that has a
productive state mineral
lease on the effective date
of the amendment.
The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the
ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amend-
ment authorizing the
commissioner of the
General Land Office to
issue patents for cer-
tain public free school
fund land held in good
faith under color of title
for at least 50 years as
of November 15, 1981.”

PROPOSITION NO. 3
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution
38 proposes a constitu-
tional amendment that
would enable the legisla-
ture to grant to a state
finance management com-
mittee the authority to
manage state funds.
Funds constitutionally
dedicated to specific pur-
poses would not be sub-
ject to committee man-
agement. The committee
would be composed of the
Governor, Lieutenant Gov-
ernor, Speaker of the
House of Representatives,
Chairman of the Sen-
ate Finance Committee,
Chairman of the House
Appropriations Commit-
tee, Chairman of the Sen-
ate State Affairs Com-
mittee, and the Chairman
of the House of Repre-
sentatives Ways and
Means Committee,

The proposed

ment  will

amend-
appear on
the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional
amendment to allow
the legislature to grant
to a state finance man-
agement committee the
power to manage the
:xpenditure of certain
appropriated funds.”

PROPOSITION NO. 4
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution
6 proposes a constitutional
amendment that  would
provide that ond-half of
the surplus tax revenues

above the spending /limit
provided by Article VIII,
Section 22, of the Texas
Constitution would be
placed in a Water Assis-
tance Fund to be used as
provided by law, includ-
ing projects for water de-
velopment and conserva-
tion, water quality en-
hancement, and flood
control purposes or any
combination of these pur-
poses.

The amendment also
provides $500,000,000 of
the general credit of the
state to guarantee bonds
issued in commercial mar-
kets by local political sub-
divisions, including cities,
counties, and special dis-
tricts. The amendment al-
lows amounts to be es-
tablished to decrease or
retire state debt, which is
defined as that debt se-
cured by the full faith
and credit of the state.
The amendment would
raise the interest that
could be paid on autho-
rized, but unissued, bonds
guaranteed by the full
faith and credit of the
state from 6% to 12%.

The proposed amend-

ment will appear on the

ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amend-
ment authorizing the
use of a portion of the
excess revenues of the
state for water devel-
opment, water conser-
vation, water quality
enhancement, and flood
control purposes; au-
thorizing the use of the
state’s credit, not to
exceed five hundred
million dollars, to guar-
antee the bonds of ci-
ties, counties, towns,
and other units of local
government in the fi-
nancing of projects for
such purposes; increas-
ing the interest rate
that may be paid on
previously approved,
but  unissued, state
bonds; and authorizing

a program to retire

state bonds.”

PROPOSITION NO. 5
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution
49 proposes a constitution-
al amendment that would
exempt  livestock and
poultry from taxation.
Currently, farm products
in the hands of the pro-
ducer and family supplies
for home and farm use
are exempt.

The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the
ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amend-
ment to provide for the
inclusion of livestock
and poultry with farm
products as exempt
from taxation.”

PROPOSITION NO. 6
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution
81 authorizes the govern-
ing body of a county, city,
school distriect or other
political subdivisions to
exempt from taxation a
portion of the market
value of a residence
homestead. The portion
exempted may be as
much as 40% for 1982-
1984; 309% for 1985-1987;
and 20% for 1988 and af-
ter. The amount of an
exemption may not be
less than $5,000 unless
the legislature by general
law prescribes other
monetary restrictions on
the amount of the exemp-
tion. An eligible adult is
allowed to receive other
applicable exemptions
provided by law. An ex-
ception is made where ad
valorem tax has previous-
ly been pledged for the
payment of debt.

The amendment further
directs the legislature to
require that notice be giv-
en to property owners of
a reasonable estimate of
tax on their property in
certain situations.

The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the
ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amend-
ment authorizing a po-
litical subdivision to
provide property tax
relief for owners of
residence homesteads
and changing certain
property tax admini-
strative procedures.”

PROPOSITION NO. 7
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution
4 proposes a constitution-
al amendment that would
authorize the Veterans’
Land Board to issue and
sell an additional $250,-
000,000 in bonds increas-
ing the Veterans’ Land
Fund’'s total bond is-
suance authorization from
$700,000,000 to $950,000,-
000, The amendment
would increase the maxi-
mum interest payable by
the state on these bonds
from 6% to 109%, and
permit an even higher
rate, if specified by the
legislature.

The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the
ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amend-
ment authorizing the
issuance of additional
bonds to finance the
veterans’ land program
and to increase the
maximum interest rate
allowable on veterans’
land fund bonds.”

President Reagan signs
benefit act for POW’s

Former prisoners of
war who were incarcera-
ted for as short a period
as 30 days may now have
certain disabilities ac-
cepted as having been in-
curred in service without
having to furnish medical
proof of that fact, accord-
ing to the Veterans Ad-
ministration.

The 380-day incarcera-
tion period (it used to be
six months) is contained
in legislation recently
enacted by Congress,
which also waives the
two-year period following
service during which cer-
tain psychological dis-
orders must manifest
themselves in order to be
service connected.

These and other
changes are contained in
the “Prisoner of War
Health Care Benefits Act
of 1981,”"” which was sign-
ed into law by President
Reagan on August 14.

The new law is design-
ed to meet the needs of
the estimated 100,000
former prisoners of war.
A joint Veterans Admin-
istration-Department of
Defense study in 1980

Regular habits
help to cure
one’s insomnia

You go to bed worrying
about whether you'll be
able to sleep that night.
After a little while you
start tossing and turning.
Then, still not asleep, you
worry about how tired
you'll be tomorrow. By
this time you're in a vic-
ious cycle of worry. And
you have insomnia.

Nearly 50 million Am-
ericans have some trouble
falling asleep, says the
Texas Medical Associa-
tion (TMA). There's a lot
you can do without taking
any kind of drug to help
get the sleep you need.

Establish certain night-
time habits that will put
you on a regular sleep
schedule and help you re-
lax. Go to bed the same
time each night. Cultivate
a nightly routine before
bedtime, which may in-
clude reading a chapter of
a book, or working on a re-
laxing hobby.

Some people find exer-
cise beneficial in burning
off excess energy. This is
a fine idea, but don’t exer-
cise right before bedtime.
The effect can be more
stimulating than relaxing.

Avoid drinking any-
thing with caffeine in it
after mid-afternoon. This
includes coffee, tea, cola
drinks or cocoa. But don't
laugh at the old home re-
medy, a glass of warm
milk. An element in milk
called L-tryptophan ac-
tually helps induce sleep.

Don't take naps in the
daytime. Also, don't take
any drugs to help you
sleep. They can be dan-
gerous and habit-forming.

If you follow these sim-
ple tips and still can't
sleep, forget about it. Just
get up, turn on the lights,
and act as if you never
heard of bedtime. Anxie-
ty about not sleeping is
one of the greatest causes
of insomnia. Relieve your
own worry about

sleeplessness by looking
at the time as “extra”
time for yourself. You'll
have the worst aspect of
insomnia — worry about
it — conquered.

Poe’s Corner

Madstones

When Greg, one of my grandons, read my stories in
Frontier Times about Merle Bains' life in the Big Bend
area, where she grew up on a frontier ranch, he was
quite interested.

In addition to having all their cattle stolen by Pan-
cho Villa, Mrs. Bains’ brother was bitten by a skunk
and the whole family was relieved when the test for
rabies proved to be negative. At that time there was
no known cure for rabies. People had to rely on
Madstones, said Mrs. Bains.

Greg wanted to know what madstones were and I
couldn’t tell them. I called Mrs. Bains and she didn't
know either. She was only eight years old when the ac-
cident occured.

While browsing through the first issue of Frontier
Times was printed, Vol. I, No. I, October, 1923, I found
an article on “Belief in the Efficacy of the Madstone,”
since there is no name given, I suppose it was written
by the editor.

Belief in the efficacy of the madstone as a preventive
of hydrophobia is beginning to wane, though there are
still many intelligent men, some of whom are learned in
science, who believe the application of madstones will
prevent rabies.

The madstone, according to physicians, who have
studied the subject, was first used by the Indians. The
genuine madstone is a hard substance usually taken
from the stomach of some animal, and is unusually
porous, partly because of the fact that it contains
strands of hair. Its formation in the deer particularly is
due to a form of indigestion, the animal licking up earth
with its salt and swallowing its hair in shedding time.

Because of its porosity the madstone readily absorbs
almost any sort of liquid and therefore when applied to
a fresh cut or scar, is likely to stick either until it is
saturated or until all the blood in the veins and arteries
near the scar has been sucked out.

When the stone sticks for awhile after being applied
and then falls off, the one who has been bitten is sup-
posed to be safe from evil effects of the wound.

So far as is known, according to physicians, the first
use of the madstone by white men was among pioneers
in the west.

In the south central states there is a tradition that
the stone was given to Daniel Boone by a member of
one of the tribes that formerly lived in Kentucky. The
secret was told to the white man after he had saved the
life of an Indian, so the story goes. Later on the Indian
was executed by his tribal chief for betraying the
secret.

It was public among the white men after that time,
however, and one of the first things for any man to do
before he moved into the Western wilderness was to
obtain a madstone. Until the middle or last century
that was fairly easy to do, for deer, from the stomachs
of which the stone was most frequently obtained, were
plentiful.

About 1850, however, the madstone became hard to
obtain, and its value in the estimation of the settlers in-
creased greatly. It reached the point where the people
for miles around would contribute to a fund, buy one
and take turns keeping it. For one madstone in the
Panhandle of Texas a ranchman once gave twenty-five
head of cattle and a new saddle.

The white man’s faith in the potency of the madstone
was as strong as the Indians, so far as hydrophobia was
concerned, but the settlers never absorbed the
breadth of the aboriginal faith in it. The Indians believ-
ed the madstone to be a certain cure not only for the
bite of a mad dog, but also for the bite of a snake or any
other sort of poisonous animal.

In this, according to the doctors, the Indians
displayed more consistency than the whites, for if the

madstone is good for one sort of an infectious wound, it
is good for any.

Of the madstones in existence undoubtedly many
are manufactured, for when the supply became small
the enterprising American took the hunch and started
a madstone factory. The genuine madstone is easy to
duplicate, and it was a long time before it became
known that some of the madstones in use were not the
natural sort. Those who believe in the stones, of course
are thoroughly convinced that no imitation stone can
have good effect.

The demand for the stone has fallen off rapidly since
1882, in which year Pasteur discovered his preventive
cure for rabies — miscalled hydrophobia. This cure
often is administered uselessly, because of the popular
belief that a mad dog should be killed as soon as it is
seen.

Country Folk

Good rains have again blessed much of West Texas
terrain, even flooding some areas. However, the high
water has been limited to remote areas and nothing
like what South Texas residence experienced.

Perhaps too much rain has fallen to suit cotton and
peanut farmers. Yet on the milo front, bumper crops
have reaped good returns this season. Most of the crop
is out of the fields in areas I have traveled. And the
guality of the grain is good with low moisture levels.

“When people think of
the West Texas Rehabili-
tation Center, they
always think of the Cat-
tlemen's Round-Up for
Crippled Children, " says
general chairman Jim
Alexander.

And that's as it should
be. Alexander sees the
Cattlemen’s Round-Up as
the backbone of the Re-
hab Center’s fund-raising,

$2.65 on.fall adult but doing little activity.

Very little of the fall clip has been contracted or sold
with the exception of kid hair. A substantial tonnage of
fall kid was contracted early at up to $7, minus deduc-
tions according to degree of defect.

Having too much rain in ranch country has never
been heard of when we compare it with farming. With
fall here, a weekly shower or two would be a welcome.
It would certainly serve to get us ready for winter and
in turn would help the mohair prices, too!
