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Runnels County added to 4 A

Disaster Assistance Region

Congressmen Tom Loeffler and
Charles Stenholm have announced
that the Department of
Agriculture added seven West
Texas counties to a region eligible
for various types of disaster
assistance.

The two West Texas rep-
resentatives said that Midland,
Glasscock, Sterling, Reagan, Coke,
Runnels and Coleman counties had
been included in an agricultural
region ravaged by spring and sum-
mer storms.

Loeffler and Stenholm said they
worked jointly with Administra-

tion officials in the White House
and the Agriculture Department in
securing the assistance.

“This was a special situation —
prolonged excessive rains followed
by hail and wind over a two-month
period. It demanded immediate at-
tention,” Stenholm said.

Loeffler said he was pleased
with the quick response from the
Administration.

“I urged them to make the
disaster assistance available
within appropriate budget con-
straints to the area as soon as poss-
ible. I am pleased that Secretary

City of Winters to allow
release of water

The Winters City Council,
meeting Monday, agreed to allow
the release of about four or five
feet of water from the new Winters
Lake. The action will allow the con-
tractor to complete the installation
of facilities to transfer water from
the old lake to the new one.

Representatives from the Austin
engineering firm of HDR, Ken
Choffel, Roger Noac, and Ken
Haney appeared before the council
to make the recommendation that
the water level in the new lake be
lowered. The engineers explained
that with the lowered level in the
new lake, the siphons can be used
to pull water from the old lake to
allow for the installation of equip-
ment there that will be used to
pump water from the old lake into
the new. Ken Choffel told the coun-
cil that once the water level is
lowered about four feet, the same
amount of water will be pumped
from the old lake as is being releas-
ed from the new lake. This would,
he said, keep the level in the new
lake about constant at some four to
five feet below the automatic
overflow.

Once the water level in the old
lake is lowered sufficiently to allow
the installation of the equipment,

the gates on the new lake would be -

closed and the level would then be
brought up to the full mark again.

One other request made was on
behalf of the contractor and was
for approval of a possible extension
of the completion date on the lake
project. This was requested to
allow for any heavy fall rains that
would slow up the final steps of the
project.

On a motion by Council member
Billie Alderman and a second by
Ted Meyer, the council gave
unanimous approval to both re-
quests. That approval was granted
after hearing options of leaving the
new lake as is and pumping out the

Local man
injured in
Sunday shooting

A 34-year-old Winters man was
said to be in stable condition at
Hendrick Medical Center in
Abilene following extensive
surgery after receiving a gunshot
wound in the lower abdomen late
Sunday.

Winters police spokesmen iden-
tified the shooting victim as Jack
Coleman, 34, of Winters. Police
reports indicated that officer Tom
Allen responded to a reported
disturbance at a residence at 611
Crews Road about 11:25 p.m. Sun-
day and arrived to find Coleman
sprawled in the middle of the
street, bleeding from a wound in
the lower abdomen.

Coleman was rushed to North
Runnels Hospital and then to the
Trauma Center at Hendrick
Medical Center.

Investigating officers said that

the weapon used in the shooting,

was a .243 Savage rifle and that the
incident apparently climaxed what
was thought to have been a
domestic disturbance.
Investigators from both the
Winters Police Department and
the Runnels County Sheriff's
Department said that no charges
have been filed in connection with
the shooting and that the incident
will be referred to the next session
of the Runnels County Grand Jury.

Block took this action to meet the

The disaster assistance will be in
addition to the insured benefits
available to the farmers covered by
the Federal Crop Insurance Cor-
poration. Insured farmers will
receive full indemnities to the ex-
tent of the policy coverage.

The bid was for two
Adler typeriters and was submit-
ted by Holbrook Office Supply of
Ballinger.

The commissioners accepted a
bid from Black’s Department Store
of Ballinger for new uniforms for
the sheriff's department. The
amount of the guniform bid was
$1,938.

A request from Paul R. Scott of
Texas A&M University Archives
Division was approved and will
allow the Archives Division to
record all obsolete county records
on microfilm at no expense to the
county. The commissioners noted
that if at any time the old records
are needed, the documents will be
copied from the microfilm and
made available to the county.

Overall, the rate inerease is
designed to provide General
Telephone with $46.8 million more
in annual revenues, about half the
$110 million the company originally
requested and almost exactly what
the commission staff haderecom-
mended.

The ruling, however, calls for a
big increase--as much as 50 percent
in some cities--above rates charged
in May before the bonded or tem
porary rates went into effect.

Residential rates in Winters will
be about 15 cents less than the tem-
porary, bonded rates that were
placed into effect in early June.
The new rate in Winters will be
$8.65, 15 cents less than the rate
for June and one-line business
rates will be $23, 30 cents less than
the June rate.

GenTel had asked for $9.45 and
$25.05 monthly from residential
and businesses.

The slight overcharges will be
refunded to customers over a two-
month period and will include in-
terest at 15.52 percent, according
to the Public Utility Commission.
The refunds will be in the form of a
credit on the customers phone bill.

The exact rates came last Friday
morning after Public Utility Com-
mission officials completed
analysis of the Wednesday decision
by the commission to grant
General Telephone a $46.8 million
increase in annual revenues.

. Three Years Of Work And Dreams

iThe formal opening and dedication of the Z.I. Hale
Museum on August the first is the culmination of three
ygars of work and planning on the part of many in-
terested persons in Winters and the surrounding
ageas.

:It all began on May 23, 1979, when 24 initial people
met and agreed to form a museum foundation in
response to letters sent out by Mrs. Marvin Dozier,
ptoject committee chairman, of the chamber of com-
merce. Temporary officers named were Marvin Jones,
chairman, and Edna England, secretary.

fThose attending became charter members and a
nominating committee was selected. Announcement
was made that Mrs. Z.I. Hale and daughters, Dr. Mar-
tha Hale zad Dickie Gerig wished to donate the late Dr.
Hale Clinic building, a two-storied structure, to be used
as a museum. Jones explained the steps to be taken in
férming a museum board and plans were made to visit
ofher museums in the area in order to become familiar
with what could be done.

Joyce Bahlman became the first president and
Prissy Dozier was elected secretary-treasurer. Events
moved along and the Z.I. Hale Museum Foundation

received a state charter as a non-profit, perpetual
organization. The charter is dated July 24, 1979, with
Homer Hodge as initial agent, and Rankin Pace,
Mildred Gardner, Jo Arnold and Nina Hale as trustees.

»Chairmen for the several committees were named:
Marvin Jones, by-laws and constitution; Roy Young,
finance; Edna England, budget; Maurine Davis, renova-
tion; and Prissy Dozier, head of visits to other
museums,

In September, Glenda Morgan, a state museum field
consultant, was in Winters at the Chamber of Com-
merce for a day to work with directors and others in-
terested in establishing and promoting the new
museum.

:In February, Mrs. Hale deeded the office of her late
husband on West Dale to the city who would in turn
lease it to the museum. She had been advised that this
procedure would cause fewer problems in the future, if
the building became the property of the city.

. Gifts and memorials of money began to come in with
the Winters State Bank financing remodeling work on
the lobby of the museum. The Young Farmers also pro-
vided a substantial gift. i
£°On April 8, a work day was declared in preparation
fér open house to show the public what had been ac-
¢omplished and what was being planned. Walls had
been paneled, woodwork painted and ceilings covered.
All future meetings would be held at the museum.

.. Participants were all new at the job and began to
feel the need of expert advice as to setting up exhibits
dnd conducting programs. A conference was arranged
with Carol Daffern, curator of exhibits at the Panhan-
Q]g Plains Historical Museum, Canyon. She conducted
atwo day workshop in November which was most pro-
fitable in continuing the work.
~:In November about 200 people visited the museum
dpring the two day open house held to coincide with
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.
the Arts & Crafts Festival. Beginning in December,
the museum was to be opened on the second Sunday of
each month from 2 to 4 p.m.

On January 26, 1981, a work day was held for
cataloguing new items that had been given the
museum. Roy Young was named curator to fill the
unexpired term of Marvin Jones. Mrs. Dozier
presented a complete financial report. Since opening,
the museum had received a total of $10,735.68 in con-
tributions of which $9,323.69 had been spent in refur-
bishing and upkeep, leaving a balance of $1,397.55.

This was Prissy’s last report. She died January 29,
at the age of 49. Her wholehearted contribution to the
community and her cheerful presence were so greatly
missed that she was posthumously named Citizen of
the Year for 1980 at the annual Chamber of Commerce
banquet. Her example gave museum members the
determination to carry on. Mrs. Loyd Roberson took
her place as secretary-treasurer. :

In February open house featured a colored slide
presentation of interesting sights in Runnels County.
New items were also displayed. A Prissy Dozier
Memorial Day in March drew a large crowd. And Floyd
Sims conducted a program on coins and currency for
the April open house.

New officers were elected in May: Estella
Bredemeyer, president; Roy Young, vice president;
Mary Margaret Leathers, recording secretary; Billie
Alderman, corresponding secretary: and Edna
England, treasurer. Other officials were Mildred Gard-
ner, curator; Joyce Bahlman and Dollie Airhart, ex-
hibit directors; and Charlsie Poe, publicity. These of-
ficers were installed in June by Mrs. Charles Kruse.

The main theme of the museum is “Our Heritage",
and other subjects being added as needed: such as
“Our Heritage in Agriculture” or “Our Heritage in
Music,” etc.

Qutstanding exhibits through 1981 were the Doll
Show with three exhibitors and more than 100 dolls.
June was Flag Day with the VFW and Auxiliary in
charge of the program. Flags, uniforms, insignia and
medals were displayed and their meanings discussed.
Cowboy equipment was exhibited during “Western
Roundup” day. A saddle and other articles were a per-
manent gift. Seventeen local artists displayed outstan-
ding pictures in August. The September program coin-
cided with the Baldwin School Reunion and brought
many visitors. The two-day quilting contest sponsored
by the Arts & Crafts Show in October and held at the
museum was the highlight of the year. There is
definitely a return of interest in the art of quilting. It
seems imperative that other quilt bazaars be held.

In June another round of renovation was begun.
Maurine Davis said the next priority was the closing
and painting of 12 more windows, followed by the
preparation and painting of storage space. This work
had been delayed because of the inability to stop the
roof from leaking.

Illness and surgery plagued museum members early
in 1982, but by February everyone had recovered and
the year started off on a high note with a luncheon at
the Winters State Bank hospitality room. An im-
pressive new plaque entitled “Family Memorials to the
Z.1. Hale Museum Foundation” was displayed, and will
be a permanent fixture at the museum. For a donation
of $200.00 or more, those wishing to honor loved ones,
living or dead, may have their names engraved in gold
and added to the list. Approximately 25 names are
already listed. The theme of the next open house was
called “Heritage Family Day".

All efforts to stop the roof from leaking proved of no
avail and a new one replaced it at a cost of $1,170.00.
Mildred Garner, curator, announced that work on
storage space and cataloguing contents would now
resume. '

Many people have worked at the museum on the
numberless tasks, but Cecil Stephens has been a
faithful and consistent carpenter and receives our
grateful thanks.

Trophies and awards representing outstanding
achievements of the Winters School students through
the years have been presented to the museum and now
reside in a trophy room. A browsing room next door
has scrapbooks and other momentoes.

Interesting programs this year have been the Easter
Hat Parade and a wedding dress display.

The dedication on August first climaxes three years
of progress!

tion (the best available is
marked SPF 15) if the
skin hasn't been exposed
to sun for a while.

The TCOM faculty
member urged the use of
common sense when out
in the sun. People who
don’'t tan well should
avoid mid-day sun (10 a.m.
to 2 p.m.), when the ultra-
violet radiation is the
highest. “If you must be
out then, wear a sun
screen and clothing and
hats to cover the skin"
And don’t be foolded by a
cloudy day, Dr. Kessler
added. The skin-burning
ultraviolet rays come
through the cloud cover.

A sunburn can be
severe enough to require
medical attention. “If the
burn does not respond to
home care,” he said, “con-
sult a physician.”

The Insanity Defense

The verdict in the trial of John Hinckley Jr. has thrust the
longstanding debate over the insanity defense back into the
limelight. Frankly, I was stunned by the verdict rendered by the
Washington jury hearing the case in U.S. District Court this June.
It only reinforces my view that for too long greater protection is
afforded the criminal than the law-abiding citizens of our

country.

I believe the insanity plea loophole in our federal

criminal justice system should be closed.
As it stands now, Americans simply cannot understand why
our courts allow individuals who have clearly committed heinous

acts to escape ‘‘just’’

punishment. There is something not quite

right about a legal system in which the most morally indefensible
crimes become the most legally defendable. We are reaching the
point where a criminal defendant may inherently be immune to

criminal punishment.

Congress has never enacted legislation on the insanity defense.
Instead, it has left the development of its standards to federal
courts of appeal. Historically, the foundation of the ‘‘not guilty
by reason of insanity plea’’ was laid in the 19th Century by British
courts seeking to deal with mentally deranged defendants in a
legally rational manner. Through the years, the defense has been
expanded to include unlawful acts which were the ‘“‘product of

mental disease or defect.”’

After wrestling with the changes in the insanity plea for almost
20 years, the federal courts adopted today’s governing standard as
proposed by the American Law Institute in the Model Penal

Code. This states that,

‘“A person is not responsible for criminal
conduct if at the time of such conduct,

as a result of mental

disease or defect, he lacks substantial capacity to appreciate the
criminality of his conduct or conform to the requirements of
law.’”’ That is a mouthful by any standard. To put it simply, this
means what began as a narrow test for dealing with mentally
deranged defendants has evolved into an obtuse vehicle for

debates among psychiatrists.

Dissatisfaction with the insanity plea was evident in the

Congress even before the Hinckley trial.

In the House of

Representatives, several bills have been introduced which create

an additional verdict of ‘‘guilty but insane’’

or ‘“‘guilty but

mentally ill’”’ in abolishing the insanity defense completely.
President Reagan’s Task Force on Violent Crime has recom-
mended this approach. Under this law, juries would be able to
recognize a defendant as mentally ill, but nevertheless hold him
rcsponsiblc for his criminal actions. This law is currently on the

books in four states.

The issues are reduced to lhc bare

constitutional minimum: Did he do it? Did he know that he

did it?

The insanity defense has been a much-abused legal topl, one
which John Hinckley used successfully thirteen times tojescape

criminal responsibility, 1 firmly believe the time has comg‘ for
Congress to take action and bring sanity back to our cri

inal

code. Let us remember it is our foremost responsibility and duty

to protect law-abiding citizens.

Statewide hotline begins
oilfield theft campaign

An aggressive cam-
paign against oil field
thefts in Texas has begun
with the installation of a
new permanent statewide
hotline. The Petroleum
Industry Security Council
(PISC) is offering a
reward of up to $5,000 for
information leading to the
arrest and indictment of
persons suspected of
stealing crude oil or oil
field equipment, or for in-
formation leading to the
recovery of stolen oil field
equipment. The new toll
free hotline number is
1-800-645-2677 or,
1-800-0IL-COPS.

Chartered as a non-
profit corporation in
January 1982, PISC was
formed by petroleum in-
dustry associations in an
effort to provide organiz-
ed support to law enforce-
ment in combating oil
field crimes. The hotline
is just the first step in a
comprehensive program
to reduce the oil
industry’s estimated $100
million theft losses in
Texas. Headed by Ed
Richards, the former In-
vestigator General of the
Texas Department of
Human Resources and
Department of Public
Safety officer, PISC plans
to develop a uniform
marking system for oil
field equipment, theft
prevention programs for
the industry, and a com-
puter backed theft repor-
ting and inquiry system.
PISC also plans to place
experienced criminal in-
vestigators across the
state to cooperate with
and support law enforce-
mentefforts to reduce the

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Greenhouse farming
has promising future

Imagine a time 20 years
hence when the cost of
transporting fresh farm
produce has become so ex-
pensive that trucks are no
longer making long trips.
To take up the slack, Mom
and Pop greenhouses
have sprung up around
population centers. With
the help of solar energy,
they grow hydroponic
vegetables nearly year-
round. Shoppers buy
directly from the
greenhouses or from
supermarkets that select
their produce from
several local operations.
Greenhouses have not
supplanted conventional
farming, but they have
filled a gap.

Dr. John Larsen,
secretary of the Texas
Greenhouse Growers
Council and a plant nutri-
tion specialist with the
Texas Agricultural
Extension Service in Col-
lege Station, believes that
the picture just sketched
is not far-fetched. At the
turn of the century every
major city had its truck
farms. The area around
Cleveland, Ohio, for exam-
ple, once farmed 400 acres
inside greenhouses.
Larsen thinks solar
energy can supply one
third to one-half the
energy needs of green-
houses in the South.

“If we do it right, we
probably can use 90 per-
cent solar,” he said.
“There's no reason it can’t
be done in Texas. The cost
of a truck rolling from
California to the East
Coast is $5,000-$6,000 and
going up all the time. I
think the greenhouse
business will come back.”

Agriculture Commiss
ioner Reagan V. Brown
would like to see that hap-
pen. In fact, he is con
sidering a pilot program
near a large city that
would supply year-round
production. The Texas
Department is also work-
ing with greenhouse
growers in their local
marketing efforts.

One
tomato grower has done
even better. He averaged
57 pounds per plant or
30,000 pounds of tomatoes
in a July-May growing
season.

“We could do the same
thing outside if the grow-
ing season were long,”
said Larsen. “Of course, it
isn’t.”

In Texas approximate-
ly 100 growers belong to
the greenhouse council.

Last mopth's crop-damaging rain and hail in West
Texas, mainly north and northeast of Abilene, have
compounded the plight of farmers.

Visiting briefly with U.S. Rep. Charles Stenholm in
Abilene last week.. he said in addition to economic pro-
blems such as high interest rates, a major natural
disaster now has struck farmers.

Up to 2" million acres of cotton are believed to have
been lost and cotton farmers have lost $500 million to
$700 million. Since that money would have been spent
and respent in rural economies, the total loss is $3
billion to $4 billion, the Stamford congressman said.

“The short-term results are devastating,” Stenholm
said, adding that the long-term results cannot be fully
realized.

In Lubbock, between 30 percent and 50 percent of
farmers will quit farming depending on whether relief
is given to farmers, he said.

A “sick aspect” of the crop failures is that farmers
who are able to produce a crop will get a fair price if
the economy revives because supply has been brought
in line with demand by an act of nature, added
Stenholm.

“While some fields in Haskell and surrounding coun-
ties remained underwater early last week and farmers
were still awaiting word on federal disaster relief,
planting and replanting was underway,” according to
Kent Dunlap, farm editor of the Abilene Reporter-
News.

Glenn Brozowski, Haskell County Agricultural
Stabilization and Conservation Service director, said
the situation doesn’t appear good, but it looks like
farmers may end up replanting as much as 75 percent
of the fields damaged less than a month ago. He said
some farmers are going back with cotton while others
are planting late grain sorghum.

It seems another problem farmers are dealing with
is the tremendous soil-washing caused by the water,
which created huge potholes and the like in many of
the fields, Dunlap said.

A policy war apparently has broken out in the
Agriculture Department over whether to provide
disaster relief to West Texas farmers. Agriculture
Secretary John Block is reporiedly concerned that
disaster payments to the West Texas farmers could
discourage farmers nationwide from buying federal
crop insurance.

But USDA Deputy Undersecretary John Ford, who
is heading a department task force on the West Texas
situation, reportedly was outraged when he heard
about the statement and asked for a meeting with
Block.

Ford, a Lubbock resident, has been quoted in Texas
newspapers as saying, “It (the flooded West Texas
farm land) was the damndest thing I've ever seen.”

After a four-hour meeting last Wednesday with
Block, Ford called States News Service and said, "I am
the spokesman for this situation. The secretary
believes that the federal crop insurance program
should not be a consideration. These folks (the farmers)
went through a disaster.” :

Texas officials estimate only 22 percent of West
Texas cotton and wheat farmers are in the federal crop
insurance program and the remaining 78 percent
would be left virtually helpless if the aid request is re-
jected.

Rep. Stenholm summed up in a remark to this
writer: "I am cautiously optimistic that some form of
disaster relief is forthcoming” to the region.

United Parcel Service
hearings to begin Sept. 21

Hearings on the ap-
plication of United Parcel
Service for authority to
transport packages from
point to point within
Texas are to begin Sept.
21 according to an order
issued recently by the
Railroad Commission’s
Transportation Division.

UPS presentations will
be given on the following
dates: Sept. 21-24, Sept.
28-Oct. 1, Oct. 26-29, Nov.
2-5, Nov. 9-12, Nov.
30-Dec. 3, Dec. 7-10, and
Dec. 14-17. The first two
weeks of testimony will
be given in Austin by
UPS personnel and public
witnesses who live in the
area. The hearings will

then move to Dallas,
resuming Oct. 26, where
the remaining testimony
on behalf of the UPS
application will be heard.

Truck and bus com-
panies who oppose the
UPS application will pre-
sent their evidence
following UPS.

The Commission’s
Transportation Division
had originally planned to
begin the hearings May
11. They were postponed
after parties in- the case
asked to present oral ar-
guments on procedural
matters to the Railroad
Commissioners. Those ar-
guments were heard May
3.

VA seeking disabled veterans for
independent-living program

The Veterans Adminis-
tration is seeking serious-
ly disabled veterans in
the Texas-Gulf states
area and elsewhere to
participate in a new pro-
gram of independent-
living services.

Special outreach efforts
are under way in Texas,
Louisiana and Mississippi
to explain the new benefit
program. Independent liv-
ing is designed to in-
crease a severely disabled
veteran's ability to func-
tion more independently
in the family or communi-
ty environment with a
reduced level of services
from others.

The pilot program will
continue through fiscal

1985. For up to two years
an eligible service-
disabled veteran may re-
ceive a wide range of in-
dependent living services.
They may include housing
modification, personal
care attendants, pro-
sthetic devices, transport
costs and training in in-
dependent living skills
through coordination
with other VA benefit
programs.

Veterans needing more
information about in-
dependent living services
should contact the Voca-
tional Rehabilitation and
Counseling Officer at the
Waco, Houston, New
Orleans or Jackson VA
Regional Office.

WTCC calls for immediate disaster
relief for West Texas farmers

The West Texas
Chamber of Commerce
has requested Secretary
of Agriculture John Block
to immediately provide
disaster assistance to
West Texas farmers who
have suffered from devas-
tating crop loss due to re-
cent climatic conditions.

Total cotton loss will
exceed $487 million or
60% loss in the West
Texas High Plains and
other West Texas areas,
according to WTCC esti-
mates. The damage came
from high winds, sand-
storms, excessive rain,
hail and disease based on
information from the
Texas Agricultura Exten-
sion Service. Most of the
remaining cotton crop is
in fair condition, only.

Other crops that have
suffered damage are corn,
sugar beets, grain
sorghum, wheat and vege-
tables.

“The impact of this
climatic disaster will be
far-reaching,”” stated
WTCC District II Vice
President Jimmie R.

Holder, Executive Vice
President of First Na-
tional Bank of Lubbock.
“The impact in terms of
dollars can be as high as
$3.4 billion considering
the multiplier effect on
the region's economy,”
Holder said. “The hardest
hit will be the smaller
West Texas towns whose
livelihood is based
primarily on agriculture.”
“The Secretary of Agri-
culture can invoke a
special provision of the
1981 Farm Act which pro-
vides for direct disaster
payments to producers,”
according to Holder.
“The WTCC called
upon Texas Governor Bill
Clements and the Texas
delegation the week of Ju-
ly 5 to urge Secretary
Block to take immediate
action to lessen the im-
pact of this disaster,” ac-
cording to WTCC
Agriculture Chairman
Clarence Martin, Friona.
Assistance is needed
now, according to WTCC
officials, to help avert this
weather-related disaster.

Texas wheat farmers hope to
harvest 163 million bushels

Texas wheat producers
expect to harvest 163.8
million bushels this year.
This is 11 percent below
the record wheat produc-
tion of 1981.

“In the Panhandle area,
hail storms and tornados
have severely damaged or
completely destroyed
several wheat fields,”
Brown said.

Harvest of the state’s
6.3 million acres of wheat
is underway although
scattered showers and
wet fields have delayed
operations in some areas.
Heavy rains combined
with high winds have
caused lodging problems
in the 'Blacklands and
Cross Timbers. The ex-
pected yield of 26 bushels
per acre is two bushels
below the yield of 1981
but one bushel above 1980
production figures.

Production in the
Northern'High Plains, the
major wheat producing
region of the state, is
estimated at 61.7 million
bushels, down 5 percent
from final production
figures for 1981 but up 5
percent from last month.

The current estimation
for the state's peach
harvest, 354,000 bushels,
is down 11 percent from
the May 1 predictions.
This is 50 percent below
last year's yield of 708,000

bushels. Peach harvest
was underway in the Hill
Country by mid-May and
had progressed across the
state by the end of the
month. Hail damage was
reported in some or-
chards while others in the
southcentral part of the
state reported fruit drop-
page as the result of ex-
cessive rainfall.

Learn to deal with stress, says TMA

Everyone experiences
stress. No one can avoid it
totally. Even while
asleep, the body must con-
tinue to function and
react to the stress impos-
ed by dreaming.

Canadian physician
Hans Selye, author of
several books on the
topic, says the only com-
plete freedom from stress
is death.

What is important,
then, is to learn to deal
with stress, according to
the Texas Medical
Association.

Stress is the mental or
physical tension resulting
from the body's reaction
to emotional, physical or
chemical changes. These
stress-producing changes
can be pleasant or unplea-
sant because although the

mind can distinguish bet-
ween the two, the body
often cannot. It may react
similarly under either cir-
cumstance.

Men and women seem
equally susceptible. But
people who are com-
petitive, impatient, fast-
paced, successful and look
at achievement and
possessions for a sense of
worth are more likely to
develop stress-related il-
Inesses than individuals
who are easy-going and
tolerant.

Headaches, wupset
stomachs, asthma,
allergies and ulcers are
commonly associated with
stress. Studies now are
being conducted to deter-
mine possible links bet-

ween stress and heart
disease, high blood press-
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ure and cancer. Still, it is
often difficult to establish
a direct connection bet-
ween stress and disease.

Doctors offer several
tips to deal with stress:

— Learn to relax. This
may involve napping, sit-
ting quietly or reading a
book at the end of the day.

— Exercise adequately.
Running, walking and
playing tennis are ways to
ease mental stress.

— Share your worries
with someone you trust
and respect. Another per-
son sometimes can offer a
new view of a stressful
situation and help find a
solution.

— Get enough sleep.
Lack of sleep can lessen
your ability to deal with
stress by making you
more irritable.
