Six of eleven plead
guilty in cockfight

Six of 11 people arrested near
Wingate at a cockfight in southern
Taylor County on April 4 were fin-
ed Monday after pleading guilty to
charges of “cruelty to animals”, a
misdemeanor.

Identical charges against four
other men were dismissed by
Taylor County Court-at-Law Judge
Nathan Newman as part of a plea
bargain with their attorney. One
person had been jailed earlier.

The highest fine, $1,000, was set
for Troy Mack Boyd, 39, of
Wingate. Boyd is a farmer on
whose property the fights were be-
ing held according to the Taylor
County District Attorney’s Office.

Ray Charles Powell, 21, of
Sweetwater, who was identified by
Taylor County Sheriff's deputies
as the referee of the fights, was fin-
ed $200.

Fined $100 each were Jose Gar-
cia, 31, of Roscoe; Soloman Her-
rera, 49, of Anson; Tony Marshall,
19, of Abilene; and John Vasquez,
47, of Merkel.

Charges against four men were
dismissed as the result of plea
barganing. The four were James
Ronald Porter, 48, of Sweetwater;
Chester Norman McAlpin, 51, of
Abilene; Ronald Dee Bond, 37, of
Clyde; and Jerry Lee Hudson, 56,
of Abilene.

In May, a 15 day jail term was
set for Larry Dale Gibson, 29, of
Abilene. Gibson was the eleventh
man charged in the case.

Evidence showed that several
deputies, all dressed in plain
clothes, attended a gathering near
the Shep Community to check on a
complaint that the cockfights were
being held.

Deregulation to change
G T E - Customer relations

The telephone company and its
customers will undergo a major
change in the way they do business
with each other beginning January
1 as a result of the Federal Com-
munications Commission’s
deregulation of terminal equip-
ment or customer premise equip-
ment (CPE), the industry’s term for
telephones and other equipment on
the customer's end of the
telephone line.

E.O. Cambern, general manager-
West Texas Division Operations
for General Telephone in San
Angelo, outlined the upcoming
changes.

Existing customers who lease
telephones or other terminal equip-
ment from the telephone company
and who do not change their ser-
vice can continue to do so under
rates approved by the state
regulatory commission. They will
also continue to have the option of
purchasing their own phones or
other terminal equipment from
General Telephone or other sup-
pliers, but under a deregulated en-
vironment.

The change will affect new
customers, and existing customers
who add or change their service
beginning January 1.

For single-line telephone in-
struments, similar to those used by
most residential customers, new
customers and existing customers
who change their service or equip-
ment will have the option of leasing
the instruments and other equip-
ment at the regulated rate as long

as the existing regulated supplies
of single-line phones last. However,
the company has geared its supply
of regulated single-line in-
struments and equipment to
deplete as near as possible to
January 1 in order to begin
operating under the deregulation
mandate.

Maintenance of telephones and
telephone systems will not change
to any major degree. Existing
company-owned telephones and
telephone systems leased under
regulated rates will continue to be
maintained without charge as long
as parts are available. Once the
equipment cannot be repaired, and
the supply of useable regulated
equipment is exhausted, the
customer must obtain the replace
ment under the deregulated pro-
cedures.

For telephones and other equip
ment purchased by customers, the
warranties are with the company
manufacturing the phones or phone
systems. As with other products,
the company selling or leasing the
equipment may serve as the local
repair center or warranty ex
change, or the customer may have
to deal directly with the manufac
turer. General Telephone Phone
Marts and local service facilities
will serve as repair centers for pro-
ducts sold by the company to meet
both company and manufacturer’s
warranties, as well as offer on-site
repairs for most products being
sold. In most cases there will be
charges for repair work done after

the warranty has expired.

Single-line phones will be of the
plug-in type, such as thosenow us-
ing GTE Phone Mart jacks.
Customers with the old style wall
wiring block will be able to pur-
chase do-it-yourself kits that allow
phones to be plugged in the new
jack, or pay the appropriate
charges to have the telephone com-
pany or other party make the
change for them.

Dallas hunters found

Two hunters from the Dallas
area were found dead in a small
metal cabin on a hunting lease near
Bronte Monday.

Robert Douglas Bland, 40, of Irv-
ing and Donnie Wayne Dycus, 22,
of Duncanville were pronounced
dead about 10:30 Monday by Coke
County Justice of the Peace Earl D.
Nutter. The men, who arrived on
the hunting lease on the LeDrew
Arrot Ranch Friday, had a seasonal
lease and were on a weekend deer
and quail hunt.

Coke County authorities said
that autopsies indicated no foul
play in the deaths and that the men
died of asphyxiation.

Coke County Sheriff Marshall
Millican said that he believed the
men died Saturday night after they
heated the small metal building
with a butane heater without
allowing for ventilation.

Peanut Brittle By The Ton!

Perhaps Marvin Bedford doesn't make a ton of
peanut brittle, but from the first of November until
Christmas he is busy making the confection for sale,
also for family and friends.

He has built an industry in the corner of his wife's
kitchen, which he monopolizes every year for those
two months. He has an assembly line operation with
the sugar in a can on the floor, salt and soda in the cor-
ner on the cabinet. He buys the peanuts from Gorman
in-110 pound sack, by October 4, he had puchased four
sacks. This year he bought his corn syrup in bulk.

The best utensils to cook in are his wife's wearever
pans that were bought from Jeff Hargrove back in
1935 and paid out $1.50 per month.

“I still like to cook in those pans,” said Nina, but he
has taken them over, too. However, he is very neat
with his cooking. I've never known him to make a
failure.”

Marvin said he started making peanut brittle in 1958
when Beverly was a junior in high school. She had
made a mess trying to cook some and I decided I could
do better than that. Mrs. John Curry gave me a tip.
She said, ‘put more soda in it.’ I went from there, mak-
ing 75 to 100 pounds a year. For eighteen years I gave
it away to all of the firemen, at the Christmas dinner.
They looked forward to receiving this candy. I also
made it for all my family and friends.”

“Marvin had never thought of selling any until two
years ago Nina said, “Why don’'t you make some
peanut brittle and I'll take it to the Arts & Crafts Show
and sell it.”

With 140 pounds of peanut brittle put up in two
pound bags, which she thought was enough, Nina went
to the show. By noon it was all gone and she came home
waiting for Marvin to make more. He was cooking and
stirring as fast as he could. This year they sold 180
pounds at the Arts and Crafts Show.

Nina sacks the candy for him and probably acts as
business manager for Marvin said, “Nina mailed some
foday that is going to Beaumont, Port Arthur, Bowie
and Electra.”

Marvin starts taking orders about the first of
November. One woman bought some peanut brittle to
send to Malaysia and some has been sent to California,
Iowa and Tennessee. One couple at Stephenville wants
59 Ibs. to use for gifts for Christmas. One girl bought
some to send to Korea and he has an order in Winters
for 40 pounds. He has had a dozen people say they were
buying it to mail but didn’t say where. It varies but last
year he sold about 600 pounds and made it for the

“The fun part that we enjoy the most,” said Nina, “is
visiting with the people who come to our house. People

that we would never see otherwise.”

“Now, I can make my Christmas money with it,”
says Marvin. And have some for the children. Pat will
take 10 or 12 pounds home with her to Beaumont and

Kei wanted some.”

Marvin seldome eats peanut brittle himself but has
learned that the giblets left in the pan when breaking
the candy to put in bags is good sprinkled on ice cream.
He says one customer will eat a 2 Ib. sack of candy in an
evening while watching TV. He also makes pecan brit-

tle for Roy Young, who prefers it.

When Marvin is preparing to make candy, he keeps
the peanuts in the oven at 175 degrees to get the
moisture out. He mixes 2'2 cups sugar, % cup white
Karo, /2 teaspoon salt and one cup of water. He cooks
this to the soft ball stage and adds 3 cups of peanuts.
He uses a candy thermometer and when it reaches 290
degrees he adds three teaspoons of soda, and says "I
stir like hell and pour it in the pan.” He uses a cookie
sheet, and doesn’t touch until it comes out of the pan.
“If you do, it breaks the bubbles.” When the fourth
pan is poured, the first is ready to take up. “The most I
ever made at one time without stopping was 100 lbs.”

Another important piece of equipment is a de-
humidifier that has been running constantly since the
15th of October, in the closet where the brittle is kept
in slabs before breaking and sacking. He wore out one
de-humidifier and this is his second one that has been
in use about two years. It seems he has also taken over
his wife's clothes closet, but she doesn’t complain, only

remarked, “He makes light bread, too.”

Marvin admitted he had been making bread sirce
1956 after he had surgery for ulcerated stomach. “The
doctor told me that I needed bread that was well cook-
ed and well done. So I decided I would make it, but just
for my family. The recipe that I use came from North
Dakota. It has been handed down.in Cal Mostad’s fami-

ly and Novie gave it to me.”

Cooking is not a late thing wiith Marvin. He can't
remember when he started. “Mother's girls were most-
ly all boys and when there are ten children in the fami-
ly, you have to cook part of the time or you don't eat.”

Every meal was a major production at the Fred Bed-
ford home. Marvin recalls that his mother cooked a big
25 cent steak in the largest skill
the grease into three skillets.
them full of gravy. Then she made six large pans of
biscuits. Each child received a small piece of steak and
all the bread and gravy he could eat.

Wanting to be helpful, when he and Nina married,
Marvin offered to buy the groceries. When he came
home with a 48 pound sack of flour, Nina was flab-
bergasted. She grew up with only one sister.

Making peanut brittle and bread for his family takes
up most of Marvin's time but he does barbecue for
large groups and church activities on occasion. He
doesn’'t make ice cream any more since he can't eat
sweets but banana nut is his favorite. While he oc-
cupies her kitchen so constantly, Nina commissioned
him to cook the red beans recently. He admits that he
puts a little of everything in them: worchestershire
sauce, hot sauce, chili powder, onion, tomato juice, a lot
of pepper and some salt. Soda, the faster you want to
cook them, the more soda you use. Sometimes he adds

carrots and celery.

Cranberry jelly made by Marvin is a favorite of the
family at Christmas. To a 12 oz. package of cranberries
he adds 1"z cups of water and boils until the berries
pop. He runs them through a colander, adds 1'/: cups of
sugar, boils hard for five minutes and pours into jars.

The Marvin Bedfords don't take up all their time
cooking. They are busy being grandparents to seven
grandchildren and three great-grandchildren. As if
that were not enough, they have many adopted grand
children among the family and neighbors. ;

to represent IRS

Persons posing as
employees of the Internal
Revenue Service occa-
sionally attempt to harass
taxpayers or to collect
money for what the im-
poster claims are unpaid
taxes, the IRS says.

The IRS advised that
taxpayers should request
to see the credentials of
any individual claiming to
represent the IRS. Any
IRS employee who makes
contact with the public is
required to carry distine-
tive identification and
must show this when con-
ducting official business.
Also, usually taxpayers
who owe money to the
IRS will receive written
notification before being
contacted in person.

Taxpayers who doubt
the validity of the cred-
entials offered can verify
the person’s employment
by contacting the nearest
IRS office.

Country Folk

On a cold and rainy wintry day last week, a large
gathering of West Texas assembled to memorialize the
passing of a good friend.

Jim Franklin, owner of M.L. Leddy Boots of Texas,
was a giant among the country folks and a leader in the
West Texas community. He died at his home in San
Angelo at the age of 56.

Franklin began his career with M.L. Leddy, one of
the largest custom bootmakers in the country, more
than 35 years ago. His wife, Joyce, is the daughter of
M.L. Leddy, founder of the company.

In February, 1981, Jim purchased Hollis and Dale
Leddy’s partnership in the store. The purchase made
Franklin owner of retail stores in Midland and Fort
Worth and, of course, the headquarters in San Angelo.

The firm was founded in 1921 when M.L. Leddy pur-
chased a shoe repair shop for $25.

Before buying the business, Franklin served as the
company'’s buyer and sales manager. He began work-
ing in the western retailing business when he was 21.

[ first met Jim Franklin over 25 years ago. Following
recovery of foot and leg injuries resulting from an auto
accident, my doctor told me that I must wear high-
topped shoes or boots the rest of my life. Well, certain-
ly boots were my choice.

I came into Leddy's on crutches and with a brace on
my left leg which came to my waist. Jim seated me and
started measuring. “A left boot with a zipper on the in-
side, a 1"z inch build up and a rocking heel (because of
no ankle joint),” he said.

Some 20 pairs of boots later, and we are still order-
ing new boots from the first measurement.

We worked together on projects for the San Angelo
Stock Show and the Riding Club through the years.
About six years ago now when I started working with
Shelley Smith and the West Texas Rehabilitation
Center, I went to Jim Franklin seeking advice. He told
me he would help me anyway he could.

Well, a short period later, I asked him to head up the
Cattlemen’s Round-Up for Crippled Children in the
Southwest on behalf of WTRC. He thought about it a
day ro so and called me to come by his office. “I'll do it
if you will help me with the leg work,” he said.

Together, we put the wheels in motion to establish
the annual CRCC Barbecue in August each year which
serves as a kickoff for the annual fundraiser. Jim met
with his close friends like Jerry Stokes at Handy Pack-
ing and others and put the whole show together.
Shelley brought Rex Allen in from Hollywood to enter-
tain.

A couple of years ago before the San Angelo Stock
Show was over, Jim asked me to come by the boot
shop. He wanted to get some businessmen to go in with
him and purchase the champion steer. A month or so
after that “we will put on a good feed with prime rib
and a nice evening and raise some money for the
Rehab,” he suggested.

To say he
will be missed is an understatement.
