Bills introduced by 
Charles Stenholm
' Two agriculture-related bills 
have been introduced in the U.S. 
House of Representatives by 
Congressman Charles W. 
Stenholm (D-Texas).

Congressman Stenholm, a 
member of the Agriculture Com­
mittee, has introduced a "Bases 
and Yields" bill and “Clear Title" 
legislation. The Subcommittee 
on Conservation, Credit and 
Rural Development scheduled a 
hearing to discuss Stenholm’s 
Clear Title legislation for Tues­
day, March 26, in Washington, 
D.C.

Under the first proposal. 
Bases and Yields, it would 
simplify and standardize the 
way acreage bases and yields 
are assigned to producers. Eight 
Members of Congress have 
already signed as co-sponsors of 
the proposed legislation, which 
bases yields on actual records, 
and gives farmers more flexibili­
ty than they now have in 
deciding how much of a given 
crop they will plant.

The second piece introduced 
by the Stamford Congressman is 
House Resolution 1591, or Clear

Title. This bill would remove 
farm products’ exceptions from 
Uniform Commercial Codes and 
extend clear title to agricultural 
commodities. Presently, if the 
seller of that commodity fails to 
repay the lender, the buyer can 
be held responsible by the 
banker, effectively forcing them 
to pay twice for the same goods. 
This bill would establish a pro­
cess through which the liability 
would be equitably distributed 
between the three parties.

“I believe these two basic 
reforms are long overdue," Con 
gressman Stenholm said. “They 
will serve to rectify injustices in 
herent in both systems.

Farm  financial 
stress is severe

The story of agriculture in 
Texas is the same as in other 
states— farmers are under 
severe financial stress. Net farm 
income in Texas in 1984 totaled 
only about half of what it was 
five years ago. Thus the pur­
chasing power of Texas agri­
culture is about 25-30 percent of 
what it was in 1979, notes an 
economist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service, 
Texas A&M University System. 
Farmers currently are in finan­
cial straits due to depressed 
crop and livestock prices, steady 
increases in costs, adverse 
weather conditions, and high in­
terest rates that not only in­
crease costs but also strengthen 
the dollar’s value.

I would like to make some 
comments, complimentary in 
nature, to my constituents who 
received an issue questionnaire 
from my office and were so con­
scientious in indicating their 
positions and returning the 
questionnaires. My colleagues 
simply cannot believe I had a 
response rate in excess of 30 
percent when usually the 
average rate is 1-2 percent. It is 
personally gratifying to me to 
know the extent to which you 
are interested in our state 
government and is of extreme 
assistance to me in helping me 
know the position I probably, 
should take on a given issue. I 
think you might be pleasantly 
surprised if you knew how much 
your input influenced my vote.

Many of you are calling and 
writing about an issue that is 
shaping up to be much more con­
troversial than anyone had 
assumed, that being the issue of 
mandatory use of seat belts.

As the issue appears to me, 
we have the alternative of pass­
ing and implementing legislation 
to require seat belt use in cars 
and pickups or ultimately, pro­
bably in 1987, having the 
Federal government mandate 
protective air bags in all new 
vehicles. As with other issues in 
the past. I am aggravated and 
aggrieved by the Federal 
government’s forcible intrusion 
into affairs of this state and in­
to affairs of individual motorists 
upon streets and highways of 
the State of Texas. Seat belts 
unquestionable save lives but it 
just really goes against the grain 
for the Federal Government to 
forcd the issue.

mandatory seat belt use legisla­
tion will be enacted into law and 
I think, at this point, the only 
aspect remaining in question is 
the extent of legislation, for ex­
ample, whether farm pickups 
will be covered, the applicabili­
ty of the law to backseat 
passengers, and perhaps, the ex­
clusion of older autos not 
necessarily equipped with seat 
belts for each passenger.

Drinking raw milk 
can be hazardous

A study by researchers at the 
Center for Infectious Diseases 
has demonstrated the alarming 
risks of drinking raw milk, 
reports Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service nutritionist Dr. 
Dymple Cooksey. Eleven 
bacterial diseases, including 
salmonella, tuberculosis and 
staphylococcal infections are 
shown to be spread by con 
taminated raw milk. Since the 
most important component of 
unadulterated raw milk is 
germs, people interested in their 
health should drink the safe, 
pasteurized product, she ad­
vises. The raw milk promoted as 
a health food can be a hazard.

Magpie birds follow one of the 
more unusual displays of bird 
behavior, says International 
Wildlife magazine. After the 
death of a fellow magpie, the 
flock assembles, then one by 
one, or in groups of two or three, 
the magpies swoop down to peck 
at the dead companion. Accor­
ding to an Idaho State Univer­
sity researcher, they conduct 
these elaborate funeral rites to 
find out what killed the magpie 
and to see which of them died, 
so they will know how the death 
will affect the pecking order.

Wetlands protected
Senator Lloyd Bentsen cited 

the lose of thousands of acres of 
Texas coastal wetland in intor- 
ducing legislation Tuesday 
allowing states and the Federal 
Government to protect more 
wetland nationwide.

Bentsen joined Sen. John 
Chafee in introducing the 
Emergency Wetlands Resources 
Act of 1985.

“ It has been estimated that 
we are losing this valuable 
resource at a rate of 458,000 
acres each year, and that almost 
one-half of this nation’s wetland 
are gone forever,’’ Bentsen said.

“My own state of Texas has 
lost over 6000,000 acres of its 
original coastal wetlands to 
dredge and fill activities.’’

Under the bill funds for 
wetland acquisition would be 
provided by new entrance fees 
at wildlife refuges and by in­
creasing the cost of Migratory 
Bird Hunting and Conservation 
Stamps over a four-year period. 
Holders of these “Duck Stamps" 
would be exempt from the new 
entrance fees.

Bentsen said hunters have in­
dicated they will support an in­
crease in Duck Stamp fees if the 
money is used for wetland ac­
quisition and if non-hunters in­
cluding birdwatchers and nature 
photographers are asked to pay 
a “ fair share” through entrance 
fees.

Bentsen said the continuing 
loss of wetlands is of concern in 
Texas because of the far- 
reaching benefits of these areas 
to the state. In 1981, the com­
mercial fishing harvest in Texas 
totaled 113,108,000 pounds of 
fish and shellfish. The g^eat ma­
jority of the species caught 
depends on coastal marshes of 
estuaries for a least part of their 
life cycle.

Special Haying and Grazing 
Relief of ACR

Runnels County has been ap­
proved for haying and grazing of 
ACR for 1985. The approval was 
given due to the reduced hay 
and pasture production during 
the last two crop years.

General Provisions
1. A producer may graze or 

bale his ACR for his own use.
2. A producer may allow

another producer’s livestock to 
graze on his ACR.

3. A producer may allow
another producer to bale his 
ACR.

4. A producer may NOT
charge for grazing ACR.

5. A producer may NOT
charge for the value of 
vegetative growth mechanically 
harvested and used by another 
producer.

6. The only costs a producer 
may be permitted to recover will 
be normal and reasonable costs 
for other services rendered.

Some examples of services 
could be: cost of installing tem­
porary fences, pumping water 
for grazing, or cutting, raking, 
baling or other steps in 
mechanical harvesting.

7. After grazing or haying the 
approved cover a subsequent ap 
proved cover may be establish 
ed for haying and grazing.

8. Grazing or haying may not 
remove cover to the extent that 
the acreage is not protected 
from wind and water erosion.

What must a producer do to 
become eligible for haying and 
grazing?

1. Sign a register at our office.
2. Record who and what will 

be done with ACR.
3. Pay a $10 fee for the cost of 

a farm visit.

According to the police of­
ficer, the injured man’s compa­
nions then loaded the man back 
into their private vehicle and 
started for the hospital in 
Ballinger.

Runnels County Sheriff Bill 
Baird and officer Hawkins were 
able to stop the car just south of 
Winters. Sheriff Baird, after see­
ing the condition of the man’s 
face and head, then called for an 
emergency ambulance to take 
Hubach to the Abilene trauma 
center.

It was later learned that the 
injured man, Oscar Hubach, and 
three men he worked with had 
gone to an Abilene night club 
after work Thursday and that an 
argument had begun as the four 
were leaving the night club. The 
actual injuries were thought to 
have been inflicted at the loca­
tion north of Tuscola.

A confidential source told The 
Enterprise that the weapon us­
ed was a full beer can.

A public relations spokesman 
at Hendrick Medical Center said 
that Hubach had received 
several deep lacerations to the 
face, possible damage to one eye 
and a severe fracture to his left 
cheek.

Winters Police officers. Run­
nels County Sheriff’s officers, 
and the Taylor County Sheriff’s 
Department are continuing to in­
vestigate the incident. Officers 
said that no charges had been fil­
ed so far. They also said that 
tht*re were at least two suspects 
in the incident.
