She also said that amend-
ments had been made in the
measure to insure the rights of
property owners —in the event
the bill ever did pass.

Now, for some other unfinish-
ed business. Unfinished business
that looks like it may stay that
way —the sonic booms.

We have discussed what
causes the unsettling booms and
what airplanes might be able to
produce such things.

We have also talked about
what Air Force officials had to
say about the deal.

So far either nobody knows or
nobody is talking. At this point,
it could be anybody’s guess as to
who is doing it.

Late Tuesday, we talked with
an Air Force honcho—the same
one we have been com-
municating with for the past few
weeks —about the latest booms.

As expected, he said he had
not been able to find out who
was guilty, but that he was still
trying to find out.

A couple of weeks ago it was
suggested that the top-secret,
super-fast, high-flying SR-71 spy
plane could be the guilty one.

Now, we learn, our contact
has contacts in the Pentagon.
And he has called them to ask
about our booms— just in case
the military might flying some
kind of classified something
around here. Want to make any
bets on that one?

Also the computer tapes at
Ft.Worth Center, the place that
controls and watches over all
airplanes in this area, may have
been erased for re-use and they
wont tell anything now.

It could be some fly-guy that
just sneaks around sonic-
booming this area and one in
Oklahoma.

About the only thing I know
for sure about the sonic booms
at this point is that they are not
being caused by Joe and his
Cessna 150 —1I don’t think, and
K.W. just wouldn't do that sort
of thing.

With all the claims of who is
the “Home of Stacy” between
Coleman and Ballinger, the loca-
tion for the formalities was sure-
ly a major confrontation in the
battle.

At any rate, the long-awaited
dam is now being built. Expec-
tations of lots of folks for in-
creases in population and
business can now begin the test.

The city council is waking up
to the realization that the
budgets over the past couple of
years has not been what it
should have been.

There are cuts being made to
attempt to keep the city's head
above water. You might say that
the alligators are slightly below
the hip pockets now.

These cuts are affecting the
entire city structure. Just how
the city got into that shape is a
good question. Part of the how
IS now near Austin in another
job.

Winters Council hears
water woes, budget woes

Members of the Winters City
Council heard complaints and re-
quests for a solution to a poten-
tial flooding problem from the
residents of the Sunlawn
Addition.

The rains of last Friday pro-
duced runoff that threatened to
get into some homes and made
the residents of Paloma,
Roselane, and West State
Streets aware of the potential of
flooding in that area similar to
floods of a number of years ago.

After hearing the comments
on the problems, the council
agreed to seek cooperation from
the landowners along the creek
and to clear the grass and weeds
from the water way and to seek
help from Runnels County to
clear the creek from the city
limits to F. M. 53.

After the city gets the creek
cleared, officials said, it would
become the responsibility of the
land owner to keep the creek
clear.

Mike McDonald, representing
the Winters Chamber of Com-
merce and the Women'’s Service
League, told the council of plans
to construct entrance plazas on
the major highways coming in-
to Winters.

The small park-like areas
would feature a brick structure
with the city’s name in large let-
ters, Live Oak trees, flowers and
hedge. Lights would also be in-
stalled to light the sign at night.

The plazas are planned for U.
S. 83 both north and south of the
city initially and then on F. M.
53, east and west of Winters.

The city was asked to provide
maintenence on the parks along
with water and electricity. The
council agreed to check into the
possibility of participating on
the project.

Fred Wright, representing
Genera! Telephone, appeared
before the council in his routine,
semi-annual visit to update the
council on work being done by
the telephone utility and to see
if the council had any questions
or problems with the telephone
service.

The council was told that
Scott Cable, the television cable
service company, was for sale,
again. Don Dooley, representing
the cable company asked the
council to extend the company’s
franchise agreement with the ci-
ty until 1997. The present fran-
chise will expire in 1989.

The council gave tentative ap-
proval to the request and made
plans to discuss the request in
the first meeting in June, at
which time some minor changes
in the franchise would be
discussed.

The final item on the council
agenda was of the most impor-
tance for the council and the
city.

City Administrator Chuck
Macllvaine told the council that
he had prepared a summary of
actual expenditures for the city
for 1984-85 and 1985-86 and pro-
jected from last week to the first
of October of this year. The bot-
tom line showed how much more

the city spent than it took in dur-
ing those years.

The “bottom line” showed the
city budget was exceeded in
1984-85 by $23,345 with a
transfer from the Water Fund to
the General Fund of $6,000 to
make a General Fund deficit of
$28,345.

In 1985-86, the over-budget
expenditures totaled $11,377
with an additional $4,000 from
the Water Fund to leave a
deficit of $15,377.

In both years, the deficit was
made up by using reserve funds
held by the city.

In 1986-87, the city is looking
at a projected deficit total of
$25,252 in the General fund.
That figure includes a transfer
from the Water Fund of $18,000
and an actual General Fund
deficit of $7,252.

The last budget surplus for
the city of Winters was fiscal
year 1983-84.

The city administrator said,
“The whole idea behind the ma-
jor part of the discussion was
reduction, between now and the
end of the year on October 1, of
city expenditures. We have
already done some things to cut
down on the amount of money
we are spending by pricing
things ahead of time, not making
any purchases over $50 without
prior approval and that's
helped.”

Macllvaine, in explaining his
projection, said, “The transfers
from the Water Fund, $6,000 in
1984-85, $4,000 last year and this
year is $18,000, well they took
that $18,000 to try and balance
the budget. Theoretically, in
that budget, that the city has,
there should be an $8,000 budget
surplus. Well, there are several
things that happened, sales tax
revenues coming in $6,000 below
anticipated and things like that.”

The council was told that the
city cannot operate in a deficit,
that the revenues and the ex-
penditures should balance, at
least. The city also needs a
reserve fund.

One of the reasons, for past
deficits, included the late mail-
ing of tax notices.

In commenting on the large
transfer of funds from the
Water Fund to the General
Fund, Macllvaine said, “This
$18,000, we can't do that any
more. That is another danger
sign of a city in trouble. Not hav-
ing a six-week reserve of funds
is another danger sign. So the
signs are right there.”

He continued by saying, “My
feeling is that we need to tighten
up now so we have less than half
of the deficit amount, hopefully
we can get to zeros but, there is
not a whole lot of time (four
months left in the fiscal year).”

In tightening up on the expen-
ditures, a general reduction has
already been instituted, but
there are things that cannot be
reduced, the amount of power
used and other things.

One of the things the council
agreed to do was to remove two
police cars from service and sell

be on U. S. 83, north and south of Winters.
The brick structure will bear the name of the

city and the surrounding area will have Live Oak

trees, hedge, flowers, grass, and will be lighted

one of them and park the other
for a reserve vehicle and cancel
the insurance on the two and get
a refund on the insurance.

The council noted a reduction
in repairs and additional
equipment.

The council, several years
ago, decided to purchase police
cars from the Texas Department
of Public Safety rather than to
buy new cars. The lower cost of
the used patrol cars would allow
each officer to have his own
patrol car.

The council noted that it was
human nature for a person to
take better of a vehicle that he
was solely responsible for than
one shared with someone else.

The move to reduce the police
fleet from five vehicles to three
would, according to the city
adiministrator, give the depart-
ment a back up car. Right now,
if a car were to break down,
there is no money to repair or
replace it.

The administrator asked, “Do
you want to plan to operate with
three cars and know that you
have a back-up car and know
that you are not going to go
below three cars, or do you just
want to let outside factors deter-
mine that?”

He said, “What I want to do
is to get to where we can replace
the cars on a regular basis and
when we run five, we can't do
that because half the price of the
car is tied up in the insurance on
the two cars. A replacement car
would cost about $4,000 and the
insurance on the two being
removed from service about
$2,000. Let's say that we ran five
and we paid the $1,800 to buy in-
surance and one broke down, it
would be $6,000.

“This way, if one dies, and
they all have over 100,000 miles
on them, and we get down, we'll
never go below three cars and
the money will be available to

City to make
water hook up

City officials say that parts of
Winters will be without water
for a short time next Tuesday
morning as crews shut down the
water system in order to hook
the new water treatment plant
into the water system.

The area to be affected by the
water cut-off will be bounded by
Main Street on the west and
Jewell Street on the east. And
by Tinkle Street on the north
and Broadway on the south.

The water will be cut off in
that area until the new connec-
tions are completed.

City officials said that the new
water treatment is nearing com-
pletion and should be ready to
go on line by the middle of July.

West Texas Utilities files
for rate increase

West Texas Utilities Com-
pany has filed for an increase in
its retail electric rates, citing the
costs of completing a new coal-
fired power plant as making the
move necessary.

“We have said over and over
again that it would be necessary
to increase rates when our
Oklaunion Power Station was
completed,” said Gary Moore,
WTU’s local manager in
Winters, adding that WTU's last
rate request came almost three
years ago.

The rate changes being
sought would add $50,361,475 to
the Company’s annual retail re-
venue. This is a 23.9 per cent in-
crease over the test year ending
March 31, on which the case is
based. The request was filed
May 19 with cities in the WTU
service area and with the Public

Untility Commission of Texas in
Austin.

Moore said there is no such
thing as a “typical customer,”
but that the new rates, if ap-
proved, would mean that a
residential electric customer us-
ing 625 kilowatt-hours per
month would pay $10.83 more
per month than previously. A
commercial customer using

1,500 kilowatt-hours would pay
$29.94 more.

“To put this request in its pro-
per perspective, our overall
residential revenues will be on-
ly six to eight per cent higher
than they were two years ago,”
Moore said. “The decline in fuel
costs since then just about off-
sets this increase.”

The Oklaunion Power Plant,
situated near Vernon, went into

commercial operation December
24, 1986. WTU's share of the
cost as majority owner is $275
million, which increased the
Company’s total investment in
facilities by 75 per cent.

“Until this cost is reflected in
our rates, the Company does not
have to opportunity to recover
its expense and earn a
reasonable return on its invest-
ment,” Moore explained.

Construction at Oklaunion
started in May 1982, and the
plant was completed on time and
well within the original budget.
Industry surveys show that
Oklaunion was the most
economically constructed coal-
fired power plant built during
the mid-1980s.

The plant will provide 25 per-
cent of WTU's total generating
capacity. The long-term contract

for low sulphur western coal
diversifies the Company’s fuel
base and will help stabilize fuel
costs, which in recent years
have been affected by sudden
changes in natural gas prices.

Other company’s owning
shares of the plant are Public
Service Company of Oklahoma
and Central Power and Light
Company, both associated with

WTU as members of the Central
and South West System; the ci-
ty of Brownsville and Oklahoma
Municipal Power Authority.
Usual procedures at the PUC
indicate that a full-scale hearing
of WTU's case would be held in
late summer, with a final order
by the Commission coming late
this year. This would make it
almost three years since WTU's
last change in basic retail rates.

When your
freezer fails

As the season for
violent weather ap-
proaches, it's time to
think about the conse-
quences of power out-
ages. What do you do
when the freezer fails?
According to Marilyn
Haggard, a nutrition
specialist for the Texas
Agricultural Extension
Service at Texas A&M
University, “the first
thing you do is find out
how long it will be out.
If it's anything less than
a day or two, don't
worry.” A well stocked
freezer should stay
frozen two days. A half-
stocked freezer should
last a day. As long as
the freezer is not runn-
ing, Harrard recom-
mends keeping it closed
as much as possible. If
the power will be off for
a few days, try to divide
up the food among your
friends’ freezers or
possibley rent space in a
commercial freezer. In
case of emergency she
recommends putting
dry ice in your freezer,
with caution. A little
knowledge and common
sense during stor season
may help you and your
food last longer.

Meat Safety

“Almost everyone
knows that when meat
isn't refrigerated and
handled properly it can
become contaminated
by bacteria, but many
people don’t know how
to tell a safe from a
risky practice in prepar-
ing meat at home,” says
Mary Kinney Sweeten,
a nutritionist with the
Texas A&M University
Agricultural Extension
Service. Bacteria grow
best at room tempera-
ture but are killed by
high heat and stopped
by by freezing,” says
Sweeten. “So it’s best to
keep meat cold, cook or
freeze it soon after buy-
ing, and thaw it in the
refrigerator, not on the
kitchen counter.”

Heat is good treatment for styes

A sty is a red, painful
swelling like a boil that
develops on the eyelid
margin, around the base
of the eyelash. The
Texas Medical Associa-
tion says applying heat
to the sty can hasten the
relief of pain by making
the sty burst early.

A sty is caused by an
infection of one of the
tiny oil-producing
glands located at the
base of each eyelash.
Styes are quite common
and may occur on either
the upper or lower
eyelid.

Often a sty begins
with a sensitivity to
light, excessive tears in
the eye, and the sensa
tion of a foreign object
in the eye. The affected
lid swells and becomes
red, and a white head of
pus appears on the
swelling.

Styes can be very
painful, particularly
when touched. Within a
few days of a sty’s for
mation, it bursts, which
relieves the pain and
causes the loss of the
eyelash.

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TGSPB accepting nominations
for five board openings

Texas sorghum producers will
elect five directors to the Texas
Grain Sorghum Producers
Board (TGSPB) this summer.
The board was organized in 1969
to research and develop new
markets for grain sorghum.

This summer’s election is the
beginning of a statewide distrie
ting plan developed earlier this
year. The plan—created by
TGSPB for better representa-
tion in sorghum producing
regions — will divide Texas into
five regional districts by 1989.
There will be three directors
from each distriet on the board.

“We are dedicated to fair
representation of each sorghum
producing region of Texas,”
noted K. B. Parish, chairman of
Texas Grain Sorghum Pro
ducers Board.

“In 1985, Texas producers
turned out to vote on a referen
dum that would make the
issessment program statewide
instead of the 29 counties par
ticipating at that time,” said
Parish.

“At the same time, TGSPB
held at-large elections to replace
four directors whose terms had
expired and fill three additional
positions creatd by the board,
bringing the total number of
directors on the board to 15,” he
said.

Parish added, “South Texas
was well represented at the
polls and the votes from farmers
in that area moved four direc-
tors to that region. After the
1985 elections, there were
eleven directors representing
the High Plains and four for
South Texas.”

“This year, with five positions
open, voters will elect three
directors in the High Plains and
two in East Texas, creating
three districts in Texas—the

The dates that this regulation
are in effect is May 26 to Oe-
tober 1, 1987. All persons within
the designated area are asked to
abide with these regulations.

The regulation reads as
follows:

The portion of Runnels Coun-
ty beginning on the west coun-

Planning ahead
for elderly care

Open communication and
planning between adult children
and their aging parents can ease
the transition of dependency in
a family, says gerontologist Dr.
Judith Warren. “Increasing
fraility can be a daily reminder
of a parent’s mortality,” says the
Texas A&M University Agricul-
tural Extension Service home
economist. “It's not always easy
to accept that a parent is no
longer the strong person you us-
ed to depend upon. Remember,
parents probably feel the same
way,” she adds. “It's difficult for
most people who have been self-
sufficient to accept any level of
dependency,” The best way to
deal with this situation is to talk
with your parents before a crisis
occurs, says Warren. Discuss
future “what ifs” because ten-
tative plans can provide some in-
surance against making un-
satisfactory decisions. Warren
cautions, ‘Avoid making
assumptions about your aging
parents’ abilities, feelings, and
needs without talking with them
first.

Land Commissioner Garry
Mauro and Agriculture Commis-
sioner Jim Hightower today ap-
plauded the Legislature for
passing legislation that will pro-
vide loans for land to Texas
farmers and ranchers and will
help producers diversify into
alternative cash crops. The
legislation corrects problems in
the Texas Farm and Ranch
Finance Program caused by a
change in federal tax law.

“This bill, co-authored by Sen.
Tati Santiesteban (D.-El Paso)
and State Rep. L. P. (Pete) Pat-
terson (D.-Brookston), cures the
program'’s problems with federal
tax laws so now we can get on
with the Texas Farm and Ranch
Finance Program,” Mauro said.
Recent tax reform on the federal
level made it impossible to use
federal tax-exempt bonds to
make loans for family land tran-
sactions. The reform also
severely limited the amount of
land a person coulkd own or had
ever owned and still make a loan
under the program.

“Once the governor signs the
bill into law, the program can
pick up where it left off on loan
applications we had already
received from Texas family
farmers and ranchers,” Mauro
said.

Mauro added that the Land
Office has already pending 236
applications and 10 loans ready
to be acted upon immediately
once the bill becomes law.

However, changes in the
federal tax law made the pro-
gram extremely difficult, if not
impossible, to administer and
there was no choice but to sus-
pend the program until the
Legislature could meet to cure
those problems. Under the
federal tax legislation, tax-
exempt bonds may not be used
to finance land purchases bet-
ween family members.

Senate Bill 1333 by Sen. San-
tiesteban, carried in the House
by Rep. Patterson, allows the
program to issue taxable bonds,
in addition to the tax-exempt
bonds, to allow purchases among
family members.

The bill also provides for
guarantees of these loans by the
Texas Department of
Agriculture’s Family Farm and
Ranch Security Program, allow-
ing the bonds to be more attrac-
tive to purchasers and lowering
the interest rate to program
users. The bill also contains a
number of cleanup amendments
to bring state law into confor-
mance with the state Consititu-
tion and federal tax laws.

“Joining the GLO’s Farm and
Ranch Program with TDA's
Family Farm and Ranch Securi-
ty Program, through SB 1333,
will especially benefit the fami-
ly farmers and ranchers of
Texas who are trying to diver-
sify into new cash-value alter-
native crops like wine grapes,
blueberries, and nursery stock,”
Hightower said. “The $10 million
in loan guarantees that are
available from TDA can now
‘sweeten the pot’ for family

farmers and ranchers who want
to diversify their operation by
purchasing land through the

Land Office program.”

“Additionally, the bill creates
a special review board compos-
ed of the Agriculture Commis-
sioner, the Land Commissioner
and two appointed members of
the Veterans Land Board to
authorize loan guarantees. This
helps ensure both the quality of
the loans and that true farm and
ranch families make use of the
loans.

The administrator told the
council that he had surveyed
several towns the size of
Winters and found that most
police departments had fewer of-
ficers and that all department
had fewer patrol cars than
Winters. Most town have two
cars and only Winters and
Hamlin have five officers. He
said that with five men and
three cars Winters would be
staffed comperably.

In discussing the cuts, Chuck
said, “You have to make some
hard decisions, sometimes they
are right and sometimes they
are wrong, but you have to do
something and when you look
down the whole list of things
there just isn’t a whole lot left
(to cut). The police department
is now projected to spent about
$16,000 more than was
budgeted, and what we are try-
ing to do is to try to stretch
things out.

“It is not a short range thing,
it is long range thing because
you have got to get on a paying
deal and, if we don’t do this now,
you know, try and get this
deficit number to zeros now,
then it is going to get worse,
much worse.”

In looking at the budget
figures for the police depart-
ment, it can be noted that the
department has had a five-
percent increase in its budget
each year.

The only other cut discussed
and approved was a slight reduc-
tion in the amount spent for
firefighters convention and
training trips.

The city official said that all
other departments had already
been cut back.

“The reason we want to do
this,” Chuck continued, “is the
next thing alternative that I see
is a reduction of manpower, it’s
now or never.”

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Texas’ rural hospital in crisis

Rural hospitals in Texas are
in a financial crisis which has
steadily worsened in the 1980s.

Twenty-one rural Texas
hospitals have closed since 1984,
with a large number of those
closing in the last twelve
months.

The problems faced by rural
hospitals have been studied for
several years by the Southwest
Center for the Study of Hospital
and Health Care Systems, bas-
ed in Houston. In a recently
released study, the Center
claims that the downward
economic spiral for rural
hospitals can be traced back to
the early 1980s. The cause of the
proolem is complex.

According to Gerald E.
Sussman, PhD, director of the
Center, “The combined effects of
low occupancy, Medicare cer-
tification problems, and lower
operating margins in small rural
hospitals present a pessimistic
outlook for the continued viabili-
ty of many of these rural
hospitals, particularly in a poor
economy.” Dr. Sussman Sug-
gests that more recent data and
continued study are needed,
focusing on the effects of
hospital management, communi-
ty support, and the state’s re-
cent higher unemployment
rates.

Because rural hospitals de-
pend heavily on Medicare reim-
bursement, hospital™ ad-
ministrators blame tighter
Medicare accreditation stan-
dards, peer review re-
quirements, and reduced
Medicare payments for their
financial instability. The
Center’s study does not bear
this out. Dr. Sussman states,
“More objective data suggest
these factors are secondary,
mainly aggravating the existing
financial problem but not pro-
viding its root cause. In par-
ticular, hospital performance
didn't appreciably worsen bet-
ween 1983 and 1984 when Medi-
care's prospective payment
system and peer review were in
troduced.” The Center will con-
tinue to monitor the rural
hospital situation to see if these
trends continue.

While the Center tracks the
cause of the financial problems

for rural hospitals, Dr. Sussman
and his staff also are actively
seeking solutions to the crisis,
Commenting on the Center’s in.
terest inh rural hospitals, Dr.
Sussman stated, “We are trying
to discover what it is that makeg
certain hospitals perform better
than others and how hospitals
with similar problems can be
organized and managed to im-
prove their present status.” The
Center is purusing the concept
of hospital networking as an
economical approach to pro
viding needed medical services
to the people of Texas, par
ticularly those in the sparsely
populated, rural parts of the
state.

The Southwest Center for the
Study of Hospital and Health
Care Systems is a private, non
profit research corporation,
funded by grants from organiza
tions interested in health-care
issues. The Center’s mission is
to study factors which affect the
growth, development, and de
livery of health-care services.
