Ambulance service for 
rural T ay lor County to end

It may seem like a subsequent month.
chapter in the continuing saga of 
ambulance service for the rural 
areas of Taylor County only this 
time the area affected is not 
restricted to just the southern 
portions of that county.

North Runnels Emergency 
Service, Inc., of Winters, and the 
Merkel Volunteer Ambulance 
Service have both indicated that 
they will cease providing am­
bulance service to rural Taylor 
County effective September 1, 
1989. ’

Vernon Wade, a paramedic 
with the Merkel ambulance ser­
vice said Tuesday that he will 
recommend to the Merkel City 
Council that the ambulance ser­
vice be limited only to that city’s 
limits after the end of this

Wade cited a loss of revenue 
for the all-volunteer service as a 
primary cause for the drastic 
reduction in service. He said 
that, prior to the approval of 
bingo games in other areas of 
Taylor County, the service 
received adequate funds from 
the bingo to provide the service 
to the county.

The additional bingo games 
have caused a drop in revenues 
for the Merkel Ambulance Ser­
vice of about $34,000 so far this 
year.

For southern Taylor County, 
Randy Nolte, owner of North 
Runnels Emergency Service, 
Inc., said that his agreement 
with Taylor County for service 
in the Bradshaw area, and other

D.A.R.E.-a long-term 
solution to a problem

Over the past several years, 
Runnels County entered into an 
aggressive offensive in the war 
against drugs. Officers in the 
county, as well as Ballinger and 
Winters, have taken active roles 
in an effort that has resulted in 
an drastic increase in the 
number of arrests and convic­
tions in drug-related offenses.

As drugs began to become a 
major problem in previous 
years, law enforcement agencies 
tried to intervene and to teach 
high school students the harm­
ful effects of using drugs. These 
programs, however well intend­
ed, produced little results.

In some instances, the officers 
presenting the programs found 
themselves at a disadvantage 
because the students they were 
trying to teach about drugs ac­
tually knew more, often from 
first-hand experience, about the 
drugs that did the officers.

About six years ago, in 1983, 
the Los Angeles, California 
Police Department and the Los 
Angles Unified School District 
began a program aimed at drug 
prevention rather than 
intervention —stopping the pro­
blem before it started rather 
than trying to stop it after it had 
become a problem.

Runnels County Sheriffs of­
ficers Randy West and Quentin 
Watkins have become active in 
that program in this county.

Deputy Randy W est, of 
Winters, said that the program, 
known by the acronymn of 
D.A.R.E. means Drug Abuse 
Resistance Education.

West said Tuesday that the 
program employed law enforce­
ment officers in elementary 
school classrooms in California. 
In describing the program he 
said, “Educators of the Los 
Angeles Unified School District 
developed a 17-week curriculum 
for uniformed police officers to 
teach the senior level elemen­
tary students.

Both deputies said that junior 
high and high school education

programs have come too late to 
prevent drug use among the 
youth of previous years, that 
substantial numbers of young 
people have reported initiating 
the use of alcohol, tobacco, and 
marijuana by the time they were 
in junior high.

DARE represents a long-term 
solution to a problem that has 
developed over several years. 
According to West, many people 
believe that, over time, a change 
in public attitudes will reduce 
the demand for drugs. DARE 
seeks to promote that change.

“Equally important,” West 
said, "is for DARE instructors to 
help children develope mature 
decision-making capabilities that 
they can apply to a variety of 
situations as they grow up.”

The goal of the DARE pro­
gram is to prevent substance 
abuse among school children. 
The program targets children 
before they are likely to have 
been led, by their peers, to ex­
periment with tobacco, drugs 
and alcohol.

By reaching children at an age 
when they are most receptive to 
drug prevention education, Pro­
ject DARE seeks to prevent 
adolescent drug use and to 
reduce drug trafficking by the 
elimination of demands for 
drugs.

Both Randy West and Quen­
tin Watkins recently underwent 
an extensive 80-hour seminar to 
qualify them to teach DARE in 
the elementary schools.

Our help is needed for the pro­
gram to begin and to succeed. 
An estimated $3,000 is needed 
for books and materials to get 
the program started. DARE is a 
non-profit organization that 
operates on donations only.

Deputy West said that dona­
tions may be sent in care of the 
Runnels County Sheriff’s 
Department, Courthouse, Ball­
inger, Texas 76821. Checks and 
money orders need to be made 
payable to D.A.R.E.

areas of southern Taylor Coun­
ty ends on September 1, 1989.

Nolte said that there has been 
no attempt by Taylor County 
Commissioners to contact him 
regarding the service and that 
he assumes that Taylor County 
is no longer interested in pro­

viding for the residents of the 
southern portions of that 
county.

Following a series of meetings 
late last year and early this 
year,. Taylor County Commis­
sioners submitted to demands of 
the residents of the rural area to 
try and provide emergency 
medical service. That attempt

included offering Nolte $500 to 
provide coverage until 
September 1. That $500 was on­
ly one-third of the amount sug­
gested and requested for such 
service.

When notified of the offer, 
Nolte called it an “ insult” and 
said that Taylor County could

keep their money and that ser­
vice would be provided when 
needed.

The Merkel ambulance ser­
vice was contacted Tuesday by 
the Taylor County Commis­
sioners’ Court and asked to at­
tend a budget meeting Wednes­

day to discuss the problems in 
western Taylor County.

North Runnels Emergency 
Service had not been contacted
by Taylor County at all.

Both Randy Nolte and Vernon 
Wade say that unless Taylor 
County Commissioners do 
something very soon, residents 
of the rural areas of south and 
west Taylor County will have to 
call Abilene Emergency Medical 
Service, the same service that
did not respond to several 
critical calls in southern Taylor 
County in the past few years.

The Abilene service contracts

with the City of Abilene which, 
in turn, contracts with Taylor 
County for emergency am­
bulance service in the rural
areas.

The same apparent lack of 
concern by Taylor County Com­
missioners John Thompson and 
John Dudley for the rural areas 
of their precincts will also cost 
taxpayers there additional
money to reprogram the "911” 
system to direct calls for medical 
help to the Abilene ambulance 
service rather than Winters or 
Merkel.

Christmas decorations 
on council agenda

The Winters City Council, in 
regular session Monday even­
ing, heard discussion concerning 
the purchase of new Christmas 
decorations for the city and 
agreed to earmark some $2,000 
for the project.

Council member Sandy Grif­
fin has been working on the 
decorations idea, looking toward 
getting something new and 
different.

The decorations the city cur­
rently has are beginning to look 
rather shabby and it is hoped 
that the new decorations can be 
obtained in time for the holiday 
season.

One idea discussed Monday 
included the use lighted ban­
ners, which would be mounted 
on the new street light stan­
dards on the east side of Main 
Street at a cost of about $1,000 
and a banner that would extend 
across Main Street and would 
cost about $1,000 also.

On other action, the council 
granted approval to Mark Gar­
cia to use the city’s radio fre­
quency for emergency com­
munications with the police 
dispatcher only. Garcia has just 
started in business as Winters 
Security Patrol.

The location of a parking shed 
for use by the fire department 
was discussed by the council 
along with representatives of 
the fire department. The shed is 
presently located immediately 
behind the city hall-fire depart­
ment building. Plans call for the 
shed to be moved to behind the 
old power plant building.

The new location will allow 
the fire department to close in 
the building and add heating for 
one fire truck and the emergen­
cy response van.

The council voted to again re­
quire a cleaning deposit along 
with the fee for the rental of the 
Community Center in an effort 
to recover the costs of making 
the center available for rental 
and the cleaning up after its use.

In a budget workshop session, 
the council looked at the Water 
and Wastewater Fund. No ma­
jor changes are planned with the 
major emphasis on the refur­
bishing and repainting of the 
north water tower. That project 
will cost approximately $40,000.

The council met in executive 
session to discuss personnel 
salaries which is a part of the 
planning for the new budget 
year.

Ballinger Library kicks o ff 
campaign to insure growth

Residents of Runnels County 
and surrounding areas will be 
receiving a letter from the 
Carnegie Library of Ballinger 
very soon.

The letter is to inform in­
dividuals of the services that are 
available to them as well as giv­
ing information as to the finan­
cial background of the library.

The library is in hopes of 
receiving financial gifts as a 
result of the letters and informa­
tion that will help keep the 
library open and provide for its 
steady growth.

Ballinger’s Carnegie Public 
Library has over 11,000 books to 
choose from along with 181

videos that range from classic 
movies to educational movies.

The Carnegie Library also of­
fers Literacy programs to help 
adults learn to read and to speak 
English as a second language.

For library patrons, an Apple 
lie computer is available for use.

Children’s Story Hours are of­
fered the first and third 
Wednesdays of each month at 
the Ballinger library for ages 3-5 
except for the summer months.

In April of last year Ball­
inger’s Carnegie Library was 
received the Dobie Award which 
totaled $4,750 to be used for the 
purchase of adult, non-fiction 
books.
