Among the Texas cities are
Abilene, Brownwood, Archer Ci-
ty, Vernon, Wichita Falls, Tem-
ple, Colorado City, and Big
Springs. Also listed among the
references are such cities as
Worcester, Massachusetts, Pro-

The concept of the organiza
tion of the Winters Centennial
Celebration is based on total
community involvement in the
total project.

In a prepared proposal for
Winters, The Rogers Company
outlined the entire year's
preparation for the event which
will include an historic stage
show to be presented five even
ings in, the celebration week,
fireworks displays each of those
evenings, along with a multitude
of other activities and events.

The cost of the celebration is
projected to be $46,000. Of that
amount, The Rogers Company
will charge $15,725. The remain-
ing $30,275 is budgeted for the
expenses of the celebration.

The projected budget also
calls for revenues of $66,845.

Using those figures, Jack
Brancewicz told meeting that
the Centennial Committee could
expect, with 100 percent
achievement of the goals, a net
profit of $20,845. With a perhaps
more realistic figure of 70 per-
cent achievement, the profit
figures would total $791.

A recommendation for the in-
itial funding of the project was

for the sale of shares in the
Winters Centennial Celebration,
Inc., and a provision for the
money to be repaid to the in
vestors, if they desire, at the end
of the celebration.

As further insurance of the
type of production offered by
the company, it was noted that
the Rogers Company Plan of Ac
tion is on display at the Smithso
nian Institute because it has
never failed.

Along with direction of the
planning of the celebration, the
Rogers Company will provide
the stage, scenery, lighting, and
250 costumes for the historical
play.

In discussing the proposal, the
committee noted that if the com
mittee wanted to have a big
celebration, they would have to
go with Rogers. “If we do it their
way, the whole community will
be involved. That it would be a
project of Community Pride.”

By an almost unanimous vote,
the Winters Centennial Celebra
tion Steering Committee voted
to engage the services of the
Rogers Company and im
mediately began the initial steps
of the detailed planning process
for the Centennial Celebration
which is almost a year away.

The 3rd Court of ;\|;|n'.‘.l.~ on
Wednesday found no merit in
the appeal by a former Ballinger
elementary coach fired by the
school board after a 1986 con
troversy

David Burton was fired after
a hearing before the Ballinger
school board, which determined
that the elementary physical
education teacher
cessive force in paddling two
fourth-grade boys
disrupting a class.

In his unsuccessful appeals to
Texas Education Commissioner
William Kirby and to an Austin
district court, Burton argued
that he followed school policy.

However, the 3rd Court noted
in its opinion that Kirby and the
district court both found that
Burton did not follow that por
tion of the policy that said a pad
dling must be administered in a
manner.”

A Young Dentist Comes To Stay

The story of the J. L.. Heaths
moving to Winters and building
the Rock Hotel is mentioned in
a book written by their
daughter, Virginia Draper. She
also tells about a young dentist
friend. Dr. Zebulon (Zeb) Vance
Dry, helping them move.

My father called his trip to
West Texas “Prosepcting for a
new home.” When he returned
he told my mother that he had
found, and bought for $1,500,
just what they had hoped for
and were moving. The property
was in the little town of Winters,
population at the time of about
one thousand. It was a white
two-room house, with a hall bet-
ween the rooms, on an acre of
ground. When he informed us
that we were moving to
Winters, my father assured
mother that the house although
small, was a nice house on plen-
ty of land, and that we could add
to it. He also assured her that
Winters would soon have a
railroad, and that the town
would prosper.

The problem was how to
move our family and possessions
from Heathtown to Winters.
Moving was not as easy then as
it is today. Carthage had the on-
ly railroad in Panola County, and
Ballinger was the nearest town
to Winters with a railroad, some
twenty miles away.

My parents wanted to take

household furnishings, best cow,
and lumber to add three rooms
to our new home. Also they
wanted to take Clara Mullins,
the little black girl, who lived
with us. Father had our belong-
ings hauled in wagons from
Heathtown to a rented box car

in Carthage. He had to have so-
meone ride in the boxcar and
take care of the cow. Fortunate-
ly, to do this, he was able to get
a young dentist in Clayton, Dr.
Zeb Dry, who was looking for a
new location to practice his pro-
fession and was persuaded that
Winters might be the place.

Father then went on ahead,
and was in Ballinger when Dr.
Dry arrived in the boxcar with
our possessions. He had hired
wagons to move us to Winters.
He and Dr. Dry got our house-
hold furnishing set up as best
they could in our two-room
house. When this was ac-
complished, mother, my sister,
Clifford, Clara, the black girl,
and I took the train to Ballinger
and rode in a surrey to our new
home in Winters. Our big move
was completed in late 1905. I
was ten and my sister Clifford
was three.

Dr. Dry not only helped to get
our household furnishings, cow
and lumber moved, but also liv
ed with us while he established
a practice in town.

I remember how difficult it
was for my mother to adjust to
our small house while the three
extra rooms were being built by
father and Dr. Dry. She called it
“camping out.” She missed the
beautiful trees of East Texas
very much. West Central Texas
was prairie country, and there
were sandstorms which were
hard for her to take, but she did
like the higher, dry climate.

When he had saved enough

money to build a house, Dr. Dry
went back to Clayton and mar-
ried his East Texas Sweetheart,
Mabel Densen, and brought her
back to Winters where they liv-
ed the rest of their lives. They

were dear, good friends whom
we loved very much.

From some newspaper clipp-
ings sent to me by Dr. Dry’s son
Jerry, of Houston, we learn that
the young dentist had a stroke
of luck when Dr. Fred Tinkle of-
fered the young dentist office
space.

“I was broke and he took me
in like a boy taking a pup in,” Dr.
Dry recalled.

That first office was about a

half block down from his later of-
fice space above the Winters
State Bank, where he moved in
1911, and again luck was with
him. The building he moved
from burned down a few weeks
later.

His office looked down on,

Main Street which in those days
every now and then became a
muddy strip where wagons sunk
to the wagon axles.

He remembered the local
residents had to burn cotton
seed to keep themselves warm
on occasions. The roads got so
bad one couldn’t go to Ballinger
or Abilene to buy coal.

Dear Betty Crocker

Q. Why do some pie crust
recipes call for an egg?

J. P. Neoga, IL

A. Eggs make a pie crust

richer and add flavor. They also

may toughen the crust. For best

results, use yolk in pie crust and
save white for glazing.

Q. After I've shredded raw
potatoes in the food processor,
they turn gray and mushy dur
ing frying. Any suggestions?

A. Potatoes are 80 percent
water and have a tendency to
get watery. Process them in
quick on/offs rather than con-
tinuously shredding them. It
may help to add a few teaspoons
of lemon juice or ascorbic acid to
prevent oxidization. Blot with
towel before frying to remove
excess water. Cook potatoes
immediately.

Tip of the Week: To quickly
peel tomatoes, dip tomato into
boiling water for 30 seconds and
plunge into cold water. Peel
with knife.

For those of you who woke up
this morning with nothing in the
way of a long term issue to
worry about, let me help you.

You will recall that Mark
Twain said, “There are lies,
damned lies and statistics.” In
spite of that ringing endorse-
ment, statistics can be fairly
illuminating.

Recent statistical reports
show that on any given school
day, 3,899 teenagers drop out of
school. Of every three urban
high school students; one will be
on welfare as an adult and the
remaining two will have to sup-
port the welfare recipient.

Nationally, only one high
school graduate in ten meets the
minimum literacy standard for
mail clerk jobs. Eighty percent
of all job applicants to Motorola
fail an examination that requires
seventh grade English and fifth
grade math.

Recently when New York
Telphone Company announced
job openings, 117,000 people ap
plied. 2,100 passed the basic
exam.

I could go on and on, but I
think you get the idea.

We now spend more money
on education than at anytime in
the history of our nation and
state and an excellent argument,
well supported, can be made
that we are doing the poorest
job of educating our children in
our history.

Right here in this state we
throw billions of dollars, over
half our state budget, at the
education problem and con-
sistently get disappointing
returns.

What is the cure? There like-
ly is no single cure. Certainly‘the
problem cannot be cured by the
application of more of that magic
elixir, money. Probably the
changes that would truly effec
tuate a cure, total
elimination of all non-academic
activities, are so socially unac-
ceptable as to be wishful
thinking.

It does occur to me that if you
have been engaged in an activi-
ty for a long time it stops work
ing, you go back and do it the
way you did when it worked. I
suggest we are seeing this in the
form of home schools. More and
more people are doing it and, so
far, the results are phenomenal.

In the short term, look for a
dramatic increase in public
school alternatives, even for peo-
ple of modest means. Also look
for our local schools and local
control of schools to become fur-
ther ensnared in the tar baby of
State and Federal bureaucratic
reforms.

For the long term, spend a
few moments worrying about
just how much of your income is
going to go for support of those
millions of unemployable
dropouts that the present
system is generating.

With the new school year just
around the corner, the Texas
Medical Association encourages
parents to check their child's im-
munization records. Although
outbreaks and epidemics of
killer diseases like polio and
diphtheria don't pose the threat
they once did, infectious
diseases can still spread among
us.

Children are not born immune
to infectious diseases; they must
be immunized against them.
More than any other preventive
health-care practice, immuniza-
tions begun in childhood and
kept up to date save money,
misery, and lives.

In Texas, proof of vaccina
tions for six communicable
diseases — polio, tetanus,
measles, rubella (German
measles), mumps, and
diphtheria —is required by law
for all children registering for
day-care or public schools. In ad-
dition, pertussis, or whooping
cough vaccine is required for
children less than 5 years old in
day-care and public schools. The

Because of vaccinations, only
two cases of diphtheria and one
fatal case of polio have been
reported in Texas in the past 10
years. However, some preven-
table diseases persist because
parents allow the original vac-
cinations to expire without get
ting the necessary follow-up
booster shots. In 1988, the Texas
Department of Health recorded
outbreaks of measles, mumps,
rubella, pertussis, and tetanus.
About 3,000 cases of measles
were reported during an
epidemic in Texas in late 1988
and early 1989. Victims of these
diseases included unimmunized
children, as well as adults who
had allowed their immunizations
to lapse.

Parents should follow their
physician’'s advice in scheduling
the necessary vaccinations and
boosters and in keeping accurate
records for each child. Parents
who are not sure if their
children’s vaccinations are cur
rent should update their records
now, to be ready for the upcom
ing school year.

TEAMS results
about the SAME

The percentage of Winters
students who passed the Texas
Educational Assessment of
Minimum Skills (TEAMS) test
remained about the same as last
year, but students in Winters
continued to do better than the
state average. More than
900,000 students in the four
grades (3, 5, 7, and 9) were tested
in February on the statewide
basic skills test.

Results indicate that Winters
students are improving their
writing skills. The greatest in
crease occurred in the percen-
tage of students passing the
third grade writing test. The

otherwise Open Date

percentage of students master-
ing the test was 94%, compared
to 79% mastery in 1988.
Seventh and ninth grade
students scored better than the
statewide average. In the
seventh grade, 88% of the
students passed the writing
test, while only 79% passed at
the statewide level. Fifth grade
students, while lower than the
statewide average in writing,
did raise the percentage passing
above that of 1988.

“Although there are some
areas that peed improvement,
we are pleased with the overall
performance on the test,” said
Susie Johnson, Winters
counselor. “Our teachers and
students have worked very hard
to attain the gains shown this
year, especially in writing. The
percentage of students writing
outstanding essays has improv-
ed dramatically.” Students con-
tinued to struggle with
mathematical word problems
and reading passages critically
for the main idea and
distinguishing between fact and
opinion.

Additionally, first grade
students were administered the
TEAMS test in April. Although
locally scores decline in math
and reading; students again
demonstrated above average
skills in writing. The first grade
test has caused controversy in
all parts of the state. Hence,
recently the Texas Legislature
voted to drop statewide TEAMS
testing of all first grade.

Eleventh graders were tested
on the Exit-level TEAMS exam
in October 1988. Results releas-
ed earlier this year indicate that
82of the Winters students pass-
ed the mathematics test and
94% showed mastery of the
English Language Arts test.
The Exit-level exam was ad
ministered again in May 1989, to
those students in either the
eleventh or twelfth grades
which have not shown mastery
mastery of all parts of the test.
Of those tested in May, 81%
showed mastery of the
mathematics test and 57%

Numerous
specials will be noted on lunch
boxes, notebooks, pens, pencils,
paper and even calculators,” Ed-
wards said.

Food retailers also will offer
specials on school lunch food
items as the first day of school
approaches, he said.

“Besides traditional sandwich
items of luncheon meats, peanut
butter and jelly, parents should
watch for specials on single ser-
ving pak items such as assorted
individual packages of puddings
and fruit,” Edwards said.

August to retailers is a time
to clear out summer items and
make room for fall merchandise.
Edwards said this means dis-
counts on lawn mowers, edgers,
hoses and other lawn care items.

August also is one of the few
months when most of the na-
tion's fruit and vegetable pro-
duction areas are supplying pro-
ducts, thus produce prices are
generally lower than during
other months, the economist

said.

New items will include pears
and table grapes. Apples also
will continue to be featured,
along with applesauce and apple
juice.

“Melons coming to market in
quantity in August will include
casaba, persian, crenshaw, san-
ta claus and canary,” Edwards
said.
