Unplanted Cotton

C as tr o County -cotton
farmers whio o
not intend to plant their full al-
lotment should release their un-
planted acreage to the county
ASC Committee, according to Al-
lan Webb, Farm Bureau Presi:
dent of Castro County.

“Releasing the unplanted acre-
age to the committee won't hurt
the farmer’s individual- allotment
history,” the county farm leader
said. “Acreage released will be
considered as planted on the farm
from which it was released, pro-
vided that any cotton was planted
on the farm in 1952, 1953, or 1954.
Thus, the farmer who releases un-
planted acreage gets credit for
them in future allotments.”

The latter is one of the pro-
visions of the 1954 Law which the
Farm Bureau promoted.

Webb stated that the released
acreage that is planted elsewhere
mot only will help other farmers
who want to plant cotton this
vyear, but will also help to preser-
ve the historical acreage base of
the county and the state.

Acreage must be released by
April 20 in Castro county. Offic-
ial premeasurement of all market-
ing quota crops will be offered.
Farmers will have to pay the cost
of this. However, it will save the
expense of plowing up overplant-

ed acreage or the loss from un-
derplanting.

Effects Of Teacher Pay-Raise

Proposal On Castro

The compromise pay raise pro-
posal for public school teachers
is the main issue Governor Shiv-
ers has asked the State Legisla-
ture to consider. If adopted, it will
increase State taxes more than

$25,000,000 per year. Also, many
local school districts will have
to contribute more monies from
local sources. 4
Here is approximately how

Castro county would be affected
during the next school year, 1954-
’55. The figures herein used are
the preliminary estimates made
by Texas Education Agency and
should vary only slightly -+ from
final calculations.

Uunder Senate Bill 163, author-
ed by Senator Andy Rogers in
1953, Castro county would have to
contribute $53,698 to the State as
its part of the minimum founda-
tion program under the Gilmer-
Aiken laws for the school year
1954-55. This is a decrease to the
county of $16,992, as compared
to the present school year. With-
out the provisions of Senatro Rog-
ers’ bill the county’s contributions
would be several thousand dol-
lars greater.

The teachers‘ pay-raise propos-

County Told

al now under consideration by the
State Legislature could add $7,-
525 to Castro county’s contribu-
tion to the minimum foundation
program making a total cormrtribu-
tion of $61,242. However, the
school districts of the county
would be given credit against this
state assessment in the total
amount of $5,250.

Thus the effect to Castro coun-
ty of the teachers pay-raise would
be a net decrease in costs of
$14,717.

Of importance to the county
also is the fact that the pay raise
would add $21,105 to the coun-
ty’s income.

In summary, the fast growing,
wealth producing, industrial areas
of Texas will bear most of the
load in the increased costs that
would arise to pay the $402 per
year teacher salary raise.

As every county’s portion of the
State assesment under Gilmer-Ai-
kin laws is based on the individual
county’s ability to pay, it is im-
portant to remember that future
increases in the cost of our State
School program will be borme pri-
marily by our industrial areas.

The Senate has put a new face
on the excise tax reduction bill
that may prove highly controver-
sial when it come back to the
House. Whatever happens to eith-
er of these bills, I sincerely hope
that out of all the fuss and furor
will come a stimulation of our
economy, an increased circulation
of our medium of exchange that
will result in our being able to
balance the national budget and
make appropriate payments on the
principale of the national debt.
If such results are not early indi-
cated, the Congress and the Ex-
ecutive Department should lose no
time in taking a mew look to car-
ry out this purpose.

Tops Career With State
Championship

Coach Leo Fields has recently
captured one of the top honors
possible for any coach in the state
of Texas for this year.

His dream came true two weeks
ago when he took fourteen bas-
ketball girls to the state tourna-
ment in Austin®and came home
with the state championship tro-
phy for Class A-AA. Little did
Fields realize last year when he
lost Yvonne Bearden, Decimae Den
nis, Katy Coke and Mitzi Wilson,
four star senior players, that he
would be able to pull a state

championship out of the bag with
the material that he had left.
Coach Fields proved himself the

when he developed the material
that. he had to state championship
material and produced three all-
state players.

Fields was born in Red Springs,
Texas, to Mr. and Mrs. F. W.
Fields, who are now living. in
Trent, Texas. He was graduated
from Sylvester High  School.
Fields was married to Jo Hail
in 1941 and is the father of two
boys, Alton, 8 and Larry 6. He
entered the service early in 1945
and served with the US Army un-
til the later part of 1946. While
in the service he was stationed
in Iran, Egyt, and North Africa.
During the time that he spent in
these countries, he found enter-
tainment in playing football,
basketball, and baseball. He later
returned home and received his
degree from Abilene Christian Col-
lege, where he was a 1950 grad-
uate.

Fields started down the road
to coaching in 1947 at Blackwell,
Texas, where he coached one year.
The next year he moved to Stan-
ton where he spent three very
successful years as coach. The
last year he coached at Stanton,
he won third place title of the
Boys State Basketball Tourna-
ment. While living in Stanton,
Fields played basketball with the
Stanton all-stars and at one time
was presented with an individual
sportmanship trophy.

Fields compiled an outstanding
record throughout his coaching
career. His football teams hold a
record of thirty-eight wins, twenty
one losses, and one tie. His boys
basketball teams have 132 wins
and fifty losses while his girls
basketball teams are on top with
a ninety-eight to twenty-nine won
and lost reading. This is . quite
an amazing record to be made—
and all in only eight years.
Coach Fields, better known as
“Coacher,” came to Dimmitt in
1952 and has gained innumerable
friends not only in the townspeo-
ple, but the students that he
works with as well. He is a mem-
ber of the Lions Club and the
Church of Christ.

After coaching in Dimmitt for
only two short years, Fields has
won a boys district basketball
championship and made a fine
showing in the regional tourna-
ment where his team was beaten
out by the team that won the
tormament and advanced to the
state tournament finals. His Bob-
bies won the district title last
year and came out winners this
year in the district, regional, and
state tornaments. Field’'s Bobcats
proved themselves the second best
football team in the district this
year when they played a strong
Springlake team for the cham-
pionship.

Ask any of the many men who wear them
—try a pair yourself and you’ll know—it’s
the slim, trim looks and comfortable, glove-

chances of encountering them is
remote unless he deliberately
sets out to hunt them, in which
case he is armed and presumably
prepared.

On the other hand,

I think he’s
right. Frankly, I'm scared of
them, and kiow of no defense
against them except to avoid
them, or to turn tail and run.

Here is the most vicious and
dangerous animal in America,
bar none, and anyone who hunts
or fishes much is likely to come
across one soorter or later Only
one course is open to you. Get
out and get out fast. Take no
one’s word for it that “the bull
is harmless” and that is is OK
for you to hunt through a field
containing one. The cardinal rule
is: Never trust a bull.

Wolf tells of one day when
hunting he walked an uneasy
length of a field while two bulls
obviously with murder in their
hearts, tested the strength of a
fence between him and them.
The bulls, without any provoca-
tion, left the herd in another
field when they saw Wolf, rushed
over, pawed, snorted and butted
at the wire its entire length. This
is an excellent example of how
bulls go out of their way to be
ornery because, when Wolf first
saw them, they were so far away
he couldn’t tell whether they were
bulls or steers. (Steers sometimes
turn ornery, too, but they don’t
have the black fury of a fully
sexed bull.) A

Bulls, by the way, are not irri-
tated by red any more than some
other color because they are as
color blind as most mammals. The
movement of the toreador’s cape,
and not the color, infuriates the
fighting bull.

So my advice to sportsmen is
to learn, if possible, whether
there are any bulls turned loose
to pasture where you are going
to fish or hunt. If that is imposs-
ible, treat any bull you meet with
respect and get out.

Power of Attorney Valuable Legal
Document

heard of a power of attorney.
Some thought refererrce was made
to an attorney or lawyer and did
not know it was a written docu-
ment.

But with enlistments and the

To be eligible for record, the
document must be acknowledged
before a notary public, or other
officer, or before a military of-
ficer authorized to adiminister
oaths.

If the former,
then the party named therein as
agent or “attorney in fact” for the
party signing the d is

examining the document might at
too late a date find that the
agent was not given the author-
ity meeded to carry into effect
the will and purpose of the ab-
sent or ill principal. Hence it
should be drawn up only by an
attorney, whose training and ex-
perience qualify and enable him
to prepare a legal instrument
which will make fully effective
the wishes and intent of the prin-

cipal.

The
family may contemplate a lengthy
vacation, or a person may be hos-
pitalized by extended illitess re-
quiring entire freedom from busi-
ness responsibilities. In any of
these events power of attorney
may be resorted to so that ab-
sence or illness will not retard
the transaction of important bus-
iness.

Every act which ome can del-
egate to another, may be author-
ized and legalized by a power of
attorney designating the agent
and the powers given. One’s rel-
atives, his attorney or banker, or
a close business associate, may
be given the most confidential
and trustworthy authority. Any
competent adult, male or female,
may execute a power of attorney.

It is obvious that a document
granting so much authority should
be prepared with the greatest of
care. A business man or attorney

FEE; AUTHORIZING THE
MAYOR, ON RECOMMENDA-
TION OF THE HEALTH OF-
FICER, BY PROCLAMATION
TO MAKE ADDITIONAL REG-
ULATIONS, AND PROVIDING
FOR THE VIOLATION OF THIS
ORDINANCE.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE
BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

OF THE CITY OF DIMMITT,
TEXAS.
Section 1: License, vacination,

and registration requirements. All
dogs kept. harbored, or maintain-
ed by their owners in the city
of Dimmitt, Texas, shall be licens-
ed, vaccinated, and registered.
Dog licenses shall be issued by
Secretary of the City of Dimmitt
upon payment of a license fee of
$1.00 for each male dog and $1.00
for each female dog. Before a
dog license will be issued, the
owner of the dog must present a
certificate from a legally licensed
veterinarian showing that said dog
has been vaccinated for rabies
withint the calendar year, January
1 to December 31. The owner shall
state at the time application is
made for such license, upon forms
furnished for such purpose, his
name and, address, and the name,
breed, color, and sex of said dog.
Said license shall be good for the
calendar year, January 1 to Dec-
ember 31, of the year of issue.
Section II: Tag and Collar

Upori the payment of the license
( fee, the Secretary of the City of
| Dimmitt shall issue to the owner
a licese certificate and metallic
tag for each dog licensed. The
shape of the tag shall be changed
every year and shall have stamp-
ed thereon the year for which it
was issued and the number cor-
responding with the number on
the certificate. Every dog owner
shall be required to provide each
dog with a collar and tag to be
constantly worn. In case a dog
is lost or destroyed, a duplicate
will be issued by the Secretary of
the City of Dimmitt upon presen-
tation of the receipt showing pay-
ment of the license fee for the
calendar year (January 1 to Dec-
ember 31) and the payment of
$.50 fee for such duplicate. Dog
tags shall not be transferable
from one dog to another armd no
refunds shall be made on any
dog license fee bec\ise of the
death of the dog or the owner
leaving the city before the expirg:

ition of the license period.
i Section III: Tagging of Dogs
Any dog running at large in the

City of Dimmitt, or any dog not
provided with a collar to which is
attached a metal license tag as
required by this ordinance shall
be taken up by the City and im-
nounded in a place provided for
that purpose, and if said dog is
not called for by the owner with-
in 48 hours after* the same has
beent taken up, the dog shall be
destroyed humanely. However,
any person owning any dog im-
pounded under the terms of this
ordinance shall be allowed to take
such dog from the place where
impounded upon the following con-
ditions:

(1) Upon the payment of an
impound fee of the sum of
$3.00 for each day or frac-
tional part of a day the
said dog has been impound-
ed, said fee to be placed
in the General fund of
the City of Dimmitt.

If said dog has not been
vaccinated for rabies and
the owner thereof does not
have a certificate showing
that said dog has been vac-
inated within the calendar
year (January 1 to Decem-
ber 31) the aforesaid dog
can be redeemed by the
owner only after the said

dog has been vaccinated by | {

a licensed veternarian and
certification thereof furn-
ished the City Health Of-
ficer or his authorized rep-
resentative.
That the owner thereof
must secure a license tag
for such dog as provided
herein.
SectionIV: Confinment of Certain
Dogs

No dog of fierce, dangerous, or
vicious propensities and no female
dog in heat, whether licensed or
not, shall be -allowed upon any
street, avenue, highway, alley,
sidewalk, parkway, park or other
public place in the City of Dim-
mitt, whether said dog is under
the control of the owner or a
member of his immediate family
either by leash, cord, chain, or
otherwise.
Section V: Rabies Notice

If a dog has bitten any person,
the owner of said dog shall not-
ify the Chief of Police and the
City Health Officer immediately,
and such dog shall be confined at
a veterinary hospital for at least
ten days at the expense of the
owner. No dog held for observa-
tion shall be released from im-
poundment without the authoriza-
tion of the City Health Officer.
Any dog suffering a bite from
a rabid animal shall be quaran-
tined in a veterinary establish-
ment at the owner’s expense for
a period of at least six months
before being released. Under no
circumstances shall a dog under
guarantine be allowed to remain

fon- the premises-of, .or in the care

of the owner.

[Section VI: The Mayor of the City

of Dimmitt upon recommendation

of the Health Officer, shall have
authority by proclamation to make
any additional rules or regulations
that he might deem necessary to
protect the public from rabies.
Section VII: The Chief of Police
and any Police Officer of the City
of Dimmitt shall have the right to
enforce any of the provisions of
this law and the Chief of Police
is hereby delegated authority to
appoint any person or persons to
aid and assist him in carrying
out the enforcement of the ordin-
ance.

Section VIII: Misdemeanor for
Violation of Provisions

Any person violating any of
the provisions of this ordinance
shall be deemed guilty of a mis-

demeanor .and upon conviction
shall be fined not less thamn $25.00
and more than $100.00. Each and
every violation of the provisions
of this ordinance shall constitute
a separate offense. Each and ev-
ery day shall constitute a separ-
ate violation.

Section IX: That amy person
who shall wilfully take from any
dog a collar or tag shall be deem-
ed guilty of a misdeameanor and
upon conviction shall be fined in
any sum not to exceed $100.00.
Section X: Declaring an Emergen-
cy 5
The fact that there are mow
no sufficient or adequate regul-
ations governing vicious and rab-
id dogs in the City of Dimmitt

and the regulations herein are
needed for the protection of  the
health of the citizens of Dimmité
creates an emergency and an
imperative public necessity and
emergency that the rule providing
that ordinances be read on three
separate days before the fimal
passage thereof be and the same:

River. His farm is small, being
a little less than 100 acres. Har-
bers has since bought more land
however, and is now farming 400
acres. All of the farm is flat and
deep, fine textured, slowly perem-
eable blackland. When Harbers
purchased the land in 1946 it svas
poorly drained amnd the soil was in
poor physical condition. The land
was yielding 125 pounds of lint
per acre and making the previous
owner about $500 a year.

After being discharged from the
Navy Habers bought this small
farm on which he had grown up
as a boy, on credit, going in debt
$34,000 for the lamd, machinery,
seed and fertilizer.

Harbers first contacted the Soil
Conservation Service in the Bas-
trop-Fayette SCD for assistance
in solving the drainage problem.
A drainage ditch was laid out and
constructed to carry the outside
water across the farm and to re-
move the water from the poorly

soils map was made and Harbers
began learnming the over-all prob-
lems of his soil.

Harbers became convinced that
his tight, heavy, low organic, dead
soil needed something more than
fertilizer to produce high yields.
Seeing the need for organic mat-
ter, “opening up,” cover and high
fertility, Harbers started wsing
legumes as a way to get all of
these improvements. To achieve
maximum yields, Harbers has
tried and discarded melilotus in-
dica, Austrian Winter peas, and
hairy vetch.

The treatment has resulted in a
yield of 780 pouds of lint per
acre in 1953 follows. The basic
treatment is one-fourth the land
in fertilized Hubam clover each
year, which is allowed to grow
to maturity. This is the deep-
rooted legume that does the ‘“op-
ening up” job. All the other land
is planted to Williacoe vetch.
which is fertilized. This added
fertility causes the vetch to grow
rapidly and reach maturity (blos-
som stage) before cottont plant-
ing time. In preparation for
planting vetch, a bed is thrown up
with a row disk after the land has
been chiselled. The fertilizer is
put down in two bands on the
side of the beds with a special
distributor built on the frame of
the chisel plow. The fertilizer is
put directly beneath the seed,

‘| which is planted with small seed

boxes mounted on the same frame.
The vetch seed are planted by
Sptember 15, wet or dry.

In the spring, the beds are un-
dercut with sweeps. Then a disk
harrow, set straight, is run over
the vetch ‘to chop it up. Then
the row disk opener is run lightly
over the bed to clear the top of
the firm, undistributed bed, and
later cultivation move the vetch
residue back againts the cotton
TOW.

The present soil condition and
fertility has enabled Harbers to
increase the number of cotton
plants per acre to 80,000. On
the land that has had only four
years of this kind of treatment,
he is planting 60,000 plants in-
stead of the 40,000 commonly us-
ed. The mumber of plants per
acre, with high fertility, high
moisture intake and storage, must
be high if the plant size is to be
kept down so that the stripper
can be used for harvesting.

No plowing except with
chisel plows, is used. Bedding is
done with minimum of soil dis-
turbance, and nothing is turmed
under.
