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“Oil Patch Basics™ time again,
and we arc going to talk about a
fairly familiar figure to oil field
and non-oil ficld personnel, alike.

Our discussion will center on
the oil ficld electrician.

Similar 1o ourdiscussionof the
oil ficld mechanic, we will come
to understand the comparison and
contrast between the more com-
mon household orindustrial elec-
trician and the oil field variety.

Most of us have encountered
an clectrician in any one of a
varicty of situations—possibly at
home or in an industrial setting.
He or she is usually very profi-
cient and, unlike us, very com-
fortable with the mysterics of
clecticity.

While one of us might sit
around trying to figurc out just
what a *ground wire’ is for orhow
clectricity knowsitneeds to make
a complete circle, the electrician
knows more than we can ever
hope (0 understand. Enough so,
that he/she is comfortable work-
ing with high voltage at rapid
speed.

The oil field clectrician is not
much different in that respect.
He/she knows what is going on
and understands fully the concept
of electricity and its flow through
wires and machings.

But, in the oil patch, the elec-
trician has to have a little more
knowledge of hecavy machinery,
higher operating voltages, line-
to-pole-to-transformer hookups,
and how clectricity can perform
work in varicd situations. Instcad
of wiring light switchcs, plug-ins,
and outlet sockets, the oil patch
electrician is hooking up electric
molors, pumps, generators, cLc.

The oil ficld clectrician may be
asked to hook up an entire fluid
handling facility involving mo-
tors, machines, outlets, meters,
and lighting. Diversity and the
ability to apply knowledge to new
situations is very valuable in a job
such as this.

Thedemands putonanoil field
clectrician are quite similar to
those of the mechanic. He or she
may be called out at all hours 1o a
wide range of locations. Other
times may be slack due 1o a lack
of new installations or downtime
on existing installations.

There are usually only a few
clectricians that work in a par-
ticular area. They may be inde-
pendent contractors or company-
hired, butthey almost always have

a large area of responsibility. As
aresult, travel time may be a large
part of the job.

Electricians and mechanics are
usually paid well, relatively, since
they possess skills that can be
hard to come by. The best electri-
cians know they are valuable, but
they don’t flaunt it.

A person who is an electrician
is usually very mechanically in-
clined and possesses thatuncanny
understanding of things that you
can’t see. After all, we can’t see
those little electrons that carry
current, butanelectriciannotonly
has faith they are there, he/she has
figured out why they act the way
they do. Math skills are impor-
tant, as arc communication skills.
The oil field electrician is often
asked to accomplish something,
and then sent out to figure out
how to do it. This requires an
ability to translate somebody’s
verbal description of a desired
result into a workable apparatus.

Next month, we discuss the
Railroad Commission Represen-
tative, as we move o the other
side of the oil patch. I promise (o
approach the topic with as much
fairness and impartiality as pos-
sible—not as casy as it sounds.

The Big Spring VA
Medical Center Canteen Service
will discontinue sales of tobacco
products on that date, according
to Conrad Alcxandcer, Director.

"Special provisions are being
implemented that will allow sales
of tobacco products to residents
on the Nursing Home Carc Unit.
Additionaly, when a physician
determincs the denial of tobacco
could bc conterproductive 1o

ensuring an individual patient's
overall welfare, arrangements will
be madc to permit to purchase
tobacco in the medical center's

cantcen. Such permission will be
grantcd onastrictexception, case-
by-casc basis and should be rare,”
said Alexander.

"The purposc of thismove is o
ensure that the VA'S health care
system fully reflects a total com-
mitment 10 smoke-free hospital
enviroments. In this regard, we
will continue to offer smoking
cesation programs to those who
wish to brecak their tobacco hab-
its,” said Alexander.

CELEBRATING OUR 100TH ANNIVERSARY

The United Methodist Church, Winters, is celebrating its 100th
Anniversary this year. Methodism beganin Winters in Augustof 1891
when a group of people met in the home of Mr. and Mrs. R.E. Yeats.

The church has been celebrating with various activities all year. Its
big week-end celebration will be the week-end of October 12th and
13th. A special service will be held Saturday, October 12th, at the
church beginning at 10:00 a.m. Past members and friends are all
invited to join with the present congregation to praise God for their
heritage and to rejoice in their celebration.

There will be historical displays in the parlor and lunch will be
available after the service sponsored by the youth of the church. The
annual Lord's Acre will be held Sunday, October 13th at the commu-
nity center. Travis Franklin is pastor of the Winters First United
Methodist Church.

Following is a brief history of Methodism in Winters:

In 1989, along with ten other families, Mr. Yeats moved here and
purchased 162 acres of land on Bluff Creek, three miles northeast of
Winters. He built a four-room house and since there was no Methodist
Church nearby, he invited a Methodist preacher to hold religious
scrvices in his home.

As a result of these services the Methodist Church was organized
in Winters in August of 1891. The congregation worshipped in the
schoolhouse until 1899, when the first church was built.

The Yeats gave the land on which the church was built, and both
were charter members of the congregation along with their three
oldest children, Lela, Robert and Viola.

Rev. George D. Wilson, pastor of the Ballinger Circuitin 1891, was
the preacher who organized the church at Winters. The exact date of
the original organization and clection of officers is not known, as all
records before 1899 have been lost.

In 1897 a parsonage was built in the vicinity of where the Higgin-
botham Lumber Co. stands today. In 1909 the Winters church became
a full time appointment. The following year the Northwest Texas
Annual Conference was divided and Winters fell in the division called
the Central Texas Conference.

The Yeats family continued in faithful church attendance, traveling
in a wagon pulled by two mules. A surrcy was used on special
occasions. They also had family worship each evening at home.

Mr. Yeats served in many capacities in the Methodist Church and
taughta Men's Bible Class for41 years. He said, "I feel as much called
to teach as any preacher feels the call to preach.”

Two of the Yeats' sons became ministers.

Emmett L is a charter member of the Northwest Texas Conference
and was pastor of Mcthodist churches for 46 years before he retired in
1953. In addition to his autobiography, he co-authored historics of
Fisher and Nolan counties and the 18 ranches, with E.H. Shelton of
Rotan.

In October of 1900, to accomodate a growing family of ten
children, Mr. R.A. Yeats purchased 128 additional acres of land and
built a house with seven rooms, ‘'wo large hallways and a porch. The
building was said to be the best farm home in the county at that time.

In later years, the home place was bought by a daughter, Evelyn,
who married Hallie Mills. He died in 1944. She rents the place to her
son, Weldon. The old home was used as a barn and finally tom down
several years ago. Mrs. Mills and one of her sons, Leland, live in
Abilene. Another son, Kenneth, lives in Monahans.

The remaining living child of the R.A. Yeats family is a daughter,
Emma, who married R.L. Coker. She now lives in San Diego, CA.

In 1894 the Antelope School was moved from its orginal location
on the Heavenhill farm, and a new building was erected on the R.A.
Yeatsland at the northeast comer, one-fourth mile from the house. Mr.
Yeats was a trustee in this school as long as it existed. Many of the
teachers stayed in his home.

Mr. Yeats dicd at the age of 87, but Mrs. Yeats lived to be 102. She
had the most remarkable history of any of her family.

Although confined to awheelchair because of arthritis the last 35
years of her life, Mrs. Yeats continued to carry on her work until she
was 95, and went to live with a son, Henry, in Dallas. There she was
honored on her 100th birthday in 1956, with a family reunion.

Mrs. Yeats recalled some events of her life for her children and
grandchildren. She was nine years old when President Lincoln was
assassinated. Her father, Dan Parker, fought with the South during the
Civil War and her mother was in charge of food rationing in her
county.

During her carly days in West Texas, while living in a log cabin,
Mrs. Yeats' motherhad senther asmall supply of English peas to plant.
But she saw a hen eating them. She caught the hen, cut open its craw
and removed the peas. After sewing up the hen, she replanted the peas.
The peas made a bountiful harvest and the hen never showed any signs
of the operation.

Having no rattlers or pacifiers to entertain her babies while she
worked, she put syrup on their fingers and gave them feathers to play
with.

We are again reminded that our pioneers did not have opportunities,
they made them.

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‘Rnnels Soil Conservation News and Notes ‘

From a mesquite clump over-
looking the head of brushy draw,
the excited hunter watches the
buck chase the little yearling doe
out of the heavy brush and across
the open hillside.

Studying him through binocu-
lars, it is evident that, while the
buck carries a nice 8-point rack
that glistens in the first rays of
light, he has the gangly body,
slender antlers and immature
features of a 1 1/2 year old deer.

The antler genetics are clearly
there and range conditions have
afforded proper nutrition; all this
buck needs is time.

For the bucks in and around
this typical Texas hunting area,
time is somcthing that is hard to
come by. Surrounded on all sides
by ranches that are leased for deer
hunting, this 640 acre ranch is
simply not large enough to en-
compass the territory of free-rang-
ing white-tailed bucks.

Asthebucktrails the doe across
mesa, it is hard for the concerned
hunternot to imagine this buck as
he could become in future years,
withheavy, wrist-thick antlers and
muscled gray-black body sliding
through the shadows. A decade
ago, before increased hunting
pressurc bcgan on neighboring
ranches, the life of a buck such as
this was only beginning.

The doc clears the fence and is
swallowed up by the cactus and
mesquilc. As the buck approaches
the fence in close pursuit, the
hunter faces a dilemma that he
hates having to face; docs he
harvest a young buck that he can
take no plcasure in harvesting or
docs he let someone else across
the fence do it for him? He ration-
alizes, as he always does, that
somchow this buck can survive
the scason.

So hesits helplessly as the buck
follows the doe toward the un-
known hunter who sits highin the
tower 1o the cast. The shot that
shatters the stillness a few min-
utes later tells the quality-con-
scious huntcr thathis future hopes
and any dcgree on deer manage-
ment progress now lay dead on
the ground.

The simple fact that buck deer
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normally range over an area of
1,000 to 2,000 acres (perhaps
several square miles during the
rut) means that the great majority
of the buck population of a small
to medium sized ranch is shared
between neighbors, for better or
WOrse.

Deer hunting is big business in
Texas asitis inmany areas of the
United States. One of the grow-
ing concems of landowners and
hunters in many areas of Texas,
including Runnels County, is the
increased ratios and the declining
age structure of buck deer due to
increased hunting pressure.

In an effort to address these
concems, the Soil Conservation
Service, Texas Parks and Wild-
life, and the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service is assisting
landowners/hunters in setting up
a growing number of deer man-
agement associations. These as-
sociations are specifically de-
signed to improve deer quality.

According to Dr. Dale Rollins,
Extension Wildlife Specialist for
the Texas Agricultural Extension
Service in San Angelo, a single
landowner or hunter has abso-
lutely no control of a deer's fate
unless the animals are enclosed in
deer-proof fences, a measure that
is cost prohibitive to most of us.

The need to exert a high degre
of control over a deer herd is
obvious if one is to get the most
from decr management and deer
hunting. Rollins says that allow-
ing the bucks to mature another
year or two would dramatically
help antler size. But due to the
rclative small size of typical cen-
tral texas ranches or hunting pas-
tures (200-600 acres), if you
wouldn't shoot these immature
bucks, your neighbor will!

Steve Nelle, Soil Conservation
Service Biologist from San
Angelo, says that, for a ranch less
than approximately S000 acres, it
is difficult if not impossible for
citherthe landowneror the hunter
to rcalize the full potential of the
dcer herd without the cooperation
of neighboring landowners and
hunters.

West Dale Grocery

The memories of many people
have been jogged to provide in-
formation about the history of
West Dale Grocery which has
recently been replaced by a mod-
ern grocery building and gas sta-
tion.

Margaret Baldwin said that her
parents, E.J. and Marge Bames,
lived on that comer in a house in
1939. It had been built by Norris
Hinds who resided there with his
wife for approximately a year.

The Barnes lived there until
about 1947. Margaret recalls that
her mother had a large garden
between the house and the corner
where the store now stands. The
Bames added another room to the
house the next year.

Bames was employed at Hig-
ginbothams on West Dale. He
built a grocery store with gas
pumps on Main Strect in 1944,
Then in 1947 he moved the house
to Main Street, next door to the
store. The store is now a bakery
operated by Frank and Isabel
Lujano. The house is occupicd by
J.T. Medford. This is all rent
property and remains in the hands
of Margaret and her brother,
Gordon Baines of Blackwell.

Floyd Sims was the only per-
son contacted who could remem-
ber when the store was built. He
said that Pete Speer sold his Ford
agency to Hombuckle and Ivey.
They employed a young man
namcd Schoffer as a bookkeceper.
Schoffer and his brother built a
store on West Dale Corner.

Other owners that Margaret
could recall were Artic and Mary
Bourne and Mr. and Mrs. Aaron
Wells, who latermoved to Black-
well.

Thelma Sneed probably knows
more about West Dale Grocery
than anyone else. She began
working at the time Bill and
Athalee Webb owned it. During
the next 8 1/2 years she was
employed by six other owners.

Chester and Faye Campbell,
sisterto Leona Chapmond, bought
it from the Webbs. The next
owners were Jo and Bo Evans,
then Fred Young, who sold to
Rosser and Louise Good. They
owned the store from 1970-1975.
Pat and Elis Wilson owned and

operated the store for the next
five years. Darrell Coats was the
next owner.

Thelmassaid they were all won-
derful people to work for and has
enjoyed the young people who
helped during their school years.
The ones who worked the longest
period of time and still live in
Winters are Wayne Green, Terry
Stanfield and Tim Meyer. Roland
Garza was along-time employee
and he continues to live in Win-
ters. They took a lot of steps when
we had so many oil field workers
in town,

Two sets of brothers she re-
calls arc Joe and Larry Meyers;
Larry worked the longest period
of time. Rick and Randall Boles
were also employed for a time.

There are several past owners
who aredeceased, Artie and Mary
Bourne, Fred Young, W.O. Webb
and Darrell Coats who was killed
in a car wreck last year.

Sonny Hall bought West Dale
Grocery from Donald and Betty
Kruse several years ago, and has
continucd to operate the store.
Sonny also owned and operated
Sonny's Grocery and Market on
East Tinkle for several years be-
fore he sold to Lawrence Broth-
ers the latter part of 1989. He
managed the store on north Main
for Lawrence Brothers for a year
before decidingto go back to West
Dale. His son, Kerry, managed
West Dale while he wasemployed
by Lawrence Brothers.

Construction on a new build-
ing began around the first of this
year. The structure was built
behind the old store and, follow-
ing completion, the new building
merchandise was moved and the
old store tomn down.

Sonny and his wife, Nora, own
and operate the new convenience
storc on West Dale which fea-
tures a large meat counter with
cuts to your order, a dcli, fishing
bait and equipment, and Fina sclf-
service pumps.

Since the last special session
of the Texas Legislature went out
of session August 25th, I have
had numerous persons ask if the
news column would continue to
be provided to the news media. It
does seem appropriate from time-
to-time to prepare a Capitol
Commentcolumn, evenifnot with
the frequency requircd when the
Legislature is in session.

The problem of redistricting is
one of the dilemmas that citizens
seem very concerncd about - "who
will be our state representative?”
is one of the questions most fre-
quently asked me. At this time,
this issue is really an unknown
element, since court cases have
been filed contesting the proposed
plan now being considered. It is
quite realistic that the Court's final
decision will not be made prior to
the January 2, 1992 filing date.
The primary election is March
10, 1992.

After visiting with long-time
members of the Texas House and
other government folks who ob-
served the redistricting process in
1965 and 1981, I have arrived at
the confusing decision that it is
possible for me to be required to
run for re-election in my present
district instead of my new dis-
trict. I could be seeking re-clec-
tion in the 65th District (Brown,
Coleman, Comanche, Eastland,
McCulloch & Runnels countics).
Depending on the Court decision
I also will possibly be secking re-
clection in the new 73rd District
(Brown, Coleman, Concho,
Mason, Menard, Llano, Edwards,
Real, Bandera, Scheicher, Crock-
ctt, Sutton, Ward, Crane, Upton
and Kimbell counties). Then, to
absolutely confuse the issue, the
Courts could completely re-draw
the districts with boundaries dif-
ferent than any considered be-
fore.

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The Crop Connection

General Situation: Cloudy,
rainy weather has been the gen-
eral situation for a week now.
These cool, wet conditions are
playing havoc on our cotton crop
to say the least . Cotton must have
warm temperatures to fill the
cotton fiber with cellulose. With-
out this time, we will have low
micronaire cotton.

Cotton that blooms after Sep-
tember 1 has a very poor chance
(particularly this year) of making
amature boll and little chance of
making an open boll. Therefore,
squares and small, dime tonickel-
sized bolls are of no concernnow.
Be concermed with protecting only
the large more mature bolls which
have achance. The dime tonickel-
sized bolls are starting to unload
which is expected. This happens
when we experience cloudy
weather.

The cool temperature has
slowed the development of all
bolls tremendously and many
bolls which arc 15, 20 and even
30 days old in some instances, are
still susceptible to weevil dam-
age. As long as the bolls are soft,
weevils will damage it. Dia-
pausing weevils prefer feeding
on bolls over squares. As long as
you arc able to casily cut a boll
with a pocket knife, weevils can
fced and/or oviposit in it. Even
protecting soft immature bolls is
somewhat questionable and deci-
sions are difficult. If it stays cool
these solt bolls will never mature
anyway. Cotton shuts completely
down when temperatures drop
below 60 degreces.

Boll weevils: Boll weevils are
cverywhere and will continue to
incrcase until frost. Weather has
slowed boll maturation to near
zero and if temperatures continue
1o remain cool these immature
bolls will ncver mature anyway.
So why protect them for the next
---days or weeks? Protecting cot-
ton right now for weevils is ques-
tionable. The quarter-sized bolls
which arc still susceptible will

mature out and open IF we get
some warm open weather. If we
don't, they will not mature and

1991 One of Wettest
Years in Past 40
Years

Al its current pace, 1991 will
be one of the five wettest years in
four decades for most of the state
-- but that doesn't mean it has
been strictly good news for agri-
culture.

"Of course, we've still got four
months to go, but this year has
provided about onc and a half
times the percentage of normal
rainfall," said George Bomar, a
meteorologist with the Texas
Water Commission in Austin.

Bomar said that while rainfall
across the state varies widely from
yearto year, 1991 appears to rank
with 1958, 1975, 1981 and 1987
as the wettest since 1951.

Locally, recorded rainfall has
varied from 0.15 last February to
a current total of 12.63 for Sep-
tember.

probably not open. I wquldn'l
spray for anything until the
weather changes, then I would
reevaluate the situation.

I would recommend when it
comes time to apply harvest aides
or kill cotton, add an insecticide
to reduce overwintering weevil
numbers. I would also recommend
hoping and praying for a very
cold winter this year!

Cabbage Loopers: If it's not
one thing it's another. Cabbagc
loopers are defoliating cotton 1n
some areas. Cotton which has
matured out can tolerate some
defoliation. There is not a lot of
data on loopers and their control,
so the best information we can
come up with is that we tolerate
up to approximately 25% defolia-
tion. Once we reach 25 to 30%
defoliation in immature cotton it
is usually beneficial to spray for
loopers. Larvin is the material of
choice. I might add that Larvin is
very susceptible to runoff. Alight
shower could wash the product
completely off the plant. Do not
apply to wet leaves.

Bollworms/Budworms:We
are still sceing a few worms
around and basically all are
budworms. Pyrcthroids will not
control budworms. I have said
this 100 times and producers are
still using pyrcthroids like they
were the answer to everything.
Then they wonder why they have
sccondary pest problems. I have
hcard certain pyrethroids are
giving 6, 8, or 10 days control of
weevils. That's bull and no one
will back this claim. These indi-
viduals are going to find them-
sclves in big weevil trouble doing
things like that.

Soil Conservation Service
provides assistance

Most everyone has heard of
the Soil Conservation Service,
but according to Kathy Saun-
ders, Soil Conservationist, people
may not be fully aware of the
many types of assistance the Soil
Conservation Service provides.
Whether you own or operate a
farm or ranch, you can benefit
from what the SCS has to offer.

The Soil Conservation Serv-
ice (SCS) of the U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture (USDA)
provides technical and in some
cases, financial assistance to
individuals, groups, organiza-
tions, cities and county and State
governments in planning and ap-
plying conservation practices and
systemsto reduce upstream flood
damage. The guiding principle is
the use and conservation treat-
ment of the land in harmony with
its capabilities and needs.

The SCS mission covers three
major arcas: soil and water con-
servation, natural resource sur-
veys, and community resource
protection and management. All
assistance is given within the
conservation objectives, guide-
lines and priorities of USDA.

To carry out the SCS mission,
a network of conservation spe-
cialists are available to help
pcople understand and protect
the land and water resources
while they use them beneficially.
The SCS staff includes soil and

range conservationists, engineers,
soil scientists, cartographers,
environmental specialists, social
scientists, and archaeologists.

SCS focuses its assistance on
private lands. Land users receive
assistance from SCS mainly
through 211 locally organized and
governed conservationdistricts in
Texas. At the district level, SCS
conservationists provide onsite
assistance and call upon all of the
agency's expertise in solving
specific problems of land users.

The two SCS programs that
are administered in Runnels
county are the Great Plains Con-
servation Program (GPCP) and
the Upstream Flood Protection
PL-566 Program. Over 136,000
acres of land in Runnels county
have benefited from the GPCP.
At the present there are 28 active
GPCP contracts. The EIm Creck
Water Conservation District in
Runnels County is sct up by the
Upstream Flood Protection PL-
566 Program. Seven flood pro-
tection dams will be built with the
first dam starting construction this
fall.

VETERINARY UPDATE

by Jimmy Smith, DVM

Receiving stocker cows and calves

As soon as the low spots dry
out there will be a lot of wheat
being put in the ground and much
of it will go toward winter graz-
ing. Many of you will be buying
light calves and thin cows 1o put
on the wheat. Now is a good time
to hit the high spots of what you
might run up against when buy-
ing these kinds of cattle.

Rememberthat most thincows,
with the grazing we've had this
fall, are at the sale bam for a
rcason. (We'll grant that thin
cows can be trucked in from other
parts of the country that have not
been as fortunate with the rainfall
as we've been.)

Just be cautious. It could be
that this cow is old ormaybe even
sick. When you get her home,
give her a good inspection. At
least look in her mouth to see if
she has teeth. And check her for
carticks. Look at both eyes to sce
if she may have a small cancer
cye developing.

And if you bought her for a
bred cow, check and make sure
that her mammary glands are
normal if you expect her to raise
a calf. It wouldn't hurt to identify
(brand), worm, spray, and vacci-
nate her at least with Lepto before
you turn her out. It might be a
good idea to keep her separated
from your other cows for a few
days - long enough to make sure
she's not the southem distributor
for some kind of bovine epidemic
that she might spread to yourother
cows. Antibiotics are not rou-
tinely given to newly purchased
grown COws.

Stocker calves are an entircly
different ball game. With prices
around $1.00/pound on light-
weights it is necessary that your
decath loss be kept as low as pos-
sible. You should try to kecp it at
2% or lower. Purchase and de-
liver only healthy calves!

Management programs should
include vaccinations for upper
respiratory infections (IBR,
BRSV, hemophilus, and pas-
turella) and clostridial infections.
Processing is usually best done as
soon as possible after purchase.
If grazing is very good, clostridial

booster vaccinations will be nec-
essary. Control internal and ex-
ternal parasites and check for
flukes if your calves originate
from fluke-infested high rainfall
areas.

Injections, feeding or drench-
ing with chelated trace minerals
has been found to aid the immune
system to not only overcome the
shipping fever complex but also
help prevent the problem.

Coccidiosis is also another
problem that you may be faced
with in a stocker calfl program.
My favorite treatment has just
been taken off the market by the
government so the next best
choice is a liquid called ampro-
lium. Amprolium works fine; it
just does not work very fast.
Amprolium may also be used in a
walter treatment program L0 mass
medicate your entire herd, or be
used for individual treatment as a
drench.

Antibiotic programs for ship-
ping fevershould be keptas simple
as possible. Most antibiotics will
work if giveninadequate amounts
soon enough. Remember that
there has been a lot of stink raised
about antibiotic residues, extra
label usage of antibiotics, and
post-injection abcesses.

Only use antibiotics at recom-
mended dosage rates, intervals,
and routes. And use them in ac-
cordance with their directions for
problems for which they are in-
tended. Any other usage or vari-
ance constitucs ¢xtra-label
usaage. Iftissue residucs of anti-
biotics are found at slaughter,
somebody will be in the middle.

Feed should be a high protein
(14-18%) receiving mix. Keep
out good hay. It may be neces-
sary to let water troughs overflow
because some calves have never
drunk from a trough before.

Remember that most of your
problems will surface within thirty
days after the new cattle arrive, so
you'll need to keep a good eye on
them for at least a month.
