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I think it is about time wc fi­
nally come to terms with the root 
causes of current events.

By 'cument events' I mean the 
flight of majoroil companies from 
the U. S. toward the rest of the 
world.

It seems there are several 
causes—some real and others only 
perceived as such. (The fog index 
just went up, I know, but bear 
with me here. I'm practicing dra­
matic effect.)

Let's examine the players in 
this 'run for the border.'

The oil companies arc leaving 
bccau.se (at least, according to 
them):

— nobody wants us here, be­
cause if they did, they would be 
nicer to us;

— the oppxirtunities are so big 
'over there' that we can't afford to 
pass them up; and,

— the U. S. is drilled-up, 
tapped-out, and just plain 'unro­
mantic' as compared to other far- 
flung places.

The countries who have oil to 
be produced (outside the U, S.) 
want American oil companies 
because (again, in their words): 

— wc thought wc knew what 
wc were doing, but we really need 
that Yankee expertise after all;

— hey, wc owe everybody and 
their dog and you capitalists seem 
to know how to make money, so 
come and make us some; and,

— wc like Americans, they arc 
our buddies.

The U. S. government, the U. 
S. media, and general U. S. public 
is unconcerned because:

— as long as wc can tax their 
income, no matter where it comes 
from, we're happy;

— those oil com panies arc 
stealing us blind and polluting us 
to the hilt anyway; and,

— gasoline is less than it was 
(adjusted for inflation) 20 years 
ago, so who really cares where 
the oil comes from.

What you sec played out in the 
silly quotes above are my inter­
pretations of how the parties view 
each other. Rememberthatwhatl 
think is tainted somewhat by my 
profession, but I never promised 
total honesty anyway.

If you read these statements, 
you can see how what is happen­
ing can go on.

Most of us arc concerned with 
what is going on in our own lives. 
If you don't work in the oil patch, 
you tend not to be concerned with 
my problems, and those in it 
sometimes don't consider other 
views. So, the problem (I see it as 
a problem, others might disagree) 
is as much communication as it is 
actual real economic incentive to 
leave the U. S.

The real economic reasons for 
leaving may be insurmountable, 
and the communication problems 
are no easy task to overcome. 
But, as a nation, forour own secu­
rity, wc should make sure wc don't

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Doctor o f the hills
Medical practice was still in a 

primitive stage in the early 1920's 
when Dr. John Barron began his 
practice at Wingate. There was a 
small hospital at Winters with 
limited use. Doctors made house 
calls, babies were delivered at 
home, and there were no nurses.

Several faithful women as­
sisted the doctor in delivering 
babies, among them were Mrs. 
Charles Busher and Mrs. Gordon 
Hensley. Necessary surgery was 
performed on the kitchen table 
while assistants held the oil lamps. 
Rural electricity had not come 
into existence.

Following rains when roads 
were impassable, many calls had 
to be made by horseback, his larg­
est was 84 miles. When the creek 
was up at HappyValley, and Dr. 
Barron was unable to cross to 
deliver a baby, he sat by a tele­
phone and gave step by step in­
structions to the woman attend­
ing. It was a successful delivery 
and one he often referred to as his 
"telephone baby".

One of his first cases almost 
ended in disaster for the doctor. 
The baby o f a couple picking 
cotton in the area developed diph­
theria. They refused to let the 
baby be given the scrum and the 
baby died. The couple threatened 
to kill the doctor, but he walked 
across the street from his office 
and nothing happened! Another 
case with cotton pickers ended 
more successfully. A small boy 
living in a tent with his parents, 
twenty miles from Wingate, de­
veloped emphysema. The doctor 
knelt by the pallet where the boy 
lay and made an incision in his 
chest. Pus flew all over the doctor 
and the ground. A drain tube was 
improvised out of a colon tube 
and safety pin, and the boy made 
a successful recovery.

In cold weather, for twenty 
years. Dr, Barron wore a black 
camel hair fur coat and cap. He 
had newspapers folded across his 
chest to keep out the bitter cold. 
People said he looked like a wooly 
bear getting out of his Model T  in 
the snow.

One Sunday night it came a 
snow storm. The doctor had been 
to Hylton on a case and back to 
the Oliver place to deliver a baby. 
He was on his way home operat­
ing his windshield wiper by hand 
and staying on the road by watch­
ing the fence. The fence played 
out and the car fell off the road 
and landed on its side in the ditch. 
The doctor had to sit there until 
daylight when he saw a house and 
walked across the field through 
waist deep snow. He reached the

Frank Busher home and was glad 
for a hot breakfast. Rescuers soon 
came for the doctor but it was sev­
eral days before the car could be 
moved.

In 1926 there was a typhoid 
epidemic at Hylton. There were 
13 cases of fever at one time and 
two brothers died. It was discov­
ered that all these people had been 
drinking from a water well at an 
old gin location. The water was 
analyzed at Austin and found 
contaminated. The owners ob­
jected to the well being filled. The 
county judge had to send a truck 
load of men with shovels out to do 
the job.

Once the doctor came up on 
some boys who had roped a ten- 
year-old boy and were having fun 
dragging him. He was skinned 
from head to foot. The doctor 
rescued him and took him home 
for treatment. He had been cook­
ing for these boys who were batch­
ing. One boy said his name was 
Gilbert McDonald and his par­
ents lived at Trent. He had never 
been to school but went to work 
driving for the doctor. He knew 
his way around and never got lost. 
He was called Hill County and 
stayed with the Barrons until he 
married.

George Allen came to work af­
ter Hill County left. He took care 
of Chief, the Doctor's horse. He 
also milked the cow and fed the 
chickens while the doctor was 
gone on calls, which could last 
nine days with a pneumonia case.

Dr. Barron used the first anti­
venom serum in the county. He 
secured the serum from San 
Angelo when a Fort Chadboumc 
woman was snakebitten twice. In 
later years his practice covered 
six counties including Coke, 
Nolan, Runnels, Coleman, Tom 
Green, and Taylor. He delivered 
over 3,000 babies before he quit 
this part of his practice in 1940.

Henry Robinson of Shop was 
one of the doctor's good friends in 
the hills who took him in for a 
night's rest. "He's a good doctor 
and a good friend. He would come 
to my house many a night and go 
to bed-aw ay from the telephone."

Dr. Barron joined the Oddfel­
low Lodge in 1923 and spent much 
of his time studying the work and 
memorizing scripture as he drove. 
He also played a French harp, 
using one hand while he drove 
with the other, to while away the 
long hours of driving.
