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Rock Hotel restoration
proposal being planned

The Z. 1. Hale Museum Foun-
dation Board has begun a special
fund raising drive to raise money
for restoration work on the Rock
Hotel.

The hotel, one of the city's
oldest buildings, has had a long
and proud history of service to the
community. Built in 1909 to co-
incide with the new rail service to
Winters, it has been in continuous
service until purchased by the
Muscum Foundationin 1987. The
Board acquired the property with
the idea of it becoming a multi-
purpose community building.

Billie Alderman, Finance
Chairman for the Restoration,
says, “this project that we are now
undertaking is the most important
part of the overall work to be
done. Due to improper drainage
through the years, the foundation
has sunk in the rear of the hotel,
allowing the rocks to separate.
Water has seeped into the walls
in this area. When the new foot-
ing is added to the foundation and
the rocks replaced, the deteriora-
tion will be halted and work on
the inside can proceed as it be-
comes possible.”

Further work to be done at this
time includes replacing the walls

and floors in this area, excavation
work for an elevator and plumb-
ing for the bathrooms as well as a
new deck and roof.

OIL BIDNESS....

Some of you may have inad-
vertently caught a reference in
the news last week concerning
“three-dimensional seismology”’.

If you did, it was no thanks to
the newswriters of the stories and
by-lines that mentioned it. Instead
of discussing this new and widely
utilized technique for evaluating
seismic data in the oil patch, the
authors were discussing the rheto-
ric of a political speech.

So, what you got was a small
sentence in the last paragraph that
says something to the effect that
‘oh yeah, the speech was about...".

What am I babbling about?

Seismology was mentioned in
a speech by an U.S. Energy De-
partment official as a “type of
enhanced recovery technique.”

The problem is not so much
thatit wasn’tdiscussed more thor-
oughly. A clue to the real problem
is in the reference I just quoted in
the previous paragraph.

When an Energy Department
official refers to the most revolu-
tionary exploration technique to
come along in decades as an
‘enhanced recovery technique...’,
there IS a problem.

Although the case could be
made that three-dimensional seis-
mic (better known as 3-D seis-
mic) is actually an ENHANCE-
MENT of petroleum recovery by
assisting the scarch for new
sources, it is a very inaccurate
representation taken in the con-
text of oil field vemacular.

An enhanced recovery tech-
nique is more typically a method
by which a reservoir is swept for
additional reserves. By ‘swept’ |
mean something is injected and it
pushes lcft over oil (residual oil)
toward producing wells.

3-D seismic is not anything
like that.

3-D seismic is a mathematical
method of analysis of seismic
echoes (that were created by
explorationists) to get an idea of
what the subsurface looks like. It
enables a seismic interpreter 1o
get a better look at structures far
underground by utilizing three-
dimensional views that could only
be created by complex mathe-
matical manipulations.

Those mathematical calcula-
tions require powerful computers
that have only recently become
affordable. As a matter of fact,
the newest personal computers
have the ability to run 3-D seis-
mic.

The availability of high-speed
micro and mini computers have
revolutionized seismic interpre-
tation. Old scismic data can even
be re-examined to get a better
look at the subsurface.

The new methods have allowed
better views of bends in rock,
traps for petroleum, faults, and
even fractures in some cases.

But for all its success, it is still
mainly an exploration tool. That
is, it is used for finding new
sources of petroleum, not for

getting more out of already-dis-
covered areas. That is the case for
now, but several companies and
consultants are working on uses

for 3-D seismic for infill drilling,

optimum well placement, reser-

voir limits, etc. The uses are
boundless, if the chance for gain
is big enough 1o justify the cost,
of course.

So, to get back to our ‘prob-
lem’: when someone who is sup-
posed to be in charge of taking
care of ourenergy security doesn’t
know beans about something as
important as 3-D seismic in the
oil patch, it indicates a basic mis-
understanding of the petroluem
industry as a whole.

Either that or they just don’t
care about the oil patch.

I'm not sure which is worse.

So next time you hear some-
onereferto 3-Dscismicas a ‘type
of enhanced recovery technique’,
gently set them straight.

Or, just soak in the pleasure of
knowing someone else is a little
more ignorant than you are on at
least this one subject. Those times
are few-and-far-between forsome
of us.

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It was late in May in 1946, in a gymnasium in Brookings, South
Dakota. 82 of us were graduating from high school. Our class had been
bigger, but some had gone into the service. And some had moved. We
marched in to the strains of “Pomp and Circumstance”, played by our
hngl} school orchestra. And midway in the ceremony, our high school
choir sang. Our speaker was good, but the only thing I remember was
the last word he said, * Godspeed!” I had never heard that before. But,
it sounded all right. OK. The kind of word worth remembering.

I don’t know what I expected to happen when I would receive my
diploma. There had to be some special sign, some “bell ringing” in my
ears, something like “fire crackers”, some sudden revelation when
that piece of paper was placed inmy hand. After all, I had worked hard
for 12 years to eam that diploma. My parents had worked too, getting
me off to school on time and making sure I had prepared my lessons.
And surely the teachers had worked hard to get the information into
my head.

But, there was no magic in the moment of my graduation. Just the
calling of my name, the handing to me of my diploma, and a handshake
from the superintendent of schools. And I walked off stage. And took
my place in the fifth row from the front. I felt no different. What was
going on?

Later on I realized graduation is gradual. It isn't something that
explodes. One is always leaming, growing, increasing in wisdom, and
stature. Or decreasing, shrinking, and losing. You never are finished.
Graduation is not a period, a dot at the end of a sentence. Itis a comma,
in l.hc: middle, a pause before continuing, a place to take a breath before
going on.

Final UMC services
held in Norton, May 24th

Buildings close, but churches remain etemal. This message was
delivered to some 100 people who gathered for a final worship service
inside the Norton United Methodist Church sanctuary Sunday.

White sunlight pushed through open windows and bathed those
who had come to lament and celebrate the old church building’s
demise. Like many small, rural churches; the Norton church was the
victim of dwindling membership and diminishing financial resources.
The church’s active membership had declined to about six people.
Norton United Methodist Church was founded in 1907 when the con-
gregation moved from a site near the Norton Cemetery to present
white, wooden building that was formally closed during Sunday’s
service. Songs of praise and words of celebration were raised during
the closing ceremony. Pastor Bobby Baggett, who also serves the
Ballinger First United Methodist Church, noted that Sunday’s obser-
vance merely marked the closing of a building, not a church.

“We are not closing a church today. The church is eternal. We are
closing a building,” Baggett stressed.

“The members of this church have been a light to others and offered
a blessing through their mission giving,” Baggett said.

Two former Norton United Methodist Church pastors - Glenn
Bowman and Fred Cox - also attended Sunday's services.

Four other ministers who served the church sent letters that were
read during the service.

"I was saddened, but not really surprised, to hear that you have
finished your course. As one who knows what a good fight you have
fought, and what a great race you have run, I find myself giving thanks
to God that I was privileged to be a part of your history," wrote forrer
pastor Roy Bassett.

"You are going to cease having service there in Norton. Well, time
does take its toll, but I hope that you will always remember that the
Norton United Methodist Church has not ceased to exist. Its ministry
continues, literally, throughout the world in the lives and faithfulness
of children, grandchildren, great-grandchildren and at least one pastor
for whom the faith and the witnesses were very real." Bassett said in
his letter.

Letters were also sent by former pastors Eugene Robertson, Plez
Todd and Robert Cavanaugh.

First United Methodist Church Brownwood District Superinten-
dent Rev. Charles McClure noted that the Norton United Methodist
Church was founded to serve families who were moving into Runnels
County when West Texas was a new frontier.

"Now proceeds from sale of the church property will be used to
establishcongregations onothernew frontiers...the opening of churches
in suburban areas where the populatior.is increasing," McClure said.

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More than $700,000 to be
awarded at 1992 4-H roundup

More than $700,000 in schol-
arships will be awarded to out-
standing young people atthe 1992
Texas 4-H Roundup at Texas
A&M University June 8-11.

Roundup is the state’s biggest
annual 4-H event. More than 2,500
young people will gather this year
to practice leadership and dem-
onstrate skills and knowledge
gained through work in 4-H proj-
ects, said Gayle W. Laine, 4-H
youthdevelopment specialist with
the Texas Agricultural Extension
Service.

“The 4-H scholarship selec-
tion is one of the main events of
Roundup,” Laine said. “This year,
$722,000 in scholarships spon-
sored by the Texas 4-H Founda-
tion will be awarded.”

“Intermsoftotal awards given,
the Texas 4-H scholarship pro-
gram is the largest one in the
nation,” said Dr. Lance Bullard,
executive director of the Texas 4-
H Foundation. “The program

continues to grow with tremen-
dous support from the private
sector.”

Scholarships are contributed by
individuals, businesses and or-
ganizations interested in helping
young people receive a college
education, Bullard said. Recipi-
ents are selected on the basis of
scholastic ability, need, 4-H par-
ticipation, leadership and charac-
ter.

This year 116 outstanding 4-H
members will receive scholar-
ships ranging from $500 to
$12,000, Bullard said. There are
more than 400 4-H scholars at-
tending 34 Texas colleges and
universities.

A favorite part of Roundup is
the 4-H Food Show. Contestants
enter their favorite recipes in one
of four categories—nutritious
snacks and desserts, fruits and
vegetables, breads and cereals and
main dish. Each first-place win-
ner receives a $750 scholarship

Young people take part in
40 contests ranging from con-
sumer education to veterinary
science, Laine said. The photog-
raphy contest and exhibit and the
4-H fashion design competition
are two of the highlights.

In the fashion competition,
sponsored by Wrangler, senior 4-

to develop finished products.

“Roundup is a time for recog-
nizing outstanding young people
as well as adult leaders, alumni
and sponsors,” Laine said. “It's
an excellent learning opportunity
for thousands of youth in our
state.”

TERMITE CONTROL SERVICES

Termites are commonly found
in most areas of Texas and ac-
count for many millions of dol-
lars of damage annually. Subter-
ranean termites live in the soil
and are found throughout the state.
The probability that wooden struc-
tures will be attacked by termites
within 10 to 20 years is greater
than 70 percent in Texas. Termite
attack may even begin within a
year after construction. Proper
treatment of the soil with termiti-
cidal chemicals before construc-
tion (called pre-treatment) will
eliminate the threat of subterra-
nean termites. Few areas in Texas
have pre-treatment ordinances, so
few homeowners enjoy such se-
curity from termite problems.

If you know or suspect that
your home is infested by termites,
retain the services of a compe-
tent, professional termite control
service, because termite control
requires specialized equipment
and knowledge. This article re-
views steps which will help you
to select a termite control service.

Do not panic. There is no need
to become unduly alarmed if you
learn that termites are, or may be,
attacking your home. Termites
work slowly, so your house will
not be ruined or collapse over-
night.

Take your time. Do not per-
mit anyone to rush you into pur-
chasing termite control services.
There is always time to purchase
this service wisely at our conven-
ience.

If you are not certain that your
home is being attacked by ter-
mites, locate reliable pest control
firms and discuss their termite
control services. Arrange a thor-

ough termite inspection, with the
knowledge that prices for inspec-
tion, estimates and terms can vary
significantly between companies.
A proper inspection should in-
clude a written report which notes
the location of areas damaged by
either active or inactive termite
infestations. An estimated cost
for chemical control also should
be included. Determine whether
the estimate is a firm price and be
cautious if it is not. As the con-
sumer you are free to shop, but
treat the companies with the same
courtesy and respect you hope
they will retum as pest control
professionals.

Purchase services from a reli-
able firm. Buy termite control
services with the same care and
discrimination you would use in
purchasing any other service for
your property. Here are some of
the ways that you can investigate
before you invest.

Texas has a pesticide use and
applicator law under which all
commercial pest control firms
must operate. Each firm and each
individual will have identifica-
tion issued by this state agency
indicating their certification.
Contracts and certain other docu-
ments must have the following
stamp or printed on them: Struc-
tural Pest Control Board, 1300 E.
Anderson Lane Bldg. C, Suite
205, Austin, TX, 78752,512/835-
4066.

If a firm offers references of
previous work, take time to check
them carefully. Beware of firms
that:

Association membership.
Membership in the Texas Pest
Control Association is evidence
that a firm has an cstablished place
of business, ascribes to a code of
ethics and has access to technical
literature for training and consul-
tation.

Know the terms of the con-
tract. Ask your termite control
specialist to provide a written
statement of the work he pro-
poses to do and an estimate of its
cost he will give you to consider
his estimate. It is customary to
guarantee termite control work,
either on a year to year basis, or
foramore extended period. Make
sure you know exactly what guar-
antee the firm offers.

Remember that a guarantee is
no better than the person or firm
who gives it to you. A guarantee
is not evidence that a firm is reli-
able. Most fraudulent operators
use a showy contract and a guar-
antee as part of their sales promo-
tion.
