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Changes In
Wheat Standards
Effective May 1

The U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture will tighten official United
States standards for grades  of
wheat, effective May 1.

In his announcement, Secretary
of Agriculture Orville L. Freeman
said the new standards would im-
prove the competitive position of
U.S. wheat in world markets; help
combat restrictive trade policies in
some areas; enable the Commodity
Credit Corporation to better guaran-
tee the quality of grain owned by
the public; provide substantial tax-
payer savings in the export sub-
sidy program; and strengthen the
price of wheat for the farmer who
grows.-a-quality-prad

In general,

or grades—will

dirt, foreign matter and dockage
in American wheat. Quality factors
of weight, soundness and cleanli-
ness can be more readily and more
precisely measured today than in
the past.

Maximum limits are set for ‘‘to-

tal defects”’—damaged kernels, for-
eign material and shrunken and
broken kernels. Total defects in
grade No. 1 have been set at 3
per cent, in grade No. 2 at 5 per-
cent. Limits are also set in the
other numerical grades.
Limits for shrunken and broken
kernels are cut from 5 to 3 per-
cent for grade No. 1 and 12 per-
cent for grade No 4 and 20 per-
cent for grade No. 5.

Minimum moisture content for
wheat graded “tough” is reduced
from 14 or 14.5 percent (depend-
ing on the class) to 13.5 percent
for all classes. The change also
eliminates moisture as a factor in
determining sample grade.

“Dockage’” is recorded in half
percent with other fractions reduc-
ed to the nearest whole or half.
Dockage is material other than
wheat which may be readily re-
moved by cleaning. It is not a
grade determining factor but is
recorded on inspection certificates.

These changes, explains Tom
Aaron, grain marketing specialist
for the Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service, are intended to bet-
ter reflect the quality of the wheat
in the price received by the pro-
ducr, During a transitional period
after May 1, grain inspectors will,
on request, show the grade of wheat
under both standards.

“Accident”” is aone or the most
weary words in Webster's diction-

Y.

It’s stretched to cover auto crack-
ups killing or maiming people for
life, children who die after gorg-
ing on ‘“candy’” aspirin a person
crippled for life after a crushing
fall downstairs, as well as spilling
a glass of milk.

The label “accident’” - credited
with more than five thousand lives
last year - actually poses a stumb-
ling block itself. “It was just an
accident” is a socially acceptable
excuse, even if a person is killed
or maimed for life.

Even accident statistics - by their
diversity - confuse, rather
than clarify the issue. For exam-
ple, more than ten percent of 1961’s
accidental deaths were due to falls,

So what do you do? Avoid stair-
ways or eliminate fires and heat-
ing equipment from your home?
That would hardly seem the ans-
wer.

Accident prevention today main-
ly consists of safety check-lists and
slogan campaigns. But hopefully,
in the future researchers may be
able to paint the true epidemio-
logical picture, much as was ac-
complished in the last ten years
with polio.

Some research has been done,
but the fourth leading cause of
death presents a mammoth and di-
verse challenge. Indications are
that there is more involved in an
accident than just a simple oc-
curence - fall, poisoning or burn.

The most dangerous time of the
day, as far as home accidents go,
appears to be the period immed-
iately preceding the evening meal-
betwen three and six - the highest
point of hunger and fatique of the
day.

Children in families under stress
of some temporary type are more
susceptible to accidents.

As far as cause-effect relation-
ships, little is known. And unfor-
tunately, much of the available
knowledge and just plain common

State Farmers Union President
Jay Naman addressing a meeting
of the Temple Farm and Ranch
Club at Temple commended Pre-
sident Lyndon Johnson for his forth-
right attack on the problems fac-
ing rural America, Naman told the
gathering of Temple farmers and
businessmen that ‘‘President John-
son has indicatd in his farm mes-
sage a profound understanding of
the problems facing the farmers
and rural America.

Screwworm Program
Observes Second

Anniversary

The screwworm eradication pro-
gram has just completed its se-
cond full year of operation on a
highly successful note, and even
more favorable results are expect-
ed in the year ahead.

Only one screwworm infestation
has been reported in the five-state
eradication area since January 1
' The massive eradication
which involves the release
lions of sexually-sterile flies that
disrupt the insect's reproductive
capability, was begun on February
14, 1962.

Since then, more than eight bil-
lion screwworm flies, reared in a
huge plant near Mission and steril-
ized through exposure to an atomic
energy source, have been released
by airplanes in screwworm-infested
areas of the Southwest. This tech-
nique, along with preventive mea-
sures used by farmers and ranch-
ers, has reduced screwworm inci-
dence by more than 99 percent,
entomologists say.

APPLICATION OF NITROGEN

The proper time of application
of nitrogen fertilizer depends on
the soil, crop and type of nitrogen
fertilizer being used.

Let’s look first at the fact that
the major sources of nitrogen in
this area can be classed as am-
monium nitrogen, nitrate nitrogen
or a combination of the two. An-
hydrous ammonia, urea and am-
monium sulfate are nitrogen fe-
tilizers containing only ammonium
nitrogen. Ammonium nitrate con-
tains half ammonium and half
nitrate nitrogen. Nitrogen solutions
will vary in ammonium or nitrate
nitrogen content, depending on the
materials used in preparing the
solutions.

This sets the stage for reaction
with the soil. The positively charg-
ed ammonium jon reacts with the
negatively charged clay particle in
the soil. It will stay attached to
the soil particle until it is chang-
ed by bacteria or utilized by the
young plant. Nitrate nitrogen, on
the other hand, is negatively charg-
ed and will not react with the soil
but will stay in the soil solution.
As a result, nitrate nitrogen will
move both up and down with soil
moisture.

The next item to consider is the
conditions under which the ammon-
ium will change to nitrate. This
changeover starts taking place
when the soil reaches about 65
degrees and the bacteria become
active.

Bacterial activity increases slow-
ly as the soil warms up, thus in-
creasing the rate of changeover.
By the time the soil reaches about
90 degrees, the changeover to the
nitrate form is fairly rapid. Soil
temperatures in this area reach
about 65 per cent in May or June
and will usually reach 90 degrees
in August.

These considerations tell us that
ammonium forms of nitrogen can
be safely applied any time in the
fall after the soil temperature goes
below 65 degrees. Nitrate forms of
nitrogen probably can be safely ap-
plied to our heavier clay loam
soils without any appreciable loss,
since water movement through
these soils is not too rapid. To be
safe on nitrate sources of nitrogen,
they should be applied about the
time the plants will need a good
supply of nitrogen.

Early application of ammonia

ixit"of“convenience. The™
job is done early when time and
equipment are available. You don’t
have to worry about sidedressing
nitrogen when you need to be
cultivating. Too much moisture
may hinder sidedressing.

The question often comes up on
whether it is ever too dry to apply
ammonia—my reaction is seldom,
if ever. If the chisel marks can
be properly covered, there will be
little chance of losing ammonia on
dry soils. Soils can often be too
wet to apply ammonia since it may
be difficult to cover the chisel open-
ing. Poor physical condition where
soil is exceptionally~cloddy may
also prevent proper application of
ammonia.

The main point to remember on
nitrogen is to apply a sufficient
quantity and get the job done. Loss-
es of nitrogen from early applice-
tion of ammonia will be small if
any.

Dear Fellow Texan:

The current -controversy with
Panama is complicating our for-
eign relations with all Latin Ameri-
ca, and indeed with all counties:

Let’s review a little of the back
ground. In 1902, the present Re-
public of Panama was a part of
the Republic of Columbia. We
sought to buy rights for a canal
across the isthmus, but Columbia
turned us down. So in 1902, Pana-
ma revolted from Columbia and
our warships kept Columbia troops
from landing in Panama. Thus
Panama’s independence was ob-
tained with the help of the Ameri-
can Navy while Theodore Roosevelt
was President.

Then in 1903, we signed a treaty
with Panama by which we obtain-
ed rights in perpetuity to a 10-
mile wide strip of land across the
50-mile wide isthmus, and we built
the Panama Canal from 1904 to
1914. Panama reserved what is cal-
led titular sovereignty.

We built the canal at a cost of

Good For ‘64

The food news is good for 1964,
says an Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice consumer marketing specialist

In 1962, President Kennedy order-
ed that the Panama flag could be
flown whereever the U.S. flag was
flown. Now the government of Pan-
ama is demanding in elfect that
we pull out and let them have
that territory back.

Twelve thousand ships a year go
through the canal. Thirty per cent
of them are American ships, but
70 per cent of the goods shipped
in all those 12,000 ships are Amer-
ican-owned goods. We owe an obli-
gation to all the shippers, we owe
an obligation to the world to keep
the canal open. Panama’s charges
and demands are beyond reason;
we will not be slandered out of
our obligation to keep this water.

Presidential

Nomination Race
-~ With national party conventions

- only months away, the pace is

quickening in the race for the
Presidential party niminations.

In the Democratic Party, Presi-
‘dent Johnson is almost sure fo run
again for President.

In the GOP (Grand Old Party)
the race is wide open. The first
person to announce his candidacy
for the Presidency was New York’s
Governor Rockefeller. Soon after-
wards, Goldwater joined in the race
And  just recently, Mrs. Chase
‘Smith, a Senator from Maine, says
she will give it a try. Among the
non didates are Michigan's Go-
vernment Romney, Pennsylvania’s
Governor William Scranton, and Ri-
chard Nixon, former Vice Presi-
dent and presidential candidate in
1960. William Scranton has said
that he has no intention to run,
and Romney says that he has
troubles in his home state of Michi-
gan. Nixon moved from California
to New York, and he has entered
the law profession.

Last autumn, when the Presi-
dential race was getting underway,
Goldwater and Rockefeller were
neck-and-neck, but it would have
been a hard struggle, no matter
who the Republican candidate was,
to beat Kennedy in the election.

At that time, Goldwater had a
slight edge among the announced
candidates, as the best man to run
against Kennedy, but non-candi-
dates, such as Nixon, had even
higher ratings, according to popu-
lar opinion polls, Now, with John-
son as President, the gereral opin-
ion is to have a more neutral op-
ponent to Johnsyn. The Pails show
‘hat Johnson has more support than
‘the late President Kenredy has.
For example, in a recent poll,
Johnson got about 80 per cent of
the votes to Goldwater’s 18 per
«cent, In other polls taken from the
same people, Rockefeller has 16
per cent to Johnson’s 80 per cent,
‘while Nixon, a non-candidate, had
30 per cent to Johnsons 60 per cent.
Nelson Rockefeller’s popularity has
improved somewhat, but Goldwat-
er’s popularity has fallen off.

Whoever runs against Johnson for
‘the Presidency in 1964 will have a
hard struggle, and the 1964 elec-
‘tions will prove to be an exciting
contest.

cy however as there are several
factors in the Feed Grain Pro-
gram that can and probably would
be carried to less favorable levels
for grain sorghum if (1) there is
no wheat legislation and large
stocks of cheap wheat should de-
velop and if (2) some of the pro-
posed wheat bills were passed.”

Currently there are several bills
before both the House and Senate
endeavoring to ‘“‘solve’” the wheat
situation. Some of them call for
completely abolishing the current
Feed Grain Program, others call
for varying degrees of interchange-
ability between wheat and feed
grain acres, prices and markets.

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dirt, foreign matter and dockage
in American wheat. Quality factors
of weight, soundness and cleanli-
ness can be more readily and more
precisely measured today than in
the past.

Maximum limits are set for ‘‘to-

tal defects”’—damaged kernels, for-
eign material and shrunken an
broken kernels. Total defects in
grade No. 1 have been set at 3
per cent, in grade No. 2 at 5 per-
cent. Limits are also set in the
other numerical grades.
Limits for shrunken and = broken
kernels are cut from 5 to 3 per-
cent for grade No. 1 and 12 per-
cent for grade No 4 and.20 per-
cent for grade No. 5.

Minimum moisture content for
wheat graded “tough’ is reduced
from 14 or 14.5 percent ‘(depend-
ing on the class) to 13.5 percent
for all classes. The change also
eliminates moisture as a factor in
determining sample grade.

“Dockage’ is recorded in half
percent with other fractions reduc-
ed to the nearest whole or half.
Dockage is material other than
wheat which may be readily re-
moved by cleaning. It 'is not a
grade determining factor but is
recorded on inspection certificates.

These changes, explains Tom
Aaron, grain marketing specialist
for the Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service, are intended to bet-
ter reflect the quality of the wheat
in the price received by the pro-
ducr. During a transitional period
after May 1, grain inspectors will,
on request, show the grade of wheat
under both standards.

Gov. John Connally and his rival
for the Democratic nomination, Don
Yarborough, spoke to the AFL-CIO

Committee on Political Education,
but neither asked for endorsement.

Labor made no endorsements in
races for state offices. Instead, it
centered its interest on Washing-
ton. It gave strong support to Presi-
dent Lyndon Johnson and Senator
Ralph W. Yarborough and to the
re-election of Texas Congressmen
who support the Johnson program.

Republican candidate for U. S.
Senate George Bush complained
Cope failed to invite Repub-
licans to its meeting.

John Van Cronkhite of Dallas an-
nounced his withdrawal from the
Senate race after what he called
‘“‘unbelievable pressure.” But Gor-
don McLendon, conservative Demo-
crat, said he was in the race ‘“as
solid as a grand piano set in con-
crete.”

Former District Attorney Dan
Sullivan of Andrews provided the
upset of the session. COPE lead-
ers recommended that the group
support former Sen. Robert W. Ba-
ker of Houston for the statewide
Congressional seat now held by
Rep. Joe Pool. Sullivan made a
speech that sold many delegates,
and when it came to a showdown,
the roll call vote was 139-139. As
a result, COPE endorsed no one for
the place.

PETTICOAT POLITICIANS—

A look at the roster of Demo-

cratic candidates for the legisla-
ture shows 404 contestants for 150
seats in the House of Representa-
tives, with 13 of these women. And
three women are among the 83
House candidates on the Republi-
can side of the ledger.
Two of the 16 female candidates
are incumbents—Miss Maud Isaack
of El Paso and Mrs. Myra Ban-
field of Rosenberg.

Texas also boasts a woman state
senator, Mrs. Neveille Colson of
Navasota. She is a veteran with
24 years’ service in the House and
Senate. However, Senator Colson
drew a four-year term last year
and is mot up for re-election.

History shows that women have
had scant success in state elections.
One notable exception is the late
Miriam A, Ferguson, governor of
the state from 1925 to 1927 and
from 1933 to 1935.

Whether their luck will be better
in legislative races in 1964— a leap
year—remains to be seen. It may
be significant to note that as of
January, 1964, the number of Tex-
as women aged 21 and over was
estimated to be a little more than
3,000,000, while their male counter-
parts were estimated to number
less than 3,000,000.

FREE VOTER REGISTRATION
CONTINUES—

Registration ot voters who want
to qualify for free votes in federal
elections will continue through
March 7. County tax collectors are
issuing the free receipts which may
be obtained by direct personal or
mail application.

Holders of the free registrations
cannot vote in state or local races,
in constitutional amendment or
bond elections—only for president,
vice president, U.S. senator, U.S.
representative and congressman-at-
large.

State attorneys emphasize, how-
ever, that the free registration re-
ceipts are good for primary elec-
tions, the November general elec-
tion and any special election in-

volving federal offices during the
coming year. In other words, those
who have them can vote in their
party primary for senator, con-
gressman and congressman—at—
large or in any special election
for these offices, as well as the
general election.

Voters over 60 in cities of 10,000
or more population who did not
get their poll tax exemptions be-
fore the January 31 deadline can-
not qualify for special registration.
Over-age voters in smaller cities
need mo certificate at any kind.
RECORD VOTE PREDICTED—

Although the official compilation
of poll tax payments and exemp-
tion certificates is not due from
State Comptroller Robert Calvert
until the first of April, many county
tax assessor-collectors have stated
they expect the number of qualified
voters to exceed 1960’s 2,594,000.

This prediction does not take into
account registration of those vo-
ters who cast ballots in federal
races only. Registration for federal
certificates seems to be going slow,
but poll-tax registration also ran
slow until the last week in January.

A statement by Pat O‘Keefe, exe-
cutive director of the State Demo-
cratic Committee, indicated that in-
terest in voter registration seems
lightest in rural areas.

Republican party - officials have
not hazarded a guess on the score,
but are hoping 'to get 300,000 Tex-
ans to cast ballots in their May
2, primary, Total of 1962 GOP pri-
mary participants was 135,000.

EMPLOYMENT—Statistics  just
released by the Texas Employment
Commission show that the employ-
ment figure for December was a
record high for non-farm employees
3,305,600. .an increase of 26,500 over
November.

This figure was 67,600 above the
jobholder total for December,
1962.

POPULATION PICTURE—

Although the State Health De-
partment reported an ‘‘Uninterrupt-
ed decline” in the Texas birth rate
per 1,000 population between 1956
and 1962, the state’s population
continues to rise.

Births in 1962 totaled 244,069.
New settlers moving in from other
states accounted for a 200,000 in-
crease, helping to make the popu-
lation pass the 10 million mark last
year. But at the same time the
number of deaths for one @ year
reached an all-time high of 81,118.

Heart disease was the leading
cause of death, accounting for 33
per cent; cancer was second with
15 per cent; apoplexy, third with
12 per cent of the deaths; and
accidents of all kinds, fourth with
seven per cent.

COURT SPEAKS—

Supreme Court: set arguments
for March 18 on a Corpus Christi
case testing whether the new Sab-
bath closing laws can be circum-
vented by ‘‘emergency’’ purchases.

Nueces County District Attorney
Sam L, Jones Jr. pushed the ap-
peal from a Fourth Court of Civil
Appeals decision that Shoppers
World, Inc. of Corpus Christi com-
piled with the law banning sales
of certain items on the Sabbath
when it required purchasers to sign
certifications of ‘‘emergency’” be-
fore buying.

However, Jones maintains that
the certificates amount to a sub-
terfuge, when more than 200 so-
called ‘“‘emergencies’ arise on 6 an
average Sunday.

SHELL SUIT THROWN OUT—
Texas oyster fishermen cannot
sustain a lawsuit to mnullify the
State Parks and Wildlife Commis-
sion order permitting shell dredg-
ing close to live oyster reefs in
Trinity and Galveston Bays.

So ruled District Judge Jack Ro-
berts in agreeing with the position
taken by the attorney generals of-
fice that the oystermen have no
vested interest in oysters belong-
ing to the state. Therefore, they
cannot appeal the commission or-
der.
