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It has been conceded all during
our American history that the in-
fluence of the free press, news-
papers, magazines and other per-
jodicals. have considerable bearing
on the forming of public opinion,
political, cultural, and otherwise.
It is generally realized or under-
stood by the reading public that
in the case of newspapers that
there are various categories of opin-
jon aside from the factual news
stories that are not supposed to
be opinionated. Staff members of
the various papers write the edi-
torials and they are classified as
editorials, and are recognized as
the editorial opinion of the news-
paper institution. These we read
believing they are locally conceiv-
ed and produced. Then a staff
member of a paper may have a
column, and if it is a large paper
the reading public is aware that
opinions expressed therein are the
opinions of an individual, possibly
someone they know personally.
Then there are the syndicated col-
umnists, and there are many of
them, whose columns appear. re-
gularly in certain newspapers
throughout the United States. I
am an avid column reader and I
feel like the people that produce
syndicated columns should on oc-
casion have information or an idea
that might be worthwhile, but af-
ter all they are just what they
are supposed to be, the expres-
sion of the opinion of the writer.

Locally I read Charles Guy’s
column, ‘‘The Plainsman’’ in the
Lubbock morning paper. I like his
style, his loose and easy way of
writing, but I seldom agree with
a thing he says, If I needed ad-
vice on an important matter Char-
les Guy would probably be the
last fellow that I would consult.
“A to Izzard” by Wes Izzard
in the Amarillo morning paper is
another locally produced column.
Although Izzard’s writing is more
sophisticated than that of editor
Guy’s, they both are just about
as reactionary as you can get.
Through the efforts of Izzard and
‘Guy the Panhandle Plains area
reading public have been brain-
washed with the ultra-conservative
bleatings of the two big boys in
the local journalistic field. Like
Barry Goldwater, neither of the
regional columnists can find any-
thing about America or the Unit-
ed States government:to ‘their lik-

to ho n
of their type made the transition
from the horse and buggy means
of transportation to the deluxe cars
and jet air liners without accepting
like improvements in government
and human relations. I believe,
as many other Democrats be-
lieve, that as we have progress
in one area of our national life,
such as in the field of science,
automation, transportation, ete.,

Proper Operation
Cotton Pickers

. Cofton farmers interested in sav-
ing costly dollars on each bale
produced should consider carefully
the way they operate their me-
chanical pickers.

The difference between operatmg
a mechanical cofton picker impro-
perly and handling one skillfuy
may be as much as $14.50 or more
per bale, says Beverly G. Reeves,
cotton ginning and mechamzatmn
specialist, Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service.

Driving the picker off-center on
a row often results in skinning off
pieces of bark from the cotton

difficult to remove from cotton in
the gin, bark may show up in the
sample at the classing office. Cot-

ton classed ‘“bark” automatically |

loses one grade and receives a one
cent per pound penalty in the loan,
he points out.

Therefore, a properly adjusted,
carefully operated cotton picker can

save hundreds of dollars during |

a harvest season. This, says Ree-
ves, should be reason enough for
making ure the picker operator
keeps the machine centered on the
row and does a good job of operat-
ing it in the field.

HS Journalist
Gives Biographical
Facts Of Johnson

The Bobcat Tales Staff would like
to present its second article in a
series on the presidential candi~
dates. The week’s topic is a brief
summary of the life of Lyndon
Johnson.

Our present President, Lyndon
Baines Johnson, was born August
27, 1908, near Stonewall, Texas.
As the story goes, on that same
day his grandfather predicted that
he would become a United States

public service, as both his father
and his grandfather served in the
Texas legislature..

Since money was scare in the
Johnson family, he held a number
of part-time jobs during his high
school and college years. In 1930
he graduated from Southwest Tex-
as State Teachers College with a
B.S. degree.

He taught school in Houston only
two years before he became se-
cretary to Texas Congressman Ri-
chard M. Kleberg, In 1935, he stud-
ied law at Georgetown University
in Washington, D. C. In that same
year he was appointed Texas di~
rector of the National Youth Ad-
ministration; two years later he
i _for Congress. |
d and served ele-

sentatives before being elected to
the Senate for twelve years. He
was elected Democratic leader by
his fellow Senators in 1953, and
remained in the Senate until 1960
when he was selected vice-presi-
dent. As majority leader in the Se-
nate, he soon became recogniz-
ed as a master of persuasion and
compromise. His effectiveness as
a leader was enlarged by the fact
that he was working with an admin-
istration of an opposing party. In-
stead of becoming an errand boy
for a Democrate President, he had
a chance to speak out for his party
and for the Legislative branch of
the government.

When World War II broke out,
he joined the armed forces and
served in the South Pacific as a
lieutenant commander in the Navy.
However, after seven months, Pre-
sident Roosevelt ordered all con-
gressmen in the military service to
return to their jobs.

Four years ago Johnson tried to
win the Democratic Party’s nomi-~
nation for the Presidency, but he
losti to John F. Kennedy. He agreed
to run for the vice-presidency, and
the two men were elected.

For nearly three years he was
our vice-president. He served on a
number of important committees
and often acted as President Ken-
nedy’s representative on frips to
other countries. When Mr. Kennedy
was killed, Lyndon Johnson be-
came President.

Mr. Johnson married Claudia
Taylor on November 17, 1934. They
have two daughters, Lynda Bird,
20, and Lucy Baines, 17. The fam-
ily are members of the Christian
Church.

As National Highway Week and
preparation for the Nation’s Presi-
dential election coincide this year,
it seems the perfect time to tell
one of the Texas Highway Depart-
ment’s favorite stories.

For one of the Texas Highway
Department’s most famous ex-em-
ployees is President Lyndon B.
Johnson.

As a youth of 15 or so, Mr. John-
son worked for the Highway De-
partment near his home town, John-
son City, in Blanco County. That
was back around 1922. The project
he worked on was U. S. 290 and
the average pay was $3 a day.

The boy performed such varied
tasks as running office errands,
driving a gravel truck, clearing
brush and rocks from the right
of way, and helping field survey
parties. Department employees who
worked with him recall, however,
that even then Lyndon Johnson had
his eyes on the future.

“Even then Lyndon always used

to say he was going to be Presi-

dent,” reminisced one employee.
He had big ideas, and he want-
ed to do something big with his life

The story goes something like
this:

The President’s boss in those day

was a J. W. Puckett, now deceas-
ed. Puckett used to pick up young
Lyndon and his other men to drive
them out to the job site in his
work car—which apparently was an
exceedingly rattle-trappy car. And
one day Lyndon commented that
‘“‘riding in this car isn’t much bet-
ter than walking”’—and Puckett
forthwith fired him for such youth-
ful impudence.

0Old acquaintances of the Presi-
dent say that Mr. Johnson always
punctuates the story with a chuckle.
Whether he’s teasing or truthful,
no one really knows.

But nevertheless, it makes a
humorous case when you realize
that today the Highway Department
has designated a special number
for the road which passes by Mr.
Johnson’s home: Ranch Road 1.

Dewitt C. Greer, State Highway

Fifth Freedom

With National Highway Week in
session—and a theme of ‘“‘mobility
Your Fifth Freedom”. . .it is in-
teresting to compare the mobility
freedom of the U. S. to that of
other countries.

The Russians, for instance, have
intricate traffic rules, even though
traffic is extraordinarily light by
U. S. standards. And to get a li-
cense is difficult.

This means, among other things,
that the foreign embassies are de-
pendent mostly on Soviet chauf-
feurs. Very few Americans in Mos-
cow have ever passed the Soviet
driving test. Among other things
you have to be approved by a panel
of physicians, mot merely one; in-
cluded are an eye doctor, a cardio-
logist, a back specialist, and one
who tests reflexes in the soles of
your feet. You have to work out
traffic problems with model cars
on something that looks like a
parchesi board, and prove that you
can take apart and mount on en-
gine.

Traffic accidents, for anybody,
are a very serious matter—and of-
fenders are punished with severity.
Even if you scrape somebody’s
fender you can lose your license
for a year, and if you accumulate
three violations you lose it for life.
In the interest of safety, no more
than two persons are permitted on
the front seat. Late in 1956 two
hospital workers in Podolsk got
drunk, ran off with an ambulance
and went on a joy ride with their
wives. The ambulance hit a bus,
and later knocked down and injur-
ed two pedestrians. The ambulance
driver abandoned his vehicle, and
ran away. He was caught and was
sentenced to 25 years in jail.

Where Are The
Brick Roads?

Where have all the brick roads
gone? You may find yourself won-
dering this as your attention turns
to highways during National High-
way Week, October 4-10.

It wasn’t too long ago that most
streets and even a few rural high-
ways were paved with brick. But
now it is rapidly vanishing under
ribbons of asphalt or concrete.
Brick pavement, once common-
placo in America’s cities and towns,
is_going the way of the

Mot folks really aren’t sorry to
see the brick paving go, however.
They remember how it caused their
cars to vibrate and hum, and that
it’s slippery when icy or wet.

In several ancient parts of the
world, brick-topped roads laid down
by Imperial Rome still are in
use today. The antiquity of brick
roads vies with the antiquity of
history itself. For thousands of
years, men devised no betterr road-
building material than brick, or
brick-like cut stones. Some records
date back to 2,200 b.C. Brick pave-
ment outlasts all others on streets
where there is an absence of heavy
truck traffic.

It was late in the 1800s when
American cities and towns, eager to
get out of the mud, began to
search for a paving material that
would hold up under steel horse-
shoes and wheels. And brick was
the most plentiful and reliable ma-
terial for transforming dirt or gra-

The advent of the horseless car-
riage after 1900 brought an in-
creased clamor for adequately-pav-
ed roads, and brick pavement was
given new impetus. In 1914, there
were about 1600 miles of brick
pavement in the U.S., and by 1924
this had incresed to 4,319.

But by the 1920’s concrete and
asphalt had been developed, and,
more important, methods of build-
ing roads of these materials were
refined.

As more and more multi-lane ex-
pressways in Texas are opened to
the highway traveler, drivers find
that minor changes in long-estab-
lished driving habits must be made.
Two words—one old and one new
—are the keys to safe vehicle ope-
ration on the new freeway system.
The old word “caution’” is just
as important on the new multi-lane
highways as on the narrower ones
they replace. The new word is
‘“‘gradual”’, a word that will help
drivers adjust to high speed con-
ditions of the now expressways.
No matter what you do, while
driving on the expressways—enter
—or leave—change lanes—pass or
pull off—do it gradually.

Many drivers, Texas Highway
Department engineers point out,
are geared to pre-expressway driv-
ing habits. They apply two-lane
highway practices to four-lane sit-
uations.

Up-to-date driving techniques are
a must if the 3,029 miles of Inter-
state hghways in Texas are to
fulfill one of our basic missions—
ducing the highway death toll.

Story Told

A good ghost story is always ap-
propriate, even during National
Highway Week.
And the Texas Highway Depart-
ment can boast one of the most
authentic ghost sories about high-
ways that we’ve heard.
It's the Ghost Light of U.S. 90.
If you want to see it, people who
have seen it say the best van-
tage point is onU. S. 90 about 12
miles west of Alpine in West Texas.
If it’s shining, it will be visible on
the horizon to the southwest, at
the foothills of the Chinati Moun-
tains.
But that’s the thing about the
Ghost Light. It shines now and
then, unpredictably, and it never
shines when anyone tries to trace
it down. ;
For a hundred years, everyone
from Boy Scouts to ranchers and
scientists have tried to stalk the
source of the light. They have
tried to sneak up on it by jeep,
on horseback, on foot and by heli-
copter. In almost every instance,
the light shines brightly asits stalk-
er advances upon it, but each time
the light flickers out.
Legend has it that

the light is

the Chinatis
forever. If this is so, that old
Apache is a mightly whimsical
ghost.

The light is visible most nights,
winter and summer. But capricious
ghost that it is, its behavior is
erratic and it may not appear for
several hours. And some nights
not at all. And when it doe choose
to glow, it may appear a few
degrees to the left or right of
where it shined before. Th Chinati
ghost is manifestly a gadbout.
What could the Ghost Iight be?
There is a choice of theoles, none
very good.

One explanation is thafthe light
is the moon’s reflectionfrom a
vein of mica, But no ich vein
has even been discoverl. And
besides, the Ghost Ligi beams
when there is no moon.

It has been suggestedthat the
light could be caused byhe phen-
omenon known as ‘‘swap gas.”
But West Texas is no swmp. And
geologists discount the ossibility
of natural gas reserve in that
area.

So maybe it's a mige? Why
not? Mirages do occuiin such
stratified air as that reg boasts.
But abide. Mirages, afr all are
reflections of distant artcial light
lights. The Ghost Light ¢he Chin-
atis has been seen nowor more
than 100 years. And @ hundred
years ago, the brighte light in
those parts was a piomr’s kero-
sene lantern—hardly sicient to
refract with the brillié candle-
power of the Ghost Iit, which
sometimes glares likehe  head-
lights of an oncomingrain.
What else might it belhe work
of a prankster? A prajter more
than 100 years old? }ﬁ]y. Well,
then, several generatioof prank-
sters? Not likely. Fortniles is a
long way to hike for gag. Be-
sides, none of the m: kpedltlons
which have soughtthe Ghost
Light’'s source has ted up a
sign of life.

The new expressways are the
safest highways ever built and
every known safety feature has
been engineered into their construc-
tion. However, whether they accom-
plish their full goal depends on a
second ingredient—the human ele-
ment.
One of the new features you will
notice as you enter the modern
expressway is replaement of the
“Stop”’ sign with one that says
“‘Yield”
This new sign has two meanings.
First, it means if the roadway is
clear of vehcles you may enter
the expressway without coming to
a complete stop.
However, if the roadway is not
clear of traffic it takes on the
meaning of the ‘Stop’” sign and
the driver must come to a com-
plete stop. Then when the roadway
is clear of vehicles the river can
proceed.
As you enter the expressway you
will find you are in an accelera-
tion lane. Use it to pick up speed
before  entering  the  main
lanes, matchng yours so that of
traffic already moving on the ex-
pressway.
Traffic conditions on the express-
way are different from the two-
lane highway. First, you do not
have to contend with oncoming traf-
fie. It is similar to driving on a
one-way street with no intersectio

Next, be alert to the signs placed
along the roadway by the Texas
Highway Department. Observe
maximum and minimum speed li-
mits. Remember, on an express-
way it's just a dangerous to be
a ‘“slow driver” as it is to be a
‘speeder’’.

Because expressway speed is
much faster a greater distance be-
tween vehicles must be maintain-
ed. ‘Tailgating’’following too close
to the vehcle ahead—is a major
cause of expressway accidents.

A good “rule of thumb” is to

leave one car length for every 10
miles an hour of speed. At 70, you
must maintain at least seven car
lengths between your auto and the
one ahead. This will give you time
for decision making and action if
the drver ahead does the unex-
pected.
If you experience an emergency
such as a flat, an overheated ra-
diator or engine trouble, remem-
ber the word ‘gradual’—signal
your intention and then gradually
pull over to the shoulder on the
right. Never come to a stop in
a traffc lane.

Take a ten-minute break during
Long stretchs of expressway driv-
ing contribute to fatigue, and make
‘“‘rest breaks’ very essential. The
Texas Highway Department has
rest areas along the Texas highway
system. Stop a few moments and
stretch—take a short stroll and get
some fresh air—then you can pro-
ceed on your way refreshed and
alert.

Continue to dim your lights when
meeting oncoming traffic even
though separated from it by a
median. Also, dim when approach-
ing a car from the year so as not
to “blind”’ the driver with head-
light reflection and glare.

Plan your exit well in advance
and watch for the Texas Highway
Department signs which will warn
of your approach to exit locations.
Slow down gradually as you ap-
proach the exit lane; and, after
entering the lane be ready to obey
the ‘‘stop” or ‘yield” sign.

If you miss your exit continue
to the next one. Under no con-
ditions may a U” turn be made
on a freeway.

By following these simple rules
and adding a good measure of
plain common sense you will find
Texas’ modern freeways are safe,
time saving—and a joy tfo drive.

Whooping Crane
Sighted Near
Cherokee, Okla.

One of the rare whooping cranes
was positively identified this morn-
ing resting on the Salt Plains Na-
tional Wildlife Refuge near Chero-
kee, Oklahoma. Refuge Manager
Lyle Stemmerman was able to
make positive identification of the
bird.

Although Salt Plains National
Wildlife Refuge is on the direct
migration path to the big birds’
preferred wintering grounds, the
Aransas National Wildlife Refuge
near Austwell, Texas, on the Gulf
Coast, the sighting was unusual in
that the bird is far ahead of the
normal migration timetable. A to-
tal of 32 whooping cranes left the
refuge in Texas last spring headed
for their breading grounds in north-
ern Canada.

Until the birds return to Aransas
this winter, it will not be possible
to make an accurate estimate of
the success of this year’s reproduc-
tion.

Under complete and intensive pro-
tection by state, federal, and Cana-
dian wildlife authorities, the whoop-
ing crane is staging an uphill bat-
tle for survival from the all-time

Young County

'Instant’ Coffey
Considered All
American Material

(Editor’s Note: The following
article is taken from the Septem-
ber 25 issue of the Lubbock Ava-
lance-Journal.)

SEATTLE, Wash. (UPI)—Give
him an inch and he’ll take at least
five yards—instantly.

That's the way with Junior (in-
stant) Coffey, the University of
Washington’s top backfield candi-
date for all-American honors this
football season.

The 205-pound fullback from Dim-
mitt got off to a great start last
Saturday when he racked up 140
yards in 26 carries against Air

Force in a season opener.

Ironically, he needed only a short
yard to give the Huskies a victory.
But the Air Force line in a goal
line stand did not give Junior the
necessary inch and the Falcons
won the game 3-2.

But it was Junior’s show most
of the day. In one burst through
the line he ran for 37 yards—and
he carried three Air Force tack-
lers on his back for the last six
or seven yards of that effort.

“That Coffey is unspillable,” re-
marked one punster fan.

Coffey’s performance against Air
Force put him fourth on the list
of all-time Husky rushers. He now
has accumulated 1,106 yards on the
ground. Only Hugh McElhenney,
Charlie Mitchell and Joe Jones are
ahead of him and if Coffey stays
healthy he’ll undoubtedly be se-
cond only to McElhenney’s 2,499

yards before his college football
career is finished at the end of
the season.

Coffey led the AAWU conference
in rushing during his sophomore
season with 581 yards. Last year,
he missed the first three games
with a broken foot and netted only
385 yards rushing.

Coffey is majoring in education
and while he is not an outstand-
ing scholar his grades are ade-
quate.

He is soft-spoken both on and
off the field and is a favorite
among his fellow players.

Last year, Coffey was sidelined
with troublesome feet.
