Census Bureau sending workers
into Texas neighborhoods

Residents encouraged to cooperate

U.S. Census Bureau field
workers are fanning out into
neighborhoods in dozens of coun-
tries and communities throughout
the state of Texas.

The enterprise, which began
March 1, is a 4-to-6 week project
called “Block Canvassing,” and
is a part of the Census Bureau’s
preparations for Census 2000.
Quite simple, field workers walk
down city streets and talk to resi-
dents in an effort to update cen-
sus maps and address lists.

The Census Bureau is actively
notifying local authorities and the
public to allay any anxieties or
misunderstandings. In particular,
the Census Bureau would like
people to know that:

* Most census field workers are
local residents. (It is Census Bu-
reau policy to hire field workers
who live in the communities
where census work is being
done.)

* All Census field workers

carry identification (which is a
red-white-blue badge with the
official Census Bureau emblem).

* All Census employees take an
oath to protect the privacy of any
information they gather.

* All Census employees receive
a background check by law en-
forcement authorities.

* Census field workers in this
project are checking residential
addresses. They may knock on
doors to directly verify addresses.

The Census Bureau reminds
everyone that accurate census in-
formation is vitally important for
all Texas residents. The state’s
representation in the U.S. Con-
gress is based directly on census
figures. Furthermore, federal rev-
enue sharing with state and city
agencies for roads, schools, pub-
lic health, housing, community
centers, and many other social

From the United States Department of Agriculture,
Agricultural Stabilization & Conservation Service

CROPS ACREAGE RE-
PORTS—If you have acreages
of small grains planted for graz-
ing, harvest for grain, or both,
now is the time to begin filing
acreage reports.

The final date to file an acre-
age report for 1999 small grain
crops is May 3rd.

If the expected grazing from
the small grain crop, (if you
grazed it or intended to, but didn’t
because no grazing was avail-
able) was less than you normally
get from small grain grazing, you
need to file an FSA-574 which
will serve as your notice of loss
for NAP (Non-Insured Assis-
tance Program) purposes.

ASSISTANCE—The Fiscal
Year 1999 Budget Bill included
$2.375 billion for emergency fi-
nancial assistance to farmers who
suffered losses due to natural di-
saster.

Farmers are eligible for com-
pensation either for losses suf-
fered to the 1998 crops ( single
year) or losses in any three or
more crop years between 1994
and 1998 (multi-year.)

Farmers can receive payments
under either the single year or
multi-year provisions, but not
both and USDA will make pay-
ments at the higher of the two
levels. In addition, up to $400
million will be used as an incen-
tive for farmers to buy higher lev-
els of crop insurance coverage.

All farmers will get special
25%-35% premium discount on
by-up insurance in the future.
Payments to farmers will be pro-
rated so that payments do not ex-
ceed program requirements and
budget limitations.

Sign-up will begin after we
have received crop insurance and
other information via a computer
download. We will let you know
when this happens so you can

TANCE PROGRAM (LAP)
EXTENDED—The sign up pe-
riod for this program has been
extended at least 30 days from the
Friday, February 5, 1999 dead-
line.

If you had
grazing losses on native or im-
proved pasture and /or sudan pas-
ture and have not completed an
application, please call for an ap-
pointment.

Also, for those of you who
have completed an application
and were expecting a payment the
end of February or first of March,
the payments will now be delayed
by approximately one month.

K _ROP INS ‘EEX-
TENDED—New disaster legisla-
tion has authorized $400 million
as an incentive for producers to
purchase or increase crop insur-
ance coverage. This incentive is
expected to pay approximately
30% of the producer-paid pre-
mium for 1999.

To ensure that all farmers have
the opportunity to benefit from
this onetime premium reduction
for 1999, crops with a sales clos-
ing date between July 31, 1998
and February 15, 1999 now have
anew sales closing date of March

15, 1999.

Dry, windy conditions persist—

Wildfire numbers down but
extreme caution advised

Dusty, dry, and dormant con-
ditions persist in West Texas but
man caused wildfires were mini-
mal for February.

“People are really becoming

| conscience of the drought situa-

tion and are displaying more cau-
tion using fire as a tool,” com-
mented Jan Davis, Information
Officer with the Texas Forest Ser-
vice.

Citizens are practicing more
care when welding and burning
trash. Landowners are building
better fuel breaks when perform-
ing controlled burns.

Communities need to remain
alert to the extremely high dan-
ger of fire. Although wildfire oc-
currences in the last two weeks
have been low, gusty winds and
lack of rainfall continue to turn
rural land vegetation into kin-
dling.

Eighteen counties in Central-
West Texas have declared burn-

ing bans. Though Runnels County
is not under a burn ban at this
time, you should check first with
local fire or sheriff departments
before lighting a fire outdoors.

Outdoor burning during a fire
ban is dangerous and a punishable
offense.

Those living in rural areas can
further protect themselves from
wildfire by permanently keeping
debris and tall dry vegetation at
least thirty feet from structures.
“This may keep a fire from burn-
ing close to your home and pro-
vide operating room for fire fight-
ing personnel should a wildfire
occur,” says Davis.
