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High speed chase ends
with arrest of Abilene man

On May 1, at approximately
11:34 p.m., Officer Michelle
Denton of the Winters Police De-
partment attempted to stop a
white 1966 GMC pickup on south
Main after receiving a report of
the driver possibly being intoxi-
cated.

Before Officer Denton at-
tempted to stop the vehicle, she
pulled alongside the truck to ob-
serve the driver who then made
an aggressive move and jerked his
truck toward Officer Denton’s
patrol vehicle. Officer Denton
then activated the emergency
lights and tried to stop the vehicle.

After the driver refused, Of-
ficer Denton activated the sirens
and advised dispatch that the
driver was refusing to stop. The
driver then accelerated at a high
rate of speed and continued north
on north Main.

Winters PD Officer Mark
Welander was at US 83 and Gate-

way and attempted to stop the
driver by activating his emer-
gency lights. The driver of the
truck then made an aggressive
move towards Officer Welander’s
patrol car, “just missing it,” ac-
cording to Winters PD Sergeant
Alfredo Sanchez.

The truck then continued
northbound on US 83 at a higher
rate of speed.

Sergeant Sanchez then assisted
and became the lead vehicle in the
pursuit until Department of Pub-
lic Safety Trooper Scott Warren
could catch up and assist.

The driver of the truck reached
speeds of 105 mph and, accord-
ing to Sanchez, was weaving all
over the road.

During the pursuit, the driver
drove into on-coming traffic. Ser-
geant Sanchez and Trooper War-
ren drove ahead of the pickup in
an attempt to warn on-coming

traffic of the truck that was ap-
proaching.

As the pursuit entered Tuscola,
law enforcement officers were
then assisted by Taylor County
Sheriff’s department and DPS

A certain key word has filtered
back into the common vernacu-
lar, and | don’t like it!

If you have read many news
articles about gasoline prices and
oil companies lately, you’ve seen
it. Oh sure, you have to really be
looking for it to see or hear it, but,
rest assured, it’s out there.

It has been about 20 years since
I last saw it used so many times in
any one publication, but I just saw
it used 6 or more times in a na-
tional news magazine.

You may remember it. It be-
came so popular in the late 1970°s
and early 1980’s that they named
a tax after it. Sound familiar...

The word is “windfall.”

With oil prices jumping back
up as they have, it has become
typical to see that our business is
“experiencing a windfall” or that
the “windfall hasn’t altered drill-
ing expectations,” and so on.

The word can be very danger-
ous. The public begins to believe
that the oil patch has “reaped a
tremendous booty from this wind-
fall,” and the next thing you know,
there are hearings, regulatory pan-
els, and everything else imagin-
able looking into the alleged
‘windfall.” What usually follows
is public shame, name-calling, and
calls for retribution against the
evil oil and gas empire.

These types of things have been
known to end badly and possibly
resultin something called the Fed-
eral Excise Tax, a.k.a., the “wind-
fall profittax.” We should all shud-
der at the thought.

As usual, our business is not
doing enough to educate the pub-
lic. What great help it would be if
someone would gently remind
everyone that prices have not yet
returned to levels of 1997 and real
prices after inflation are still near
all-time lows.

[ know I should rationally ex-
pect it all to blow over. It’s just
that I am still haunted by the spec-
ter of filling out three forms for
every barrel produced to account
for what was old oil, new oil, and
special oil. The added insult of
spending hours calculating taxes
due then having to pay them on
the basis that somehow profits
could be unfair when collected
fairly is too much to bear.

It was in the early 70’s. I was
visiting a priest friend of mine by
the name of Pat Kelly. He was
serving as Chaplain to a Catholic
Women’s College near St. Joseph,
Minnesota. He took me to lunch
at the school cafeteria. The room
was full of students, and the noise of them talking and eating. As we
were eating and talking, he interrupted the flow of our conversation to
say, “Jim, I want you to hear something.” He got up from the table,
went over to the huge nickelodeon, put in a quarter, and came back to
our table.

From that music box came the voice of Judy Collins singing a song
with no accompaniment. Just her voice — clear, beautiful, and simple
— no vibrato. A hush came over the whole room. People stopped
talking. Stopped eating — at least not so noisily. And I heard, really
“heard” for the first time, the hymn “Amazing Grace.”

The power of a song — a hymn song. I can still hear it coming up
from my well. It is truly a sacred song. And it lasts. I truly believe it is
sung in Heaven, as well as all over the earth. It was written in 1779 by
John Newton, an ordained minister of the Anglican church at the little
village of Olney, near Cambridge, England.

He wasn’t always a minister. Far from it. He had left school at the
age of 11 to become a sailor. Eventually, he became involved in the
horrible practice of capturing natives from West Africa and then
selling them as slaves to markets all around the world. But, one day the
grace of God put fear into the heart of the slave trader. A fierce storm
came up. As he put it, “I stood helpless and hopeless upon the brink of
an awful eternity.” He saw that his “grand enemy” had seduced him to
willfully renounce and cast away his faith in God and to “involve
himself in the most complicated crimes.” This “wake-up call” led
Newton to read the book “The Imitation of Christ” by Thomas a’
Kempis. God used this book and led him to a genuine conversion and
a dramatic change in his way of life.

He became a powerful preacher. Influenced his whole generation.
And, because he felt that worship services needed simple “heartfelt
hymns rather than the traditional liturgical singing of the psalms,
began to write his own, one of which is “Amazing Grace.” It is truly
an autobiographical hymn, the story of his life of faith. And, because
it was born of his soul, touches the souls of us all...deep.

Even those of us who are mentally disabled. Henry Nouwen in his
book “Our Greatest Gift” writes about Moe. Moe was born with
Down’s syndrome and was cared for, lovingly, at his home. In his early
40’s, he came to Daybreak, a religious community that continued his
care. It was agreat challenge to care for him, a challenge at once painful
and joyful. A challenge to Henry.

After Moe died, Nouwen writes, “Among the things I remember
most about Moe are his generous hugs. Often, he would walk up to me
with both hands stretched out and ready for a big embrace. As he held
me, he would whisper in my ear ‘Amazing Grace,’ his cue for me to
sing his favorite song with him.

“Moe’s illness — Down’s syndrome and Alzheimer’s disease —
showed in a dramatic way the journey we must all make somewhere,
somehow. At the end of that journey, what do we finally see? A person
who has lost all human abilities and has become a burden for
everyone...or a child of God, a pure instrument of grace... Now that
Moe is gone, | keep hearing his persistent words — ‘Amazing Grace’
as God’s way of announcing to me the mystery of Moe’s life and of all
people. Moe was an ‘instrument of grace.”

And then, one more story. It was Sunday morning of the West Texas
Rehab Trail Ride. | was doing the service. One of the riders had a guitar
and offered to lead singing. The last song we were to sing was
“Amazing Grace.” He introduced the song this way. “I was at Billy
Bob’s big saloon in Fort Worth. It was a big gathering of black-leather
clad motorcycle riders. It was late. Willie Nelson was there, and it was
time to close. Willie got up, and started to play and sing...“Amazing
Grace.” The room was transformed. The clink of the beer bottles, and
the loud noises of the folks there..
religious gathering, we all Jomed in singing that sacred song.

Amazing...Grace is. Worth singing. Now.

Mothers Day will be twice as
nice for Christy Bearden this
year — and it’s only her first!
“I’'m so excited. I think it will
be the most special I'll ever
have,” she says.

Christy is the mother of
beautiful 16 week old twins,
Zack and Zane. Born ten weeks
prematurely, the boys spent six
and a half weeks in neonatal
care at Abilene Regional Hos-
pital before Mom and Dad
could bring them home.

Now alert and boisterous, the
boys weigh 10 1bs. each and are
22 inches long. Due to their pre-
mature birth, they are still ane-
mic and take medication. They
have blood drawn once a week
and Home Health comes three
times a week.

But Christy reports, “They
are getting little personalities. |
just love it when they shoot you
a little smile.” Zane has the
passive personality. “He’s our
social baby. You stick out your
tongue and he’ll laugh and
laugh.”

Zack on the other hand “is
our wild child. There’s no wait-
ing with him. [ want it now and
[ want it 10 minutes ago. You
can hear him in the next
county.”

When asked who the boys
take after, Christy was quick to
reply that Zane looks like her
and Zack looks and acts like his
dad! Dad is Chris Bearden, a
high school teacher and coach.

“He is so good,” Christy says
proudly. “He’ll stay home and
tell me to get out (on the week-
ends). He knows just as much
as I do (about taking care of the

boys) — he’s such a good dad.”

“I couldn’t be half the mother
I am without him. Whenever
he’s home, he’s picking up and
doing the dishes — he’s a very
special guy.” In fact, Chris is
staying home with the boys for
six weeks this summer while
Christy teaches summer school.

Mom and the boys have
taken one walk in the stroller
when the weather was really
pretty. And they took Dad to

time out, a week ago. There
can’t be any Wal-Marts or malls
yet though, as they need to avoid
crowds due to the boys’ medi-
cal conditions.

Of course there is
medication and about 20 diapers
plus baths when dad gets home
at night. “They run the house,”
laughs Christy.

so light-hearted time. When her
water broke, “I knew I wasn’t
ready yet — [ almost broke
down. Chris and I prayed all the
way to Winters. God took over.
I think back and my personality
would have been to panic.

“He took care of me that way.
I believe God sends angels to
you — He did me and I was re-
ally happy through the whole
time. When I heard Zane cry it
was such a relief. Zack didn’t
cry for a while and everything
stopped and then he cried. I
said, ‘Oh, thank you God.” It
was a big relief.”

But that relief was short-
lived. “We almost lost Zane a
couple of times right in front of
our eyes. He’s so healthy and
happy now — it’s hard to be-
lieve he didn’t have oxygen
(when his lung collapsed) and
his heart rate dropped to noth-
ing — he was turning blue.
They were working on him,

unable to get him to breathe and
you wonder how long is too
long?”

“I believe if you don’t have
God in your life you couldn’t
make it through. I remember
Linda Mitchell telling me, “I
don’t think God will take them
from you,” and Fran Kidwell
whispered in my ear Romans
8:28 —about good comes to all
who love God.

“I was up all night one night
and Chris came in about 5 a.m.
I was exhausted and all this hap-

B pening — he just said it will be

okay, reassuring me. He’d bring
me back up again. We’d have
to do that for each other. I think
you’ve got to be on your knees

"before you can grow. And we
have grown in our marriage and
through this.”

“I remember the first night
(she’d not be staying at the hos-
pital) and I stayed until mid-
night. When I left I cried and
cried and cried. I didn’t think I
could do it.”

When they brought the boys
home, reality set in. “The envi-
ronment changed for the boys.
When they were in their own
bed, we’d be spending one hour
a night sleeping. I'd be putting
pacifiers in, holding — rocking.

“Finally, we just brought
them to bed with us. It’s peace-
ful now — and the only way we
get any sleep. Chris keeps tell-
ing me we need to move them
back to their own bed — but we
haven’t,” she laughs.

“You’ve got to have a sense
of humor — don’t worry about
the little things. Relax and have
faith,” says Christy. “It’s a
miracle — a gift — childbirth.
Raising children is such a re-
sponsibility — but followed by
such happiness.

“I think being a mother is the
greatest challenge anyone will
ever have. It’s the single great-
est gift from God you could ever
have whether you adopt, have a
foster child or your own,”

Wait ’till the storm is over

Have you ever gone through a
time of great turmoil? Perhaps a
natural disaster or even a war.

This question was asked in our
Sunday school class recently, and
I recalled standing on the porch
watching a hail storm. It was fright-
ening.

What can we do in times of
crisis and distress? We need to
take shelter and make preparation
for our safety. Troubled times
come to all of us and we need to
remember that God is with his
people in the midst of any diffi-
culty.

I have in my possession a letter
that was written to my brother-in-
law, a retired school teacher, who
lived in Florence, Arizona. The
letter was from his friend who had
retired and moved to Lakeland,
Florida, to run right straight into a
hurricane.

What does one do when there is
nothing leftbut waiting? Mr. Dodd
picked up his pen and paper and
sent the story to his friend.

“Waiting for hurricane Donna
and thinking of nothing better than
to write someone about its devel-
opment. While we were in the
A&P store about eleven o’clock
the radio announced that Donna
was passing over the Keys and
was veering northward which
might bring it close to Tampa.

“When we got back to the house
| began summarizing what I
deemed expedient precaution. We
had food, flashlights and extra
batteries, candles, canned heat and

 little stove in which to use it.

Everything outside was inside.

“We had been advised that a
car should not be left in the open
because of falling trees and fly-
ing debris. I called a friend who
has a garage but no car. His son
has a “city’ in the garage. From
his description, it must be a mas-
terpiece — it takes up the entire
garage. Public storage is over
flowing. We moved the cardown
the drive between my house and
neighbors, close to the cement
cottage.

“4:00 p.m. — Just announced
Donna is now headed east of
Tampa. The wind has picked up
considerably and is singing weird
tunes as it huffs and puffs through
the trees and around the house.
Local radio just announced that
Donnais adistinct threat to Lake-
land. All people were asked to
get off the streets as soon as pos-
sible. All stores will be vacated
and closed by six o’clock.

“4:50 p.m. — Electricity went

- off. Wind is supposed to increase

until abouteleven o’clock. Being
Saturday evening, I imagine the
current will be off until Monday
anyway.

“6:15 p.m.— We had asupper
of hamsandwich, cottage cheese,

applesauce, bread, and honey. The
refrigerator will remain closed
until breakfast. Got out candles
drew bottles, pans, and bathtub
full of water. The electricity came
on and a repeated announcement
that the hurricane was headed di-
rectly at Lakeland. There will
probably be a power failure in the
next hour.

“Wish I could get a shot of
these tossing trees. The tall oaks
at Zimmermans appear to be mov-
ing back 30 or more feet. The
average wind velocity is only
about 50 m.p.h. (TV announce-
ment). I don’t see how those trees
stand. It is raining blue streaks!

“6:45 p.m. — Tampa station
announced that ‘We are very for-
tunate that the eye of the storm
will be some miles east of the city,
probably over Lakeland.” He did
not say a thing about us poor dev-
ils. So far, my reaction has been
somew hat invigorating rather than
depressing. There is doubtless an
element of excitement in experi-
encing one’s first hurricane. The
old timers say that once you have
been through one, you don’t want
to see another.

“I still expect to have a roof
over my head come morning. This
house is solidly built, with roof
sloping up from all four sides, and
with wall plate (and rafters) tied
down into the cement walls with
long steel rods. Houses are won-
derful inventions—in many ways
better than a cave.”

There is no limit to the num-
ber of fields or size of fields that
you enroll. However, the mini-
mum fee assessment is based on
25 acres per field.

At the time of enrollment,
please be prepared to submit a
Farm Service Agency map for
each field you enroll.

At the conclusion of the enroll-
ment period, the Pest Manage-
ment Steering Committee will
meet to review total acreage and
field locations. If the total acre-
age enrolled in the Pest Manage-
ment Program exceeds Steering
Committee guidelines, the com-
mittee may elect not to accept all
fields into the program.

4. Harvest-aid timing

5. Hindsight of happenings in
field

6. Research tool.

Examples of information col-
lected include:

1. Plant population

2. Plant height

3. Number of vegetative nodes

4. Status of fruiting nodes.

Scouting will begin when cot-
ton is up and will continue
through August.
