Seeing Eye to Eye

Dr. Carter, one of four surgeons at Texas Midwest Eye Center in
Abilene, has been doing cataract surgery at North Runnels Hospital in Winters for almost a year.

Physician serves Winters area by
performing cataract surgery at NRH

Residents of Winters and the
surrounding area don’t need to
travel far for cataract surgery,
thanks to North Runnels Hospi-
tal and Dr. Troy Carter.

Troy Carter, M.D. has been do-
ing cataract surgery in Winters
now for eleven months. He was
approached about a year and a
half ago by North Runnels Hos-
pital about the possibility of do-
ing cataract surgery in Winters to
support the community and the
hospital.

Fortunately for Winters, he
gladly obliged.

Midwest Surgical Services, a
national medical supply company,
provides the equipment needed
for surgery, allowing Dr. Carter to
perform no-stitch small incision
cataract surgery in the same way
performed in Abilene and Dallas.

Dr. Carter has teamed with Dr.
Mike Bacigalupi, regional optom-
etrist in Ballinger, to provide pre-
operative cataract screening. Pa-
tients can either see Dr. Bacigalpi

in Ballinger or at North Runnels
Hospital in Winters to decide if
cataract surgery would be benefi-
cial for their vision. Patients in
need of surgery are then seen by
Dr. Carter at NRH and scheduled
for surgery the following month.
Dr. Bacigalupi at NRH then con-
tinues all post-operative care.

“We’re very fortunate to have
a specialist with such an excellent
reputation traveling to Winters
and serving us in this capacity,”
says Dr. Keith Boles, staff mem-
ber of NRH. “it certainly is much
more convenient for our citizens
to be treated for cataracts here in
Winters rather than traveling out-
of-town.”

Dr. Boles stresses that if a pa-
tient is currently being seen for
eye disease other than cataracts,
it is best to continue regular ap-
pointments with that physician.

At NRH, Dr. Carter is only
equipped to perform cataract
screening and surgery.

Dr. Carter is one of four sur-

geons at Texas Midwest Eye Cen
ter, Abilene’s largest group of in-
dependent ophthalmologists lo-
cated at 1750 Pine Street. He is
also on the staff of Zale Lipshy/
Southwestern Medical School in
Dallas.

He is originally from Lake -
Worth outside Ft. Worth, and
graduated from Texas Tech Uni
versity as an undergraduate, the
University of Texas at San Anto-
nio Health Science Center for
medical school, and then Scott
and White in Temple for ophthal-
mology residency.

Dr. Carter has been married to
Kathy Carter, originally from
Amarillo, for eight years and they
have one son, Caleb, who is three
years old. He and his family are
very active in Abilene Bible
Church, Bible Study Fellowship,
and Christian service.

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QOil Bidness

If there is one thing that is con-
stant in the oil patch, it is the
business’ long-term horizon.

Prices will rise and fall, tech-
nology will come and go, and
cycles will boom and bust, but, if
you or your company ever allows
short-term thinking to dominate
your business model, there will
be a price to pay.

This axiom has been proven
again and again, and 1999 is no
exception.

With prices at their lowest lev-
els in who-can-remember-how-
long, it became very popular to
introduce cost-cutting plans in late
1998 and continuing into the
spring of 1999. Small, medium,
and large companies raced to an-
nounce personnel cuts, capital
cuts, and operation curtailments
around the world. Publicly-traded
companies were the most enthu-
siastic in announcing reductions
in obligations for the future.

Stock analysts and financial gu-
rus applauded the effort as pru-
dent, even bold, with revenues
under intense pressure as they
were. [t was the conventional wis-
dom. It seems every time prices
take a dip, employment, activity,
and expenditures take a hit. It was
the same old chorus in the ongo-
ing song that is the oil and gas
business—no “d.c. al fine” insight
(my apologies to the music teach-
ers out there).

Now come the consequences.
Prices have rebounded and risen
to levels higher than expected in a
few short months. There are still
employment reductions coming
to fruition even as the demand for
more people and more capital are
beginning to echo from the same
management who made the cuts a
mere 9 months ago. And, the most
telling of all, production is drop-
ping below targets in several key
fields throughout the world.

The wailing and gnashing of
teeth begins, now. As soon as the

expected production stream
(cashflow)is negatively impacted,
accountants, managers, bankers,
and shareholders begin to scream.
Their realm is now impacted by
what goes on in the field. And,
what goes on in the field is im-
pacted by lack of long-term think-
ing.

I am no financial expert, but |
do have a theory worthy of such a
person.

If companies would set their
sights on being profitable at $18
per barrel oil and $2.00 gas, these
companies would be able to avoid
many of these fruitless efforts at
laying people off and reducing
spending followed by a frenzy of
hiring and spending. After all,
much of the spending and hiring
is inefficient and is an attempt to
get back to where the operator
was prior to the downturn, any-
way.

Yes, I understand that this is
easier said than done. Kind of like
investing and holding. But, it is a
soundtheory, in my opinion. Shut-
ting one’s eyes, so to speak, to the
undulations of price, demand, and
market perception would serve a
producing company well. Sure,
the company might endure some
reductions in revenue when prices
spike down, but the company
would also reap a benefit from
having maximized production
when prices spike up.

It seems we shall never learn
that prices will indeed rise and
fall, but costs should be optimized
for the long-term at the price mean
that has prevailed over the last
several decades.

Maybe not, but I have hope the
lesson will be learned.

National School Bus Safety Week, October 25-29—

ABC:s of getting to school safely

The army of yellow buses
snakes through urban neighbor-
hoods and bumps along country
roads. Passengers small and large
stream on and off in waves. And
while school has been in session
for nearly two months now,
school bus safety rules are an
issue. This is particularly true as
we recognize October 25-29 as
National School Bus Safety
Week.

“Parents need to make learn-
ing safety rules as important for
children as knowing their ABCs,”
said Dr. William R. Archer, Texas
Commissioner of Health. “Know-
ing safety basics can save lives
and prevent needless injuries. In
addition, drivers need to slow
down and pay close attention
around schools and bus stops.”

Even though school buses are
one of the safest forms of trans-
portation in the nation — nearly
2,000 times safer than a passen-
ger car — injuries and deaths do
occur, according to health and
safety officials at the Texas De-
partment of Health (TDH). In
1997 in Texas, 26 children ages S
to 14, who were pedestrians, died
as the result of motor vehicle traf-
fic accidents.

“Most children injured while
riding school buses are actually
hurt outside of the bus,” said Gene
Weatherall, chief of the TDH Bu-
reau of Emergency Management.
“A bus is surrounded by danger
zones — areas directly in front of
and at the rear of the bus where
the driver may not be able to see
people, especially small chil-
dren.”

Weatherall suggests teaching
children to stay on the sidewalk
when the bus stops to pick them
up and to take five giant steps

away from the bus when they exit.
Children should never touch the
outside of a bus when it is mov-
ing. And parents need to shorten
or remove all loose or dangling
drawstrings, ties, scarves and
straps on clothes, backpacks, and
other items so children will not
be caught by bus doors or hand
railings.

Teaching children to walk
safely also will help them get on
and off the bus safely, Weatherall
said. “In general, children under
age 9 cannot cross streets safely
by themselves. They can’t judge
traffic conditions accurately, nor
do they have the field of vision
adults have.”

TDH advises adults help chil-
dren learn these safety lessons:

W Waiting for the bus:

* Arrive at the bus stop at least
five minutes early. Walk on the
sidewalk, not the road. Walk fac-
ing traffic if there is no sidewalk.

* Stay away from the street
while waiting for the bus and
avoid horseplay.

* Stay out of the danger zones
directly in front or in back of the
bus where the driver may not see
you. Take five giant steps away
from the bus until you see the
driver and the driver sees you.

* Stay away from the bus until
it stops completely.

M Riding the bus:

* Always use the handrail.

* Sit down right away and stay
seated. Keep hands, arms, and
head inside the bus.

* Always follow the driver’s
instructions.

* Don’t throw things and don’t
yell or distract the driver.

* Keep the bus clean. Keep be-
longings out of aisles and away
from emergency exits.

* Wait until the bus comes to a
complete stop before getting up
to leave.

B Boarding and leaving the
bus:

* Never crawl under or around
a bus. If you drop something, tell
the driver.

* If you must cross the street,
wait for the driver to signal you
to go.

* Cross the street in front of the
bus — not the back — and look
both ways for traffic.

* Don’t walk out from between
parked cars.

Adults, too, need to be espe-
cially cautious when driving near
schools, since children may for-
get their safety lessons.

B When backing out of a
driveway, watch for children
walking or riding a bicycle, espe-
cially if there are no sidewalks in
the neighborhood.

W Slow down in school neigh-
borhoods.

B Be especially alert around
the start and end of a school day.
Children may be running across
streets without looking. Pay close
attention around school bus stops.

B Obey school bus signals.
Yellow flashing lights mean a bus
is preparing to stop. Red flashing
lights and/or extended STOP arms
mean the bus has stopped to let
children on or off. Drivers in all
directions must stop until the
lights quit flashing, the STOP arm
is withdrawn, and the bus begins
moving or until the bus driver sig-
nals other drivers to go.

“Stop, look, and listen are still
the best rules for children to re-
member,” Archer said. “Safety
lessons are among the first and
most important students will ever
learn.”

West Texas Ranchers’ Conference to
address possible profit possibilities

This year’s six county West
Texas Ranchers’ Conference is set
for November 10 at Angelo State
University’s (ASU) Management,
Instruction, and Research Cen-
ter. Registration is from 8:30-9:00
a.m. Three continuing education
units (CEUs) will be offered for
those who hold a pesticide
applicator’s license. The confer-
ence is being sponsored by the
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice offices in Tom Green, Run-
nels, Irion, Sterling, Schleicher,
and Concho counties.

“Traditional West Texas ranch-
ing is fast becoming a thing of the
past,” said Jeff Ripley, Tom Green
County Extension Agent and a

conference coordinator. “The
continuing dry weather and low
livestock returns have forced
many area ranchers to look seri-
ously at other income avenues.

Safety Tips for Children

*Look left, right, and left again
for cars and trucks before cross-

ing the street, even. in.a quiet
neighborhood. Walk on side-

*Slow down in residential
neighborhoods. Watch carefully
for excited children who may not
be paying attention to traffic.

*Enter and exit driveways
slowly and carefully.

*If you are driving children
around, be sure they get in and out
of the car on the curb side, away
from traffic.

*Do not wear a Halloween
mask while driving.

“Halloween should be a fun-
filled time,” said Warren.

Financial Focus

Each year, one out of every 1,200
homes catches fire, and most
homeowners have insurance cover-
age. Each year, one out of every 240
cars is totaled, and most car owners
are covered. And each year, one out
of every four people age 65 over will
have a long-term nursing-home
stay—yet only 4.5 percent of these
people are covered.

As the population of older Ameri-
cans has begun to increase, so has the
need for nursing-home care. As a
result, long-term care insurance has
become necessity for many people.
This type of insurance can be an
inexpensive way to protect your life
savings from the devastating costs of
a lengthy nursing-home stay.

In addition, individuals may be
able to deduct long-termcare insur-
ance premiums (subject to certain
limits) just like any other medical
expenses that exceed 7.5 percent of
adjusted gposs income.

Your policy should pay benefits no
matter what level of care you receive,
from short-term skilled nursing to
long-term custodial care.

Parkinson’s, Alzheimer’s and
Senility Coverage: Look for poli-
cies that cover these common condi-
tions. No policy will cover these prob-
lems if they are pre-existing.

Stable Premiums: Once you're
covered, your premium should re-
main unchanged. Most companies
reserve. the gight. to incregse premi-
ums for a group or class of pelicy-
holders, but look out for companies
that historically have raised rates for
policyholders.

Claims-payment history: Be cer-
tain that the company has a solid
track record of paying claims and
providing timely service. Some com-
panies audit and publish their histori-
cal claims track record annually.

Cheapest is Not Always Best:
Many policies have low premiums
and offer features that you may find
attractive. A word of caution, you’re
buying a benefit that you may not
receive formany years. Rate increases
and inadequate service will quickly
negate any benefits of a low initial
premium.

If youeverrequire anursing-home
stay, the last thing you want to worry
about is the cost. Fortunately, our
legislators are beginning to recog-
nize this problem and have passed
new tax laws to make long-term care
insurance more affordable.
