Winters area residents will 
have the opportunity to discuss 
forming or jo ining the under­
ground water district on Thurs­
day, May 11, at 7 p.m. in the Win­
ters Community Center.

A petition is being circulated 
to annex Runnels County and 
parts of Concho and Tom Green 
counties into the Lipan-Kickapoo 
Water C onservation D istrict, 
which is primarily in Tom Green 
County with a small area in south­
west Runnels County.

With the new state water plan 
(Senate Bill 1), there arc some 
advantages to being included in a 
locally controlled water district. 
To join the Lipan-Kickapoo Dis­
trict, landowners in Runnels 
County will have to submit a pe­
tition to the District Board by May 
18. They would then call an elec­
tion to vote on joining the district.

I  By Reg Boles <
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I extended myself a little re­
cently and put some thought (yes,
I am capable of thought despite 
heartfelt concerns of some of my 
readers) into the situation oil and 
gas companies face today, I find it 
to be much like a bunker under 
attack from all directions.

On what basis do I concoct this 
analogy?

I just read the newspaper, 
browse the Internet, read industry 
publications, or listen to people 
talk, and there is little doubt that 
there are few friendlies and many 
potential attackers out there.

Consider these examples.
The U.S. government has im­

posed several clean-air rules over 
the last 5 years. These rules fol­
lowed a decade of continuously 
improved nationwide air quality, 
and the newer regulations pro­
posed taking the successful 
1980-era requirements to some 
new extremes. The problem, in 
my opinion, is that many of those 
new regulations have imposed a 
burden that has serious economic 
consequences with miniscule im­
provements in the margin of air 
quality.

I don’t mind paying for clean 
air, however, the cost should re­
flect the result.

One of the higher profile regu­
lations was the imposition of re­
quiring the addition of MTBE 
(can’t remember what chemical 
compound that stands for but suf­
fice to say it is an additive to 
gasoline that makes it cleaner) to 
gasoline In metropolitan areas. 
Two problems: it makes gasoline 
a nickel to a dime higher per gal­
lon (that translates to billions of 
dollars in the U.S.) and it is toxic 
in its unburned form. Now, with 
some situations where MTBE has 
found its way into locations other 
than gasoline tanks, the U.S. gov­
ernment has mandated that it no 
longer be used.

The result (this is where the 
attack comes into play) is that 
environmentalists, lawyers, and 
the public blame the oil and gas 
busine.ss for bringing the toxic 
MTBE into their neighborhoods. 
The government stands by with 
the same shock that oil and gas 
companies would do this to their 
people while conveniently ignor­
ing their own culpability in the 
situation.

The government also has a 
nasty habitofrequiringsomething 
before there is sufficient infra­
structure or capability to accom­
plish it. J ust ask state governments, 
schools, and welfare workers 
about unfunded and impossible 
mandates. The most recent ex­
ample in our business is the re­
quirement to lower sulfur in die­
sel to 15 parts per million (ppm).

There are only a handful of 
refineries that can deliver 15ppm 
sulfur diesel, while the rest of the 
refining industry is racing to 
modify their plants to meet this 
mandate. The cost is in the bil­
lions for refiners and truckers 
(higher diesel prices), and the 
timetable for achieving the new 
requirement was impossible from 
the beginning. Not to mention that 
the air improvement to come from 
15ppm sulfur is debatable at best. 
The one thing you can be sure of: 
the oil and gas industry will be 
blamed for the higher diesel prices 
and the shortages that will result 
from lack of infrastructure to pro­
duce low-sulfur diesel.

The government is not the only 
player in this analogy of mine. 
See this space next time, as we 
continue our discussions on this 
topic.

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Moving. It’s a chore. Yester­
day Ramona woke up about 3:30 
a.m. “Barking Dogs” sounded the 
wake-up call, it reminded me of 
an article I once read on “Why 
Dogs Bark.” It was not about dogs 
who bark when a stranger is 
around. It was about dogs who 

bark most of the time. The author called them “Untamed Teen-Agers,” 
who like to make a lot of noise to call attention to them. What they need 
is discipline. I agree.

Anyway, she got up and started packing dishes. Which is the hardest 
part. Kitchen is her territory, and nobody can do it but her, So-by the 
time I woke up, she had packed most. So much that I ate my eggs with 
a plastic fork. Not a good way for me. But, I survived.

The big stuff-davenports, recliners, dressers, refrigerators-are the 
easy part. And folks have been so helpful with these.

But— clothes. We were raised in the depression. You wore clothes 
until they truly wore out. We don’t have any “wore-out” clothes. So- 
we have too many. And we have to keep some clothes for cold weather, 
becau.se we’ll probably .spend our next Christmases up north. So-what 
to keep. What to give away. What to just dump.

A good friend of mine once said, “If you don’t wear a garment at 
least once a year-throw it away. You don’t need it.” It is truly good 
advice-but one I find hard to keep. So-we stuff the clothes in 
wardrobes and boxes and carry them to the next place. Lord, have 
mercy.

For preachers-at lea.st many of them-mo.st of all...me, books arc 
important. We are kind of “book-a-holics’’-addicted to books. And 
Church Publishing Houses know it. They .set up booths at every 
gathering of 25 or more clergy. They send you stuff in the mail- 
advertizing the latest revelations of some popular author.

And we are dumb enough to buy them. None are very cheap. Our 
walls are lined with bookcases full of them. It’s an addiction.

And then comes moving day-what to do with these books. If I lived 
to be a 150 years old, and read a book a w eek-l’d not finish the ones 
I’ve got. A Bishop friend of mine who had a large library-at least a 
thou.sand books, called a Seminary and offered them his whole library. 
The librarian and his helpers came and went through the whole library. 
Then they reported to him-who was expecting them to take all, if not 
most of them. “We’ll take these three,” and thanked him for his gift.

But the Bishop was still stuck-the victim of his own addiction.
Most books preachers buy today have the shelf-life of 6 months-at 

the most. “Lord, have mercy.”
And then there are the little things-the knickknacks that one has 

given to him, or that .she has picked up to decorate a 4 inch space on a 
wall shelf. All of a sudden one wants to cry out, “Lord, ju.st take me 
away from all this stuff. It’s killing me. 1 don’t know what to do with 
it all.”

Well, we can’t say the Lord didn’t warn us. He said, very clearly, 
“Lay not up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth and rust do 
consume, and where thieves break in and steal. But lay up for 
yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor rust do 
consume, and where thieves do not break in and steal. For where your 
treasure is, there will your heart be also.”

He might have added-“because someday you will have to move, 
and-w hat will you do with all that stuff.” A kind of pre­
purgatory...purgatory. Another word for moving.

Well-there is hope. “Some glad morning, when this life is o ’er. I’ll 
fly away. To a home on God’s celestial shore...” And the place will be 
prepared. And I won’t take any stuff with me. I won’t need it there. I 
just hope and pray that each day I’m laying up some treasures in 
heaven. As 1 understand it-they are no burden-as light as love, and as 
pleasing as peace.

In the meanwhile-we fill another box. Knowing-full well-the stuff 
that really matters is our relationship to God and to other people. That 
doesn’t come in boxes. It’s a matter of heart. And hopefully, where our 
real treasure lies.

Emergency grazing on CRP 
acreage extended to June 30

I I C C r r , o r f o r . ^ w  cVl j l lThe U.S. Department of Agri 
culture has extended the emer­
gency grazing of certain Conser­
vation Reserve Program (CRP) 
acreage in C allahan , Coke, 
Concho, Fisher, Haskell, Howard, 
Jones, Knox, Mitchell, Nolan, 
Runnels, Sterling, Stonewall, 
'Faylor and Young counties, ac­
cording to Congressman Charles 
Stenholm.

Emergency grazing was autho­
rized on February 4 and has now 
been extended through June 30, 
2()(M). The required payment re­
duction is 10% of the per acre 
annual rental payment times the 
number of acres totally grazed in 
FY 20(K).

Emergency grazing shall be 
confined to the acreage physically 
located within an approved 
county regardless of where the 
headquarters for the farm is lo­
cated. An entire CRP field, which 
is partially located in an approved 
county and partially located in 
another county, may be grazed.

CRP participants must either 
leave at least 25% of each field 
or contiguous fields ungrazed for 
wildlife, or graze all of the acre­
age at no more than 75% of the 
stocking rate, as determined by 
the Natural Resources and Con­
servation Service (NRSC).
