Residents of Winters awoke to 
two surprises Saturday morning 
—  a wonderful downpour of rain­
fall but no water coming from any 
faucet.

According to Water Superin­
tendent Jack Davis, Jr., who was 
in San Antonio attending a school 
board convention, the water sup­
ply stopped about 8:30 a.m. when 
controls at both water towers got 
wet and experienced electrical 
problems causing them to regis­
ter “full” when they were actu­
ally empty. This shut off the elec­
tronic message to the treatment 
plant which sends water to the 
towers.

Local water department em­
ployees tried to fix the problem 
but were unable to bypass the con­
trols at the towers. A local elec­
trician and another from Abilene 
were called in to repair the elec­
trical problems to resume filling 
the towers.

Water service was resumed 
about noon all over town.

Fire east o f Winters burns home 
to ground; investigation pending 
arrival of state fire marshall

A house fire east of Winters 
burned a two story home to the 
ground in the early morning hours 
on Thursday, June 1, 2000.

1 was perusing a daily publica­
tion recently and came upon an 
article, by a New York writer no 
less, concerning the “emerging 
conflict between Texas cattle 
ranchers and Texas oil compa­
nies” (paraphrased to save space).

The title caught my eye, so I 
took some time to read it. When I 
noticed that it was written by 
someone who’s experience with 
oil and gas is limited to a visit to 
the local gas station, I really got 
interested.

The article discussed how the 
decliningoil and gas business was 
little more than a blip on the eco­
nomic radar screen for Texas and 
as such was fast becoming a target 
for ranchers (and others). The the­
sis was that now that the oil indus­
try no longer had much power, it 
was an easy target for all its past 
sins.

Tho.se sins would include envi­
ronmental contamination, “ex- 
ces.s” profits, and all-around bad 
behavior.

Now, if I dwell too much more 
on the substance of the article. I’ll 
have to credit the writer and the 
publication. Don’t want to do that, 
so let’s examine the issues raised 
by the article instead.

Is the oil business just a blip, 
now?

Farfrom it. While the industry’s 
dominance of the state’s economy 
has indeed decreased, the oil and 
gas business’collective economic 
firepower is enormous and dwarfs 
any other single industry in cash 
flow generated and economic

impact at the community level.
The industry in Texas is only in 

decline in its daily production. 
But, so is the entire United States. 
Alaska is fast becoming an 
also-ran in daily production after 
once leadingeven Texas (although 
only for a few short months sev­
eral years ago). The declining do­
mestic oil and gas production is 
another topic for another day.

Is the industry a target? Are 
ranchers “finally .standing up to 
the big bad oil and gas business” 
only now because of some per­
ceived weakened state of the oil 
patch?

The oil and gas industry has 
always been a target because of its 
deep pockets and bad PR. Things 
in Texas are not all that different. 
Cattle ranchers are indeed form­
ing a group to sue operators who 
have left wells unplugged. This is 
more due to the number of trial 
lawyers who got knocked out of 
the tobacco settlement than a true 
attack by oppressed cattle pro­
ducers tearing away their “bonds” 
of many years of oil company 
pK)litical power.

One thing writers from New 
York ought to learn: don’t start 
pitting Texan against Texan. The 
backlash can be severe.

Ballinger Athletic Direct Danny 
Slaughter reprimanded for incident

Head football coach and ath­
letic director at Ballinger High 
School, Danny Slaughter was rep­
rimanded and given a five-day 
suspension with no pay for an 
incident which happened on May 
11.

In a called meeting on Tuesday 
night. May 30, the Ballinger Inde­
pendent School Board went im­
mediately into executive (closed) 
session which lasted just over an 
hour. Emerging from the execu­
tive session. Board President 
Charles Frerich told those in at­
tendance Superintendent Rodney 
Flanagan would have a statement 
to make before the board voted on 
recommendation of disciplinary 
action of the athletic director. The 
board unanimously approved the 
recommendation. Trustee Herbie 
Dankworth was not present.

That prepared statement read 
by Mr. Flanagan is as follows:

The Ballitificr I.S.D. Administration 
and School Board o f Trustees would like 
to respond to the incident that cKCurrcd 
on May II, 2000, involving Athletic Di­
rector Danny Slaughter. At this time, we 
would like to say that in no way does the 
Administration or the Board condone 
Coach Slaughter’s action and the follow­
ing details o f the incident.

On May II, 2000, at 3:00 p.tH. Ath­
letic Director Danny Slaughter did what 
he thought would he a joke played on the 
off-season team o f about .sixty-one young 
men. In preparation for the Little Olym­
pics, Coach Slaughter had been cleaning 
a starter pistol owned by B.I.S.D. and 
u sed by the athletic department. A .starter 
pistol does not meet the definition of a 
firearm as defined in The Texas Associa­
tion of School Board Folicy Manual un­
der FNCG (LEGAL). A firearm is defined 
as “...any device designed, made, or 
adapted to expel a projectile through a 
barrel by using the energy generated by 
an explosion or burning substance or any 
device readily convertible to that u.se; 
Fenal Code 46.03(a), 46.01(3). "

A starter pistol does not have an open - 
ended barrel from which a projectile can 
be ejected. On the spur o f the moment, not 
thinking it through. Coach Slaughter, 
thinking it would he funny, walked into 
the dressing rw m  with the starter pistol 
behind his hack, and asked the team in a 
light-hearted manner, “ Who has ni>t been 
lifting after .school?" At that time, foot­
ball players pointed to a student. Coach 
Slaughter then asked the .student if that 
was true, and the .student nodded his head

that it was indeed true. At that point. 
Coach Slaughter took the starter pistol 
from behind his back and pointed it at the 
ceiling in the student ’s direction and dis­
charged it. There was a great deal of 
laughter and Coach Slaughter did not see 
anyone who appeared to be upset. Coach 
Slaughter then told the student that he did 
not even flinch when the pistol went off 
and that he would have been in trouble, 
had it been a real gun. At this time, all the 
players laughed because they knew the 
pistol was a starter pistol.

Several days passed before the inci­
dent was brought to the attention o f the 
Superintendent. A t this time, Mr. 
Flanagan (Superintendent) contacted 
Coach Slaughter to verify what had tran­
spired. Immediately following, the cam­
pus principal was informed o f the inci­
dent. Coach Slaughter then voluntarily 
apologized to all team members present 
at the time of the occurrence. In addition, 
A dministration felt that even though there 
was absolutely no intent to harm anyone 
and it was done jokingly, official action 
needed to be taken. Coach Slaughter 
received a written reprimand which will 
be placed in his personnel record. (A 
written reprimand will remain in the 
employee’s personnel file for the life of 
the employee. The written reprimand gives 
administration a tool to further punish, 
e.g. dismissal, .should further infractions 
occur.)

I f a student had committed the same 
type of act “jokingly, ’’ the disciplinary 
action administered would have been no 
less than three days suspension.

With this in mind, Administration felt 
that because Coach Slaughter should be 
an example to the students, he should 
receive equal if  not more severe punish­
ment. Administration will recommend to 
the Board of Trustees that Coach Slaugh­
ter receive a five day suspension without 
pay to commence upon Board approval.

Coach Slaughter agreed to abide by 
the terms laid forth in the statement con­
cerning the suspension without pay.

The Administration and the Board of 
Trustees back Coach Slaughter in his 
athletic programs and will continue to do 
so, but felt that this punishment was nec­
essary due to the nature o f the offense and 
climate in our country today.

Slaughter is a Ballinger native 
who was named the Bearcats 
coach in 1997. He has led the 
Bearcats to consecutive playoff 
berths in 1998 and 1999. He was 
a coach and teacher within the 
Winters Independent School Dis­
trict from June 1981 to May 1993.

Yellowstone National Park is 
an awesome place. Two and two- 
tenths (2.2) million acres. Named 
by Native American Indians be­
cause of the varieties of yellow 
rock in Yellowstone’sGrand Can­
yon. Osborn Russell, a fur trader 
whoentered the area in 1836wrote 

of the “wild romantic splendor surrounded by majestic battlements” 
and wished he “could spend the remainder of my days in a place like 
this.” A Jesuit missionary by the name of Father Pierre-Jean De Smet 
referred to it as “the most marvelous spot of all the northern half of the 
continent.” In September of 1869, three men from Montana, seeing 
Great Fountain Geyser spray water and steam 100 feet into the air 
“could not contain our enthusiasm, with one accord we all too off our 
hats and yelled with all our might.” So marvelous are the wonders of 
Yellowstone.

Well, on May 31, 2000, Aref Hassan, Ramona and myself found 
ourselves in a Bed and Breakfast place just across the Yellowstone 
River from the park. Sometime in the last few years 1 had asked Aref, 
“What place in the United States would you really like to visit?” It 
didn’t take him but a few seconds to reply, “Yellowstone Park.”

So, 1 told him, “Someday we’ll go there together.” 1 was quite 
familiar with the park. My father had loaded up his wife and four sons 
in a 1929 Plymouth, borrowed a trailer, filled it with a tent, Coleman 
stove, bed rolls, and food... and we took off from Saint Paul, Minne­
sota. It was an unforgettable trip, one 1 have not forgotten. 1 have a 
picture of us all sitting on a rock in the middle of the Yellowstone 
River.

My remembrances of that first expedition were: Old Faithful 
geyser, the Grand Canyon of the Yellowstone, and the animals — 
mostly the bears. The Upper Falls of the Yellowstone are 109 feet, and 
the Lower Falls are 308 feet, 2 times that of Niagara Falls. The canyon 
is 1,540 feet deep. Created by a great volcanic cataclysm a few hundred 
years ago. The colors are magnificent: shades of grey, pink, and 
lavender. But mostly of orange and yellow. When 1 was first there, 
years ago, an old friend of my father happened to be there too, and 
seeing the canyon for the first time exclaimed, “My goodness. I’m glad 
I wasn’t here when this happened!” Nathaniel Langford in 1870 
responded with these words, “1 realized my own littleness, my help­
lessness, my dread exposure to destruction, my inability to cope with 
or even comprehend the mighty architecture of nature.” When we three 
saw it, our responses were similar. “Soo big! Sooo beautiful! So great 
is the creation of God” came out of the .soiil of Aref. Ramona and me, 
too. tt

Old Faithful did not disappoint us either. We got to see it “blow its 
lid” twice. The second time it was better than the first. Higher. It 
averages 130 feet up into the air. And lasts for 2 to 5 minutes. We were 
impres.sed. The geyser doesn’t go off every hour on the hour, but it does 
erupt 21 to 23 times every day.

But what took up most of our time was looking for the wildlife. The 
animals for whom the park is home. We saw a grizzly mama and her 
cub... who was climbing up a tree. Through field glasses and from a 
long way away. And we saw a mama black bear and her twin cubs, not 
too far from the road. Her little ones didn’t mind her any better than our 
kids did. it was fun to watch. In fact, the animals are the greatest 
attraction for me. We saw so many elk and buffalo. They really run the 
park. When they get on the road... you stop! And wait. Until they are 
ready to move. Ever try to move a buffalo? And they will come even 
into your yard. Our host Merv Olson told us of the time that a buffalo 
came into his yard, and set himself down on the rock —  under which 
was located the key to the cabin. It took some time and gentle 
persuasion from his pickup to get the animal off the rock so the key 
could be retrieved and the cabin door unlocked. After all, whose park 
is it? And who was there first?

It was a wonderful time together. When we first came to the park, 
we went to a Visitor’s Center in Mammoth. There we saw a video 
which gave some history of the park, and really oriented us to the area. 
One of the things that was said of the park really connected with Aref. 
A remarkable woman said, “There is something about the mountains. 
To go to the mountains is to go home.” It’s true. That’s the way we ail 
felt.

The park was .set aside and apart for the people of the United States 
by an act of Congress on March 1, 1872. The Yellowstone Park Act 
created “A public park or pleasuring ground for the benefit and 
enjoyment of the people” and was to be preserved in its natural 
condition. And so it was. And is. And we three are glad, it was a 
wonderful time. To be together. And to immerse ourselves in God’s 
creation. For a week. Seven (7) days. Just like “In the beginning.” And 
even as God saw it, we did too. And, as the Bible says... “It was very 
good.” So, we say “Thank God.” And praise Him. For “He had done 
marvelous things!”

An Open Letter to the residents of Winters, Texas 

Dear Friends.

.\s all of you know, we in Winters have been facing one of the worst times of drought that anyone 
can remember. Some of our citizens, who have lived here most of their lives, have never seen 
things as dry as they now are.

•A number of years ago, the membership of First Baptist Church, chose to have a water wcU dug 
for the expressed purpose of being able to w ater our trees, shrubs and grass. For the last several 
years we have used this well for that purpose. A few months ago, we again began to use the 
water well as usual.

However, during the last few weeks, it has come to our attention that our use of this water for the 
purpose of w atering our trees, shrubs and grass, has caused some of our citizens to be offended. 
Wt genuinely and sincerely regret that this has happened.

While we were breaking no law or ordinance, we do realize that as a “Body of Christ” we should 
have been more sensitive to the feelings and emotions of our community - and we failed in that 
respect.

As a result, our church voted on Sunday, May 21,2000, that we would no longer use our well 
water for the purpose of watering our trees, shrubs and grass, for as long as the water rationing 
plan is in effect for the entire community. Second, tVe will make our weL water available “Free of 
charge” to any member of the community (for household use) as long as the drought continues. 
Third, we ask that you accept our sincere apology for being insensitive to the over-all emotion of 
our city. As long as there is one drop of water in our water well, we want it to be used for the 
common good of all.

It is our prayer, that God in His grace would open the heavens and pour out the blessing of rain 
that we all need. But until that happens may we draw together in a spirit of unity and love and 
trust in His unfailing goodness.

Brownies learn about variety 
of animals at Nature Center

Members of Brownie Troop 
#338 took a field trip to San 
Angelo’s Nature Center on May 
13, 20(K).

Brownies were given a lecture 
by Rod Dearth on the types of 
animals —  those with bones and 
those without. He further dis­
cussed with the girls the eating 
habits of the animals. Animals 
were categorized into three areas: 
carnivores, herbivores, and omni­
vores. The girls were given time 
to search through the Nature Cen­
ter to find animals that fit each 
category.

Following discussion, animals 
were brought out for the girls to 
see firsthand, touch, and hold if 
possible.

The girls first touched and held 
a grown opossum. Later they

were given the opportunity to 
hold a baby opossum and learn 
how the little ones can hang up­
side down by their tail. Grown 
opossums cannot hang upside 
down by their tail because of size 
and weight.

Rod showed the girls a male 
and female land tortoise and 
talked about their habitat. They 
learned these animals are on the 
endangered list.

The group also touched and 
held a milk snake. Rod told the 
girls how to tell these snakes apart 
from a coral snake and discussed 
what they eat.

He also brought out two differ­
ent types of rattlesnakes to teach 
the girls what they look like and 
how they sound.

The favorite animal for the

girls was the baby opossum. The 
girls earned their “Animals” try- 
it patch by attending this field trip.

After leaving the Nature Cen­
ter, the troop went out to eat at 
McDonalds. The girls had a great 
time playing on the play equip­
ment as well.

Information for this article was 
taken from a thesis, “History of 
Runnels C ounty,” w ritten by 
Houston Self for his degree from 
Texas Tech (1931). He was a 
coach in Winters and married 
Juanita Pentecost, a local girl.

The second section was from 
a thesis, “History of Runnels 
County from 1683-1960,” by 
Glenn Smith of Ballinger for his 
degree from Trinity University.

When drought comes everyone 
suffers. In this section of the coun­
try, rainfall is always uncertain. 
In 1906, rainfall was 37.82 
inches; in 1917, it was 110.61. An 
average for Runnels County is 
about 25 inches.

The first severe drought of 
which there is an account was in 
1864. However, the old settlers 
who were in the county at this 
time, and who lived through the 
drought of 1886, compared it to 
the one of 1884. According to 
their report, it was the worst 
drought prior to 1886.

The drought of 1886 was a 
landmark in the history of West 
Texas. It has not been uncommon 
for old settlers to refer the two 
events taking place —  before and 
after the drought. The drought 
was a giant calamity, as disastrous 
for West Texas as was the Civil 
War with all its privations.

In 1909, the drought of 1886 
was still a topic of conversation. 
In 1885-86, drought cau.sed fam­
ine in this county. People were 
compelled to call for help and 
cattle died by the hundreds.

Beginning in August of 1917,

twelve months. By the end of 
summer in 1918, the banks had 
loaned all the money they could, 
and the stores had been carrying 
some farmers for four years —  on 
credit for three years.

A mass meeting in August ap­
pointed a Drought Relief Com­
mittee.

According to a report in The 
Ballinger Ledger on August 30, 
1918, merchants and bankers 
could no longer bear the burden 
and a resolution was presented to 
the government for help with the 
following facts listed:

• Our cropage has been re­
duced for the past three years, and 
in 1918 there was a complete fail­
ure.

• Second, our country has lost 
50% of its population and 90% of 
its livestock.

• Third, our people are so 
pressed financially that they are 
sacrificing everything on the farm 
and ranch for mere existence.

• Fourth, rainfall has been le.ss 
than normal for three years and 
for the last year it is less than five 
inches.

• Fifth, there is nothing on 
which to base credit that is readily 
convertible.

one could exist in the dehydrated 
land any longer, the rain began to 
fall. In October of 1918, slow 
drenching rains had up to four 
inches, and over 5-1/2 more 
inches of moisture fell during the 
remaining two months of the year. 
The worst drought in the recorded 
history of Runnels County was 
over. (And World War ended.)

Good rains in 1919 sent cotton 
production back up to 47,245 
bales and the renewed prosperity 
brought people back in the county.

Late in October, a train com­
posed of nine coaches “loaded to 
the guard  ra ils” pulled into 
Ballinger from Brownwood and 
“people piled off in great num­
bers.” Cotton prices soared to 
over 40 cents per pound and farm­
ers recouped their losses from the 
drought just passed.

Students should utilize reading skills over break to 
prevent “summer loss”; parents can play a key role

According to a recent survey 
of kindergarten through sixth 
grade teachers from throughout 
the country, 77 percent said stu­
dents return to school after sum­
mer break reading at levels that 
are either worse or the same as 
when they left for break.

Of the 35 percent of teachers 
who said kids return to school at 
a worse reading level, 57 percent 
said they spend more than a 
month getting kids back up to 
speed.

While local elementary Princi­
pal Tammy Bright and third grade 
teacher Linda M itchell, can’t 
verify the statistics, both agree 
that students regress in their read­
ing abilities, especially if they 
don’t actively practice the skills 
over the summer break.

“I can’t start on true third grade 
skills,” said Mitchell, “until 1 can 
go through a second grade review. 
I do agree (with the conclusions 
drawn from the survey), that stu­
dents read too little over the sum­
mer months. They come back and 
if they didn’t read, you can tell.”

The Shopforschool.com Sum­
mer Reading Survey, which ques­
tioned 900 K-6th grade teachers 
in .states around the country, also 
found that parents can play a key 
role in helping to avoid what 
teachers call “summer loss”— the 
loss of reading skills while kids 
are on summer break.

“Parents need to understand,”

continued Mitchell, “that kids 
need to read not only for enjoy­
ment, but for understanding as 
well. Question your children af­
ter they read. See if they under­
stood it—or just read because you 
told them to.

“Children should read to their 
parents, too,” said Mitchell, “so 
they can see if they are under­
standing (what they are reading.) 
If children see parents believe 
reading is important, it can make 
a big difference.”

If parents read to their children, 
Mitchell points out, they are mod­
eling a positive experience. “They 
can model inflection (the tone in 
which the book should be read) 
and enjoyment. They should re­
alize that they can read for enjoy­
ment, and not just to win a con­
test.”

Bright emphasizes the oppor­
tunities available to the Winters’ 
children. “There is the Summer 
Reading Program at the Winters 
Public Library; they can read to 
younger siblings; and there are 
some great magazines for kids 
like Highlights and Sports Illus­
trated for Kids.

“It doesn’t have to be a struc­
tured library book,” Bright con­
tinued, “it can be more enjoyment 
reading, or interest. It’s like riding 
a bicycle— if you don’t use it for 
a long time, you have to practice 
to get back up to speed.”

“Once you (as a parent) start

showing an interest in their read­
ing, they don’t realize they are 
learning—but rather, having fun,” 
said Mitchell. “Read a novel on a 
trip,” she said, “get the whole 
family involved. I remember a trip 
we took and I began reading

“Mom raised me to understand

Originally, Arthur had enlisted 
with the Navy, but due to his aca­
demic background, was encour­
aged to apply to the Academy.

“I’ll give the council all the 
information and then we’ll decide 
whether to pump more water 
(from the old lake) by using elec­
tricity or a gravity flow,” he said.

Davis is 
also quick to add that citizens of 
Winters will remain in stage HI 
of the water rationing plan until 
more definite improvements are 
seen.

City A dm inistrator A ref 
Hassan was out of town and could 
not be reached for comment on 
whether increased water rates 
would be lowered any time soon.

With recent, unseasonably hot 
temperatures as high as 107 de­
grees adding to the miserable 
drought, the local water situation 
had reached a critical state.

On May 25, city council mem­
bers voted to move Winters into 
stage 111 of the water rationing 
plan, prohibiting any outside wa­
ter. At that time. Elm Creek Res­
ervoir, which is 30 feet deep, had 
only four feet of water and Win­
ters had less than eight months’ 
supply of water left. Water rates 
had been increased to deter exces­
sive use and help pay for wells 
which had been drilled to aid the 
water crisis.

The weekend rains helped fill 
empty stock tanks and w ater 
standing in the fields has post­
poned completion of cotton plant­
ing.

CRP enrollment increased; crop insurance bill passed
by Congressman Charlie Stenholm

USDA increases CRP enroll­
ment— T̂he U.S. Department of Ag­
riculture (USDA) will enroll approxi­
mately 2.5 million acres of environ­
mentally sensitive farmland into the 
Conservation Reserve Program 
(CRP).

The announcement by USDA in­
creases the total CRP enrollment to 
approximately 33.5 million acres, as 
of October 2(KK). The current CRP 
enrollment cap is 36.4 million acres.

Runnels County has been offered 
3,559 acres in CRP and has accepted 
3,471 acres.

House passes crop insurance
bill—The week of May 26, the 
House gave final approval to the 
“Agricultural Risk Protection Act of 
2()()0,” legislation to reform the 
nation’s crop insurance program and 
provide emergency disaster assis­
tance to agricultural producers.

Affordability: This legislation will 
make crop insurance more afford­
able by permanently increasing the 
federal subsidy, lowering the 
producer’s premium. On a 50/l(XX) 
policy, producer premium will be 
lowered from 45% to 33% and at the 
75/HX) level, producer premium will 
be lowered from 75% to 45%.

Actual Production History (APH): 
This bill sets a minimum level for any 
year’s production to determine a 
farm’s APH. The average will be cal­
culated with no single year being less 
than 60% of the long-term county 
average yield.

Livestock risk management pilot 
program :  The legislation makes 
available up to $75 million over four 
years to conduct pilot programs to 
help livestock producers manage 
risks.

Participation through coopera­
tives & non-profits: Cooperatives and 
producer associations will be permit­
ted to purchase crop insurance on 
behalf of their members in states 
where rebating laws do not prohibit 
the payment of licensing fees in con­
nection with the purchase of insur­
ance. Policies must be delivered 
through state-licensed companies and 
agents.

Premium discounts fo r  good per­
form ance: The Risk Management 
Agency (RMA) will be directed to 
develop criteria to lower the cost of

insurance to producers who seldom 
make claims.

Catastrophic risk protection op­
tions: Producers who choose full sub­
sidized catastrophic coverage will 
have the option of increasing their 
level of coverage (currently at 50/55, 
and estimated as high as 75/1000) if 
they choose to have payments trig­
gered by area-wide losses.

Limiting double insurance: In an 
effort to combat fraud without 
overly-restricting a farm’s business 
flexibility, the bill would limit the 
INITIAL indemnity payment for the 
first crop of a producer who chooses 
to plant a second crop on the same 
acreage in the same year.

If no indemnity is paid on the sec­
ond crop, then the producer will re­
ceive FULL indemnity on the first.

Increasing fines & penalities: Pro­
ducers, agents, or officials who sup­
ply false information would be sub­
ject to the higher of the gains received 
or $10,000. They can also be barred 
from program participation for up to 
five years.

Northwest Runnels County to 
be hormone herbicide regulated

The Northwest part of Runnels 
County will be a Herbicide Regu­
lated area again this year.

The dates that this regulation 
is in effect are May 26 to October 
1, 2000. All persons within the 
designated area are asked to abide 
with these regulations.

The regulations are as follows: 
That portion of Runnels County 

beginning on the West county line 
at the point of intersection with the 
Colorado River, east-southeasterly 
along the Colorado River to its in­
tersection with U.S. Highway 83, 
thence north along U.S. Highway 
83 to its intersection with the north 
county line, thence westerly along

the north Runnels County line to 
the northwest corner of the county, 
thence southerly along the west 
county line to the Colorado River, 
the point of beginning, is regulated 
by the Texas Herbicide Law. In 
regulated areas, no permit is re­
quired from October 1 through May 
25 of the following year. The ap­
plication of Ester formulations of 
regulated herbicides is prohibited 
from May 26 through September 30 
of each year. The application of 
other regulated herbicides will be 
allowed beginning May 26 through 
September 30 of each year pro­
vided that a spray permit is obtained 
prior to each application.
