Ballinger plumber seriously injured 
in freak accident in Winters

A Ballinger plumber is in in­
tensive care at San Angelo Com­
munity Medical Center after a 
freak accident in Winters last 
Friday.

Joe Martinez, 70, was work­
ing on sewer lines he had dug 
up in the middle of Eia.st Pierce 
Street at the corner of Enterprise 
at 3:15 p.m. on September 15, 
2(KK).

Martinez was standing in the 
approximately 5 feet deep ditch 
in the middle of the street when 
a 1993 Ford Tempo driven by 
Julia Ayala, 7S, o f W inters,

drove up over a 3-foot mound of 
dirt in front of the ditch and high 
centered the vehicle, striking 
Martinez. He was rushed to North 
Runnels Hospital by NRH EMS 
and was later transferred to San 
Angelo Community Medical 
Center by AirMcd I, an emer­
gency medical helicopter.

As of press time Tuesday, 
Martinez was listed in stable con­
dition in the Intensive Care Unit 
at Community. According to in­
form ation obtained from the 
Martinez family, he suffered a 
head laceration broken ribs, a

fractured arm, a broken collar 
bone, and blood in a lung.

According to police reports 
from the incident, no barriers 
had been placed around the area 
marking the work, however the 
mound of dirt stretched over 
halfway acro.ss the street. Ms. 
Ayala told police she noticed the 
dirt and tried to move around it 
but was unable to avoid running 
through the mound.

Ms. Ayala was cited by Win­
ters police for failure to control 
speed.

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Oil Bidness

I, like many others I know, read 
various business newspapers, 
magazines, websites, and other 
publications to gain insight on 
business. Recently, I have heard 
a theory espoused in several 
places that makes me wonder if I 
should every take anything I read 
in one of these publications as 
seriously as I have in the pa.st.

The comments to which 1 re­
fer pertain to the oil and gas busi­
ness, as you might expect. The 
ideas being kicked around strike 
me as almost bizarre, even though 
I might take them seriously if I 
didn’t know a little about the busi­
ness they are discussing.

The particular subject of these 
commentaries is the major oil sec­
tor of the oil and gas business.

Typically, the discussion will 
begin by saying how stagnant 
share prices of oil and gas com- 

' panics have been despite record 
product prices. This part I agree 
with, but it is what comes next 
that sets my head spinning.

In explaining the thesis that oil 
shares are about to skyrocket, the 
commentators will mention about 
how petroleum companies are 
now expected to show a return on 
their invested capital that is com­
mensurate with other industries. 
As we have discussed in this very 
space, cashflow is no longer 
enough for investors.

This is the where it becomes 
harder to follow.

In the interest of showing a 
stronger profit, major companies 
are cutting back on the amount of 
capital being spent on finding new 
reserves, according to the discus­
sions. In fact, these pundits will 
highlight how poorly the major 
companies did in replacing their 
production with new reserves. 
Then, they brag about it as a sure­
fire sign the companies will be 
more profitable in the future!

Profits suffer less if capital is 
not spent, for sure. There is 
greater cashflow with less expen­
ditures. (Capital is not treated the 
same as operating expenses, so 
the effect is less than 1:1 on prof­
its, but that is a topic worthy of a 
discussion of its own.)

The very idea that oil compa­
nies would stop looking for addi­
tional sources of production just 
to show greater paper profits 
stretches the imagination, in my 
opinion. Without replacing re­
serves, companies are liquidating 
and will be able to produce less 
in the future.

Taken to the extreme, a com­
pany will eventually have a last 
year of greater profits before all 
of its reserves run out. Then 
what?

In what quarter or year will 
these companies begin to look for 
more reserves? Each quarter’s 
profits are important, so when will 
these companies risk the ire of 
stock market analysts by actually

investing in their future?
All of this goes to show you 

that so-called expert commenta­
tors don’t necessarily know what 
they are talking about when it 
comes to a complicated business.

Certainly, in this case, there has 
to be some doubt that increasing 
profits today at the expense of the 
future would be the chosen path 
for each and every major oil and 
gas company. But, not one of 
these commentaries 1 read even 
bothered to mention the possibil­
ity that someone might not be that 
dumb.

ing. For 45 years, wherever we 
have lived, I have been a member 

of the local minister’s association. Or Ministerial Alliance. Whatever 
you want to call it, it is the meeting, the coming together of local clergy. 
Anyway, on Thursday morning, I was a guest of the Canton, South 
Dakota Ministerial Association. Our son, Nathan, is a member. He 
invited me to come.

The meeting started with a prayer. Then the Bible study. The text 
was Mark 8:27-38. Many in that group would be preaching that text the 
following Sunday. But discu.ssion was not to help them prepare their 
.sermons. Rather, to personally get into that Word of God and apply it 
to them.selves. There was a lot of confe.ssion. A lot of insight. A great 
deal of sharing, as they considered “If any man would come after me, 
let him deny himself, take up his cross and follow.”

The catholic priest, 76 years old, a man of wisdom, raised the 
question, “What does salvation mean to you?,” and the group was off 
and running. All agreed salvation meant more than making a decision 
to accept Jesus.

In all the 
world, I could have been sitting at the table in the Baptist Church in 
Winters, Texas. The faces were different. But the Spirit and the agenda 
were the same. And the commitment.

As 1 reflected on it, in all 45 years in the ministry...it has been the 
same for me. In each of the places we served: Hardin, Montana; 
Glendive, Montana; Crookston, Minnesota; Odessa, Texas and Win­
ters, Texas. ..the same! What a blessing! Just like the hymn, “Blest Be 
the Tie that Binds.” These words especially: “Before our Father’s 
throne, we pour our ardent prayers. Our fears, our hopes, our aims are 
one, our comforts and our cares. We share our mutual woes, our mutual 
burdens bear...”

Like Psalm 133: “Behold, how good and pleasant it is when brothers 
dwell in unity! It is like the precious oil on the head! “The anointing 
o f God’s Spirit.”

What a blessing for the community, when the ministers come 
together— to pray, to study, and work together for God and commu­
nity.

Allergic Rhinitis
Allergic rhinitis (hay fever, chronic allergic rhinitis, pollinosis) is the 

most common form of respiratory allergy presumed to be mediated 
by an immunologic reaction.

Pathophysiology
Sensitization begins by ingestion or inhalation of an antigen. On 

re-exposure, the nasal mucosa reacts by the slowing of ciliary action, 
edema formation, and leukocyte infiltration, primarily of eosinophils. 
Histamine is the major mediator of allergic reactions in the nasal 
musosa. Tissue edema is a result of vasodilation and increased 
capillary permeability.

Clinical Manifestations
Typical findings of allergic rhinitis include nasal congestion, a clear, 

watery discharge, intermittent sneezing, and nasal itching. Itching of 
the throat and soft palate are not uncommon. Drainage of nasal 
mucus into the pharynx results in multiple attempts to clear the throat, 
a dry cough, or hoarseness. Headache, pain over the paranasal 
sinuses, and épistaxis can accompany allergic rhinitis. It is a chronic, 
recurring condition with symptoms that are dependent upon 
environmental exposure and intrinsic host responsiveness.

A reunion of sorts supports Dr. Hassan’s efforts as City Manager
Editor's note: Charlsie shares 

another letter from  Alex Orr. 
While in Houston there was a re­
union of sorts. Joe Tom Strother, 
Euel G. (Bo) Byers, Jerry Dry, 
Thurman England and I met at 
Goode Company (a seafood res­
taurant) for lunch. This came 
about becau.se Joe and I had been 
talking about it for some time 
through e-mails. It started as an 
idea then just grew and grew to 
the point that we knew that it had 
to be a reality. I am so glad that 
we got together as I recently 
learned that Jerry Dry passed 
away since our meeting.

Joe and I had talked about our 
recalling memorie.s— recollec­
tions— from our growing up days 
there in Winters. We talked of 
those things at our luncheon and 
as I promised to you, I am now 
reducing them to writing for you 
to pass on to .some who remem­
ber from the past as well as those 
coming along later who may en­
joy knowing of what happened in 
those wonderful days which are 
so vivid in the minds of tho.se who 
lived them.

Joe Strother and 1 were talking 
of some interesting things which 
had happened at their house. One 
in particular had to do with the 
time that a burglar broke into their 
place. From Joe: “As long as we 
lived in Winters we never both­
ered to lock a door, even when we 
went on vacations to Dallas and 
Jacksonville.

In all of my sixteen years there 
was only one ca.se of someone en­
tering our house while we were 
asleep. Our older brother, Archie, 
was doing the remodeling of our 
kitchen and back porch in 1936. 
The wooden floors were torn out

and the floor joists were left bare.
Dad was awakened in the 

middle of the night by a noi.se he 
heard. He turned on the bedroom 
light to investigate and was in no 
hurry since nothing ever hap­
pened to really alarm us. When 
he turned on the light the burglar 
started getting out in a hurry. Dad 
heard a loud expletive by the bur­
glar who fell between the open 
floor joists. Dad didn’t try to catch 
him as the man was off and run­
ning.”

By e-mail John Strother adds 
that their Dad got his double bar­
rel shotgun and put a couple of 
shots into a large lilac bush out­
side. Mr. Scaggs, who lived 
across the street, heard the com­
motion and called Nate Terry, 
Chief of Police, who got nothing 
except maybe skinned shins, but 
he apparently learned his lesson 
as he never came back nor both­
ered any other house, as far as we 
know.

From Joe Strother: “I remem­
ber the time that Jess Wetzel hired 
John and me to dig a water well 
in his back yard. The hole was 24 
or 36 inches in diameter. We dug 
with a grubbing hoe and shovel. 
Dirt was lifted out with a three or 
five gallon bucket— heavy too. 
We got down in the hole on a lad­
der—there was nothing to keep 
the walls of the hole from caving 
in on us. There was no OSHA in 
those days.

Citizen speaks of a strange chain of events
Dear Editor,

Notes had been prepared to 
address the City of Winters Coun­
cil meeting on proposed tax and 
water use increases for the 2000- 
2001 budget year, my notes op- 
fxjsed these increases.

On August 17, at approxi­
mately 5 p.m. 1 entered the Wes- 
T-Go Store and ordered food to 
take home to my wife before at­
tending the Council m eeting 
which was to start at 6 p.m. this 
day.

1 had laid a black folder down 
at the booth while waiting for the 
food, it contained all my notes for 
the Council meeting plus Runnels 
County Appraisal District infor­
mation 1 had acquired on my own 
property.

I picked up the food and left 
the Store, leaving the folder where 
1 was sitting, returning a few min­
utes later for the folder and find­
ing it gone was a surprise. One of 
the workers there told me she had 
discovered my folder and placed 
it a top a salad bar and pointed it 
out to another worker named 
Nancy Spill stating too that it be­
longed to Mr. Cercy and that I 
would be back after it shortly.

Old Drummers’ House near 
Rock Hotel to be renovated

Sometime shortly after J.L. 
Heath erected the Rock Hotel ad­
jacent to the new railroad line in 
1909, he had the little wood frame 
building on the western side of the 
hotel built.

wares along with them.
What Mr. Heath foresaw was 

the need for a simple shelter near 
the tracks where traveling sales­
men could display the contents of 
their trunks to local merchants, 
who in turn would place orders 
for goods.

What J.L. Heath had built was 
a simple, one room, wood frame 
building in the “cotton house” 
style of the day.

Unfortunately, it wasn’t long 
after the little house was built, that 
the model Tbegan bringing more 
and more drummers to town. Be- 
cau.se traveling salesmen could 
visit a greater area by automobile 
than by train, the drum m er’s 
house soon fell into disuse.

Ultimately, it would sec service 
as a bootlegging outlet during 
prohibition, a workshop, and fi­
nally over the course of the past 
50 years, it has been nothing more 
than a neglected store room.

Today, the Z.l. Hale Museum 
owns the building and hopes to 
restore it as an exhibit hall hous­
ing a collection of historic drum­
mers’ trunks and merchandise.

Before any of this can happen; 
however, there is extensive work 
that must be done to shore up the 
building and make it structurally 
sound once again. Hale Mu.seum 
President Mike Pumphrey says 
“If something’s not done — and 
soon — we’re going to lo.se this 
building. And that would be a real 
shame.”

Of foremost concern is the de­
terioration of the ground sills the 
building was built upon. Over the 
years of neglect, the wood sills 
were allowed to come into con­
tact with the ground, the net re­
sult of which has been that insects 
and dry rot have all but dis.solved 
them, especially on the western 
wall.

The interior board walls will 
have to be removed and labeled 
in order that new ground sills can 
be once again anchored to the wall 
studs; thereafter, the building will 
have to be picked up and tempo­
rarily relocated to the back of the 
property while a totally new foun­
dation is poured.

Once this new foundation has 
had an opportunity to cure, the 
building will then be moved once 
again and set down and anchored 
to a real foundation for the first 
time in decades.

In order to raise money for

plished, plans call for the build­
ing to be pajnted, a new roof to 
be installed, and the front door 
opening to be cnclo.sed in plate 
glass so that the exhibit area in­
side can be viewed from the street 
at any time of the day or night.

Once all this has been accom­
plished, not only will one of Win­
ters’ more historic structures have 
been saved, but the city’s fine 
museum will have yet another 
major attraction.

Southern Rolling Plains 
declared weevil free

A major milestone in the boll 
weevil eradication effort was 
reached September 20, when Ag­
riculture Commissioner Susan 
Combs declared the Southern 
Rolling Plains Eradication Zone 
functionally eradicated.

The SRP is the first zone in 
Texas to attain this status, which 
indicates there is no evidence of 
reproducing weevil populations 
within the zone.

The declaration was part of a 
celebration  held at the Saint 
Ambrose Parish Hall in Wall. A 
barbecue lunch, provided by Rep. 
Rob Junell, D-San Angelo; Sen. 
Robert Duncan, R-Lubbock; Sen. 
Jeff Wentworth, R-San Antonio 
and the Southern Plains Cotton 
Producers Association followed 
the declaration.

“The growers in the Southern 
Rolling Plains put an incredible 
amount of effort and dedication 
into achieving eradication in their 
area and were congratulated on 
having reached their goal,” said 
Lindy Patton, executive director 
of the Texas Boll Weevil Eradi­
cation Foundation. “This would 
not have been possible without 
the leadership of the zone’s steer­
ing committee, the commitment 
of the growers, a trem endous 
group of dedicated employees, 
and of course the support of our

friends in Austin and Washing­
ton.”

Cotton producers in the SRP 
took a leap of faith back in 1994 
by being the first in the state to 
initiate an eradication program. 
While the program was proven in 
other states, there w ere still 
doubts whether eradication could 
be achieved in Texas.

Despite a brief shutdown in 
1997 because of legal challenges, 
growers overcame the setback, 
and in 1998 weevil numbers had 
been reduced by more than 99.9 
percent. The next year the area 
was closely monitored to confirm 
that it had indeed managed to 
eliminate the No. 1 cotton pest.

Monitoring continues in the 
area, and through the middle of 
September, foundation traps had 
only caught 22 weevils, a far cry 
from the more than 3 million wee­
vils caught during the program’s 
first full year in eradication.

In the ab.sence of weevil dam­
age, cotton acreage has increased 
and pesticide use has been dra­
matically decreased. At a meeting 
with growers in Plainview, SRP 
grower Rodney Ripple said his 
fields had not been sprayed for 
insects, either by the foundation 
or by him, a single time during 
this growing season.

Stenholm seeks drought relief
For three of the past four years, 

Texas has been devastated by 
drought. This year’s drought has 
taken a tremendous toll on Texas 
cotton, sorghum, peanuts, and 
other crops. Cattle producers are 
also facing some very tough 
times.

For the past three years, it has 
been necessary for Congress to 
provide emergency income assi.s- 
tance to our nation’s producers.

In the weeks that remain in this 
session of the 106th Congress, 
Congressman Charles Stenholm 
will be working to secure federal 
emergency drought relief for the 
producers who are facing rock 
bottom commodity prices.

Because of the situation in 
Texas and the difficulties being

experienced in other western 
states such as Kansas and Mon­
tana, Stenholm feels there is a 
good chance that Congress will 
provide additional emergency re­
lief funding.

Secretary Glickm an noted 
Wednesday that USDA will pro­
pose that Congress make a “sig­
nificant” increase in financial aid 
for drought and flood-stricken 
farmers.

“As a farmer, 1 am optimistic 
that the rains will come. In the 
meantime, I can assure you that I 
will leave no stone unturned and 
will be doing everything in my 
power to addre.ss the emergency 
we are facing in Texas,” said 
Stenholm.
