1 Sarpalius for Senate•

I will vote the Democratic side of the ticket 
Tuesday because I think the Democratic Party 
represents the best interests of all the people. 

President Carter entered office after a Republican 
President had almost destroyed our prestige around 
the world. He has toiled hard to restore respect to 
the office of the President. His efforts for peace in 
the Middle East have been untiring. The high 
inflation that we have experienced over the last four 
years was well on its way before Carter took office. 

The Republican Party advocates less government. 
Less government for whom? Just the farmer, 
apparently. 	You cannot support steel, labor, 
Chrysler, etc., and take a hands-off policy for 
agriculture.

Reagan has called for the abolishment of the 
Department of Energy and the Department of 
Education, but later changed his mind and said he 
would "look closely" at it. 

As for advertisements, TV, radio and newspaper 
coverage, we know the Republican-owned news-
papers in Amarillo and Lubbock have been on 
President Carter since before he even took office, so 
why use them for authority? The TV has not 
correctly reported the news in our own county in 
the last four years. What makes you think they are 
giving both sides of the issues now? 

Only weekly newspapers and small radio stations 
give us the far=ts, because they get their stories from 
the people in their area. Most news stories for 
larger towns come from New York bureaus.

Broadside crash 
kills Hart man 

A 54-year-old Hart man 
became the county's fifth 
traffic fatality of the year 
when he was killed in a 
broadside crash east of 
Dimmitt last Thursday. 

The fatal accident occurred 
at 1:30 p.m., six miles east 
and a mile north of Dimmitt at 
the intersection of two 
unpaved county roads. 

Bruno Lara of Hart was 
apparently killed instantly 
when a 1974 Chevrolet pickup 
crashed into the driver's-side 
door of his 1980 Ford Fairlane 

sedan. 
The pickup's driver, 22-

year-old Domingo Munoz, 
also of Hart, was thrown from 
his pickup but escaped 
serious injury. 	He was 
hospitalized overnight at 
Plains Memorial Hospital and 
treated for cuts and 
abrasions. 

State troopers who investi-
gated the accident felt that 
Lara died instantly of massive 
head injuries and internal 
injuries, plus a possible

had, in former Sen. Max Sherman, one of the best, 
most knowledgeable, most irreproachable legis-
lators in the state.

One of the major offices to be filled by voters in 
this area Tuesday is that of state senator for the 31st 
Senatorial District.

Three suspects are in 
custody for cattle theft after 
being tracked down by 
lawmen and field investigat-
ors of the Texas Southwestern 
Cattle Raisers Association. 

Stephen Paul Moffitt, 35, of 
Lubbock was arrested in 
Abilene after having sold 
stolen cattle at the Abilene 
Livestock Auction. 

Rodney Charles Jones, 28, 
of Lubbock, was arrested in 
Lubbock and extradited to 
Waurika, Okla. Claude Larry 
Davis, 40, also of Lubbock, 
was arrested in El Paso and is 
now in custory in Seymour. 
Both men were known 
associates 	of 	Moffitt, 
investigators said. 

Brand inspection records of 
the Cattle Raisers Association 
showed that Jones and Davis 
had been selling stolen cattle 
also. 

A chain of events led to the 
arrest of the suspects. 

On Aug. 25, 28 head of 400 
lb. heifers were stolen from 
David Behrends of Dimmitt.

A 14-ft. white trailer, 
owned by Dale Winders of 
Flagg, was also stolen on that 
date. The trailer was later 
recovered in Henrietta. 

On Sept. 25, 20 head of 
400-lb. steers and heifers 
owned by Don Moore of 
Dimmitt were stolen from a 
location five miles south of 
Dimmitt. These cattle were 
later sold at livestock auction 
in Hugo, Okla.

administration of President 
Franklin Roosevelt in 1933. 
Since that time the greatest 
food and fiber production 
machine in the history of the 
world has developed, with a 
resultant healthy farming 
economy in the main. Demo-
cratic administrations have 
always been best for the 
country as a whole and the 
agricultural industry in 
particular. 

The OPEC countries organ-
ized and were already raising 
the price of oil before 
President Carter took office. 
He inherited inflated, and 
inflating prices on crude oil. 
The Shaw of Iran, at the 
insistence of President Nixon 
and Secretary of State Kissin-
ger, increased the price of oil 
drastically in order to get 
enough American dollars to 
buy our planes and other 
sophisticated military equip-
ment. That was the begin-
ning of runaway inflation. 
The damage that act has 
caused is history, with more 
in the making. 

President Carter finally was 
successful in getting an 
energy program in place and 
it is working and will 
eventually make the US 
energy self-sustaining. 	His 
opponent doesn't favor an 
energy program of any kind. 
He favors letting nature take 
care of the problem. The 
choice on this issue is clear. 
The democrats may do some-
thing wrong occasionally, but 
at least they always try. 

If, and when, the price of 
energy levels off we should 
see an acceptable inflation 
rate, with the prices of other 
goods and services adjusting 
the imbalance in the market 
place. It is crucial to the 
economy as a whole that the 
energy program instituted by 

,the administration be allowed 
to work..  

The military, or Depart-
ment of Defense, is another 
vital issue that has been of 
much concern during this 
campaign. The various 
aspects of the problem are so 
complex that the average 
person is bewildered and' 
confused by the claims and 
counter claims bandied about 
by the candidates. Bearing in 
mind a statement by Presi-
dent Eisenhower, in which he 
said that a "dangerous possi-
bility facing this country was 
the creation of a military-
industrial complex." We are 
reminded of that warning 
everytime a retired army 
general, employed by a 
corporation, uses scare tactics 
in lobbying for appropriations 
for their pet programs and 
projects. When the military 
complains about the weakness 
of our military establishment, 
we have reason to wonder 
what became of the enormous 
amounts of money trusted to 
their use in the past. The 
president says we have an 
adequate defense posture, in 
fact our nuclear capability is 
sufficient to obliterate Russia. 
That should be some sort of 
deterrent. 

Reagan, on the other hand 
declares that we are weak and 
practically defenseless. His 
main method of shoring up 
our defenses would be the 
appropriation of funds to raise 
military salaries to be 
competitive with salaries in 
the private sector. 	While 
performing that feat he 
proposes to cut taxes by thirty 
percent and balance the 
budget all at the same time. 
Many programs proposed by 
candidates are the result of 
wistful thinking, but Reagan's 
idea about defense is out of 
the ballpark, even in the 
category of wistful thinking. 

Many social programs, 
enacted into law, were 
propqrly motivated and 
should fill pressing needs if 
properly administered. 	All 
health, education and welfare 
programs should be refined 
and made to work as they 
were originally intended to 
do. On that issue Reagan 
would throw the baby out with 
the bath water.

But Gonzales was knocked 
around, and a roughing the 
kicker penalty gave the 
Bobcats a first-and-ten at 
their own 45.

The fireworks got underway 
before the crowd had a chance 
to get settled. Littlefield took 
the only Dimmitt fumble of 
the first half at the Bobcat 27 
and wasted little time in 
scoring. Williams got the call 
all four times on the abbrevi-
ated drive, and, on first down 
at the Dimmitt 15, raced up 
the middle from his tailback 
position and scampered in for 
the score. Jim Burks added 
the first of his eight extra 
point kicks, and Littlefield 
led, 7-0, with 9:18 left in the 
first quarter. 

Dimmitt put on one of its 
best-looking drives of the 
season, taking the ball at its 
own 19-yard line, and, with 
the help of one of those 
Wildcat pass interference 
calls, moved to the Wildcat 
11. The drive halted there, 
but Johnny Nino was called in 
for a 28-yard field goal that 
closed the gap to four, 7-3, 
with 4:57 left in the first 
quarter.

Williams iced another short 
Wildcat drive with his third 
touchdown dive, this one a 
three yarder, culminating a 
42-yard Littlefield surge late 
in the first quarter. 	The 
Wildcats were ahead, 21-3 
with 1:21 to go in the first 
period. 

For a long while it appeared 
the game would stay right 
there. Each team punted the 
ball on its next two posses-
sions, and, with a minute to 
go in the second stanza, the 
score remained 21-3. 

Dimmitt had just taken a 
short Eddie Gregory punt at 
its 27, and Richard Guzman 
went back to pass with less 
than a minute to play. 
Linebacker Dale Demel picked 
off the ball, and Littlefield 
had the ball in good shape at 
the Bobcat 24. Wingback Joe 
Paul McCanick and fullback 
Scot Blakely did the dirty 
work, toting the pigskin to the 
three, before Gregory's call 
on Williams to put the Wild-
cats up, 28:3 with:12 seccult 
left in the first half. 

The third period looked 
a replay of the first, with 
neither team wasting its time 
in scoring. Williams carried 
for his fifth, and final score 
with 8:57 left in the third to 
put the game out of reach at 
35-3, but Dimmitt responded 
with its best-looking play of 
the evening, after some more 
help from Littlefield. 

The Bobcats had apparently 
been halted, and Ricky Gon-
zales punted the ball away.

Texas voters will be called upon Tuesday to accept or reject 
nine proposed amendments to the state constitution. 

To cast a more knowledgeable vote on each amendment, one 
must look beyond the wording to the "cause and effect" 
factors. There are valid arguments for and against each 
proposed amendment. 

The most concise and objective analysis of the proposed 
amendments that the News has seen is this one by State 
Representative Bill Clayton. As Speaker of the Texas House of 
Representatives, he can be considered an authority on the most 
important merits and drawbacks of each of the proposed 
amendments. 

Here is Speaker Clayton's report on the proposed constitu-
tional amendments:

grant budget execution powers to the governor, subject to 
approval by a budget execution committee. 
FOR: 

1. Since the Legislature meets every two years in regular 
session, there is a need for more budget execution authority 
vested in an elective office. 

2. With the approval of a budget execution committee, the 
chief executive could closely monitor agency expenditures and 
insure accountability of tax dollars. 
AGAINST: 

1. Additional controls on spending are not needed in Texas 
as the citizens' tax burden is among the lowest in the country. 

2. Such authority would allow a free-spending governor the 
ability to increase expenditures, just as a frugal one could 
decrease them. 

3. Agencies are managed by appointed or elected boards 
that are accountable to the people now; there is no need to 
change a system that is considered one of the best in the 
country. 

6 THE world's highest tides 
are found in the Bay of 
Fundy, which separates Nova 
Scotia from New Brunswick.

UNMANNED BANK TELLER MACHINES 
The amendment would permit the legislature to authorize 
banks to use unmanned teller machines within the county or 
city in which they are located on a shared basis to serve public 
convenience. 
FOR: 

1. Unmanned teller machines allow customers to transact 
business at convenient locations and at any time. 

2. Because each bank has the right to share in the use of the 
machines, a bank will be able to serve a larger area than it 
currently serves. Competition among banks will increase. 

3. The use of unmanned teller machines allows banks to 
better compete with savings & loan associations, which 
currently may have more than one business location while 
banks are restricted to a single location. 
AGAINST: 

'1. The cost of installing a network of unmanned teller 
machines would be passed on to the consumer. 

2. The amendment circumvents the long standing 
prohibition on branch banking in Texas. 

3. The use of unmanned teller machines will let large banks 
serve the entire community and force smaller banks out of 
operation. 
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REMOVAL OF CERTAIN APPOINTED OFFICIALS 
Proposing a constitutional amendment to authorize the 
governor to remove appointed officials with the advice and 
consent of the senate; and allowing the governor to call a 
special session of the senate for this. 
FOR: 

1. Allowing the governor to remove appointed officers of the 
State gives the governor the ability to insure the promotion of 
his/her policies. 

2. This ability would make board members and other 
appointees more accountable to the needs of an elected official. 
AGAINST: 

1. Appointees should have the ability to make independent 
judgments concerning the operations of their agencies, boards, 
and offices. .  

2. Such an added governing power would be a move away 
from control by the Legislature, which represents citizens at a 
district level. 

3. The governor has no need for day-to-clay control over 
appointed officers of the State. 

STATE'S RIGHT OF APPEAL 
A constitutional amendment to grant the state the right of 
appeal in criminal cases from certain rulings of the trial court. 
FOR: 

1. Granting the state this limited right of appeal provides 
the only effective way of testing the constitutionality of certain 
statutes and the legality of certain pretrial practices. 

2. The amendment will provide a criminal defendant with a 
method of ending criminal action at an early stage if the appeal 
is worthy. 

3. Granting the state a right of appeal will eliminate to some 
extent the tendency of some judges, when in doubt, to rule in 
favor of the defense to avoid appellate review of their rulings. 
AGAINST: 

I. The duration of a criminal trial will be substantially 
lengthened when the state takes an appeal. 

2. The caseload for the court of criminal appeals will be 
significantly increased. 

7 
COUNTY ROAD WORK ON PRIVATE ROADS 

Proposing a constitutional amendment relating to the authority 
of a county to perform private road work, 
FOR: 

1. It is unfeasable to hire a private firm to perform private 
road work in many remote areas of Texas when the county can 
do the same at a reasonable charge. 

2. Small counties must maintain expensive-road construction 
and maintenance equipment even though not required on a 
full-time basis. Part of their investment could be regained with 
the revenue received from private road work. 
AGAINST: 

1. Provisions of the Texas Constitution prohibits the use of 
public funds for private purposes and public funds could be 
squandered by this amendment. 

2. Counties would be in direct competition with private 
construction. 

3 8 EQUALIZATION BOARD FOR AD VALOREM TAX 
Proposing a constitutional amendment to require a single 
appraisal and a single board of equalization within each county 
for ad valorem tax purposes. 
FOR: 

1. Single appraisal districts and boards of equalization are 
needed to fulfill legislative intent in the passage of the 
Property Tax Code. 

2. The creation of single appraisal districts eliminates 
duplication of property tax administration. 

3. Such districts would prevent conflicts in appraisals, thus 
promoting uniformity and equality. 
AGAINST: 

1. Preventing county commissioners from direct involvement 
in property tax administration will vest too much tax authority 
within one non-elected board. 

2. Property taxes will probably increase at the county level. 

4 
LOCAL CHARITABLE BINGO GAMES 

Proposing a constitutional amendment to authorize bingo 
games for charitable purposes on a local option election basis. 
FOR: 

1. The charitable purposes for which churches, synagogues, 
religious societies, and many other organizations engage in 
bingo are of great benefit to society. 

2. The proposed amendment would allow each community to 
decide whether to permit bingo games. 

3. Bingo games provide an opportunity for entertainment, 
social gatherings and relaxation. 
AGAINST: 

1. Fraud in bingo games would not be easy to prevent by 
local law enforcement. 

2. Organized crime could become involved in bingo games 
since profit margins would be as great as in criminal activities. 

JURISDICTION AND AUTHORITY OF THE COURT OF 
CIVIL APPEALS 

A constitutional amendment to change the names of the courts 
of civil appeals and the names and qualifications of the justices 
of the supreme court and to prescribe the jurisdiction and 
authority of the appellate court. 
FOR: 

1. It is unrealistic to expect only one criminal appellate court 
in Texas to administer criminal justice that is needed speedily 
and is a deterrant to crime. 

2. The heavy workload of appeals in criminal cases that is 
presently handled by one court of criminal appeals would be 
shared by the 14 regional courts of appeal. 

3. Appellate courts with jurisdiction in civil and criminal 
matters may attract and develop better judges that have 
benefitted from experience with a variety of legal problems. 

4. This amendment would clarify such question as 
qualifications of a justice of the supreme court.

Are you celebrating the 

Celtic New Year? 	That's 
Halloween, the Celtic festival 
that signaled the end of 
summer. 

Many years ago in eastern 
Europe, apples were used to 
tell your fortune. Here's the 
way it works: 

If you eat an apple before a 
mirror on Halloween, the 
mirror will reflect the face of 
your future mate. If you toss 
an unbroken apple peel over 
your shoulder, the peel will 
curl into the shape of the 
initial of your true love. 

When you cut open an 
apple, count the seeds. Two 
mean an early marriage; three 
a legacy; four, wealth; five, a 
trip; six, fame; and seven, 
your heart's desire. 

Anyway, apples are a good 
treat for Halloween or any 
other time. Apples have only 
about 70 calories, iron, 
Vitamin A, Thiamin, Ribofla-
vin and Niacin. 

TRICK OR TREAT SAFETY 
Think about those costumes 

you will use for this Hallo-
ween season. Check this list 
for help. 

—Consider using make-up 
to decorate the face rather 
than wearing a mask, which 
may block vision. 

—Sew or glue reflective 
tape to both front and back of 
the costume, be creative and 
incorporate the tape into the 
costume design. 

—Check labels or packag-
ing on purchased costumes 
for flame retardant finishes. 

— For home sewn cos-
tumes, select fabrics that 
have a flame retardant finish. 
Or apply one at home —
aerosol or homemade. But 
remember that the commer-
cial aerosol may not be 
effective on all fabrics, so 
check the aerosol label. 

A recipe for making flame 
retardant finish is (caution, 
this will only work for 
costumes made of muslin, 
burlap, old sheets, items 
made of cottons, cotton 
blends or other natural fibers. 
It is not good on synthetics or 
resin-treated cottons). 
Dissolve 3 ounces of boric 
acid in 2 quarts of hot water 
and stir in 7 ounces of borax 
(boric acid and borax are 
available at drugstores). Soak 
the costume in this solution 
for about 5 minutes, then 
wring out and hang. When 
just damp, iron until dry. 

This solution will not 
appreciably change the fabric, 
although any fabric that will 
shrink or discolor in water will 
be affected by the solution. 
This treatment will not fire-
proof a costume, but will help 
it to resist ignition and 
spreading the fire. It will be 
effective until the costume is 
laundered.

Child abuse takes three 
forms, according to "Kids 
Should Be Seen and Not 
Hurt," a pamphlet published 
by the Department of Human 
Resources. Child abuse can 
be physical, sexual and 
emotional. 

In 1978, the DHR received 
12,276 valid reports of child 
abuse or neglect in Texas. At, 
least 1,231 children were 
found to have been sexually 
abused. Of 98 child deaths 
reported to the DHR in 1978, 
at least 74 were found to be 
the direct result of abuse or 
neglect. 

The children involved in 
these incidents ranged in age 
from infancy to adolescence, 
with 43% being 6 years old or 
younger. 

Child abusers can be found 
at every social and economic 
level and in all ethnic and 
religious groups. Their 
victims are most often their 
own children, or those of a 
close friend or relative. 

Some abusers were abused 
by their own parents.

Mrs. Black commented that 
they have been "very 
pleased" with the amount of 
information that has been 
filled in and returned on the 
cards. 

The cards attached to the 
balloons asked for the finder's 
name and occupation, the 
location and date of the find, 
and 	specific 	weather 
conditions such as tempera-
ture, wind direction and

velocity, and barometric 
pressure. They also asked for 
general weather conditions at 
the time of the balloon's 
recovery. 

Mrs. Black and her fellow 
teacher-sponsor, 	Byron 
Roberts, plan to use the 
information gathered from the 
cards in their classes. 

' Roberts, who teaches social 
studies and geography, will 
have his classes study the 
locations of the finds and the 
occupations of the finders. 

Mrs. Black said her 
students will be using the 
weather information to study 
meteorology. 

The publicity for the project 
has been largely the respon-
sibility of the students them-
selves. They wrote letters to 
the editors of area news-
papers and contacted Lubbock 
and Amarillo television 
stations. The News and 
KDHN Radio publicized the 
project before the launch. 

Mrs. Black said the classes 
receive more cards nearly 
every day. 	Students and 
faculty both are anxious to 
learn the final results of the 
project.
