Students and Parents Winters ISD
Winters ISD Drug Dog Policies and Guidelines

Winters ISD and The Board of Trustees,' in order to promote a safe and drug free atmosphere at school, will 
initiate the use of Drug Dogs in our school district. On Monday, March 19, each student will receive a form from 
the school explaining the policies and guidelines of the program. The parent or guardian, along with the student 
needs to sign and return the form to school on the following day. The policies and guidelines are as follows:

Drug Dog Policies /Guidelines & Student Searches 
Effective March 26,2001

Use of Trained Dogs. The District shall use specially trained nonaggressive dogs to sniff out arid alert 
officials to the current presence of concealed prohibited items, illicit substances and alcohol. This program 
is implemented in response to drug and alcohol related problems in the District schools, with the objective 
of maintaining a safe school environment conductive to education.

Such visits to school shall be unannounced. The dogs shall be used to sniff vacant classrooms, vacant 
common areas, the areas around student lockers, and the areas around vehicles parked on school property. 
The dogs shall not be used with students. If a dog alerts to a locker, a vehicle, or an item in a classroom, 
school officials may search it. Searches of vehicles shall be conducted as described above.

Lockers and Vehicles

Students have full responsibility for the security of their lockers, and for vehicles parked on school 
property. It is the student’s responsibility to ensure that lockers and vehicles are locked and that the keys 
and combinations are not given to others. Students ^a ll not place, keep, or maintain any articles or 
materials that is forbidden by District policy in lockers or in vehicles parked on school property.

School officials may search lockers, or vehicles parked on school property, if there is reasonable cause to 
believe that they contain articles or materials prohibited by District policy. Students shall be responsible 
for any prohibited items found in their lockers or in vehicles parked on school property.

If a vehicle subject to search is locked, the student shall be asked to unlock the vehicle. If the student 
refuses, the District shall contact the student’s parents. If the parents refuse to permit a search of the 
vehicle, the District may turn the matter over to the local law enforcement officials.

ISS (In School Suspension)

We will begin to use an ISS at the secondary level beginning Mardi 19. We will continue to have 
detention and AEP, but we will start using an ISS. For further information on ISS, please refer to the 
Student Handbook and Discipline Management Plan.

The other day I was reading a 
piece written by a woman who 
serves as a campus pastor here in 
Texas. She writes, “As a campus 
minister, 1 am aware that a new 
generation has begun their young 
adult journey. What I have wit­
nessed is a group considered the 

“most undermentored” generation in history. They have had fewer 
adults in their lives on a regular basis. They are less equipped with 
time-management and decision-making skills. Though they are aware 
of their limitations, they are more awkward in knowing when and how 
to ask for help.”

As I reflected on her observation, 1 couldn’t help but agree. And, 
there are others who have been making the same observation. Just a 
few days ago I read another piece encouraging adults to become 
mentors; to volunteer their services at schools or at churches. To share 
with the younger ones the “how to’s” that will help make maturity 
possible.

And then I started to reflect on who were my mentors. Who were the 
ones who taught me the basics of life...how to behave, how to decide 
what to do, what’s really important, and how to schedule your life? It 
didn’t take me a long time to come up with a long list.

First of all, my parents. My mom and dad. They really cared about 
me and my three brothers. They showed the way. Often by example. 
And, to this day, at age 71,1 often find myself asking myself, “Now, 
what would dad do in this situation?” I can still remember the “Big 
Four Questions,” the ones he would ask me when I asked permission 
to “go out” for the evening. They were:

1. “Where are you going?”
2. “What are you going to do?”
3. “Who will be going with you?”
4. “When will you be back?”
Until 1 answered those “Big Four,” I was not allowed to “go out.”
At the time 1 often felt that these were totally unnecessary. And, as 

I grew older, I would challenge him by saying, “You really don’t trust 
me, do you? To make my own decisions?” To which he would reply, 
“1 pretty much trust you, but it’s your other advisors I’m not sure of.”

He was wise. And to this day 1 use those questions for my own life. 
And before 1 leave the house, Ramona knows where 1 am going, what 
I will be doing, who I’ll be with, and when I’ll be back. They are a “time 
tested way” to make responsible decisions.

(They were also a way of teaching me to be accountable. For, when 
I didn’t get back on time, he would meet me at the door. And before I 
had a chance to sit down wjth him, up came the first question, “Where 
on earth have you been?” And, more often than not, I had some serious 
explaining to do.

It hurt then. But now. I’m grateful. And even if they are all grown 
up, and married, and with children of their own, I ask our kids the same 
questions. E-special ly if we are going to “grandchildren sit,” and we are 
responsible to care for them any period of time.

And there were others... uncles and aunts, bigger and older cousins, 
coaches, teachers, and Sunday school teachers. Friends of my parents. 
And our built-in “sitter,” our grandma who lived with us from before 
the time I was born and until she “went home” to heaven when 1 was 
16.

1 was really mentored. And so was Ramona. And almost every day 
we give thanks to God for the “up bringing” we had. And that we had 
the privilege to “pass it on” to our kids, and now, their kids.

Every day we read in the papers or see on TV or hear on the radio 
countless examples of what is happening in our country to kids. 
“Unwed mothers, drug abuse, violence, crime, violence on the streets, 
and violence in the schools.” Things 1 never dreamed would be so 
commonplace. And over which our culture only seems to add to the 
problems.

But, it isn’t hopeless. There are still voices that believe in mentoring 
and speak up. One such man is one I read about in the Abilene paper 
just last Saturday. His name is Charle Ballard. He was a “nogood” until 
he met Jesus in prison. After he got out he went to the mother of his then 
5-year-oId son and apologized. She had kept his picture on the wall, 
and when he walked in the room the boy recognized him, raced to his 
arms crying “Daddy! Daddy!”

After that, it was a new life for Ballard. He went on in his life, 
determined to devote his life to being a good father, and also helping 
others to be and do the same. He has started what he calls The Institute 
for Re.sponsible Fatherhood and Family Revitalization. He spoke in 
Abilene last week, and steps are being taken to create a Greater Abilene 
Fatherhood Initiative.

A tribute to Myrtle Barber M -

When 1 wrote the story about 
all the smart kids who finished 
high school in 1925,1 didn’t men­
tion Miss M yrtle Barber, the 
teacher who was responsible for 
it all.

Myrtle Barber came to Winters 
as a high school English teacher. 
She also moved her widowed 
mother and several young broth­
ers still at home.

Their father had been a circuit­
riding Baptist preacher in rugged 
New Mexico. After his death the 
family fell upon hard times.

The children often heard their 
mother praying outside by the 
mulberry bush in the early morn­
ing, “God, please let me get these 
kids grown and educated!”

Myrtle not only was helpful to 
her mother, but she established 
many good customs and traditions 
in the Winters High School.

Both the girls and boys Liter­
ary Clubs were organized by Miss 
Myrtle Barber and she served as 
director of both. She also orga­
nized the boys and girls debating 
teams and coached them to many 
victories. She wrote the school 
song, “Dear Old Winters High.” 
The Gale, the high school news­
paper, was published once a 
month with Miss Barber the fac­
ulty member director.

She moved on after two years, 
possibly to get married. She later 
married the Reverend Ware and 
had four sons: Browning, Weston, 
B roadm an, and C onnie. She 
wrote a book in 1950, “The Home 
in World M issions.” She died 
September 27, 1948. Her young­
est son, Connie, followed her in a 
musical career, spanning 26 years. 
He died September 15, 2000.

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Living behind bars

!Pioial ld:3() p.m. he is locked 
up. Trapped with no freedom. No 
freedom to wake up on a sleep­
less night and take a walk or get a 
midnight snack. No freedom to 
call a Mend just to chat. No free­
dom to take a shower in his bath­
room, by himself, under the com­
fort of his roof. No freedom at all. 
It is 3 a.m. He is wakened by the 
clanging o f metal as the heavy 
iron  doors down the hall are 
opened' for an angry man who 
doesn’t  care about life on the 
other side of the door. Although 
there is violent racket and dishar­
mony clanging all around, there 
is an unimaginable silence that is 
frightening. A  cold silence that 
echos one word, “alone.”

Lorenzo Castillo is 22 years 
o ld;'H e bias a maximum prison 
teiml o f  15 years in the Rosharon 
State Prison. He has been in 
prison since^l998 when he was 
charged, with armed robbery.

Q: Take me through a day in 
prison.

A: A normal day for me starts 
at 3:00 a.m. We wake up at 3 a.m. 
to eat breakfast which is served 
from 3-5 a.m. 1 work in the fields, 
so we do pretty much everything 
to do with growing food and mak­
ing our own clothes and shoes. 
Since I ’ve been here I’ve picked 
cabbage, peppers, corn, beets, 
mustard greens, green beans, 
peas, potatoes, squash, radishes, 
onions, w aterm elons, can ta ­
loupes, carrots, and cotton. We 
work from roughly 6:30 a.m.-3:00 
p.m. Then we take showers and 
go eat dinner from 4-6 p.m. Then

they call recreation. After that we 
are locked in our cells with a sink 
and a toilet. One of the hardest 
things is having to live with some­
one that you don’t get along with. 
Therefore 1 do a lot of praying for 
patience, understanding, and for­
giveness. There are also gangs. 
That is probably the biggest prob­
lem in prison today. Whether you 
are involved or not, at any given 
moment you could find yourself 
in the middle of a gang war and 
your life could be in real danger. 
So one of the main things you 
have to learn is how to mind your 
own business. You can never for­
get that you are surrounded by the 
worst the world has to offer.

Q: What is the worst thing 
about being in prison?

A: Everyone in here has a dif­
ferent story. The worst thing for 
me is being away from my fam­
ily. Not being able to be there for 
my sister when she graduates. Not 
being able to give my mom a big 
hug on her birthday or Mother’s 
Day, any day for that matter. I 
guess just not being able to be 
there for any big events going on 
with my loved ones.

Q: Did you ever, in a million 
years, expect to be where you 
are now?

A: Absolutely not! I don’t think 
that anyone thinks that drinking 
or doing drugs will get you into 
trouble when you start. No, I 
never expected drugs and alcohol 
to land me in prison at the age of 
22.

Q: If you could tell kids who 
are “just drinking” one thing.

what would It be?
A: To stop! But, I know what 

it’s like to be drinking with your 
friends and having fun, and I 
know most people won’t quit just 
because I wound up in prison be­
cause of it. Most people don’t 
think that drinking will lead them 
to start using drugs, but they are 
just like peas ahd carrots. They 
just go together. And if you don’t 
want to stop drinking that’s your 
choice, but at least do it responsi­
bly. D on’t drink and drive no 
matter how good you think you 
can drive.

Q: What do you miss most?
A: Aside from my family I ’d 

have to say my freedom. I don’t 
think I could ever make anyone 
understand just how precious that 
is. Try to imagine this, having to 
put up with constant harassment, 
cruelty, and racial favoritism from 
the guards. Having to eat when 
and what they give you or go 
without sometime. Having to 
work everyday for free. I under­
stand that some of those things 
happen in everyday society, but 
the difference is that I can’t just 
go somewhere else to avoid these 
things.

Q: Do you rem em ber the 
saddest y o u ’ve been w hile  
there?

A: The saddest I’ve been while 
in prison was last month. 1 got 
called to the Chaplin’s office for a 
phone call. Now that can only 
mean two things, bad news or a 
death in the family. So when I got 
there the chaplin told me that my 
mom had called about some bad

news having to do with my great­
grandmother. As soon as he said 
that I knew what was coming 
next. He let me call my mom so 
she could tell me what had hap­
pened. I couldn’t stop crying. I 
ioved her so much. I really needed 
someone to hug. But n o t^ y  was 
there. That wasn’t just the saddest 
day for me in prison, that was the 
saddest day of my life.

Q: Where do you expect to 
be in 20 years?

A: Well, by that time I will be 
out of here and hopefully living a 
normal life. God willing. I’ll have 
a family of my own and a good 
job. One thing I plan on doing is 
to start a club or center to help 
kids there in Runnels County that 
are having trouble with drugs and 
alcohol.

Q: Explain how your previ­
ous choices have affected more 
than just you?

A; That’s a good one. Well, I 
hurt a lot of people doing the 
things that I did. My fam ily 
mostly. My mom is pretty well 
known in the community so I 
can’t imagine how she must have 
felt the first time I was arrested. 
I’m sure she was pretty embar­
rassed. I guess I really affected the 
people I stole from also. The night 
I was arrested we had just robbed 
an Allsup’s in Coleman. The lady 
that was working that night has 
to be the person I ’ve affected the 
most. The drugs and alcohol af­
fected me and then I affected her. 
I mean, /  knew that I wasn’t go­
ing to hurt her, but she didn’t so I 
can’t imagine how she must have 
felt.

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Letter to the Editor
Dear Editor,
My name is Lorenzo Castillo, 22, and I am a former student at 

WISD. Unfortunately, now, I am a prisoner of the Texas Department 
of Criminal Justice. Every week I receive The Winters Enterprise and 
read about the young people in trouble with the law. The main reason 
I am writing to you students of Winters is with the hope of helping 
you understand the consequences of breaking the law. So please put 
some thought into what I have to say.

When I lived in Winters, besides school or church, there weren t 
many recreational activities. So we did a lot of partying. We would 
have our fun drinking and doing drugs. Don’t get me wrong though, 
not everyone did this, but then again they were considered the out­
casts by our social groups. I knew many of the people who didn’t 
even like the taste of beer but chose to drink anyway so as to not look 
out of place or upset their friends.

You are at an age where peer pressure and fitting in are very im­
portant to you. I hope when you finish reading this letter you will 
realize it is not what people think of you or don’t think of you that 
matters. It is what you think of yourself. So start by getting an educa­
tion.

When I started drinking I said I would never do drugs. All that 
didn’t last long after I saw how much fun my friends seemed to be 
having. After I started doing drugs, I spent every dollar I had getting 
high. Then one drug led to another drug. So when I couldn’t earn 
enough money from working to buy the drugs I was using, 1 started to 
steal and eventually sell drugs to support my habit. Before 1 knew it 
drugs had led me to a life of crime which in turn landed me in prison. 
I never intended to break the law before I started taking drugs. But no 
matter what you make yourself believe, drugs and alcohol cloud your 
mind and make you do things you would never ordinarily do. I wish 1 
would have listened to the people who were trying to tell me some of 
these same things I ’m telling you right now. Instead I chose to disre­
gard their advice and do drugs. Now, I sit in a prison cell for armed 
robbery.

I was so drunk and high I thought it would be fun. Now I’m sober 
and the reality of my actions has set in; not a day goes by 1 don’t 
regret doing drugs. Ajid, that’s not even the hard part. The hard part is 
having to wake up every day in a prison cell surrounded by murder­
ers, rapists, child molesters, and every other kind of twisted mind you 
can possibly think of.

My sister, Kristian, is a senior this year and I won’t be able to see 
her graduate. My great-grandmother passed away and 1 was not al­
lowed to attend her funeral. What I’m desperately trying to make you 
understand is that drugs and alcohol don’t just affect you, but all oí 
those who make up your daily lives. The price you end up paying 
isn’t worth all the money or drugs in the world.

Now, I’m not saying drugs and alcohol will make you commit 
crimes. But even getting caught with something illegal or being un­
der the influence is against the law and can get you arrested. My point 
being that drugs and alcohol have been proven time and time again to 
destroy lives. Your’s and your families’.

Before I go I just want you to understand that by me writing you 
this letter I will not benefit. It is just my hope that it will help you 
change your minds about drugs and their consequences. 1 hope you 
will put some thought to what I’ve said and stay away from drugs and 
alcohol.

Restoring drought stricken 
lawns poses several options

Severe drought four out of the 
past five years has taken its toll 
not only on Texas crops and 
rangeland, but also on urban 
lawns and landscapes. With thè 
spring  p lan ting  season right 
around the corner, many 
homeowners may be faced with 
the dilemma of replacing dead 
areas of grass in their lawns.

Gene Taylor, turf grass special­
ist with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, said the home- 
owner must first evaluate the situ­
ation, keeping in mind water con­
servation plays a big role in de­
termining plant selection.

“What we’re stressing in Texas 
is water use and conservation in 
the lan dscape,” Taylor said. 
“What w e’re recommending is 
the homeowner understand how 
much water they need to put out 
on the lawn and irrigate correctly, 
then they can work on selecting 
the right material.”

A few practical steps makes 
restoring dead spots in lawns easy, 
according to Taylor.

“In many cases, lawns will 
have a small area, say 5 to 6 feet 
in nature diameter,” Taylor said. 
“To repair those existing dead ar­
eas, homeowners can go in and 
replant, but first they must rake 
up all of the dead material. They 
should also rototill, rake or break 
up the soil with a spade and add 
some type of mulch or compost 
to the soil to increase its water 
holding capacity, thus reducing 
the need for irrigation.”

Once the area has been 
prepped, the next step is to visit a 
local garden center where sod 
squares or plugs of grass can be 
purchased, Taylor said. Planting 
of either sod squares or plugs of 
grass depends on which part of 
Texas a homeowner lives in.

“Usually the best planting time 
for grass is in late March or early

Many of us mark important 
dates such as birthdays and anni­
versaries.

School Board candidate workshops to be 
offered in both Abilene and San Angelo

April,” Taylor said. “For those in 
Amarillo, it may be the first part

of May, while homeowners in the 
. McAllen area may plant in late 
February...there is no sense in 
putting out grass too early. Night­
time temperatures should be at 
least 68“ or higher before plant­
ing.”

Taylor suggests taking a soil 
test after planting to determine 
what type of fertilizer would be 
best suited for the newly planted 
area.

“If a soil test cannot be per­
formed, we recommend an appli­
cation of 15-5-10 fertilizer at 
seven pounds per 1,000-square 
feet,” he said. Homeowners can 
contact their local county Exten­
sion agent for information on soil 
testing or check out the Web at 
<http://soil-testing.tamu.edu>.

“Also, the newly planted area 
should be watered regularly,” 
Taylor noted. “The homeowner 
will want to check the moisture 
level of the grass for about one to 
three weeks after planting to see 
if the area is dry. If they can lift 
up soil under the sod and it’s 
moist, then it’s fine.”

The newly revitalized area 
must be watered, Taylor said, and 
the weather will determine how 
regularly one needs to irrigate. 
Taylor recommends planting sev­
eral grass varieties, including 
such species as Bermuda and St. 
Augustine grass—one of the most 
shade tolerant grasses.

The most w ater effic ien t 
grasses are Bermuda, Zoysia, and 
Buffalo grasses. St. Augustine, 
Taylor said, grows well in shade, 
but is not as tolerant of extended 
dry conditions as Bermuda, Zoy­
sia, and Buffalo grass.

“As far as moving, there’s a 
myth that you have to raise the 
mowing height to decrease water 
use of the lawn,” he said. “That’s 
incorrect. When you raise the 
mowing height, you’re increasing 
the total transpiration area of the 
grass. Therefore, the plant re­
quires more water.”

Taylor also notes when 
hom eowners find them selves 
having to replant a large area of 
dead turf, they may consider re­
placing that turf with more effi­
cient landscape plantings.

“There is nothing wrong with 
adding a well-placed and de­
signed landscape bed that uses 
native plants and mulches to re­
duce the total irrigated area of the 
lawn,” he said.

Texas Legislature considers declining 
quail numbers in Texas Rolling Plains

Texas Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice, Texas Agricultural Experi­
ment Station, Texas Department 
of Agriculture, Quail Unlimited, 
Sportsmen Conservationists of 
Texas, Texas Audubon Society, 
The Wildlife Society, Texas and 
Southwestern Cattle Raisers As­
sociation, Texas Farm Bureau, 
and Texas Sheep and Goat Rais­
ers Association.

Runnels County, along with 
the rest of the Rolling Plains of 
Texas, is now considered one of 
the last strongholds of the bob- 
white quail. All of us around here 
take the springtime call “bob- 
white” for granted— perhaps we 
shouldn’t.

Even here in Runnels County 
and in the surrounding area quail 
numbers are dropping yearly at a 
rate approaching 5%— and has 
been doing so since 1981. Bob- 
white quail are essentially gone 
in their once stronghold in the 
southeastern United States. The 
southeastern situation tells us that 
it can and is happening. It seems 
to be happening here also.

What are the reasons? How can

we help? The Texas Legislature 
is considering the very same ques­
tions. The Texas Wildl ife Associa­
tion is taking the lead in what may 
be $3.6 million dollar initial ef­
fort to reverse the decline.

Twelve counties arc being con­
sidered, as a trial, to receive cost 
share funds to restore habitat for 
bobwhites. Funds for research to 
identify the reasons for the decline 
are also considered. A tax break 
for land managers willing to man­
age for quail is one of the most 
interesting aspects of the effort.
