Commissioners extend Department
of Human Services building lease

Rate for additional six months same as current

Runnels County Commission-
ers voted to extend the lease of the
Department of Human Services
(DHS) for six months beyond the
current lease at their special meet-
ing on Tuesday, May 15.

Larry Hopkins, of the DHS,
told commissioners the depart-
ment would like to continue to
lease the space in the courthouse
annex building for an additional
Iwo years. In response to a ques-
tion by Commissioner Keith Col-
lom, Hopkins said if the county
did not extend the lease, the de-
partment would seek office space
somewhere else in Runnels Coun-
ty.

Commissioner Ricky Strube
asked what the DHS was paying
for the space they lease in Win-
ters. Hopkins told the court they
lease 1079 square feet for $562.00
Per month. He did not know
Whether utilities were included in
that price.

[Following the discussion, com-
missioners approved a motion to
extend the lease for an additional
SIX months past the August 31

deadline, giving DHS until April
30to find other office space. DHS
pays the county $350.00 per
month, plus electricity for the
space and that rate will continue
for the six month period.

In other business, commission-
ers removed from the table and
approved bids from State Nation-
al Bank in Winters and Citizens
State Bank in Miles as subdepos-
itory banks for county funds.

School may lose $200,000
due to lower attendance

During their regular meeting
Monday evening, WISD trustees
listened as Business Manager
Jimmy Butler reported that the
average daily attendance (ADA)
is projected to drop by 24 stu-
dents.

Resignations were accepted
from Joanie Prado and Chris
Bearden. Mrs. Prado will be mov-

ing to the Fredricksburg school
system. Bearden has accepted the
position of offensive coordinator
at Stamford High School.

Trustees re-elected in the May
5 election, Larry Walker and
Allen Andrae, were sworn in dur-
ing the May 14 meeting. Board
officers were re-elected as Allen
Andrae, president; Jack Davis, Jr.,
vice-president; and Jerry Sims,
secretary.

What'’s it take to drill a well?
Some of our recent conversa-

so, even at the risk of repeating
myself, again, let’s talk about the
very basic idea of the oil patch —
drilling a well.

Now, “drilling a well” includes
more than just the mechanics of
getting a bit to bottom. I refer more
to the overall process of deciding
where to drill, the purpose of the

*well, and how the idea of a well
becomes reality.

There are a variety of ways that
the idea of drilling a well begins.
Of course, there are the more mun-
dane situations, such as one well in
a huge drilling program (large
fields, large companies) and where
someone’s boss orders a well
drilled. But, we will focus on a
slightly more romantic notion of a
single well that is proposed by a

He or she will observe an offset
well’s success, a trend of success-
ful wells, or a particular geological
occurrence that indicates the pos-
sibility of a place to drill a well.

In any case, it takes some cre-
ative thinking, investigation, data
reconnaissance, and collaboration
for a proposal for a well to be built.
The idea that a well might be suc-
cessful must be supported by good,
old-fashioned work and effort.
Without this effort, it is hard to jus-
tify the expenditures required for a
well, no matter who is expending
the funds.

The “oil & gas finder” usually
starts by picking a general location
and then looking for technical in-
formation that would convince
someone that a well might be suc-
cessful. (By the way, there are times
this process begins only to be ended
by observing that the evidence

A site to see

With summer near, people are
planning vacations. Perhaps there
are those who will tour the forts,
especially Fort Chadbourne
which is nearby and is important
to our civilization. The following
was originally printed in The Win-
ters Enterprise on January 17,
1991, and may be of interest to
vacationists.

Fort Chadbourne was estab-
lished October 28, 1852, one of
ten such forts, for the protection
of settlers against hostile Indians.
It was abandoned by the U.S.
Troops March 23, 1861, upon the
approach to the Civil War, and
again occupied May 25, 1867. It
was finally abandoned by U.S.
Troops between December 1 and
18, 1867. This information was
written by the late Mrs. Jessie
Yarbrough, historian, and pub-
lished in the historical edition of
The Bronte Enterprise in 1964.

The fort was built in the north-
east corner of what is now Coke
County on a flat, wooded point of
land on the west bank of Oak
Creek, 30 miles above the junc-
ture with the Colorado River. It
was nine miles north of Bronte
and six miles south of Blackwell
on the old Butterfield Trail. It was
an important station on the
Butterfield Overland Stage Route
from 1858 to 1861.

The fort was named in honor
of Lt. Theodore Lincoln
Chadbourne, killed at Resaca de
la Palma, May 9, 1846. Lt.
Chadbourne was 24 years old at
the time of his death. A principal
street in San Angelo and the town
also bear the name, as does the
oilfield on the present Conda
Wylie Ranch.

Comanche raids seemed to
have been worst in the late 1840s
and early 1850s. After the Treaty
of Guadalupe Hidalgo, in which
the U.S. agreed to restrain the In-
dian raids, a Captain Whiting, in-
specting the frontier in 1850, rec-
ommended heavier garrisons and
the location of the Indian forts
“where Indians live instead of
where the citizens live.” The ten
forts were then constructed with

Fort Chadbourne as an extreme
outpost.

The site was never owned by
the government, but they held a
99-year lease on the site, the Feliz
Sosa Survey, No. 302, Coke
County. In addition, the govern-
ment agreed to pay surface dam-
ages and this agreement was re-
corded April 15, 1854, Bexar tran-
script to Runnels County.

The base of supplies was San
Antonio, 215 miles away. Before
the Butterfield Overland Mail, a
supply train left Fort Chadbourne
once weekly for Fort Mason, 120
miles southeast, to receive the
mail.

A Lt. Col. WA, Freeman re-
ported following an inspection of
853 that almost “the entire com-
mand is living in tents.” Dr.
Ebenezer Swift and his core spent
their entire residence at Fort
Chadbourne in a tent.

Stone buildings, when com-
pleted included officers’ quarters,
a hospital, barracks for enlisted
men, and a mail station. The
building has shingle roofs,
shingles said to have been cut by
the troops on the San Saba River
more than 100 miles away. Other
buildings were of hewn logs with
canvas roofs and windows. Still
others were said to be tents.

The fort had 128 commanders
in less than four years. Among the
officers prior to the Civil War
(1852-1861) was Captain John
Beardsley, who established the
fort.

Many famous men, including
Robert E. Lee, Earl Van Dorn,
Colonel Johnson, and others ei-
ther visited or were there for a
short time.

Horse racing was a favorite
sport at the fort, often racing
against the Indians.

The fort was used as an out-
post but never used by the mil-
iary after 1875. In 1876, Colonel
Odom moved his family to the
site and it has been in that family
every since. Mr. and Mrs. Condra
Wylie lived in the ranch home ad-
jacent to the ruins of the fort, and
Mrs. Wylie, the former Edna
Odom, was born there.

A grandson, Garland Richards,
now operates the ranch.

The Fort Chadbourne Cem-
etery, adjacent to Highway 158,
is another historic spot, one of
three cemeteries in that vicinity
before 1877. The one near the
highway is still in use. It holds the
grave of the first officer to be bur-
ied at Fort Chadbourne and citi-
zens buried as early as 1878. A
number of other graves are scat-
tered around the Wylie Ranch,
many unmarked and unknown.

ARACHNID & HYMENOPTERA BITES

Arachnids are ticks, spiders, and scorpions; hymenoptera are
bees, wasps, yellow jackets, and ants. Their bites cause toxic and
allergic reactions as a result of the injection of a venom or toxin.

TICK BITES

Tick bites are common in woods and fields throughout the United
States. The tick attaches itself to a passing animal or person and after
biting remains attached to the skin for several days or longer. Ticks
transmit Rocky Mountain spotted fever, Q fever, relapsing fever, and
Lyme disease. The tick bite is initially painless but begins to itch after
several days. Infiltration and erythema develop around the bite with
formation of firm, discrete, intensely pruritic nodules that may be
present for several months or longer.

Systemic symptoms attributed to a toxin include fever, malaise,
headache, and abdominal pain. Several species of ticks inject a
salivary neurotoxin that causes paralysis. Paresthesia and pain in the
lower extremities, weakness, and incoordination develop. The
condition may progress to respiratory failure and death from bulbar
involvement. Symptoms clear dramatically once the tick is removed.

SCORPION BITES

Scorpions are found throughout the United States but are most
common in the southern United States and Mexico. The two deadly
species are found in the southwest United States.

Scorpions are nocturnal and photophobic. They sting by means of
a hooked caudal stinger that discharges venom. Most stings occur
during the warmer months. Nonlethal bites cause local swelling,
tenderness, pain, a sharp burning sensation, skin discoloration,
paresthesia, regional lymphadenopathy, and, rarely, anaphylaxis.
Lethal bites are neurotoxic and result in pain, hyperesthesia followed
by hypoesthesia, drowsiness, itching of the nose, mouth, throat,
slurred speech, incontinence, vomiting, and convulsions. Symptoms
last 24 to 48 hours. Death may follow cardiovascular or respiratory

failure. Mortality is less than 1%.

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Texas Farm Safety Day Camp
slated for June 6 in San Angelo

—Preregistraion mandatory by May 30th—

Parents—don’t let a needless
mishap end your child’s summer
abruptly in tragedy. Sign them up
now for the Texas Farm Safety
Day Camp set for June 6. The
camp will take place from 8:30
a.m. to 4 p.m. at Angelo State
University’s MIR Center located
north of the city.

The event is sponsored by the
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice in partnership with Progres-
sive Farmer magazine. Because
of the hands-on-nature of the
camp, space is limited to 125
youth, so preregistration no later
than May 30 is mandatory. Camp-
ers should be third graders and up.
l'hose entering third grade in the
fall are eligible.

Patricia Hohensee, Runnels
County Extension FCS Agent and
the camp’s chief coordinator, said
the key reason for having the
camp is simply to prevent inju-
ries and save children’s lives.

“As parents, we must always
put the children first,” stressed
Hohensee. “Even for adults,
safety is never a very glitzy topic.
[t’s too often just shrugged

off...until something bad hap-
pens. But it is so vital to our
children’s well-being that we
must make it priority-one at all
times. It only takes an instant of
carelessness or ignorance to
change a life forever or sadly, to
even end it.”

“Though this event’s name has
“farm” in the title, it is actually
applicable to any youth, urban or
rural, who is active outdoors.
We’ll cover everything from
lawnmower safety to firearm pre-
cautions. There is no other youth
program available in this part of
the state offering the array of
safety topics we will cover. It
promises to be a fast-moving, fun
day with plenty of action.”

The program will open with a
general session featuring Joe
Speckles, Instructor, Texas State
Technical College, Clyde, who
will speak from personal knowl-
edge about the importance of farm
safety.

The northwest part of Runnels
County will be a Herbicide Regu-
lated area again this year accord-
ing to Marty Gibbs, Runnels
County Extension Agent. The
dates that this regulation are in
effect are May 26 to October 1,
2001. All persons within the des-
ignated area are asked to comply
with these regulations.

The regulations for Runnels
County are as follows:

That portion of Runnels County
beginning on the west county line at
the point of intersection with the
Colorado River, ecast-southeasterly
along the Colorado Riverto its inter-
section with U.S. Highway 83, thence
north along U.S. Highway 83 to its
intersection with the north county
line, thence westerly along the north
Runnels County line to the northwest
corner of the county, thence south-
erly along the west county line to the
Colorado River, the point of begin-
ning, is regulated by the Texas Her-
bicide Law. In regulated areas, no
permit is required from October 1st
through May 25th of the following
year. The application for Ester for-
mulations of regulated herbicides is
prohibited from May 26th through
September 30th of each year. The
application of other regulated herbi-
cides will be allowed beginning May
26th through September 30th of each
year provided that a spray permit is
obtained prior to each application.

City manager responds to article
