Cornyn advises seniors on 
protection against scams

Senior citizens are more likely to be the target of 
consumer scams than younger people. State Attor­
ney General John Cornyn said last Thursday, July 
26, in Coleman.

“Unfortunately, our senior Texans are three times 
more likely than the rest 
of us to be the target of 
various scams by indi­
viduals who are trying 
to separate them from 
their hard-earned 
money,” Cornyn said.

Cornyn held meet­
ings in Coleman, Brownwood, Brady and Llano last 
week to discuss how to protect senior citizens 
again.st scams.

“The best defense that seniors have is education 
and arming themselves with consumer information,” 
he said. “Prevention is the best way and forming a 
partnership with local law enforcement will be the 
very best protection that we have.”

If a person is suspicious about an offer, he or she

should contact police immediately, Cornyn said.
Other tips he offered were to never give out a 

Social Security number or credit card number over 
the Internet or phone, and to never discuss finances 
with a stranger.

North Runnels Hospital 
facing big fínancial crisis

North Runnels Ho.spital needs 
a transfusion. A really big one.

Hospital Administrator Dick 
Stout reports that the local hospi­
tal is having cash flow problems, 
and that he and the Board of Di­
rectors are concerned that the situ­
ation may get worse before get­
ting better.

According to Stout, Medicare, 
Medicaid and other insurance 
companies are all paying less and 
less of the actual charges while 
the hospital must agree to accept 
what each entity pays in order to 
be included in their network of 
hospitals.

“So, it’s a catch 22. If we want 
to provide the health services, we 
must agree to accept contractually 
what they pay,” explains Stout. 
The following is an actual situa­
tion that demonstrates this pro­
cess:

During the month of May, 
North Runnels Hospital earned 

$ 68,355.80 for in-putient services 
140,708.90 for out-putient .services 

23,811,15 Home Health Services 
$232,875.85 total patient revenue les.s 
—96,362.22 in Contractual
__________  Adjustments
$136,513.63 Net patient revenue 
“This represents more than a 

forty-one percent discount by

Medicare ($80,015.27), Medicaid 
(7,265.78) and other contractual 
(9,081.17 for PPO, HMO, etc.),” 
Stout said.

He further questions how many 
small businesses in Winters could 
stand giving up over 41 % of their 
total revenue in order to be able 
to provide services to their cus­
tomers.

Of the total Patient Revenue 
for this fiscal year ending June 30, 
2001, Stout reports that 
$2 ,807,826.53 in total 
con tractuals (includ ing  over 
$700,000.00 by M edicare),

enforce compliance of Federal Crop Insurance Program

In June o f 2000, Congress 
passed legislation enacting the 
Agriculture Risk Protection Act 
(ARPA) of 2(KM). Section 515 of 
the Act requires the Farm Service 
Agency (FSA) and the Risk Man­
agement Agency (RMA) to part­
ner in an effort to improve pro­
gram compliance with and integ­
rity of the Federal Crop Insurance 
Program.

FSA employees have received

training to enable them to accu­
rately identify, document ,and re­
port su.spected crop insurance dis­
crepancies during random spot 
checks that will be conducted 
throughout the crop year.

FSA is required to report sus­
pected ca.ses of crop insurance 
fraud, waste or abuse to RMA for 
follow-up and investigation. FSA 
will also assist RMA in auditing 
insurance claims. All crop insur­
ance related activity conducted 
by FSA county offices would be 
coordinated with the FSA in Col­
lege Station and the RMA Re­

gional Compliance Office in Dal­
las.

FSA’s knowledge of potential 
crop insurance violations may be 
based on personal observation in 
the field or reports from concerned 
producers. All complaints and/or 
referrals will be confidential and 
complainants may request ano­
nymity. Upon receiving a com­
plaint, FSA will document obser­
vations and gather the evidence 
necessary to validate concerns.

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Oil Bidness

This time, let’s spend some 
time hitting the more newsworthy 
highlights and lowlights in the oil 
patch.

The chairman of the Indepen­
dent Petroleum Association of 
America has entered the danger­
ous world of price prediction. Mr. 
Jerry Jordan says that natural gas 
prices will “likely hold at current 
levels for...2 to 5 years.” He cites 
obstructionist “non-development” 
activists and their success in 
blocking development of promis- 
ing areas (A laska, offshore 
Florida, California, etc.) as reason 
to believe the U.S. will be unsuc­
cessful in increasing supply. This 
leads him to the conclusion that 
prices will stay strong due to 
small margins between supply 
and demand.

Meanwhile, market simulation 
.study groups at a consortium of 
government-funded labs have re­
leased results of a recent study 
that says gas prices are headed for 
a fall. They cite over-compensa­
tion in drilling and transportation 
sectors plus the ease with which 
power plants can switch fuel 
sources (from gas to coal and die­
sel) as reasons.

In the California Legislature, a 
bill has been submitted that will« 
criminalize the curtailment of 
supply. This means that if a pro­
ducer, a pipeline owner, or a stor­
age facility decides to sell to the 
highest bidder but such action re­
sults in California getting less 
fuel, then that individual or com­
pany can be put in jail and/or 
fined. The bill, as submitted, does 
not require that there be any indi­
cation that there was intent to pur­
posely deprive California of fuel 
or even that such decisions might 
be made to restrict the free mar­
ket (by holding back to drive up 
the price). The only requirement 
is that any judge in California can 
decide if there is reason to sus­
pect there was curtailm ent, 
whether it be for straightforward 
business purposes (profit, serving 
customers, etc.) or for illegal pur­
poses, then that judge can have the 
owners of such fuel put in jail for 
up to 3 years.

The U.S. House of Represen­
tatives’ Committee on Resources 
has approved a bill to open up the 
Arctic National Wildlife Refuge 
(AN WR) to energy development. 
However, there is little chance 
given for passage by the full 
House or by the Senate.

House Democrats have now 
submitted their own energy plan 
as a competing bill to that submit­
ted by the President. The Demo­

crat bill is said to include less in­
centive for production and more 
restriction on areas that can be 
develop)ed. The potential shortfall 
in meeting agreed energy needs 
by such restrictions would be 
made up by alternative sources 
and forced conservation.

Lukoil Overseas Holdings, a 
Russian company, has agreed to 
acquire a Canadian energy com­
pany. This will add more outlets 
and production to its already sub­
stantial North American holdings, 
including a large number of gas 
stations that sit outside grocery 
stores all over the United States.

That’s all we have room for this 
time. As you can see there is quite 
a bit going on in this business. 
What does it all mean? Draw your 
own conclusions.

HOSPITAL,
continued
equaled $911,206.72.

“That’s almost a million dol­
lars adjusted out of the year’s rev­
enues,” Stout said. “This financial 
hemorrhage has significantly im­
pacted our present cash flow.

“In addition to this month-to- 
month contractual situation, the 
hospital has been faced with three 
previous years of cost report 
settlements with Medicare.”

This means that even after 
Medicare paid only a portion of 
what it deemed appropriate at the 
time the medical services were 
rendered , at the end o f the 
hospital’s fiscal year. Medicare 
asked for another adjustment (re­
imbursement) in what it had paid.

This has happened to North 
Runnels Hospital for three con­
secutive years.

In addition to services by local 
physicians. Dr. Keith Boles, Dr. 
Y. K. Lee, and Dr. Jerry Biddix, 
North Runnels Hospital provides 
care from out-of-town physicians 
specializing in specific fields of 
medicine. Over the past six to 
twelve months the following phy­
sicians have provided services 
locally:

According to hospital reports 

covering a 12-month pteriod, more 
than 1,250 persons received emer­
gency room care, more than 350 
in-patients received acute care 
and ob.servation; and more than 
3,988 laboratory procedures were 
performed (also including pathol­
ogy services, reference laboratory 
services and blood banking). 
Al.so, more than 1,982 x-ray pro­
cedures were done with vendor 
services that include CT scans, 
bone density scans, MRls and ul­
tra sound procedures.

Salaries and FICA paid over a 
12-month period were more than 
$1,241,532.33, according to Mr. 
Stout.

During 2000, the North Run­
nels Ambulance Service made 
448 emergency service runs and 
411 transport service runs.

The Home Health Services had 
2,750 patient visits for the year 
2000.

Due to the severity of the hos­
pital financial situation, the Board 
of Directors is planning to host a 
series of public meetings to fur­
ther explain the crisis and gain 
insight as to the citizens’ direc­
tion.

Parents of this year’s ninth 
grade students need to be aware 
of a more comprehensive testing 
program mandated by Senate Bill 
103 of the 76th legislative session 
of the Texas Legislature in 1999.

The 2001-02 ninth grade class 
will be the first cla.ss to graduate 
from high school under the new 
five test program called Texas 
Assessment of Knowledge and 
Skills, or TAKS. They will take 
these tests over a five day period 
of time in the second semester of 
their eleventh grade year, 2004.

This program replaces the cur­
rent three te.st TAAS system. Sci­
ence and social studies have been 
added to math, reading, and writ­
ing for the 2004 test. All sections 
must be passed for graduation.

The Winters ISD administra­
tion and staff encourages parents 
of 2001-02 ninth grade students 
to make a partnership commit­
ment with the school to insure that 
our children will meet the chal­
lenges of the new TAKS.

Listed below are some sugges­
tions to begin this partnership:

1. See the school counselor to 
develop or review a four year 
graduation plan.

2. Choose at least the Recom­

mended Plan over the Minimum 
plan for your child.

3. Initiate conferences with 
teachers on a regular basis.

4. Become a participating  
member of a booster club or the 
2001-02 Parent Teacher Organi­
zation.

5. Check your student’s pro­
gress at least once in-between 
grade reporting periods.

6. Become informed on local 
education issues.

7. Take every opportunity to at­
tend school sponsored functions. 
The schools desperately need par­
ent participation.

8. Develop the attitude that a 
70 or 80 in a higher level course 
is better than a 90 or above in a 
lower level course.

9. When learning becomes dif­
ficult, ask the counselor about 
remediation through peer tutoring 
or after school help.

The ninth grade students of 
2001-02 and children of the lower 
grades are being held to a higher 
standard of accountability than 
their predecessors. Student suc­
cess will require academic em­
phasis from the home and a re­
structured effort on the part of the 
school district.

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Texas dove season fínalízed ^
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When is the best time to hunt 
doves? Under a framework ap­
proved by the U.S. Fish and Wild­
life Service in late June, Texas 
hunters in all three dove zones 
should get plenty of action.

“For three zones, we have the 
best utilization of days and bag 
lim its availab le  to us,” said 
Vernon Bevill, Texas Parks and 
Wildlife game bird program di­
rector. “This year, the season 
framework reflects the most pub­
lic input w e’ve ever received 
about dove hunting. From the 
thousands of comments we re­
ceived, this is what the hunters 
want.”

As a result, this year Texas will 
offer a 60-day season (Sept. 1- 
Oct. 30) and 15-bird daily bag 
limit for mourning dove hunting 
in the North Zone to give hunters 
the best odds of encountering 
birds before cooler weather drives

them south.
Conversely, Central Zone 

hunters will have better odds of 
seeing migrant doves during the 
first cold snaps of late October 
and will be provided a 70-day sea­
son. In exchange for getting 10 
additional hunting days. Central 
Zone hunters will be limited to 12 
birds per day in the bag. The first 
split of the Central Zone season 
will run Sept. 1-Oct. 28, with a 
second split Dec. 26-Jan. 6.

In the South Zone, hunters will 
also have a 70-day season with a 
12-bird bag. A few days were 
added to the front end of the sec­
ond split and will allow young 
hunters on holiday break from 
school to get in on the dove ac­
tion. The South Zone season will 
run Sept. 21-Nov. 4 and Dec. 22- 
Jan. 15 this year. In future years, 
the second split will open on the 
Saturday before Christmas.

Ag Talk
by Congressman Charles Stenholm

Agriculture committee completes action on Agricultural Act of 2001
This week, the House Agricul­

ture Committee completed action 
on the farm bill, otherwise known 
as the “Agricultural Act of 2001.” 
Getting there has not been easy.

For a year and a half, the com­
mittee was asked to spend $261 
billion, however our budget was 
limited to $73.5 billion, in addi­
tion to the baseline.

Given the competing needs of 
U.S. agriculture, writing a farm 
bill was a tremendous challenge.

Commodity Programs
The Agricultural Act of 2001 

maintains maximum planting 
flex ib ility , w hile providing 
counter-cyclical protection to 
help producers survive tough 
market conditions. The bill retains 
fixed-decoupled payments, as 
well as the marketing loan pro- 

■gram.
Marketing loan rates are main­

tained for all commodities except 
oilseeds, which are reduced to a 
level equivalent to other com­
modities. Grain sorghum is raised 
to a level equivalent to corn. Un­
der this legislation, producers are 
provided with the option to up­
date base acreage, and current 
base yields are maintained.

Both fixed-decoupled and 
counter-cyclical payments are 
made on 85 percent o f the 
producer’s base.

For oilseeds and farms without

current AMTA payment base and 
yields, USDA will develop yields 
that are comparable to current 
AMTA yields in the area.

Counter-cyclical paym ents 
would be triggered when a crop’s 
price, adjusted for the fixed 
decoupled payment, falls below 
the target price.

The payment rate for a crop 
would be calculated as the differ­
ence between its target price and 
the sum of the following compo­
nents: the higher of the national 
twelve-month season average 
price received by producers, or 
the national average loan, and the 
fixed decoupled payment rate.

Paym ent lim its are set at 
$50,000 for fixed decoupled pay­
ments, $75,000 for counter-cycli­
cal payments and $150,000 for 
marketing loan gains and loan 
deficiency payments.

Dairy: Extends the milk price 
support program at $9.90 per hun­
dred weight (cwt) through 2011.

Wool and M ohair: Creates a 
marketing assistance loan pro­
gram similar to other program 
commodities and provides pro­
ducers with price support loans or 
loan deficiency payments.

The bill sets the loan rate of $1 
per pound for graded wool, 40c 
per pound for non-graded wool, 
and $4.20 per pound for mohair.

Peanuts: Historic reforms are 
made to the peanut program by 
treating peanuts the same way as 
other traditional program crops.

A lot of folks would have pre­
ferred keeping the quota, however 
the political environment did not 
make that possible. 1 do believe, 
however, that we reached a good 
compromise and that most pro­
ducers, when they read it, will 
find it very acceptable.

The bill provides a fixed 
decoupled payment at $0.018 per 
pound, a counter-cyclical pro­
gram with a target price of $480 
per ton, and a marketing loan at 
$350 per ton.

In addition, the marketing 
quota program is terminated and 
quota holders are compensated 
for the loss of the quota asset 
value at 10c per pound for five 
years.

Conservation
The conservation section de­

votes $16.5 billion over ten years 
to soil, water, and wildlife pro­
grams. This represents over a 75 
percent increase in baseline 
spending.

Program changes include the 
following:

The Conservation Reserve 
Program (CRP) is reauthorized 
through 2011 with an enrollment 
cap of nearly 40 million acres.

The USDA Secretary may set 
up a p>ermanent program for man­
aged grazing and limited haying 
on CRP acreage, with a reduction 
in the rental rate.

The bill provides up to $100 
million per year to provide con­
servation technical assistance to 
producers using government or 
private contractors and $150 mil­
lion to fund the Small Watershed 
Dam Restoration.

The Environmental Quality 
Incentives program (EQIP) is re­
authorized through 2011 at a $1.2 
billion annual program level, with 
livestock producers receiving 50 
percent of the annual funding.

In addition, a $675 million 
fund is created in EQIP to address 
ground water conservation issues, 
including cost share for more ef­
ficient irrigation systems.

The Wildlife Habitat Incen­
tives Program (WHIP) is reautho­
rized to provide cost share for 
landowners to enhance wildlife 
habitat at a program level of $35 
million annually.

Two million acres are autho­
rized in a newly created Grass­
lands Reserve Program to be en­
rolled in ten, fifteen, and twenty- 
year contracts. One million acres 
will be devoted to native grass, 
and one million acres to restored 
grasslands.

P e st M a n a g em en t N e w s
By Richard Minzenmayer, Extension Agent-Entomology (PM)

General Situation
Not a whole lot has changed 

since last week. Severe drought 
stress is plaguing crops in Run­
nels and Concho counties and 
where irrigation water is holding 
up in Tom Green County, the 
crops look great.

Grain sorghum harvest is well 
underway and yields vary from 
800 lbs. to 2500 lbs. per acre. 
Fields, which caught the last rain, 
are by far doing the best, yield 
wise. Many sorghum fields were 
one rain short.

Cotton Bollworm
Egg counts ranged from 0-32 

eggs per 100 plants this week. The 
trend is generally much lower this 
week. Larval counts were 0-18 
treatable worms per 100 plants.

We have seen very high mortal­
ity rates and very few worm in­
festations that would cause great 
concern.

Cotton M arket Comments
The July USDA supply/de- 

mand report was full of more 
bearish information. December 
2001 futures price will likely slip 
below 40c per pound and head for 
35c. the loan deficiency payment 
(LDP) of around 20c may hold for 
a while. This year’s marketing 
alternatives mostly center around 
the use of the Commodity Credit 
Corporation (CCC) loan program.

The U.S. cotton crop is mak­
ing good progress, except in 
Texas, Oklahoma, and Missouri. 
With mostly dry weather and tem­
peratures more than 100°, the

Texas crop is rapidly losing po­
tential yield and quality. The 
state’s crop may total close to the 
drought-reduced 3.94 million 
bales last year and far below the 
5.05 million in 1999.

The drought has cut the Texas 
crop for three of the last four 
years. Even at loan rate prices, the 
estimated one million bale loss in 
the state has a value of $225 mil­
lion at the farm level.

Most of this loss is concen­
trated in the rural areas of the 
Texas Southern High Plains and 
Rolling Plains. The resulting eco­
nomic stress prevailing for most 
of the last four years leaves few 
viable crop production alterna­
tives for producers and lenders to 
evaluate.

Beef Cattle Short 
Course at TAMU 
set for August 6-8

The 47th Annual Beef Cattle 
Short Course is scheduled for 
August 6-8 at Texas A&M Uni­
versity and is expected to attract 
more than 2,000 cattlemen across 
Texas and the United States.

This year’s short course will 
include expert speakers and dis­
cussion on foreign animal dis­
eases, such as foot-and-mouth and 
Mad Cow disease, according to 
Dr. Larry L. Boleman, confeiftnee 
coordinator and a beef cattle spe­
cialist with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service.
