According to police reports,
numerous items were observed

in plain view that are com-
monly used in the production
of methamphetamine along
with numerous items of narcot-
ics paraphernalia.

Under two ounces of mari-
juana and a powder substance
suspected to be methamphet-
amine were located in the resi-
dence. A methamphetamine
lab was located in the attic of
the residence.

Additional officers from the

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Oil Bidness

[ sat in a group of wildcat-
ters the other day and listened
to their “war stories” with great
interest. Among the anecdotes
of long nights on rigs, near-
misses, happy successes, and
bad local cuisine, there were
more than a few nuggets of in-
sight on how to sell a deal in
all sorts of situations.

I was particularly interested
in this type of information be-
cause we are in an extended
time of higher product prices,
yet selling deals is about as
hard as it has ever been accord-
ing to those that do it for a liv-
ing.

At oil prices above $25 per
barrel and gas prices of morz
than $2 per thousand cubic
feet, revenue continues to roll
in filling the coffers of produc-
ing companies and investors,
alike. This is real money for
existing properties, and it
makes deals look good on pa-
per when cashflows are calcu-
lated for future deals. Most of
the time, that is good enough
to sell deals, even those that
have more risk or require a
higher margin for a decent re-
turn.

However, many companies
that are trying to sell deals are
seeing polite lookers but few
takers.

Much of this reticence is due
to the prevailing psychology
that prices can’t last, because,
pick your reason, (a) prices will
collapse after a quick war with
[raq, (b) prices can’t stay up for
much longer because they
never have, or (c¢) prices will
drop after petroleum stocks are
set in for the winter.

The reasons for this slug-
gishness in closing deals is a
topic for another day. But, for
us, this time, the innovation
and presentation styles used by
deal makers to get a prospect
$old, even under current diffi-
cult circumstances, can be in-
‘structive and, in some cases,
amusing.

The common denominator
in a successful sale is always
the quality of the deal. Most
experienced investors can spot

a sham from a mile away. And,
that includes deals that are
front-loaded for the promoter
and those that are designed to
fail so that the promoter just
takes the cash and runs (more
on that another time). If a deal
is suspect from an investor per-
spective, the actual technical
merits of the deal will never be
heard.

So, assuming you have a
deal legitimately structured
that balances risk and reward,
then you can concentrate on
selling the viability of the oil
and gas part of the deal.

According to most wildcat-
ters I speak with, investors
want more than a one-shot
deal. Sure, they all want to get
rich as quickly as possible, but
there are several advantages of
selling them on a multipart
deal. It might include several
wells, several zones, or the
option for participation in other
deals just as good or better than
the one being sold.

In these types of deals, the
investor is invited to see be-
yond just the success or fail-
ure of the single prospect. This
is very smart, since even the
best prepared, most romantic
rank wildcat prospect only has
a 10-percent chance of success
(a step-out might have a better
shot but still only about a 50:50
chance).

But, there is much more to
selling the deal. There should
be a coherent, well-planned
history of the prospect, includ-
ing the legalities of ownership,
how the prospect will be
drilled, how a success will be
handled as well as what will
happen after a failure, and a full
set of economic projections.
All this and more, and we
haven't even touched on the
amusing part.

But, I am running out of
space. We will have to con-
tinue next time with more on
closing a successful deal.

The Runnels County Field Office of the Texas Department of
Health announces that Influenza/Pneumococcal Immunizations
will be given Monday, Oct. 21, and Wednesday, Oct. 23.

Location is at the Texas Department of Health field office in
the Professional Building, Suite 108, on Grant Street entry.

Anyone wishing to receive the shot should call 754-4945 to
schedule an appointment.

The influenza or “flu” shot is recommended for:

* people who are 65 years of age or older

* people under 65 with medical problems such as heart
disease, lung disease, diabetes, renal dysfunction, hemoglo-
binopathies, immunosuppression, and/or those living in chronic
care facilities. People (greater than or equal to 6 months of age)
working or living with these people should be vaccinated as
well.

* all health care workers

* healthy pregnant women who will be in their second or third
trimesters during the influenza season. Pregnant women who
have underlying medical conditions should be vaccinated be-
fore the flu season, regardless of the stage of pregnancy.

* anyone who wishes to reduce the likelihood of becoming ill
with influenza.

The pneumococcal shot (for pneumonia) is recommended
for:

-+ people‘whorare 65 yearsof age-or elder

¥s people undér 65 who have chrumc illness or other risk
factors including chronic cardiac and pulmonary diseases, ana-
tomic or functional asplenia (including sickle cell disease),
chronic liver disease, alcoholism, diabetes mellitus, CSF leaks,
as well as persons living in speical environments or social
settings (including Alaska natives and certain American Indian
populations). Others at high risk include immunocompromised
persons including those with HIV infection, leukemia, lym-
phoma, Hodgkin’s disease, multiple myeloma, generalized ma-
lignancy, chronic renal failure, or nephrotic syndrome, those
receiving immunosuppressive chemotherapy (including corti-
costeroids), and those who received an organ or bone marrow
transplant.
