The Runnels County Junior 
Livestock Show Association 
will continue a long- standing 
stock show tradition in Run­
nels County by hosting the sec­
ond annual countywide live­
stock show follow ing last 
year’s extremely successful 
debut.

“United We Stand’’ is the 
theme for this year’s event as 
the communities of Ballinger, 
Miles, and Winters join to­
gether in featuring nearly 170 
exhibitors representing area 
high school FFA chapters and 
Runnels County 4-H. Admis­
sion is free and the public is 
invited to attend.

Recognized throughout the 
state for their quality showmen 
and livestock projects. Runnels

County exhibitors will show 
533 entries including lambs, 
goats, swine, cattle, turkeys, 
and rabbits. Both breeding and 
market stock will be exhibited.

All livestock will arrive in 
Ballinger from 1-7 p.m. on 
Thursday, January 9. Weigh-in 
and classification is scheduled 
from 6-8 p.m. that evening.

Meat goats, rabbits, market 
lambs, breeding sheep, and tur­
keys will be shown on Friday. 
Swine and cattle are scheduled 
for Saturday. Showmanship 
competitions will be held im­
mediately following each spe­
cies.

Show superintendents for 
the 2002 show include: rabbits- 
Rhonda Legg; swine-Clarence 
Schaefer; cattle-Del Davis; tur- 
keys-Johnny Fulton; sheep- 
Bobby Patton; and meat goats- 
Bill Bredemeyer.

The Ballinger Young Farm­
ers will sponsor meals on Fri­
day and again at lunch on Sat­
urday. They will offer a ham­

burger meal both days during 
the lunch hour. For $4, they are 
serving fresh grilled burgers 
with all the fixings, chips, and 
tea. Friday night they will host 
a BBQ Sandw ich Supper 
which includes sandw ich, 
chips, and glass of iced tea for 
$4.

The Ballinger Young Home­
makers and Runnels County 4- 
H Club will sponsor a full con­
cession stand during the show. 
They will sell breakfast 
burritos both mornings and of­
fer hot and cold beverages, 
home baked goodies, and 
nachos.

A barbecue dinner will be 
served at 5 p.m. on Saturday 
at the Ballinger Community 
Center, just prior to the Run­
nels County Premium Sale. 
The meal of barbecued brisket, 
beans, potato salad, bread, and 
drink will be served compli­
ments of the RCJLSA to all 
buyers. Qthers may purchase 
the meal for $5 per plate for

adults and $3 for children. To­
go plates will be available.

Each exhibitor will sell one 
livestock project of their 
choice at the Premium Sale 
scheduled for 6 p.m. later that 
evening. All money collected 
at the auction will go directly 
to the exhibitors, many of 
whom will use the money to 
purchase projects for next year, 
or finance college.

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Oil Bidness
by Reg Boles ©2002

Get ready for something you 
never thought you would hear 
from a person in the oil and gas 
business.

Oil prices are too high.
Yes, that’s right: oil prices 

are too high. You heard it here, 
first. 1 truly think prices are at 
a point where it is detrimental 
to the industry as a whole.

Let me explain, if 1 may.
There is a point where oil 

prices reach a level that cause 
two important things to hap­
pen. The first is that higher 
prices, if high enough, make 
people mad, and the other is 
that prices can get high enough 
that producers start to increase 
production, undermining long­
term price stability.

When people get mad, they 
fume over higher gasoline 
prices and really start to build a 
distrust, dare I say hatred, to­
ward the oil industry. And, 
while this response is dispro­
portionate, such bad feelings 
are unhealthy for everyone in­
volved in the business.

No matter how hard we try 
to communicate why prices rise 
and fall, explain that manipu­
lating a commodity market with 
worldwide tentacles is impos­
sible, or try to frame the up­
swings in price in proportion to 
the downward price moves, the 
general public is in no mood to 
be understanding when prices 
at the pump pass $ 1.50 per gal­
lon. And—check your local 
filling station-prices are get­
ting there.

Such damage is not easily 
undone. In fact, it appears to be 
cumulative. People already 
dislike the oil and gas business 
unless they are in it. And, those 
feelings don’t seem to be re­
lieved by a period of tranquil­
ity, such as that experienced 
over the last few years. The 
feelings are sharpened by ev­
ery recurrence of price in­
creases. The higher the price 
peak, the madder people get.

Out of the realm of psychol­
ogy and public relations, the 
more technical issue is that of 
price elasticity on the supply 
side. When prices reach about 
$25 per barrel for any signifi­
cant period of time, operators 
and investors start to broaden 
their scope of acceptable 
projects. As a result, develop-

ment activity increases, and, 
from more activity usually 
comes more production.

While 1 admit that this re­
sponse in the North American 
continent has been muted this 
time around (probably due to 
lack of potential targets), the 
Worldwide response has been 
to continually search for op­
portunities to increase produc­
tion and find new reserves. 
With prices topping $30 per 
barrel, fringe projects are be­
ginning to pop up on the radar 
screen of development compa­
nies. An excitement is build­
ing for the oil and gas business 
as a destination for investment.

Unfortunately, it will all be 
short-lived. Prices will not sta­
bilize in the mid-30’s. At that 
price, with current reserves and 
production capacity, new pro­
duction that is only viable at 
current prices will be targeted 
for development. Not to men­
tion that OPEC can now justify 
increasing production to try to 
catch a little of the higher rev­
enue per barrel.

All of this additional pro­
duction (whether from new 
fields or from OPEC spigots) 
will be hard to suppress once 
prices drop, and it will always 
be out there waiting to lower 
prices at the next spike. Ulti­
mately, this undermines stabil­
ity of the marketplace in the 
future as shifts in demand and 
unused productive capacity 
buffet prices.

So, what price is right? I 
sure don’t know, but I would 
guess that a price around $24 to 
$27 would be the best range. 
Such prices might be low 
enough to keep gasoline prices 
in a reasonable range, they 
would provide good revenue 
streams for producers, but those 
prices would limit the financ­
ing for inflated productive ca­
pacity. Right or wrong on that 
point, I know in my heart that 
$32 is too high.

So, one more time: here’s to 
hoping prices will fall, just a 
little, in the first quarter.

Shazam! I said it— you 
weren’t dreaming.

National Weather Service releases 
the ton five weather events o f2002

Weather across West Cen­
tral Texas can change dramati­
cally and is typically character­
ized by flash floods and torna­
does. Here are the top five 
weather events for 2002 which 
impacted West Central Texas, 
accord ing  to the National 
Weather Service Office in San 
Angelo:

1. The Ablicne and Brown- 
wood Flash Flood, July 6-7, 
estimated cost $57 million, no 
fatalities.

2. The Albany Flash Flood, 
April 25, estimated cost $3 
million, one fatality.

3. San Angelo hail storm, 
March 19, estimated cost $16 
million, no fatalities.

4. Roscoe hail storm. May 
4, estimated cost $12 million.

no fatalities.
5. Throckmorton tornado, 

April 7, estim ated cost, 
$10,()()(), no fatalities.

Although these five weather 
events topped the list in 2002, 
last year will go down in his­
tory as the year with a record 
high number of tornadoes. 
Thirty-four tornadoes were 
observed across West Central 
Texas by the National Weather 
Service’s network of Skywarn 
storm spotters and the general 
public.

In addition, numerous hail 
storms battered many towns 
across the region. Those hail 
.storms knocked out windows, 
destroyed crops and damaged 
roofs and vehicles. One winter 
storm, on January 1, produced

three to four inches of heavy 
snow from Coleman to San 
Angelo.

The National Weather Ser­
vice provides these safety tips:

1. Know the name of your 
county and those around you.

2. llave a means to receive 
forecasts, watches and warn­
ings, such as your local radio 
and TV station, cable, internet 
provider and NOAA Weather 
Radio, 24 hours a day.

Texas Cooperative Extension to offer 
Foodservice Manager course certification

Don’t miss the trees that you 
have waited for all year. Order 
now to ensure the trees you 
want are available.

In cooperation  w ith the 
Texas Forest Service Nursery 
near Lubbock, the Runnels 
Soil & Water Conservation 
District (RSWCD) will be of­
fering quality hardwood and 
evergreen tree seedlings for 
sale to area residents through 
the Windbreak Tree Program.

These seedlings are healthy, 
viable seedlings that are well 
adapted to the soil and weather 
conditions in Runnels County.

Runnels SWCD will be of­
fering three categories of seed­
lings this year: conifers, hard­
woods, and wildlife packets.

Twelve-inch conifers (Af­
ghanistan pine, Arizona Cy­
press, Austrian pine, Italian 
Stone Pine, and red cedar) have 
a 28 cubic-inch root volume 
and are $30.00 for 15 trees in 
felt containers. Bullet-plastic 
containers have a 10 cubic- 
inch root volum e and are 
$20.00 for 15 trees.

Bareroot hardwoods (amur 
honeysuckle, aromatic sumac,

bur oak, catalpa, desert willow, 
flam eleaf sumac, fourw ing. 
saltbush, green ash, hackbcrry, 
honeylocust, lacebark elm, 
nanking cherry, Russian olive, 
sand cherry, sand plum, and 
shumard oak) are approxi­
mately 24 inches in height and 
sell for $25.00 for 50 trees.

The wildlife packets (100 
trees in 4 species) contain spe­
cies beneficial to wildlife habi­
tat and nutrition. Types of wild­
life packets available are deer, 
turkey, squirrel, and quail and 
pheasant and are priced at 
$46.00 per packet.

This program will conclude 
on January 24 ,2(X)3, and seed­
lings will arrive at the Natural 
Resources Conservation Ser­
vice (NRCS) office in Ball­
inger on February 6, 2003.

Please consider that order­
ing early will have trees re­
served before stocks are de­
pleted.

Technical assistance in plan­
ning your windbreak is avail­
able. For more information, 
call 365-3514 ext. 3 or come 
by the NRCS office at 2000 
Hutchins Avenue in Ballinger 
and place your order.

S ta tistics indicate that 
foodborne illness continues to 
be a health issue in the United 
States. Each year, 1 in 4 Ameri­
cans will become sick, 1 in 
1,000 will become hospital­
ized, and 5,0()() will die due to 
a foodborne illness.

During the past legislative 
session, a statute was amended 
that allowed the Texas Depart­
ment of Health (TDH) to re­
quire each food establishment 
to have one certified food man­
ager.
 ̂ Recently, the Texas Board 

of Health adopted rules to 
irhplement this statute. Many 
of you have already received a 
letter from the Texas Depart­
ment of Health regarding this. 
Under these new rules, each 
food establishment permitted 
by the Texas Department of 
Health must have one certified 
food manager. New food man­
ager certificates will be valid 
for 5 years.

Texas Cooperative Exten­
sion, Runnels County, is col­
laborating with 4 neighboring 
counties in manager certifica­
tion training. Thisprogram will 
be offered for $79 on January

27th and February 3rd, 2003 at 
the Texas A&M Re.search and 
Extension Center on Hwy 87 
north of San Angelo. Cost in­
cludes training, materials, and 
the State Food Manager certi­
fication examination.

This program is designed to 
not only prepare food service 
managers to pass the certifica­
tion examination; it will pro­
vide valuable education re­
garding the safe handling of 
food. Almost 50cents of every 
dollar Americans spend on 
food is spent on meals pre­
pared away from horne^'there­
fore, careful attention to food 
safety will help keep custom­
ers safe and satisfied.

Foodborne illnesses are es­
timated to cost thousands of 
dollars in lost wages, insur­
ance, and medical bills. With 
these statistics, knowledge of 
how to prevent foodborne ill­
ness is essential. The benefits 
of improved food safety in­
clude:

•Increased customer satis­
faction

•Improved relationships 
with health officials

•Prevention of bad publicity

and lawsuits due to foodborne 
illness

W henever 1 talk before 
groups of working women, one 
question always comes up. 
Why, I’m asked, do women 
often get less than men from 
Social Security when they re­
tire? Especially since, as some 
women note, they make more 
money than many men.

The answer usually comes 
down to this: Social Security 
is based on how many years 
you worked, as well as how 
much you earned while work­
ing.

When it’s time for you to 
apply for retirement benefits. 
Social Security will look at the 
highest 35 years of earnings to 
determine your basic benefit 
payment. For example, if you 
started w orking at 18 and 
worked every year until you 
were 66, you would have 48 
years of earnings.

What if you don’t have 35 
years of work? Well, you only 
need 10 years of working and 
paying Social Security taxes to 
qualify for retirement benefits. 
But if you don’t have 35 years 
of work, then we use a zero for 
each nonworking year when 
we do our calculations.

Why are women more likely 
to be affected by this than men? 
Well, it’s not news that women 
are more likely to take time off 
from careers to care for chil­
dren... or for older relatives.

It’s also true that women are 
much more likely to have part- 
time jobs than men. And while 
a woman working part-time 
may earn an hourly wage that 
is higher than a male em ­
ployee, her annual wages may 
be less.

The Social Security admin­
istration always encourages 
folks to start early in planning 
for their retirement and figur­
ing out where the money they 
will need might come from. 
The Social Security Statement 
that is sent to you each year is 
a great place to begin. It shows 
how much you and your fam­
ily can expect to receive from 
Social Security when you re­
tire or become disabled or die.

Greenbug alert
Over the holidays, I checked 

several wheat fields, which 
were not doing well and were 
yellowing in spots. I found 
rather large colonies of green- 
bugs present.

The greenbug population is 
building quite rapidly in some 
fields. The most susceptible 
fields will be those planted late. 
Fields which were planted 
early and/or arc currently be­
ing grazed are not as suscep­
tible to greenbug damage as 
those planted late with wheat 
plants still in the 3-5 leaf stage. 
It is recommended to check 
your fields regularly for the 
pressure of greenbugs.

The need to apply insecti­
cide depends on the number of 
greenbugs present, the size of 
the plant, the vigor of the plant, 
the temperature, moisture con- 
ditions, the stage of plant 
growth, and the effectiveness 
of parasites and predators.

A general guideline for 
treatm ent of greenbugs in 
wheat is as follows:

Plant height No. of bugs
3- 6” 10()-3()0
4- 8” 20()-4()0
6-16” 3()()-«00

The appearance of yellowed 
spots and/or dead plants is an 
indication of greenbug infesta­
tion. In very young wheat, 
populations of 25-50 green­
bugs per foot of drill row may 
warrant an insecticide treat­
ment.

Remember that low tem­
peratures will slow the activ­
ity and effectiveness of most 
insecticides. It may take twice 
as long for an insecticide to kill 
at 45° as it would at 70°. If tem­
peratures are below 50°. you 
should use the highe.st rate rec­
ommended. riie twt) most 
common insecticides iiseil for 
greenbug control are 
Dimethoate 2.67 lbs. (o' 3/4 to 
1 pt./acre or Lorsban (o' 0.5 to 
1.0 pt./acre. Both carry a four­
teen day grazing interval.
