Local pilot lands safely with one wheel

An old pi lot’s saying is, ‘‘Any 
landing you can walk away from 
is a good one.”

And for M orris Robinson, 
he was certainly thankful he 
was able to walk away from last 
w eek’s landing.

About 4 p.m. on April 14, 
Robinson was returning in his 
1953 Bonanza from a trip to 
Sw eetw ater where he bought 
parts to repair his landing gear.

As he approached the runway 
at the W inters airport, he said 
the sun was reflecting on his 
control panel and he thought 
the indicator light was “on” 
for both landing gears. How­
ever, when he touched down, 
his right wheel had not en­
gaged and his plane skidded 
sidew ays until stopping.

The 76-year-old Robinson,

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Oil Bidness

Now that the hostilities are 
winding down in Iraq, there are 
several uncertainties facing the oil 
and gas business. Where does it 
leave us?

First on the list is the concern of 
how prices will behave with a 
regimechange in Iraq. Prices stand 
to respond to reduced uncertainty 
(no war) but also to the level of 
prixluction that might flow from 
Iraqi wells without United Na­
tions’ (UN) restrictions.

Prices have lluctuated over a 
broad range since the end of war 
began to look inevitable. First 
they fell, then they rose, then they 
fell again. It is hard to spot a trend, 
but, rest assured, less uncertainty 
will yield lower prices. How low? 
See you local fortune teller.

The less direct, but potentially 
more important, impact will be 
higher future production rates from 
Iraqi fields. If UN sanctions are 
lifted, then production rates will 
only be constrained by physical 
limits (wells, equipment, etc.) and 
OPEC quotas (Iraq is a member). 
lexpecthigher(than pre-war) rates 
will become a reality, but not to 
the level that some fear (or hope) 
for.

There are too many infrastruc­
ture problems within Iraq to ex­
port much more than the 2.5 mil­
lion or so barrels per day it has 
produced at full throttle when al­
lowed by the UN over the last 12 
years. Some of these pipeline, 
facility, and well problems will be 
repaired over the next 18-24 
months, but OPEC will begin to 
factor in as limitation by then.

Bottom-line: prices will go low­
er but will not likely drop to cata­
strophic levels.

Another question will be acces­
sibility to the development of fields 
within Iraq. Right now, the Rus­
sians, French, and Germans have 
dibs on most of the development 
contracts outstanding. But, those 
agreements were signed with the 
previous regime. Will they hold?

It is hard to say if the existing 
agreements will be preserved, but

all of the parties mentioned have 
pledged to fight anyone who tries 
to void them. It is likely that a new 
Iraqi government will pass judg­
ment on this matter, but there is 
one thing that is clear: there will 
be opportunities for new develop­
ment contracts. Whether Ameri­
can companies will be able to win 
many of them remains to be seen.

And, Just how big is the devel­
opment target in Iraq?

You’ve probably read about the 
size of reserves in Iraq being sec­
ond only to Saudi Arabia. The 
previous information minister 
claimed that they were even big­
ger than Saudi Arabia.

In reality, there is some truth to 
the claims, but it is very unlikely 
that proved reserves will ever ap­
proach those of Saudi Arabia. 
Most of the discovered reserves 
are along the Iran-Iraq border run­
ning from the north to the south. 
There are few viable fields in the 
western desert of the country. 
Many of these fields will require 
years of rehabilitation, redevelop­
ment, or further appraisal before 
the reserves can be tapped.

But, there is no question Iraq is 
a major owner of future world oil 
reserves. With western technolo­
gy and a more liberal fiscal re­
gime, there will be ample oppor­
tunities for multinational oil com­
panies to make some money there. 
We’ll have to wait and see if it 
happens now or later.

Iraq has long been a mystery to 
the outside world, and it remains 
so even today. The future of the 
oil business there, and its effect on 
American companies, is still a bit 
undefined as yet. However, op­
portunity lies there for those will­
ing to take the risks of short-term 
oil prices decreases and a less than 
stable political situation.

Is Country Club suffering 
a slow and painful death?
To the citizens and businesses o f  W inters:

As the W inters Country Club launches into its 76th year, I 
wonder what its status will be in two or even three years down 
the road.

Although not “ in” the city lim its, we attract people from  ail 
over the state, and these people often ask for restaurants, gas 
stations, grocery stores, etc. We have a policy to try to purchase 
anything we require for operation o f  the course from  local busi­
nesses and we voted to allow  any high school student to play at 
any time without paying green fees. We provide the facility to 
the United M ethodist Church and the com m unity for the Easter 
Sunday sunrise service, and we hold an annual adult/youth tour­
nament. We have a low rental fee for private parties with or 
without bar services. In short, we try to be good citizens o f 
“our” town.

Yet, m em bership continues to decline to the point that we 
are having a difficult time m aking ends meet. At our annual “all 
m em bers” meeting on April 10, I asked for advice and there 
was only one suggestion which m ight or m ight not help. That 
suggestion was to change the nam e from  Country Club to G olf 
Course. The thought was that perhaps “country club” was too 
“high class” for some folks or they thought they were not w el­
com e. We are a sem i-private country club which means that we 
are open to the public.

Many of the businesses in W inters give trem endous support 
to the club; perhaps others should see what they can do to  help. 
Every citizen that has quit the course due to differences o f opin­
ion with another member, and jo ined  another club should re­
consider that decision. Som e o f  the argum ents 1 have heard re­
mind me o f the old “Hatfield and M cCoy” feuds.

My wife and I do a lot o f traveling and usually take short 
cuts. We see many towns in Texas that are close to becom ing 
ghost towns. How many o f  our businesses have closed their 
doors due to lack o f support? We have virtually everything we 
need here in W inters to live com fortably but how m any people 
buy their groceries, gas, or building needs in other cities? We 
save the hospital here because concerned citizens got together 
and made a difference. We now have tw o great doctors and a 
good administrator, all because people saw the need.

We need the support o f W inters’ citizens and I am now be­
seeching you to contact me if  you have any questions about 
m em bership, sponsorship, tournam ents, or Just an outright do­
nation.

We have solicited businesses and individuals to advertise on 
our new tee box signs and have succeeded in selling space on 
the top o f all nine signs. (T here’s still space for nine sponsors 
on the bottom  o f each sign). And while this provided a bit o f 
relief, it is not enough. This club  is open to the public. It is not 
the elitist place that some m ight think it to be. We are ju st a 
group o f “good ole folks” who enjoy golf.

The First A m endm ent in its final form reads, “Congress shall 
m ake no law respecting an establishm ent o f religion, or prohib­
iting the free exercise thereof, or abridging the freedom  of 
speech or o f  the press, or the right o f the people peaceably to 
assem ble and to petition the governm ent for the redress o f 
grievances.”

In the April 17, 2003, issue o f the Abilene Reporter News, 
actor T im  Robbins claim s that one casualty o f the war with Iraq 
is the First A m endm ent right to oppose it. Mr. R obbins m ade this 
com m ent because his scheduled appearance at Baseball’s Hall

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Pest Management News

Do you have a problem with ticks on your pets?

Outdoors

Ticks are com m on in our 
area, but they prefer to spend 
their time in places with some 
protection from  intense sun­
light, but which give them  a 
good chance o f grabbing a host 
if it should walk by. Yards with 
high g rass, unraked  leaves, 
large shrubs, or other vegeta­
tion that provides shelter from 
direct sunlight are especially 
hospitable for ticks. Ticks are 
moved around in the environ­
ment by the anim als on which 
they feed, including deer, ro ­
dents, dogs, and birds. Even­
tually, ticks arrive in our yards 
and infest our pets.

We usually notice ticks first 
on our pets because the pets are 
out in the yard walking around 
in the places ticks like to rest 
and wait for their blood hosts. 
If you find one or more ticks 
on a pet, then consider a com ­
prehensive approach  to tick 
control on your property.

Com prehensive control re­
lies on elim inating ticks from 
the yard, our pets, and from 
within our houses if  necessary. 
It does little good to sim ply 
elim inate ticks from  our pets, 
and then allow them to become 
reinfested in the yard.

Tick control in the yard is 
not too difficult. M ow all tall 
grass, cut hedges back as much 
as possible, rake leaves, and 
generally elim inate tick hang­
outs as much as is practical. 
These actions will reduce the 
num ber o f ticks in the yard, but 
insecticides will most likely be 
needed as well. The EPA has 
e lim in a te d  D u rsb a n  in

Diazinon, com m on tick pesti­
c id e s  w e u sed  to  u se , but 
hom eow ners have access to 
som e new er products. These 
include the relatively new syn­
thetic pyrethroid insecticides 
that can be recognized for the 
most part by how the last part 
o f the active ingredient name 
is spelled. If the active ingre­
dient name ends in the letters 
“r in ” , then  the p roduct is a 
pyrethroid. For exam ple, the 
product Bayer Advance Lawn 
& G arden M ulti-Insect Killer, 
h as  th e  a c tiv e  in g re d ie n t 
C yflu thrin , a synthetic pyre­
throid.

Be sure to read the labels for 
any pesticides you plan to use. 
Your pets and children will be 
exposed to these products in 
the yard. It is often not neces­
sary to treat the entire yard with 
a pesticide. It may be better to 
treat only those areas preferred 
by ticks.

Tick control on the pet is not 
as difficult as it once was. Vet­
erinarians now possess many 
different, .safe in.secticides for 
control o f ticks on pets. It is no 
longer necessary or advisable 
to dip pets in vats o f insecti­
cide. Less toxic approaches are 
available. It is certainly worth 
a few m inutes on the telephone 
to get a good recom mendation 
from your veterinarian. Vari­
ous factors like your pet's age, 
health problems, allergies, etc., 
should  be considered before 
m aking a tick control or pre­
vention recom m endation.

O f course  you should  re­
m ove tick s  from  your pets.

Timely removal o f ticks is very 
im portan t in p reven ting  the 
transm ission o f disea.se. There 
are num erous “folk rem edies” 
for tick rem oval, but the impor­
tant thing is to get the tick re­
m oved quickly (before it can 
transmit disease) and without 
sp illin g  the c o n te n ts  o f  the 
t ic k ’s body into the w ound. 
A lw ays wear rubber or latex 
gloves when rem oving ticks. 
Rem ove as m uch o f the tick as 
p o ss ib le  from  y o u r pet by 
grasping firm ly at the base of 
the tick’s mouth (where it at­
taches to the skin) with a tick 
rem oval tool or tweezers. Pull 
gently but firmly. Try to allow 
some time for the tick to loosen 
it’s grip on the skin. After the 
tick has been rem oved, disin­
fect the bite area with rubbing 
alcohol.
