Local Church Gets Scathing
Arraignment in Challenge

At Baptist Association

There w u  prospect for a few 
minutes for a lively kilt at the 
opening session of tbs Runnels 
County Baptist Association, 
wbioh began its annual session, 
at Valley View church, on Val­
ley Creek, Tuesday afternoon.

The cause of the ripple was a 
challenge preeented by W. D. 
Jennings of Miles, challenging 
the right of the Bronte church 
to a seat in the body.

The raling of the moderator 
that the challenge should be 
signed by a charoh rather than 
an individual, and that the com­
plaint of the challenge was only 
with reference to disciplinary 
irregularities, and hence the 
Association had no authority 
over a church in its matters of 
diseiplins, and the body sustain­
ing the moderator, prevented a 
thorough investigation into the 
alleged irregularities of the 
ohurch of which the challenge 
complained.

Mr. Jennings is an attorney 
and therefore has good knowl­
edge of parliamentary law. But, 
to make certain that he was 
within ths proprieties of parlia­
mentary procedure, he had the 
written instruction ef a great 
Baptist preacher and scholar 
and one of the best parliamen­
tarians among Texas Baptists, as 
to the exact course to pursue 
and be in keeping with parlia- 
mentaay proprieties.

According to Mr. Jennings 
and the line of procedure by the 
parliamentarian mentioned a- 
bove, to be in keeping with par­
liamentary procedure, when Mr. 
Jennings offered the challenge, 
a committee on credentials 
should have been appointed after 
the body was organised by the 
messengers from churches not 
challenged to taka the challenge, 
let Mr. Jennings introduce the 
evidence be may have had to 
prove the allegations of the 
challenge and then let the ac­
cused church introduce any evi 
dence it desired, to disprove the 
eharges in the challenge. Then, 
the committee make its report 
to the Association and the body 
accept or rejeot the committee’s 
report. That kind of course 
would have been satisfactory to 
everybody and there would be 
no question as to the regularity 
of the proceedings. And though 
the chair was sustained in bis 
rulings, yet that does not re­
move ths fast that there was 
irregularity in the way the mat­
ter was disposed of, acoording 
to Mr. Jennings.

Tbs challenge read by Mr. 
Jennings before the body fol 
lows:
To tbs Runnels County Mission­

ary Baptist Association;
Dear Brethren: I h e r e b y

challenge the rightof the Bronte 
charoh to a seat in this body. 
They should not be allowed to 
participate la ths deliberations 
-of this body, aer allowed to en­

joy the fellowship of the churches 
that form this body.

This challenge is based on the 
fact that they have so far de 
parted from Baptist usage in at 
least one act that they have be 
come both an un-Baptistic and 
an-Seriptural organization, and 
willcoutinue to be both un Bap- 
tistic and un-Scriptural until 
they correct the wrong they 
have committed, aud therefore 
have lost their identity as a 
regular New Teotament Baptist 
church, and hence have forfeited 
their right to be recognized by 
this body as ‘ 'a sister church of 
tbe same faith and order."

The un Baptistic and un- 
Scriptural act of which they are 
guilty, through which they have 
forfeited their right to be recog­
nized as a Baptist church ‘ ‘of 
tbe same faith and order" as the 
churches of this body, was with 
reference to their un-Baptistic 
and us-Scnptural procedure 
in an attempt of a faction of the 
eburoh to expel from its fellow­
ship Rev. D. M. West.

The act of the Bronte church 
of which this challenge com­
plains as mentioned in the pre 
ceding paragraph was committed 
the 3rd Sunday in October, 1923

The un Baptistic and un- 
Scriptural procedure of which 
they are guilty and through 
which they have forfeited their 
right to be recognized ns a regu­
lar Baptist church, in the act of 
seeking to expel from their 
membership the said Kev. L> M 
West, is as follows:

Procedure Un-Baptietic.
The procedure was un-Bap­

tistic:
1. They expelled him without 

any specific or definite charges 
against him, which is altogether 
contrary to Baptist ideals and 
tegular Baptist church polity.

2. They refused even to give 
to the said Rev. D. M. West a 
hearing, though he insisted tfiat 
he be heard.

3. it was a pre-arranged plan 
among those opposing the said 
Rey. D. M West to have all the 
members that would vote against 
him present and a t the same 
time kept their purpose to ex­
clude him from Rev. D. M. West 
and those in the church who 
were friendly to him.
The Procedure Wao Unscriptural

The procedure was uu-Script- 
ural:

| 1. They sought to pass judg­
ment on the said Rev. D. M. 
West and to expel him from 
membership without the aid and 
advice of a council of ordained 
elders, which has been an inviol­
able custom of Baptists in deal­
ing with elders either as to tbe 
doctrines they preach or their 
private conduct, from New Test­
ament times.

2, To accomplish their un- 
Scriptural purpose in their at­
tempt to expel the said Rev. I). 
M. Weat, they became guilty of

The terms of Dr. Williams’ let 
ter show his heart and bis inter- 
est in bis boas people, and that 
he also appreciates tbe spirit i f 
the local faimers who propose 
to aid the drouth stricken in the 
gift of the seed Dr. Williams’ 
letter follows:

Granger, Tex Aug 28,112.'.. 
Dear Brother West:

1 have just finished perusing 
your very newsy paper, Tbe En­
terprise. Each week as I rend 
its pages, I can almost see your 
face and bear your voice, and I
am cairied back to the bappv 
days of years gone by, when we 
were real n&ls and happy in the 
confidence each reposed in the 
other. It is deligtful beyond 
words that while we are far se­
parated from each other, yet we 
can just love on and on until the 
goad Father shall call ug hence.

i am glad your people, "out 
where the West begins,’* have 
some tine crops. That such is 
true hardly seems possible to un 
bere in the grip of tbe awful 
drouth. Williamson county, as 
you know, is tbe banner cott hi 
county of grand old Texas. But 
at this present time we are al­
most blank, in all kinds of crops

no feed, no cotton, no nothing. 
Our pe o p l e a i e  d»moralistii. 
Many do not know today where 
their biead is coming from to­
morrow Business of all kinds 
is at a c o m p l e t e  standstill. 
Many are in debt for ttie making 
of the present crop, or rather 
failure, and the outlook to them 
is indeed very gloomy. It is 
impossible for our banks to 
finance our people, without bor­
rowing heavily It is almost im­
possible for tenant farmers to 
turuisb tbe proper collateral to 
meet tbe requirements of our re­
serve banks. It is going to be 
only through real co-operation 
on the part of all to get by, but 
1 am sure there will be torn* 
way. Our town gins from twelve 
to fifteen thousand bales every 
year. We will not gin three 
hundred bales ibis year. Afc 
this date last year we had ginned 
more than 1000 bales. This see- 
son we have ginned only one 
bale, which weighed leas than 
400 pounde. So yoe see whet 
we are up against. What little 
cotton will oe gathered, the seed 
will not be fit to plant. Hence 
you see we will have to start 
next spring on nothing, or even

Old Confederate Veteraa Paaaaa.
The immortal spirit of J. M. 

Maixe, father of Mrs. W. T. Cook 
of this place, took us (light 
Sunday and the body was put a- 
way for its final rest Monday 
morning in tl:e Bronte cemetery, 
Rev. W. E Anderson conducting 
the funeral services.

Deceased had gone far beyond 
the usual limit of the life time of 
man. He was born in Iowa in 
1840. He came to Texas when 
be was fourteen years old and 
spent his days in the Lone Star 
State. He served throughout 
the war of the sixties, following 
the fortunes of Robert E. Lee.

Deceased was the husband of 
four wives, all of whom preced 
ed him. He was the father of 
five children, only one was pres­
ent at the funeral, Mrs. Cook

my privilege of church rnemWer- 
ehip, I would have demanded 
right there in that house that a 
committee of fair, honest, un- 
biaaed, unprejudiced men be up 
pointed and hear Mr. Jennings’ 
evidence on which h e based 
hia grave charges, and then as a 
member, if I did not have the 
facta to refute the charges, i 
would call on the leaders who are 
implicated and I would demand 
of tham to disprove the charge. 
And if the charges could not be 
disproved bv fair, clean, unim 
peachable testimony 1 .vould in 
aiat on my church admitting its 
guilt, and that the charges are 
true and hence we would n o 
longer ask fellowship with the 
oody, as we would no longer he 
"a church of the same faith and 
ordsr." As we see it, very un* 
fortunate indeed was it that the 
moderator and body did not 
sweep all parliamentary tech­
nicalities. as they understood 
them, aside, and have a full and 
free investigation Mr. .leu 
nings and any other Baptists 
who feel as he does have a right 
to expect nothing less.
