This is the 
latest of more than ten thousand 
unidentified flying object investi-
gations this department has con-
ducted since 1947, at least 627 of 
these incidents are unexplained. 

Quakes Reported 
A severe tremblor, in western 

Uganda, caused the worst quake 
in Africa's history, killing at least 
twelve persons. 

Heavy shocks continued to shake 
Peking, capital of Red China, and 
they caused loss of life and dam-
age to the nothern Chinese pro-
vince of Hlpei. Although the lat-
est tremors are reported to be the 
strongest that have been record-
ed, communist officials said pre-
cautionary measures held down 
the death toll. 

A thirty-minute series of shocks 
rocked buildings on Formosa's 
eastern coast for the second tinic,  
in ten days.

Representatives of Libraries in 
Castro County attended the First 
Texas Governor's Conference on 
Libraries in the Municipal Audito-
rium at Austin, Wednesday, March 
23. 

The one day conference consist-
ed of two sessions. The morning 
session was concerned with 
'What are our Problems?" The 
afternoon session was concerned 
with, "What Can We Do?" 

Governor Connally's 	Address 
was titled, "Library Excellence: 
Today's Necessity." In his speech 
Connally said that the leadership 
of educated man is books. 

Connally reported in his address 
that in Texas, there is less than 
one book for each person present-
ly living in Texas. With regard 
to this statement, Connally ques-
tioned, "Can Texas prepare Its 
citizens with less than one book 
per person?" 

Connally also said that today 
there is less demand for the light 
and mediocre books, and more de-

According to Connally, 9,000,000 
books are needed in Texas to 
bring the state libraries up to 
standard. 

In the Presence of the conven-
tion crowd, Connally signed a 

i. reclamation proclaiming 	the 
week of April 17-23, National Li-
brary Week" in Texas. 

Dr. Harry Ransom, Chancellor 
of The University of Texas, in 
an address before the Convention 
body said that Texas is presently 
in an Era of Non Librarian and 
in the Era of the Non Book. 

Ransom said that there are 
three qualifications for a librari-
an: (1). Love for information 
and knowledge, (2). Love 	for 
books, and (3). Love for readers. 
Ransom said that libraries in 
Texas enjoyed an era of interest 
and growth, but in 1900, interest 
in Texas libraries dropped and 
has been on a steady decline ever 
since. 

Robert Vasper, President of the 
American Library Association and 
University Librarian at UCLA in 
Los Angeles, California, said that 
library support should be a shar-
ed responsibility on the National 
Level and the State Level. He 
said that local support alone was 
inadequate. 

Daring his address, Vasper said 
that automation would never be a 
substitute for librarians. 

Mrs. Weldon Lynch, Past Pres-
ident of the American Library As-
sociation, in an address concern-
ing Investments in Education said 
that $5,100 is paid by Texas for 
each child for twelve years while 
he is being educated in Texas 
Schools. After he graduates from 
high school, and for the next 50 
years of his life, Texas pays only 
$42.00 through libraries to help 
further his education. 

Price Daniel, former Governor 
of Texas, and member of the Tex-
as Library and Historical Com-
mission delivered an address to 
the convention body during the af-
teinuoa session concerning "Li-
brary Financial Sources." 

Daniel said in order to get the 
money necessary to build Texas 
Libraries, the sources must come 
from our City or County Govern-
ment, and from the Texas State 
fund, however, there is not pre-
sently a fund set up in Texas for 
libraries. He said that state funds 
for libraries in Texas must come 
about by future legislation, 

Daniel also said, "We may be 
able to get a substantial help to 
boost us onward to our goal of 
better service if we awaken our 
citizens and our officials to our 
need for better library develop-
ment." 

"We must examine our local re-
sources carefully and determine 
whether we are contributing our 
fair share," he said, "If we are 
doing our part, then we can look 
for matching help. But the pri-
mary criteria, in virtually all aid
