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Car tags are not much of a
conservation piece, but there are
times when they arouse your cur-
josity, or at least maybe attract
your attention. Unless you are on
a main highway in Texas you
will not see enough out-of-state
cars to make a comparison. It's
different in New Mexico, Arizona
or Colorado. That's where the
tourists are, and if there are as
many as a half dozen cars in
your range of vision at least four
of them will be from out of state
and many times as many as six
states will be represented. On a
recent trip into our neighboring
state of New Mexico our attent-
jon was attracted to an unusual
number of cars that failed fo
sport a license tag on the front
bumper. We noticed cars from
as many as six different states
that had only one license tag, and
that of course was on the rear.
We have what is referred to as a
conservative state government, if
they want to live up to their pro-
fessed philosophy why don't they
leave off the unnecessary front
tag and save fifty percent
in the «cost of production.
It is inconceivable that a peace
officer, or anybody else for that
matter, would jump in front of a
speeding car in order to get their
license number. This is a matter
that should be taken care of by the
legislature immediately. I would
like to go on record as being a
rear-end tag man.

At the regular meeting of the
Dimmitt School Bcard Monday
night the trustees voted to raise
the district school tax rate from
$1.60 per $100.00 valuation o §1.75.
The increase in the school tax
rate will apply to the 1966 tax
year with collections beginning in
October. According to school cffi-
cials, the increase in the tax rale
became necessary because cl the
increment salary schedule estab-
. lished by state law, the addition
of two additional teachers and
general increase in operating ex-
penses. For budget purposes the
$1.75 tax is apportioned to main-
tenance and interest and sinking
fund, with $1.25 earmarked for
maintenance and 50 cents into the
interest and sinking fund.

A number of school districts
in the Panhandle area are being
fecreed into reappraising their tax
needs, the most recent being Du-
mas, Tulia and Canyon. A re-
evaluation program has been in
progress in each of those districts
with farm land comingz in for a
more realistic valuation.

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Improved Texas Agriculture
Objective Of Study Group

About 175 Texas agricultural
Jeaders and Texas A&M Univer-
sity College of Agriculture staff
members met here June 27-28 to
begin a study of the state’s farm-
ing and ranching industry.

The session was the Agricultural
Study Convocation, a project re-
quested by the A&M Board of Di-
rectors because of the importance
of agriculture to the Texas eco-
nomy, its increasing complexity,
and the state-wide responsibility
of A&EM to the industry.

Nationally known authorities
spoke at the meetings and suggest-
ed various approaches for the
study.

A. E. Cascino, vice president
for sales of International Miner-
als, Inc., in Illinois, said the study
should be aware of the “great
transition”’ underway internation-
ally. The U. S. has operated in

an economy dominated by agricul-
tural surpluses, but if it is to help
feed the world, it must leam to
live with the world shift to a food-
deficient economy.

“The most important thing is 10
get rid of provincial interests and
bias,” Cascino said. ““You can
not think entirely as citizens of
Texas or the United States. There
are no political boundaries. You
are citizens of the world, pro-
ducing food for the world."”

F. R. Wilcox of the American
Arbitration Association at Pasa-
dena, Calif., said farm people can
no longer leave merchandising of
their products to other persons.

“Through group action of var-
ious kinds, producers will find it
necessary to advertise and mer-
chandise to the extent of expendi-
tures which, in some instances,
will be as much as 10 to 20 per-
cent of the wholesale price,”” bhe
said.

H. C. Heldenfels of Corpus
Christi, president of the A&M
Board of Directors, said the con-
vocation could be the most im-
portant planning effort ever made
by the university.

He said if Texas is to remain
an agricultural leader, it must
use advanced technology and man-
agement, develop enterprises
which have advantages over those
of other states, and encourage in-
state, out-of-state and world mar-
kets for its products.

W. W. Lynch of Dallas, presi
dent of the Texas Power and Light
Company, said nothing is more
important than research to agri-
culture, and nothing is more pro-
fitable.

The problem ‘“‘seems to be one
of enlisting the interest and sup-
port of the local people, of
showing what can be accomplish-
ed and of laying the ground work
for the rather substantial financial
pregram necessary to put the
lands in a suitable condition for
high preductivity,” he said.

The Provost for Agriculture of
the University of Florida, E. T.
York, said that land-grant univer-
sities, such as Texas A&M,
should seek kelp from other sec-
tions of the university instead of
leaving the job entirely to the
college cof agriculture.

His tzlk centered on mobilizing
rescurces ¢f a land-grant univer-
sity tc support a dynamic agricul-
tural industry.

“TI would suggest very strongly
that we need to mobilize resources
within the university, but outside
the college of agriculture, to as-
sist with many problems which
go beyond problems of agricultu-
ral technology,” he said. 5
should emphasize the fact that
wkile scme cof these problems are
peculiar to agriculture, many oth-
ers are prcblems of a total society
which are merely shared by agri-
culture.”

A&M President Earl Rudder
caid an internal study by the uni-
versity’'s College cf Agriculture
staff members has just been com-
rleted as a possible reference for
the external study group.

Medium eggs of the
same grade category below this
price are a better buy. (Remem-
ber, size has nothing to do with
quality.) In this example, Grade
A Large are selling for 49 cents
to be equal in cost. Confused by
this strategy? Send for another
USDA leaflet, No. 442, ‘“How to
Buy Eggs —"' and wise up on egg
buying.

3. The best answer is (2), check
the ads to see what and where
the best buys are. Supermarkets
often buy up large quantities of
meat or other products and sell
them as ‘‘specials.”” This is to
attract customers to the store,
but specials usually work to your
advantage. Food ads also tell you
what products are the best buys
and are most plentiful that week.

Fcllow the other practices too.
They are all good. You should
definitely make cut a list before
you cshop, but make it flexible.
Do take advantage of the unadver-
tised specials in the store, but
don't rely on impulse buying. It
can be expensive.

It is also a good habit to read
the columns of food editors in
newsgapers and magazines.

4. (3) Ordinary ground is fine
for these uses. Ground chuck is
recommended when you  want
hamburgers for the small fry.
Ground round is used on special
occasions.

5. (2) remove the original wrap-
pings, cover loosely wih waxed
paper. Poultry, like other raw
meats, is very perishable and
should be stcred in the coldest
part of the refrigerator. The
store wrappings should always be
removed or punctured, and the
poultry should be stored loosely
covered. Do remove the giblets
and store separately since they
will spoil more rapidly than the
rest of the bird. Poultry should
be used within two days.

Texas Committee on State and
Local Tax Policy presented a re-

port to Gov. John Connally and
the Texas Legislature,
Everybody's request for more

money indicates that the spend-
ing program to be presented the
1967 Legislature will eat up the
seventy-five million dollar state
surplus and require new mon-
ey to finance.

CONTRASTING JOB STITUATION
Texas employment is continuing
its upward trend, but at the same
time, unemployment is rising too,
the Texas Employment Commis-
sion reports.

THE FOOD DOLLAR AND THE
FARMER

The farm share of the consum-
er's collar spent for sood ranges
from abcut 10 to 70 percent, ac-

cording ¢ the recently issued re-
port of the Natiomal Cominission
cn Food Marketing. This lengthy
survey of the economics cf food
marketing, which from farmer
through retailer comprises the
Nation's largest industry, shows
{nat farmers are nct tc klame for
higher fcod grices in recentyears.
The report points up the extent
tc which farmers are teing made
the scapegcats by otker segments
of the eccnomy.

The Commission's repgort is
highly contrcversial, especially as
it concerns ostensible problems
of size and bigness in food mar-
keting and in propcsing new regu-
lations and restrictions. In the
view of many, the Commission
exceeded its grant of Congression-
al authority by making recom-
mendations fcr action to be tak-
en — and these aspects cf tae
report, to which some Commission
miembers issued strong dissents,
are sure to be fcllowed by a leng
round of argument and debate in
Congress and the country.

But the factual side of the re-
port — the studies on where the
housewife's food dollar goes —
are very revealing, and in this
research the Commissicn and its
stadf prformed a helpful service.

It is obvicus that when the
housewife buys a focd product in
the market, she pays for all the
services invclved in producing,
processing, and distributing the
fccd. Many hosewives, however,
don’t understand the relation-
ship of the price received by the
farmer to the price she pays.
Since the product is fccd, too
many housewives tend to blame
the farmer for the cost. The
Commission report should help
many Americans to understand
the truth in the farm-retail price
spread. Using figures for 1964,
the Commissicn determined that
ccrsumers’' expenditures for do-
mestically produced farm fcod
totaled $69.8 billion. The market-
mmg bill made up €8 percent of
the ccnsumer's fccd dcllar that
year; the farm value was 32 per-
cent.

That $69.8 billicn spent by con-
sumers in 1964 breaks down as
follows: Ofthe $47.3 billion mar-
keting FEill, $20.8 billion went to
laber ccsts; $5.1 billion went 10
trenspertation; $18.7  billion is
classed as “‘other’ costs, incluc-
ing costs of buildings and equip-
ment, containers and supplies,
anc advertising and promotion;
and $2.7 billicn were corporation
profits. The arm value — again
32 percent of the total spent — was
$22.5 billicn.

As 1 indicated above, the re-
port nctes differences in the farm
share of tke consumer’'s dollar
for specific products. Fcr exam-
ple, the farm share for butter Js
approximately 70 percent because
preeessing is relatively simple,
transportation costs are low since
tte product is highly concentrat-
cd, and handling ccsts are mode-
rate. By contrast, the farm share
of the dollar spent for canned to-

All 12 Land Banks . wenl into
operation in 1917. Farmers who
had been paying as much as 10
percent per year or more inte-
rest for loans stood in line for
Land Bank loans at 5 percent per
yvear. By November 30, 1917, local
FLBA' throughout the country had |
made 14000 loans totaling $29.-
824.656. A year later, loans reach-
ed a total of $147 million.

There are seventy-three Federal|
Land Bank Associations in Texas.
All are solidly solvent and pros
pering. And while their funda
mental purpose is to provide a
service to farmers, with profit a
secondary consideration, the FL-
BAs in the Houston district show-
ed a total net worth of almost $30
million at the end of 1965

Operations of the 12 Land Banks
are supervised by the Farm Cred-
it Administration, an independent
agency of the Federal govern-
ment paid for completely by ear-
ings of the banks.

Since 1917, the Federal Land
Banks have loaned in excess of
$12 billion to farmers. The 10th
district bank, according to Mr.
Weatherford, has loaned more
than $1.1 billion. By the end of
1965, the 12 Land Banks had made
nearly two million loans.

No farmer has ever lost a
dime he has invested in associa-
tion stock in this district, Mr.
Weatherford said. Even during
the depression years, when some
of the associations’ stock became
impaired due to financial diffi-
culties, every stockholder ultima-
tely received full payment for his
stock.

The Land Banks haven't cost’l
the government, and thus the tax-

payer, any money either, he said.
For a period during the depress-
jon the government advanced mo-
ney to the Land Banks to help
some of its members hold on to

their farms. Every cent of that
was repaid.
As owners of their FLBA's,

farmers have received good re-
turns on their stock.

EASY PLUCKING—Ducks are hard to pick
clean. So, when plucking your birds, ease the job by
using an ordmary rubber stall on your fu'lger Stall
helps in gripping the little feathers and inner down.

WATCH A DUCK'S HEAD—Stalking ducks on
ponds and farm tanks is a popular Texas sport. How-
ever, ducks are wary critters and you must be care-
ful and sly when creeping up on them.

IMPROVISED RAMROD—Any sportsman who
has done much hunting has been caught in the woods
when he needed a ramrod and didn’t have any.

You can make an improvised ramrod by cutting
a straight sapling about 18 inches longer than your
gun barrel. Whittle this down until it’s slim enough
to run through the bore. Then split one end and in-

sert a piece of rag, such as a handkerchief, to serve
as a swab.

BAG FOR 22’s—Two objections to .22’s is the
way the box disintegrates in your pocket and the dif-
ficulty one has in returning unfired loads to the box.
There seem to be twice as many cartridges to put back
than you took out.

Eliminate both these nuisances by emptying the
entire box of cartridges into a zippered tobacco pouch.

MARKING YOUR DEER—A deer hunter often
is faced with the job of getting his kill back to camp
before nightfall. Usually this occurs when hunting
quite some distance from camp.

But protect the carcass
from being molested by predators by tying your ban-
dana around an antler prong.

AVOID BREAKING FIRING PINS—To avoid
breaking the firing pin, when dry firing your hand-
gun, replace the primers in six empty shells with a
tight-fitting piece of leather in primer pockets.

SALT AND PEPPER STRAWS—For camping
conveniences and space-saving purposes, make indivi-
dual salt and pepper shakers by filling ordinary soda-
pop straws.

REPAIRING WADERS—When your fishing
waders become worn and cracked, try covering worn
spots and cracks with tire paint. This type of paint
won't crack and its pliable.

DON'T LOSE YOUR ARROWS—Arrows fre-
quently are lost from the quiver. To prevent an oc-
currance of this sort, fit a 2” chunk of styrofoam
into the bottom of the quiver.

Arrowheads then can be stuck into this pliable
material. But, a slight pu‘ll‘will release them.

KEEP POSSESSIONS SAFE—Small objects
sometimes are lost overboard in rowboats, or other
small craft, during rough weather.

Keep such valuables safe by screwing, or nailing,
the metal top of a widemouth mason jar to the under-
side of a boat seat. Then place your keepsakes inside
the jar and screw it to the top that you fastened under
seat.

Not only will your valuables be out of the weath-
er but they’ll also be off the floor, partially hidden
and out of harms way. -
