THE OU) AGE PENSION CONTROVERSY

WELCOME. GENTLEMEN

■*ilvHt the administration of old age pensions has Iteen 
bungled and the cost of administration has -been beyond 
all reason will hardly admit argument to the contrary.

But as to the cost of administration there should not 
necessarily now be any discussi n ai h st, there has not 
been any accusation anywhere, far as is known, of un­
scrupulous graft.

The whole thing is traeable back to one fundamental 
element in the question, namely, that o the lcgislatois and 
the govornor not carrying out m a simple way the simple 
mandate of the people. And that mat ».ate was that every 
l>erson over sixty-five years old, a citizen of Texas, should 
be given a ppension of a certian maxmuni amount monthly. 
Had this simplu mandate dictated by the people, by a vote 

' four to one on the constitutional ameiidmeat providing for 
the pension l>een carried out in a si pie way, there would 
have been no necessity t r any enormous expenditure in 
the administration of the law.

But, those opposing the simple mandate of the 
lieople argue that to give a pensi .. to e\' .. > :.e over sixty- 
five years old would bankrupt toe >,o\ eminent. If that is 
true, then, surely the legislature c ui.i have done no other 
way and Ik* perfectly fair and loyal t > the e.-.pressed will of 
the people than to refuse to pass the enabli g act and thus 
let the will of the people concerning the matter lie dormant 
until such time that it was possible for the state with 
available revenues in sight to enact the measure into law 
and start it to functioning—at I . t. si h a course would 
have been far preferable to the cou. .» that has been taken. 
If it is a fact that the revenue caiua-i’ i o had—that it will 
bankrupt Texas to pay the amount to i io-e over sixty-five 
years old, then the legislature evidi .ii'\ > u!d not pursue 
any course more consistent than *. i it. it back to the 
people and let them by their sew;*, i its cancel their 
mandate for the pension. If mem oi < t.-ie legislature 
have made an investigation and h >e the i. i sho«\iug that 
it is utterly itiqMtsaible for-the sta e to ui. y oul the man­
date of the people, those in posse -ion of s. ch facts should 
refer the matter liack to tin* piopl«*, tlien, let those with 
the facts sustaining thei; c n'e i a t e revenues are

vote on the amendment, or else refer the amendment back 
to the jieople for their vote, if and when they are confront­
ed with the cold bare facts that Texas dm*s not have re­
sources from which to get the revenues necessary to carry 
«>ut the will of the people, and let the people, if the choose, 
repeal the amendment. And any man anywhere charged with 
the responsibility of making effectual the simple man. 
date of the old pension amendment who pursues any other 
course, as we see it, violates the trust the people reposed 
in him and forfeit» his right to the confidence of the voters 
ia the future.

Though late in saying it, yet it is with genuine and full- 
hearted spirit that The Enterprise bids welcome to Bennitt 
Brothers, George Bennitt and Russell Bennitt, new owners 
and publishers of Sweetwater Daily Reporter. A few weeks 
ago these gentlemen, from California, bought the Reporter 
fr: m Millard Cope ‘and his associates and assumed charge 
of same. In their "salutatory,” they made no pretentious 
promises beyond striving to keep the publication up to the 
standard of excellence that it had maintained under the di­
rection of Mr. Cope. An«l already in these few weeks they 
have demonstrated that they knew the newspaper business.
