INVESTIGATION CONTINUES

Man Found Dead in Pit

Investigation into the death of
an Oklahoma man in Dimmitt
continues as county officials await
results of X-ray examinations be-
fore ruling on the cause of death.

THE BADLY decomposed body
cof Robert E. Lee, 40, of Henton,
Okla., was discovered in a small,
brushy pit near White's E'evator
in northeast Dimmitt Wednesday
night of last week by three Negro
boys who were hunting in the
area.

Sheirfl's officers said Lee ap-
parently had been dead three
weeks before his bedy was discov-
ered.

He was buried by the county
last Thursday in Castro Memorial
Gardens.

JUSTICE OF the Peace T. E.
Harrison said the condition of
Lee's body ruled out an autopsy,
but he "ardered x-rays taken to
check for possible brcken bones or
Jead in the body.

The X-ray pictures are now be-
ing studied by a group of Ama-
rillo radiologists. Harrison is
withholding a coroner’s verdict
until he receives their report.

His last employment
evidently was at a Silverton gar-
age, Cartwright said.

THE SHERIFF'S Office also
learned that Lee had been marri-
ed and diverced. Cartwright con-
tacted Lee's ex-wife, and said
she tecld him Lee had had a drink-
ing problem.

The county's wheat allotment

“WHEAT certificates will be Is-
sued cn 40 percent of the farm
allotment on participating farms,"'
he added.

A DeWitt County rancher is
making an extra $3.51 an acre by
using chemical weed and brush
control in a range management
demonstration.

The demonstration is on the Will

Rob Miller ranch, near West-
hofi.

.- ACCORDING to County Agent
"Gilbert Heideman, one pasture

was freated with 2,4,5-T, diesel
cil and water, applied aerially. A
similar pasture got no treatment.

Heideman figures it cest about
$3 an acre for the chemicals and
application, but this cost was
more than offset by the extra beef
raised.

The treated pasfure produced
an average of cver 65 pounds of
weaning calf an acre and the un-
treated pasture produced about 49
pcunds an acre. :

Ciipping tests show -that grass|

cn the treated pasture produced
6,300 pounds of air dry forage an
acre, said Garlyn Hoffman, Ex-
tension range brush and ‘weed
contrel specialist at Texas A&M
University., He said the untreat-
ed pasture produced only 2965
pounds an acre.

HOFFMAN pointed out that soil
meisture in the treated pasture
averaged moere than two percent
higher than in the untreated pas-
lure Reason for the higher
moisture, he said, is less competi-
ticn fer moisture from weeds and
brush

The treated pasture was stock-
cd at one animal unit to 6% acres
and the unireated at cne animal
unit to 8 acres. Because of a
shortage of grazing in the un-
ireated pasture, hay had to be fed

lo those cows at a cost of §1.71;

an acre.

Hoffman said the demonstration
brush control used with a defel
ment program will be a paying
proposition for most ranchers.

Today is the last day, a day of
gladness mingled with sadness.
Let's take a look at some more of
Expo 67's many attractions.

HAVE YOU wondered about
Montreal, our gracious host city?
It would take a big book to really
describe it. It is a metropolis with
2,600,00 people and is increasing
by $87,000 each year. The human
diversity of Montreal is shown by
its more than 30 ethnic groups. The
121,000 Italians, 86,000 Jews, 4,400
Indians or Eskimos are as com-
plete Montrealers as the 1,608,000
French and 445,000 of Anglo-Saxon
stock.

Montreal is the banking and fin-
ancial center of Canada. It is a
terminal for 15 airlines and a rail-
road center. There are more than
5,500 manufacturing plants. But
Montreal is not all work. There
are 4,000 restaurants so you can
surely find a place to eat; and for
fun there is Expo 67, the biggest
and best world's.fair ever held.
Ask any Montrealer, or maybe
somebody from Texas or the south
of France.

LOOKING over an illustrated
map of Isle St. Helene and Isle
Notre Dame, site of Expo 67, I
am appalled at all the exhibits I
didn't get around to viewing. A
person could spend a month here
and not see it all. Tt's really that
big.

gAll in all, it has been an excit-
ing, educational adventure. Let's
take a last look. What're a few
more blisters on the feet.

For those interested in religion—
and who isn't—a visit to the Pav-
ilion of Judaism is in order. You
might find at least a partial an-
swer to some of these questions;
What is a Jew? What has he given
to civilization? What does he be-
lieve?

ANOTHER one, the Christian
Pavilion, with eight of Canada's
major Christian denominations
joined together, present at Expo
67 an uncommon message with a
common voice. The pavilion theme
is that in a world often without
hope and love, Christ is an eternal
hope and source of joy.

The Canadian National Pavilion
takes an imaginative and compre-
hensive look at the twin elements
of time and motion, some of the
stuff that life is made of. Visitors

The Venezuelan Pavilion offers
fine live entertainment, lively folk
music, exotic fruits and drinks.
The pavilion is composed of three
colorful, cube-shaped buildings.

I PROMISED a young tennis pro
in Niagara Falls I would look his
brother up at Expo. He is a chef
in the Ontario Pavilion restaurant,
but I lost his name and failed to
contact him. So many things got
left undone, it seems.

A ship is being built at Expo. It
should be finished near the fair's
end in October and launched.

One of the striking innovations |
in modern living is called Habital
67. Since man first moved out of
his caves, he has tested many
forms of shelter—crude huts of
mud, tents with skin covers,,
blocks of stone. Around a group
of such dwellings—always near
water—a village wou'd grow, then
a town.

NOW HABITAT 67 In Cite du
Havre (on the mainland) combines
ingenious shelter with all the at-
tributes of modern life in a world
where living space is often at a
premium.

From a distance it looks like a
huge pile of stones tossed togeth-
er in a loose semblance of order.
