Mr. Lutz told us o f instances 
where corn produced as much 
as 160 bushels |>er acre. How­
ever, he said that this year was 
one of the most mammoth corn 
crops in ‘>0 years in his home 
state.

The Lutz family departed 
from San Angelo Mondav for 
San Antonio, where they always 
spend the winter.
