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Pioneer Preacher 
Of This Section 

Now At San Tone
(The review {¡riven below of the 

life of Uev. I). W. Townsend, an 
old-time preacher now in San 
Antonio, appeared recently in 
The San Antonio Light, a daily 
newsjmper o f that city. The 
editor knew Rev. Townsend, 
first, back in the middle nineties. 
Rev. Townsend and the writer 
held the first meeting, far 
as is known, ever held at Nor­
ton. If memory serves us cor­
rectly it was in 1900. The meet­
ing was at the old town of Nor­
ton, or North Norton, as it is 
known. It was in a small plank 
school house. At night kerosene 
lamps were used. There were 
but few people in the whole Nor­
ton territory at that time. We 
regarded Uev. Townsend as an 
“old man” at that time. He was 
a frontier missionary and trav­
eled all over this part of West 
Texas in a "buckboard,” preach­
ing wherever he could get as 
many as two or three together. 
Some of the incidents mentioned 
below as to 'the work he did in 
aiding people the writer knows 
about personally)

D.W. Townsend, 84, 3739 West 
Commerce street, remembers 
when going to church was an 
all-day affair.

“Why,” he relates, “ we used to 
drive 10 miles in an ox wagon to 
get to a little log cabin church. 
Every family brought its lunch 
and remained right through for 
the evening service.”

Townsend is a native of Sul­
phur Springs, Texas. Converted 
when he was 15, he “put off 
preaching” until he was 36, and 
today he’s “ still at it.” He 
formerly was pastor of the 
Edgewood Baptist church here.

“There is too much formality 
in the church today,” Townsend 
declares. “Too many parties, 
too.”

“The preachers uf today don’t 
have enough fire. Why, it’s just 
a matter of joining today. When 
I read ’em the Bible the people 
were moved to tears.”

Townsend once drove a car 90(H) 
miles to reunite a man and his 
wife.

He remembers the time in 
Erath county when Indians stole- 
“ a whole school full of children” 
and the school teacher to boot— 
and none of them ever came 
back.

Reverend Townsend, n o w  
broken and laid aside, has given 
■his life to the cause of mission­
ary work. In earlier days, he 
maintained a Gospel Boat at 
Seattle Navy Yard, with which 
he later towed legs to build 
one of Puget Sound’s Baptist 
churches. Churches at Seattle 
Navy Yard and elsewhere owe 
their existence to his efforts.

While at the Navy Yard, Rev. 
Townsend baptized 16 Filipinos. 
One of these (boys was the an­
swer to a long-continued prayer 
for a missionary to go to the 
Phillipine Islands and carry the 
Gospel to the natives. He had 
always wanted to go to foreign 
fields and spread God’s salvation 
to the unsaved, and this was his 
chance to send another in his 
place, lie carried the Filipine 
l>cy 3000 miles, entered him in 
Seminary, and saw his gradu­
ation four years later. He has 
been in the Islands eight years 
now and has converted nearly 
1000 souls.

The old preacher dwells in 
memories of the varied work 
which unselfish ministers of his 
typo carried on in his day. For 
instance, he cites the time when 
a missionary driving horse and 
buggy across the bleak prairies

Bert Fletcher of 
Maverick who has been interest­
ed in getP.ng a well on his place 
near Maverick, was introduced, 
as was A. J. Johnson of Houston, 
a man exjieifenced in oil well 
drilling who is seeking a block of 
acreage in the Maverick section, 
for an oil promotor in Houston. 
It is believed that soon there 
will be an oil test started in the 
Maverick section that will go 
deep enough to get a thorough* 
test. It was also brought out 
by H. O. Whitt, chairman of the 
lesources committee of the club 
that there was also good pros­
pect for active interest soon on 
the E. C Rawlings ranch north­
west of Bronte. Mr. Whitt also 
reported that at Blackwell things 
were shaping fast far another 
test in that section and that 
Conda Wylie on the Wylie ranch 
at old Fort Chad bourne has ar­
rangements in the process of 
completion for an oil test on his 
ranch. So, it may be that this 
good year of 1940 is the year 
when Bronte’s oil “ship shall 
come in.”

To them one 
child was born, a son, Ix>yd Car- 
roll Jr., who is now fourteen 
years old. A few years after 
their marriage deceased and 
family came to Bronte to reside. 
He was engaged in public work 
and went here and there, while 
his wife and baby 4j*»y remained 
most of the time in Bronte.

About two years ago deceased 
moved with his wife and son to 
Las Cruces, New Mexico, where 
he engaged in public works.

Pioneering In Relief
Because there is a Rreat deal 

of mi.-understanding alxnit the 
various Welfare Agencies, a 
series of articles are being pre­
pared to give a clearer view of 
the administration of Relief.

Before considering the pro­
gram a.s it is today a brief sum­
mary of the several Fedra! and 
State programs that have pre­
ceded this, is in order.

Federal Relief started with the 
inauguration of President Roose­
velt. The depression of 1929 
created such a situation of wide­
spread .unemployment that, at 
the time of this inauguration 
some three and a half years 
later, there was hunger, cold and. 
nakedne" throughout the coun­
try. From the Atlantic to the 
Pacific, fmm Canada to the 
Gulf, millions of men and women 
were hunting fcr a job while 
their families waited in terror 
that no job should lie found. And 
n > job was found. Family needs 
were not supplied. Ix>cal politi­
cal subdivisions, which since the 
signing of the Constitution, had 
taken care of local charities, 
were unable to feed the hungry 
within their borders. That So-

cial Hurricane. DEPRESSION, 
had wrecked local business. 
State governments faced the 
same problem, complicated with 
constitutional limitations. l*res 
ident Roosevelt recognized the 
need of the American people, 
and undertook the job of sup- 
jjying it.

One of the first official acts 
was to establish a nation-wide 
relief program of which three 
phases continue to operate. The 
Federal Emergency Relief Ad­
ministration provided work for 
those in immediate need. The 
Civilian Conservation Corps of­
fered an opportunity to thous­
ands of boys who were hitch-hi­
king over the country in search 
of something to do. The Federal 
Surplus Commodities Corpora­
tion began buying farm surplus 
in order to stabilize the market 
of farm produce, and to give 
these commodities to persons 
who needed them.

In practically every county in 
the United States there was es­
tablished. in 1933. a local ad 
ministrator with a staff of work­
ers to handle this new business. 
Relief. The Administrator 
w’orked with civic and economic 
leaders of each community in 
providing suitable work projects 
¿or employable men.

TEXAS FINNISH RELIEF 
FUND

DALLAS, April 16—Texas 
contributed $88,302.87 to Fin- 

• nish relief aside from corpora­
tion contributions made direct to 

v Herbert Hoover’s committee by 
the home offices of many con­
cerns having 'branches in this 
state. These figures were re­
leased by Capt. J. F. Lucey, 
Texas Director for the Finnish 
Relief Fund, this week from his 
office in Dallas. At the same 
time Capt. Lucey said the state 
headquarters and the state or­
ganization are being discon­
tinued. •

The Texas director was pre­
fuse in his compliments of the 
subscription campaign conducted 
by Texas newspapers. “ If we 
Nad not ba<l the marvelous co­
operation of Teras newspapers,” 
Captain Lucey said, “we never 
could have got the job done.’’ He 
also jmki his respects to workers 
art state headquarters and the 
local committeemen over the 
state.

While Texas donations w'ere 
not the largest, nor did Texas 
lead the states in number of do­
nations, O pt, Lucey said, yet it 
was one of the ranking states. 
Only. New York, Illinois, Califor­
nia and one or two other states 
are oredited with a greater total 
in contributions.

In recent communication from 
Herbert Hoover, national direc­
tor of the fund, a request was 
made that the newspapers con­
tinue to keep their columns open 
for subscriptions and that local 
committees continue their  ̂ or­
ganization. In this request ( apt. 
Lucey concurs and is asking

these agencies to keep their fa­
cilities open for funtlier contri­
butions. 11

"Findland needs help as badly 
as ever,’’ Capt. Iaicey said. “ Re­
habilitation must tie carried on.1 
Hundreds of thousands of the 
Finnish jieople must seek new 
homes in different olealities be­
cause their former homes are 
now a part of Russia. This 
means starting from scratch as 
their household effects were des­
troyed in the war.
