EVERY TEXAS CITIZEN
NEEDED IN THE l"l(‘H'l‘
AGAINST TYPHUS FEVER

Austin, 'l'oxas. September 16—
“The conquest of typhus fever in
Texas is far from complete and
the mere fact that typhus is on
slight decline the past few weeks
should not for one moment lull
us into a false sense of securi-
ty,” Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State
Health Officer, declgred in Aus-
tin today. “There is still en-
tirely too much of this disabling
and sometimes fatal disease.’

“Concentrated effort and close
cooperation of every citizen of
Texas is urgently needed if ty-
phus fever is to be brought delfi-
nitely under control,” Dr. Cox
continued, “and this certainly
must be done if our civilian
health and that of our armed
forces in Texas is to be protect-
ed.”

Inasmuch as typhus is spread
by the flea which feeds on ty-
]»hu« infected rats, control meas-
ures, according to Dr. Cox, de-
pend on rat extermination thru
means of starving out and build-
ing out rats as well as trapping
and poisoning them. He stated
that regardless of what fine

garbage collection and dizposal

system a community maintains,
it is practically worthless in ro
dent control unless garbage 1s

| pet into (and not beside) a gar-

bage pail and the pail kept cov-

ered at all times.

Rat-proofing of all homes and
business houses should be un-
dertaken as quickly as possible
and the local health depart-
ments are usually able to assist
in overcoming the obstacle of ob-
