Saturday, September 18, 1943,
will go down in the annals of
Bronte as a “red letter day”—a
new day, the like of which the
oldest part of our citizenry even
never witnessed, in this quiet,
peaceful village,

The town has had many rallies
through the vears of its exist-
ence—rallies about everything
from voting out “the town cow”
to the election of William Jen-
nings Brvan on his “thou shalt
not crucify silver on a cross of
gold” platform.

But, Saturday, it was differ-
ent—it was “rally day in the
3rd War Loan Drive”—in other
words, the rally was for the spe-
cific purpose of our people doing
their part to keep Hitler and.
other would-be dictators from|
taking our most priceless heri-
tage :our liberty, away from us.
The soldiers came to town—they
came with different Kkinds of
warfare armament—the baby
jeep, the amphibean jeep, the
tank and the tank destroyer——
kinds of wareraft, concerning
which not even our older folk,
much less the youngsters were |
not informed. |

While there was fun and a-|
musement for the kiddies in r d-
ing the jeeps and tanks, among
the older there was a serious|
vein. The soldiers were “just
like our home boys,” dressed in
uniform. They were courteous
and polite to all and took pride
in their weapons of death—and
each one knew his partcular
arm of warfare like a college
professor knows his abes. *

There were 14 soldiers in the
group. They came from Camp
Barkely, throagh the efforts of
Frank Keeney, president of the
Bronte Community Service Club,
Bruce CIff of Robert Lee, and
a few others. A detachment of
same size and kind spent the day
also at Robert Lee, concerning’
which we have had good re-|
ports. At supper Saturday ev-
ening the visiting soldiers were
guests of the Club, with several |
local citizens attending the sup- |

soldiers were taken to the
homes of the people to spend

the night. They were likewise,
entertained by the Club at
breakfast Sunday morning.
There was a booth on the
streets in  the afternoon for
bond sales in charge of the la-
dies. Quite 2 number of sales
of bonds and stamps were made.
To Saturday n'ght about $40,
000 of bonds had been sold.
While we do not want to sound
a discourasing note, vet the a-
bove amount of sales is a long,
long way from the eoal of Coke
county’'s quota, which is $157,
