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Passing of Rev.G. W, Tubb, Last of
Pioneer Baptist Ministers in West Texas

Last week 'I‘he I‘nterprlqe
carried the brief announcement

of the death of Rev. G. W. Tubb, |

Baptist minister, age 90, at Sil-
ver, and that we would have an
extended account of the life of
Rev. Tubb in this issue, as a pi-
oneer Baptist preacher in Coke
county and this part of West
Texas. l

The passing of Rev. Tubb has
brought back memories to the
writer that have long been sleep-

ing. It was a half century ago
that we first met this grand old
man, and [typically “old fash-
ioned” minister. By “old fash-
ioned,” we mean he was a min-
ister of the “saddle bhagrs,” =n
“horse and buggy” days—when
preachers rode on horseback
and carried their Bibles in the
saddle bags, which were flung
across fhe saddle, and the rider
would sit comfortably in the
saddle and thus hold the saddle
bags and Bible safely, so they
would not lose from their place
of safety. If the preacher did
not ride on horseback, he had
his ‘“faithful old horse” and
buggy, in which he would trav-
el about over the country, some
times, going afar, to preach at
the “little red school house,” or
in the plain, simple little church
house |that had been erected for
worship.

It was in the middle ninetlies
that we first met Rev. Tubb. It
was at one of the “associational
gatheringgs” of his church, the
Baptists. At that time we were
a student in Howard Payne Col- |
lege ab Brownwood. The organ-
ized unit of the Baptists known
as the “Baptist Association,” for
all this part of West Texas was
known as the “Pecan Valley
Baptist Association.” This or-
ganization included all the coun-
try from Goldthwaite on the
east to Robert Lee on the west,
and from Comanche on the
north to Brady on the south.
These gatherings would gener-
ally convene on Friday and con-
tinue through Sunday night.
Those old pioneer preachers,
with interested workers from
the scattered churches over the

vast area would gather in their !

annual convocations, and re-
ports from the counties repre-/
sented by the ministers and
their members were made and
discussions followed as to the
best methods of advancing their
cause were had. This first meet-

ing in which we saw these grand
old preachers assembled, and
their earnest faces, devoted
spirits and aggressive purpose
are “as a nail driven in a sure
place” in our memory. Each
minister would relate about the
work in his county, or his par-
ticular community, or church,
and their fervent prayers as-
cended to the Great Hearer of
Prayer for “more laborerers in
the vineyard.” There was not
more than a dozen ministers in
' the whole area. We came to
know them intimately, as a
young man just entering life, as
we sought knowledge of their
lives and the great impelling
power that had led these grand
and Godly men to dedicate their

lives to the cause to which they !

had given their all, and we
sought their counsels as men
whom we trusted implicitly, who
would not willfully mislead or
wrongfully guide us.

But, now, as we write to the
memory of this good man, the
last of the ones we knew, with
perhaps, one exception, we feel
as “one who walks in a banquet
hall deserted.” This group of
men who so deeply impressed
have passed and we are left a-
lone, with only the memories of
their impressions upon us.
this quiet, humble way, we
sit here at our typewriter in
silence and write these last
