Miss Croslin asked 
that specific directions for can­
ning these two articles of food 
l>e included in the club report 
for the benefit of any non-club 
memlkors who might In» interest­
ed. Her directions follow: For 
snap beans, as for nil other 
foods, Miss Croslin specially 
stressed quality of food to l>e 
canned as she stated the quality 
of food of course could not be 
improved by canning. I f  we use 
first quality with good canning 
nulthods we have first quality 
foods canned while if we use an 
inferior product the canned 
product will be inferior no mat 
ter what method we use. In ear­
ning beans she stated: wash
beans and cut with a sharn rai* 
ing knife, to prevent bruising: 
after placing one teaspoon salt 
in bottom of jar put iieans d> 
rectly in jar till jar is heapin* 
full. Place in container wit* 
rack on bottom of container— 
leaving lid off jar or can. Fill 
container to within one to two
