HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION
proposing an amendment to the 
Constitution of the Statu of 
Texas, amending Sections 51a. 
51b, 51c, and 5ld of Article 111 
so that the same shall consist 
of one section to be known as 
Section 51a. providing that the 
Legislature shall have the power 
to provide assistance to and 
provide for the payment of 
same to actual bona fide citizens 
of Texas who are needy aged 
persons over the age of sixty- 
five (65) years, needy blind |n*r- 
flons over the age of twenty-one 
(21) years, and needy children

under the age of sixteen (16) 
years; providing for the accej>- 
tance of financial aid from the 
Government of theUnited States 
for such assistance; providing 
thrj the payments of such as­
sistance from State funds shall 
never exceed either the pay­
ments from Federal funds or a 
tutal of more than Thirty-five 
Million Dollars ($35,000,000)

BE IT RJCSOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF T H E

Section 1. That Sections 51a, 

51b, 51c, and 51d of Article 111 
of the Constitution of the State 
of Texas be amended and the 
same are hereby amended so 
that the same shall hereafter
