RELIGION IN COLLEGE
We read ui the |>apers last week that the president of a state teachers' 

college advocated the placing ot a Bible chair on his campus. The State 
Board ol Regents, however, vetoed the plan, and certain members advanced 
the optiuon that to establish such a chair woukl lead to a dangerous mixing 
of Church and State, and a battle between the denominations.

There appear to be several aspects to this problem, hut the general 
attitude also seems to be one of "hush-hush," one just doesn't talk ot such 
things. Being rather new at the editorial game, however, we leel that some 
points SHOULD be considered.

First, let us suppose such a Chair is established in some educational 
institution. Who will teach it? Should everyone take the course? Suppose 
one does not wish to attend the class? Our Constitution provides for free­
dom of religion, we know that. Now then, the teacher. Sup|H>se he is a 
Catholic? What if he is a jew ? Shall he lie a Protestant?

There was agitation a few years ago in a certain school system for the 
teaching of a Bible course. When established, however, certain students 
were withdrawn because their parents objected to instruction given their 
youngsters by a representative of another Protestant denomination.

One solution that has been advanced is this -  establish Bible chairs O FF 
the campus, let students come who will.

The editor, who is a Protestant, advances this point of view for con­
sideration — if we profess to tie Christians, we want to lollow the principles 
of Jesus Christ, as we understand them to lie. Many smart men are to be 
found in many denomination* — let us grant that each believes in Jesus 
Christ and tries to follow his principles, in his own wav, in his own beliefs.

Can we not lie tolerant of one another? If our goal is that of following 
the pruiciples of Jesus Christ, are we not able to grant *o another man 
the right to worship God .is he pleases, in Ins own way too? Are we so 
narrow that we fear to learn the point of view ol another denomination? 
Is there not room for all? Are we not all seeking the same end — the glorifica­
tion of our laird Jesus Christ and lus kingdom? Do we not learn from Him 
the principles ot brotherly love, of kindness, of understanding?

A little more attention to such virtues in this world of today would lie 
so welcome, and so refreshing.

First . . . use clear, durable labels 
when you jsackage the food. Mark 
the laliels with the name of the pnxl 
net and the date it was packed.

If you have time, and space on the 
label. other information might be dr- 
sidahle The number of servings in 
a package, the amount and kind of 
sweetening, and the variety of a fruit 
or vegetable are often helpful. It is 
often a good idea to mark a package 
"special" when it would lie good for 
holiday dinners or "experimental" 
when it is something for the family 
to try out.

Many homemakers have worked 
out their own systems for locating 
foods quickly. One way is to use 
different colored strings, papers, gum­
med tapes or labels

Another way is to arrange plywixxl 
partitions to tectum off spaces for 
different kinds of foods.

The homemaker who takes time to 
save searching will draw a map of 
her freezer locker fixxl arrangement 
She will keep the map In a handy 
place where ll's a ready reference

Veterans who meet the eligibility 
requirements under the "G. I. Rill of 
Rights,” ages 20 to 40, with at least a 
high school education and physically 
fit for field work may apply for this 
training. Applicants should be men 
who desire to make sanitation or some 
other phase of public health activity 
a career of life work. Applicants who 
have lieen accepted will receive such 
training allowances as is provided 
under the “G. I. Bill of Rights”; for 
instance, $65 and $90 per month, de­
pending on martial status, which 
amount may lie supplemented by the 
city where the applicant is taking his 
training.

For full information concerning this 
type of training, veterans are urged 
to consult their local branch of the 
Veterans' Administration, their local 
health officer or the State Depart­
ment of Health in Austin.

Farmers are taking inventory of 
tbe changes which the war brought 
alHiut on their individual farms and 
in agriculture as a whole. They are 
particularly interested in what those 
changes mean for the future. While 
the impact of the war upon farming 
has lieen far-reaching, action has heon 
taken to make the situation less serious 
than 25 years ago. For one thing, 
Congress has provided floors under 
the prices of most farm products, 
which will ease the shock of war-to- 
peace conversion. Farm legislation 
now on the books and action programs 
now in operation give farmers the 
tools they need to continue to provide 
ample supplies of larin products at 
prices which are fair to consumers and 
themselves.

Tliesc- national laws, built ujxm the 
Agricultural Adjustment Act of 1938 
and tbe Soil Conservation and Domes­
tic Allotment Act, provide the machin­
ery to make farm production respon­
sive to market demands, to conserve 
land and water resources, to insure 
crops against natural hazards, and 
to assist farmers in obtaining their fair 
share of the national income.

The farmer-committeemen organi­
zation, which operates this machinery, 
handled its assignment smoothly dur­
ing the past 12 months. State, coun­
ty. and local committees helped far­
mers to:

(1) Protect more crops of more far­
mers than ever lief ore under the Fed­
eral Crop Insurance Program.

(2) Produce, guided by goals, the 
volume and the kinds of food needed 
to finish the war and help feed hungry 
people abroad.

(3) Stimulate tbe output of badly 
needed dairy, beef, and lamb products 
through special production payments 
from Comimxhty Credit Corporation 
funds.

In August, the AAA organization
was consolidated into a newly estab­
lished Production and Marketing Ad­
ministration. Hie new AAA setup, 
known as the Field Service Branch, 
gives AAA committeemen additional 
responsibilities for administration of 
the program and for working with 
farmers in applying AAA assistance 
to the farms where it wi 
good.

If you're in luck and it pops 
well, just keep the batch as long as 
you like . . closed up tight in a rub­
ber sealed |ar.

If the corn doe* not pop well . . . 
and seems too dry . ■ . seal it up in a 
truit |ur with a few drops of water 
added. Then test it again a week or 
so later to see whether it pops well 
. . .  or if more water is needed.

People who Use in moderately hu­
mid areas have another method. They 
Iu*t hang the shelled com in a cloth 
txag . . .  on a ceiling hook on the 
porch during the fall, winter, and 
spring . . . and put it near the floor of 
the cellar or ventilated pantry in the 
summer.
