Due to the general dry
the condition of wheat in northwest
Texas is gradually declining, and crop
prospects are not very encouraging
Wheat on summer fallow is still hold- |
ing its own fairly well, but that on
other land is becoming spotted and
badly burned. With the summer fal
low is approximately 75,000 acres of

weather,

irrigated wheat that is in fair con
dition and quite promising; otherwise
chances for a 50 per cent crop in this
area depend on rain in the immediate
tuture.

|  Considerable of the poorest wheat

is being plowed under, and this acre-
age will either be fallowed for 1947,

| or planted to grain sorghums between

| now and early June. Harvest through

two weeks early, starting at Crowell
