WILLIAMS TESTIFIES IN TRIAL
Slaughter Williams, 28, toriuer aer­

ial gunuer in the Pacific, took the 
stand yesterday morning ui an at­
tempt to establish a case ol justifiable 
homicide as the murder trial contin­
ued in 51st District Court under 
Judge John Sutton.

W illiams has been under indictment 
on charges of murder growing out of 
the fatal stabbing of J. W. Vest, 64, 
stejrlather of the accused, who died 
last June 30.

During the trial, which ojrened 
Wednesday following Williams' in­
dictment by the grand jury on Oc­
tober 7, States witnesses have in­
cluded Tracy White, who testified 
W illiaius told him the killing had oc­
curred. (»lie Eubanks, dejiuty slierdl, 
who related he found a butcher knife 
with blixxl on it; Bruce Cldt, Holiert 
Lee undertaker, who brought in the 
Ixxly of N est, and Sheriff Frank Perci­
full, who obtained a statement from 
Williams.

Defense witnesses were heard yes­
terday morning, and these included 
Williams, who testified of growing 
susjncions that his wife and step­
father were having improper rela­
tions. Williams told the jury that he

killed \ est because he believed he 
was breaking up his home.

Also testifying were Glenn Foster 
oi San Angelo, who was a character 
witness, and Mrs. J. W. Vest, wile of 
the slain man, who declared that she 
and Mr. N est were sejiarated.

Cldl Tupjier, Don Holdridge, and 
W. G. McDonald, defense attorneys, 
introduced a motion yesterday morn­
ing for an instructed verdict of "not 
guilty" but it was denied by Judge 
Sutton.

The case was given to the jury late 
yesterday, following the reading of 
charges by Judge Sutton and final 
jileas by the (Intense attorneys and by 
District Attorney Baljih Logan.

As the Enterprise goes to press, the 
jury had not reached a decision.

A sjiecial venire of 75 men were 
called to form the jury, and 56 of 
these were examined before the final 
12 were selected. Jurymen chosen in­
cluded Oran Fletcher, Jet Hood.

WEST KNIERIM SUIT 
SETTLED OUT OF COURT

The case of D. M. W est et ux vs. 
W Kobert kiueriiii et al, which was 
scheduled to be heard before the 51st 
District Court last Monday. October 
14th, with Judge John F. Sutton pre­
siding. was settled out ot court on 
agreement between attorneys of the 
parties involved, and upon motion of 
the plaintiff (West), the case against 
the City of Bronte was dismissed 
without prejudice.

Terms of the agreement, tiled with 
County Clerk W illis Smith, revealed 
that the Home Motor Company, on or 
before February 1, 1947, will per­
manently lease putting water or other 
material into the 18-inch pipe run­
ning in trout oi its premises, and will 
cease running any water or other ma­
terial into the 4-inch pipe running on 
to the vacant lots east of the West 
Apartments. The com p an y  also  
agree»!, according to these terms, that 
as much of the 4-inch pipe as was on 
the lots, lielongixl to the plaintiff.

All other demands made by West 
"shall lie anil are settled by this agree­
ment. and the plaintiff is barred from 
asserting any such demands here­
after.“

It was determined that court costs 
would he divided equally lietween 
West and the Home Motor Company, 
and that the case shall remain on the 
docket until the company has ceased 
running water or other materials into 
both of the said pipes.

H ie agreement was signed by D. M 
West, Minnie B. West. Holiert kmtv- 
im, K. W. Rees, and J. Robert 
knierim.

Also settled by this agreement was 
the first amended original petition. 
No. 1642. filed in liehalf of West by I 
his attorney. Paul Petty of Ballinger. 
This petition alleged that W est had | 
delivered to knierim a deed convey- \ 
mg bun an undivided half interest in 
and to the wall standing upon the | 
dividing line from the ground up to 
the second floor and no higher, on 
condition that 2nd storv windows not 
lie obstructed. West contended that j 
kiurritn had violated the conditions 
thereby causing him to suffer damages j 
in the amount of $5,000. It was also ; 
alleges! that the defendant (knierim. ; 
not the eitv of Bronte) had also built 
a wall which extended several inches j 
over on West's property, and W'est 
asked for another $5.000 for this, thus 
making a total claim of $10,000 on 
these two counts plus $5.750 on the 
original petition, or a grand total of i 
$ 15.750 in damages.

Members of the petit jury, which 1 
hail lieen summoned to hear the case \ 
in the esent a jurv was needed, were 1 
dismissed l»v Judge Sutton following 
the settlement of the case between the 
attorney* involved. Three members 
wre excused, however, these including I 
Allen Jameson, Victor Wojtek, and \ 
Bryan Yarbrough.

It was learned that the meeting I 
was called at the request of H. W. I 
Rees and W. R. krnerim of the Home ! 
Motor Company, who discussed plans 
for the disposal of sewage and waste 
emanating from the company. It was 
suggested Irv the pair that they would 
dig a cess pool on the mirth tide of 
the hmkling within the limits of the 
sidewalk ami off the street, to a depth 
of approximately IB fret and a width 
of 5 feet, which would he walled in 
with tile nr stone, and covered with 
a heavy layer of concrete.

It was also proposed that waste 
water be cared for by installing a 
drain pipe to the south of the Home

Motor Company. These proposals, 
later approved by l)r. J. 1). Leonard, 
city health officer, were favorably re­
ceived by the Council, it was reported

It was later learned without con­
tinuation that C. R. Smith proposed a 
clause requiring the Com[MUiy to care 
for any eventual overflow or damage 
resulting therefrom, but his motion 
was not included ui the final agree­
ment, although D. S. Holdridge. city 
attorney, reportedly said later that 
such a clause should have been a part 
of the agreement in order that both 
parties be protected.

In other words, the city apparently 
granted an easement to the company, 
nut secured no protection for itself 
in case of later mishaps.

The Council also paid the suin of 
$10.50 to J. A. McDonald and C. H. 
W’ehh for their labor on a recent job.

NELSON TALKS ON 
RECLAMATION FUTURE 
IN TEXAS

Wesley B. Nelson, regional director 
ol the U. S. Bureau ol declamation at 
Amarillo, recently apjK'ured before the 
second annual convention of the Texas 
Water Conservation Association at 
Austin, and talked on matters of vital 
interest tu Btonte and Coke County.

L. T . Yoimgblood, chairman of the 
Colorado River Basin Authority, re­
ported tlie following remarks made 
by Nelson at the meeting:

"The future ol reclamation m Texas 
depends uj>ou lour basic factors: 
water, land, people and engineering 
works.  . . and among projects now 
lieing studied are Bolter! Lee and San 
Angelo in the Colorado Basin.”

"Foremost jrlans ol the Bureau in 
the Colorado Hiver basin include the 
construction ol a dam at Buffalo 
Creek site, about six miles below 
Bobcrt Lee, for irrigation of farm 
lands . . . and utilization of storage 
water. Submission of the report of 
this project to the Commissioner of 
Keclumution at Washington recently 
climaxed several years ol survey and 
planning.”

“As reported, the reservoir will have 
a capacity ol 600,000 acre feet and 
will store water for irrigation of 
58,(MX) acres of land, provide munici- 
|)al water (or Robert Lee. Ballinger, 
.mil Miles, offer recreational and fish 
|iro|>agatioii facilities, and allow for 
some Hood control."

[limited out, the future for this area 
appears bright, indeed.
