4*k miles south- 
southe.ut ol the Colorado River, and 
some 8 miles southwest oi Bronte, as 
the SealMird-Southem Minerals wild­
cat flowed some 20 barrels of oil per 
hour from 6.200 feet down and in 18' 
ol |>ay in the Fllleuburga lime last 
Wednesday morning. For 9 minutes, 
the well flowed 47 gravity oil on a 
drillstem test from 6,184 to 8.200 feet 
Following a Schluinherger survey, the 
well will be drilled 10 deeper. This 
now brings a promise of a new Held 
in southeastern Coke, with further 
testing to have been done at six 
o'clock this morning. Ellenburger was 
reached at 0,182. 4.268 feet below 
sea level. When the well was shut 
down, due to lack of storage. 400 
leet of oil were recovered, with no 
water, and gas estimated at one mil­
lion cubic feet daily. Two 1.000 barrel 
storage tanks have been ordered for 
the well, which is 1,980 from the 
south and west lines of section 1. 
I1E&W T Rv. Co. survey, on the 
Santa Fe railway line.
