Schools will feel state budget crunch

School officials in Castro
County have been
scrambling to find ways to
maintain the quality of
education as the state cuts
their funds.

For the Dimmitt ISD,
Superintendent Les Miller
said the district is
restructuring staff
assignments and reducing
staff through attrition only -
so far.

“The principals and I
have had frank discussions
about cuts and I've sent out
memos about no increase in
budgets,” Miller said. “Now,
I want to make sure our
taxpayers are aware of
what’s going on.”

And if the Region 16
Education Service Center in
Amarillo is hit as hard as
seems likely, contracts
between the district and the
center could increase as
much as 51 percent, he said.
“We’re looking at making
major cuts or reshuffling
our funds,” Miller said.
“Regardless, we plan to
provide the best education
possible here in Dimmitt.”
Dimmitt is looking at a
shortfall of some $300,000,
combined with the fact that
the school is running a

deficit budget of $375,000,
along with a decline iIn
enrollment means that “we
don’t see a rosy picture for
Dimmitt, Miller said.

And raising taxes won'’t
be the answer, considering
the amount of money
involved, he said.

In Nazareth, the picture

isn’t quite so glum, said
Superintendent Marshall
Harrison.

“If the House and
Senate committee numbers
don’t change, we’ll lose
about $47,537, Harrison
said. As long as the student
count doesn’t drop below
200, the impact will be
minimal, . and studies
projected for the next five

years show the district’s
population won’t drop
below 223.

Additionally, Nazareth’s
state funds will drop because
property values have
increased by $2.1 million,
Harrison said.

Last year the district
was able to put $92,000
back into its reserves,
Harrison said, noting that
this year “we’ve been
operating on a balanced
budget.”

What'’s the law...
Questions & Answers

Q. I had a small “fender-
bender” with another
motorist. Neither of us
wanted to report the accident
to our insurance company
so he just agreed to pay my
repair bill. Now he won't
pay. The damage to may car
is only a couple of hundred
dollars. What can I do?

A. This may be a good
case for Small Claims
Court. I suggest you send
him a certified letter asking
that he pay, as he promised.
Let him know that if you
cannot settle the matter, you
will consider a claim in
Small Claims Court.

If you do not resolve the
dispute, file a petition with
the appropriate Small Claims
Court.

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The Internet can’t substitute for
public notices in the newspaper

For over 80 years, local governments have kept Texans informed about its
business through legal notices published in the local newspaper.

Right now, there are several bills moving through the Texas Legislature that would
allow local governments to post legal notices on a state-sponsored Internet web site instead
of publishing these notices on the local paper.

While the arguments in favor of this idea seem sound on the surface, they contain
a fatal flaw where open government is concerned.

Sen. Jon Lindsay (R-Houston) is the sponsor of SB 1359, which would let school
districts post bid notices on the Internet instead of the newspaper. The House Public
Education Committee approved a companion bill, HB 443, last week.

Lindsay contends that most of the contractors who bid on government projects
look for these notices on the Internet. Posting school bid notices on the Internet would be
a more cost-effective way to reach these contractors and might result in more competitive
bids on school projects, he said.

This may be true but the argument entirely misses the secondary - some might even
say the primary - point of publishing bid requests, calls for election and annexation, tax
rate notices and the like in the local newspaper. Posting notices on the Internet may let
select contractors know that a school district has a project up for bid but it won’t let
taxpayers know how their money is being spent. Notice by publication in a newspaper
involves citizens in the process of government spending.It should be said that newspapers
have a financial stake in this issue. Newspapers get paid for publishing legal notices. But,
as part of that service, this newspaper, along with many other newspapers across the state,
post these notices to our own web sites at no additional cost.

And, the cost just isn’t that high. Lindsay and his supporters say that using an
Internet web site for bid notices will save Texas schools $3.1 million over the next five
years. That's an average of $563.64 per school district per year. Frankly, this is a small
price to pay for open government.What's more, most Texans believe that public notices
should be published in the local newspaper.

According to a survey conducted last fall by Newton Marketing and Research, 81
percent of Texans believe that legal notices, paid for by local government, should be
published in the newspaper. Even Texans who don’t regularly read their local newspaper
believe that local governments should pay to publish legal notices in the newspaper rather
than relying on the Internet.

Conversely, only 9 percent of Texans said they’d look on for public notices on an
Internet site. This doesn’t even take into account the digital divide afflicting poor and rural
Texans. This digital divide is real. Poor and rural Texans are much less likely to have
regular access to the Internet. Using the Internet as the sole means of providing legal notice
will effectively shut these Texans out of the process.

Newspapers also serve as an independent third party archive for the acts of local
governmental entities, which is another reason to maintain the current notice and posting
requirements. Notice by publication in a newspaper provides a permanent record that will
never go away and remains available for the public to see. Finally, this newspaper, along
with most newspapers across the state, already post legal notices on the Internet at no
additional cost. And it didn’t take legislative action to make this happen.

If those representing local governments in Austin really believe that posting bid
notices will generate more competitive bids, that’s fine. There’s nothing wrong with
posting them on a state-sponsored web site.

However, it should not supplant the requirement of publishing the same notices
in the local newspaper. That would a huge step backward for open government in Texas
and it’s a bad idea.

If you can’t get to your primary shelter in time,
then go to your secondary shelter.
