|<runc imjMirt.mce to their general 
vvcIITh*mg, and Dr. Geo. W. Cox, 
State Health Officer, says that everv 
i lull! should lie under the regular care 
of a competent dentist from the time 
he is thirty mouths of age.

“Much can be done in the way of 
tooth decay prevention by dentists ol 
today." Dr. Cox said, “and studies 
are under wav at present which may j 
Irad to still further advances in the 
control of dental caries. Two Texas 
cities with almost identical fluorine 
content in their city water supplies are | 
U-iug used m one experiment. Sodium 
fluoride is iM -in g  added to the supply 
of one city, and the results in the re­
duction of d e n t a l  caries checked 
against that of the city whose water 
supply is not treated.

"This experiment has been in prog- | 
ress only 29 months and it is Iimi earlv 
to establish a positive evaluation. Imt 
the results checked so far have dem­
onstrated a decided tendency to caries 
reduction in the city where smliuin 
fluoride is added to their drinking 
water.”
