the Coke County Soil (amsersatiou 
District, last week seeded Madrid 
sweet clover. The clover is a biennial 
legume which will furnish grazing the 
first year and produce a seed crop the 
second year. Each land owner in- 
noculated the seed with nitrogen hue- , 
lena which take free nitrogen from 
the air and fix it in the soil.

Construction was started on one 
and one-half wiles of terraces on J. 
(V Iatthain's farm located two miles 
west of Tennyson. Latham is a district 
cooperator anil a member of the Ten­
nyson conservation group. The terrace 
system is a part of laithuin's complete 
ciMirdinated soil and water conserva­
tion plan developed for his farm.

Terrace lines were run last week on 
I A. Whitt s farm located three miles 
west of Silver Construction of the 
terraces will begin |usl as soon as 
equipment can he located Mr. Whitt 
is cooperating with the Coke County 
Soil Conservation District and is a 
member of the Riser conservation 
group Soil Conservation Service per­
sonnel assisted Mr. Whitt with run­
ning the terrace lines.

A diversion terrace l.SOO feet long 
was staked on C, N Webb’s ranch 
two miles northwest of Tennyson and 
in the Tennyson 4-onsrrvation group 
file diversion terrace was designed hv 
Soil Conservation Sen ice technicians 
to divert runoff water to protect his 
terrace system and also put the water 
on a field where Webb plans to es 
tahlish a waterspreading system
