CHECKS

Notwithstanding the severe penal­
ties provided in the present Bail 
Check l~iw”, an unusually large num­
ber of worthless checks are Ix-ing is­
sued in Coke County. It is hoped that 
some loss may lie prevented by sug­
gesting that people in business ami 
those dealing with the public do not 
accept from strangers checks signed: 
"John Doe By: Bob Jones"; chinks 
with the name of the bunk scratched 
out anil another written in and. par­
ticularly when the location is not 
shown directly under the name of the 
bunk which is written in. checks made 
payable to a trades-name unless such 
name is registered with the countv 
clerk; checks which are post-date«; 
checks which are requested to lie 
held, and checks which have been 
endorses! by other persons

While prosecuting attorneys are 
now prohibited bv law from collecting 
checks or other debts growing out of 
criminal offenses, it is the policy of 
vour County Attorney to take into 
account the defendant s attitude to­
ward restitution and payment when 
considering the amount of fine or 
other punishment to recommend in 
case of conviction. A complainant also 
is now enjoined under heavy fine from 
seeking a dismissal of a prosecution 
which he has instigated.

Our lasvs do not authorize the pav- 
ment of some of the necessary ex­
penses of our |>eacc officers in track­
ing down ami apprehending violators 
of tile Bad Check laiw. Our sheriff 
and his deputies are doing a lot better
