Here’s How t  Soldier Hack From Korea 
Feels l o u t  The Red Cross

Many Louisiana 
1 January 1%1

Mrs. C. A. Hart
Sabine Chapter, American Red Cross 
Many, Louisiana 
Dear Mrs. Hart:

I have meant to write before this to express my ap­
preciation for the wonderful way in which the Ameri­
can Red Cross has handled my own personal problems. 
However, you do know the circumstances under which 
1 was brought home, wounded in Korea, frostbite on 
both feet, and the period of waiting for recovery in a 
hospital in Japan. It was there that your wire through 
the American Red Cross reached me to inform me that 
1 was needed at home at once. Mrs. Hart, from the day 
you sent that wire until I arrived at the house where 
my wife was staying was just SEVEN  days. In that 
time I had flown from Japan to Shreveport, Louisiana.

Since that time I have been able to be with my fami­
ly when my son was born and even now I am writing 
this from the hospital where my wife is recovering from 
pneumonia along with my youngest girl. To be able to 
be with them at this time, I can truly say, was due only 
to the untiring efforts of the Red Cross and its staff of 
workers. Words either written or spoken cannot tell 
of the gratitude which is mine. I know that to the Red 
Cross, I was one of many; but to my family, I am, of 
course, the only one.

During the last war as a company commander in 
the Pacific I had numerous dealings with the Red Cross; 
these contacts were from telling some lonely (II that 
he was a father, to the sending of a boy home because 
of death in the family. In all of the variety of cases 
that came across my desk 1 have yet to find that the Red 
Cross did not help to the fullest extent possible in their 
regulations.

1 would like to tell you, if 1 am not taking too much 
of your time, of the things that I have seen the Red 
Cross do in Korea. Korea, as you have probably heard 
by now, is a land of filth, desolation, mountains that are 
straight up and straight down, dust when it is dry and 
mud when it is wet, and now of the all prevailing cold 
and death. In this area the Red Cross is doing its job 
and doing it well with the armed forces.

1 have actually had to chase a field worker out of 
the front lines. He came up there to tell a man that his 
mother had died.

He didn’t have to come there and I asked him why 
he did, and he replied that it was because he didn’t want 
the boy to receive word of that nature from a field phone 
and also that he wanted to take the boy back to get him 
on the first available plane for the States. By the way, 
the boy was able to attend his mother’s funeral four 
days later in California. _  . . _

When we were surrounded and had to fight our 
way out of the trap, we were taken into the aid station. 
We had lost all our personal belongings. From the aid 
station we were taken to an evacuation and there flown 
to the field hospital, Ascon City. The first person that 
I saw in the field hospital was a Red Crons worker. She 
went among us on the litters and gave us cigarettes, 
candy, and toilet articles, soap and towels, but even 
more important she talked to us and helped us in a hun­
dred ways; she arranged our bandages, fixed our blan­
kets, and made us feel like people again.

Later, when we were flown to Japan the first thing 
we saw when we arrived at the air base was a mobile 
unit of the Red Cross. I don’t know how many cups of 
coffee 1 drank or how many sandwiches and donuts I 
put away but it was a lot. Cigarettes and candy were 
there also. At the hospital in Japan thi* Red Cross again 
was the first thing 1 saw. Again we were treated as 
though we were kings. I realize now that it wasn’t so 
much what we received as the way in which it was given. 
Every day we had a visit from the Red Cross worker in 
the hospital; she furnished us everything from maga­
zines to writing letters home for those who couldn’t 
write. I could go on for pages, but it still wouldn’t do 
those people justice. They were always cheerful and 
seemed to want to go out of their way to help you.

VV’hen I returned to the 1’nited States it was the 
Red Cross who furnished the money for my plane from 
San Francisco to Shreveport. They understood that in 
Korea a man may not get paid for months. I myself 
have not been paid in full since last July. Mrs. Hart, 
my gratitude knows no bounds for what I have received 
from the Red Cross and I know of others who have had 
the same wonderful treatment. I have also heard those 
who tell of the bad things that the Red Cross does. It 
may tie true that some Red Cross workers are not what 
they should he. In every large organization there is usu­
ally some percent who give the organization a bad name. 
All I know is what I have actually seen and experienced 
myself. Never have I had to pay for one thing that I 
have received from the Red Cross and I have no know­
ledge of the Red Cross ever trying to sell anybody any­
thing.

You will find enclosed my contribution for the Red 
Cross for the year 1951. While I realize that it is small, 
if everyone in the parish would contribute the same 
amount it will go a long way. If they could see with 
their own eyes what 1 have seen the Red Cross do, I 
know they would help also.
